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Bridge Construction Bond Issue

. Election To Be Held Saturday

The proposition of issuing
$55,000.000 of road bonds in
Road District No. 4 will be be-
fore the voters Saturday, No-
vember 28, with voting at the
courthouse in Stratford from
8:00 A. M..to 7:00 P. M.

The bond issue, if' approved
by popular vote, will mean the
construction of a steel piling
and concrete bridge ' on the
Beaver Creek north of Strat-
ford on the county road between
Sections 28 and 29, Block 1-T.
Also included in the project will
be the construction of bridges
on the Frisco north of Stratford
between sections 130 and 131,
Block 1-T, and south on Strat-
ford on the Coldwater between
sections 198 and 199, Block 1-T.

Estimates have been submit-
ted to the Commissioners Court
and it is thought that the
Beaver Bridge will cost around
$33,000.00 with the remaining
funds to be spent on the other
{two bridges.

. A spokesman for the court
states that the bridges on the
Coldwater and the Frisco are

both old and dangerous. New
bridges, if built, will be of con-
crete and wide enough to ac-
commodate practically all traf-
fic which might need to-pass
over them, including most farm
machinery. And the same will
be true of the Beaver bridge.

Principal and interest costs on
the bond issues are expected to
require approximately 20 cents
per $100.00 valuation additional
tax levy the first year with a
reduction thereafter as the
principal sum is decreased. On
the present land valuation this
would amount to about $6.50 to
$6.75 per section of land the first
year.

Many business people in
Stratford have expressed the
opinion that the construction of
a permanent bridge on the Bea-
ver will open a new trade terri-
tory for them.  Residents . of
Texas and Oklahoma above this
point can be assured of a cross-
ing without respect to local rains
and headrises from other sec-
tion on the stream.

Texans Are
Heavy Gas
Consumers

Texans consume nearly one-
third of all gas produced and
marketed in the nation. This
is equivalent to about 53% of the
gas produced within the state.
The other 47% is exported into
other states.

A large part of natural gas
in Texas has been discovered as
an incident to the search and
drilling for oil, often in the old
days to 'the utter disgust and
disappointment of the driller.
There was then no value to gas
because it had no market out-
let. It had no real sale value.

Today the natural gas indus-
try is one of the major indus-
tries of this country. Texas
gas is piped to sections of the
country as far to the west as

_ | California, as far to the north
tas the Great Lakes, and as far

to the east as New England.

Both oil and gas are irreplace=
able. They are natural re-
sources, and are to be guarded
and used wisely. True conser-
vation does not mean the hoard-
ing or locking up of our re-
sources. Conservation -rather
means wise use of these re-
sources as contrasted to waste.

True conservation of oil and
gas means the -expenditure of
great and vast sums of money.
These sums must be recouped
and paid for by the consumer.
Price is the best conservation
agent. An adequate price as-
sures the consumer of a long,
adequate supply. When the
supply of a commodity can get
to the place of demand in the
right quantities at the right
time at the right place, every-
one is pleased with the results.
Here you have supply and de-
mand truly in action.

A nation cannot depend on
accidental discovery of gas. The
well-head price of gas should be
adequate to encourage indepen-
dent search for gas on its own
for its own sake.. Let the gas
prices be “self-sustaining. A
free, fair, competitive price will
get the gas discovered, produced,
processed, transported, and dis-
tributed. The well-head price
for gas should not be fixed by
law, either state ‘or federal.

Attemnpts at price control in-
evitably lead to scarcity -~ and
high™prices. Natural gas is
worth more tedgy at the well-
head than most producers and
landowners are getting for it.
This condition should be cor-
rected by proper business states-
manship and renegotiation of
contracts where the well-head
price is too low for good con-
science to continue them
force. The eonsumer is more
concerned over an adequate,
long-time supply than he is ov-
er price.
