Four Students 
To Compete In 
Orators Contest

Tuesday, February 23, at 7:30 
P. M. in the high school audi­
torium four Stratford students 
will compete in the oratorical 
contest sponsored by the Amer­
ican Legion, and directed by 
the National Americanism Com­
mission. This year is the sev­
enteenth consecutive year for 
the contest.

In the first year, 1938, 4,000
students from eleven states en­
tered the competition. In 1953, 
the 16th year, 325,000 students 
from 47 states participated. 
Scholarships valued at $4,000.00, 
$2,500, $1,000, and $500 are a- 
warded the four national win­
ners. The local contestants 
will be awarded prizes as fol­
lows: first, $25.00 bond; second, 
$15.00; third, $10.00; and fourth, 
$5.00.

A very strict set of rules has 
been set up by the National 
Americanism Commission. All 
contestants, local through na­
tional, are governed by these 
rules. No contestant is except­
ed.

The contest includes delivery 
of a prepared oration and an ex­
temporaneous discussion. Time 
limit for each is ten to twelve 
minutes for prepared oration 
and four to six minutes for ex­
temporaneous discussion. The 
subject to be used for the pre­
pared oration in the 1954 con­
test must be on some phase of 
the Constitution of the United 
States which will giye emphasis 
to the duties and obligations of 
a citizen to our government. It 
must be the original efforts of 
each contestant. Topic for 
extemporaneous discussion will 
be chosen from Articles 1, 2, 3, 
6, 7, 8, 10, and 19 of the Con­
stitution.

The three judges for the lo­
cal contest vidll be furnished by 
the Knife and Fork Club of Dal- 
hart. Identity of the judges 
will not be made public prior to 
the orations.

here. The award was for hero­
ism at Guadalcanal when his 
Raider platoon charged an ene­

my force, three times greater 
than his own, and drove them to 
cover without the loss of a 
Marine. Capt. Slusser, son of 
Murray C. Slusser of Blacks­
burg, Va., and husband of the 
former Miss Caroline Hunter of 
Stratford, Texas, is currently as­
signed duty with the Personnel 
Department of Marine Corps 
Headquarters here.

AUS’TIN — Politically troubled 
waters in Duval County came to 
a boil as federal and state offi­
cers probed errors in impound­
ed records.

Pressure of the investigation 
resulted in mass resignations in­
cluding school district officials 
and county commissioners, all 
supporters of Political Boss 
George Parr.

Most prominent man to quit 
was Tax-Assessor-Collector D. 
C. Chapa who is regarded as 
Parr’s lieutenant.

Attorney General John Ben 
Shepi>erd obtained the record 
impounding order from Special 
Judge Arthur Klein of Harlin­
gen ‘after some 800 cancelled 
checks were found missing.

State Auditor C. H. Cavness 
reported that the first voucher 
be turned over in Duval Coun­
ty records was the transfer of 
$5,000 from the jury fund to 
another fund.

Shepperd asserted that a jury 
fund is “inviolate” and could 
not be transferred legally into 
any other fund. I

A squabble appeared likely ov­
er who will get to rule on Klein’s 
temporary injunction impound­
ing the records. Hearing on the 
motion is set for February 19.

District Judge C. Woodrow 
Laughlin said he had arranged 
his affairs to be present for the 
hearing on that date.

“My understanding of the law 
is that when I am in district, I 
am the district judge,” he said.

It appeared that the matter 
would be settled among Klein, 
Laughlin, and Administrative 
Judge W. R. Blalock who assign­
ed Klein to the case.

In pushing the state’s case, 
Shepperd asked Judge Laughlin 
to set a hearing on a petition to 
discharge the Duval County 
grand jury because seven of its 
twelve members were linked 
with Parr.

Laughlin has stated that 
Shepperd will have to prove al­
legations that the jury couldn’t 
make an impartial investigation 
involving Parr or his support­
ers.

“I am confident they would 
indict me if they thought they 
should — and they would wade 
through 17 Texas Rangers to do 
it,” the judge said.

Removal charges against 
Laughlin were considered by the 
Texas Supreme Court.

One of the charges of official 
misconduct against Laughlin in 
the ouster proceedings was that 
he discharged a grand jury be­
fore it had completed an inves­
tigation.

Judge Klein presided in Duval 
during Laughlin’s appearance

before the Supreme Court.
A state witness and former 

deputy tax collector testiftied 
that school fund vouchers had 
been made to fictitious persons 
and the money given to George 
Parr on the latter’s orders.

These vouchers were against 
the school district for the a- 
mount of teachers’ contributions 
to the teacher retirement sys­
tem, the witness said.

According to the witness, 
Parr had dominated the board 
of trustees of the district and 
had “taken it upon himself to 
countersign all vouchers” but 
to the witness’ knowledge had 
never been an employe of the 
school district.

Five Texas Rangers were sta­
tioned in San Diego. One of 
them,. Captain Alfred Allee, had 
another scuffle, this time with 
District Attorney Raeburn Nor­
ris.

Allee also has fought with 
Parr and is under indictment on 
a charge of assault to murder 
the political leader.

Signs of revolt by long-time 
Parr supporters have also been 
reported.

J. L. MacDonald, Benavides 
oilman-rancher who holds a 
special Texas Ranger commis­
sion, said that representatives 
of three prominent Duval Coun­
ty families claimed they had 
given Parr an ultimatum to 
clean up the mess or they would 
do it with or without his help.

Governor Allan Shivers de­
clared, however, that it will 
take “continual vigilance” to 
see that the mess is stamped 
out.

Four “wrongs” need to be 
righted in Duval County, he 
said, listing these wrongs as the 
apparent misappropriation of 
funds, the denial of rights, the 
absence of a forum to which the 
citizens can appeal for help, and 
officers who deny the rights 
citizens ordinarily have when 
those citizens oppose the re­
gime.

.20 Inch Of 
Moisture 
Fell Monday

Moisture which came as a sur­
prise even to the Weather Bu­
reau brought approximately .20 
inch of rain to the entire terri­
tory Monday evening and Mon­
day night. The moisture was 
preceded by two days of blow­
ing dust. No reports of serious 
damage to growing wheat have 
been made.

A long range forecast for the 
month of February favors the 
Panhandle with above normal 
moisture for the month. The 
average moisture for Sherman 
County during the month of 
February is .52 of an ihch.

A. G. Everett

have been the first casualty in 
the current Wheatland measur­
ing program. Everett was hold­
ing a measuring wheel while rid­
ing on a car driven by R. M. 
Buckles. Everett lost his grip 
on the measuring wheel momen­
tarily and his right leg was 
caught between the bumper of 
the car and the wheel. The in­
jury was painful but no bones 
were broken.

Think Before 
You Prune

There’s a reason for pruning 
any tree or shrub and a home 
owner should have that reason 
in mind before he ruins one of 
the family’s prize possessions 
with his sharpened shears.

Do you want to improve the 
shape of the tree? Are bother­
some limbs scraping the house? 
Or do you desire more shade?

Pruning stimulates limb and 
twig development and conse­
quently the growth of more 
leaves for shade, says Miss Lu- 
cile King, County Home Dem­
onstration Agent. Open grow­
ing trees will give more protec­
tion if this principle is followed 
and top limbs are trimmed back 
three to four feet, she says. 
This, however, does not mean 
dehorning.

All limbs should be pruned 
flush with parent limbs so no 
stubs will remain to die. decay 
or harm the tree. A properly 
made cut rarely needs paint 
since the tree will heal itself.

To relieve excessive weight 
while pruning large limbs, they 
may first be severed three to 
four feet from the main trunk. 
Prior to cutting the limb an un­
dercut will prevent bar.k split­
ting, Miss King says.

A support from the ground 
will help prevent this too. A 
second undercut on the remain­
ing stub before it is severed at 
the trunk will avoid splitting 
as the stub falls to the ground.

Trees may be fertilized imme­
diately after pruning. This 
way they’ll be ready for spring 
growth. Miss L.mg concludes

'  I 'H E familiar old slogan “Equal 
Rights for Women” has taken 

on a different look this year. It 
happened on January 11 when Sen. 
Lester C. Hunt (D. Wyo.), offered 
a resolution which would declare 
th a t wherever the term s “person, 
persons and people and any per­
sonal pronoun” appear in the Con­
stitution, they “shall be taken to 
include both sexes.”

This “new look” came out as a 
possible once-aud-for-all solution 
to  wash away controversy over the 
Hayden rider to the 1953 equal 
rights resolution introduced by 
Sen. John M. Butler (R. Md.) and 
23 co-sponsors, which won Senate 
approval by a 73-1 vote last July, 
was awaiting still House consider- 
atidn at the time of the Hxint reso­
lution.

The rider focuses attention on 
one of the m ajor disputes in the 
equal-rights-for-women issue. Sup­
porters of the Constitutional amend­
m ent contend it would eliminate 
discrimination based on sex in 
such fields as property rights and 
employment. Discrimination, they 
claim, far outweighs protection in 
these fields.

Opponents of an equal rights 
am endment say that it will only 
ibring about confusion and might 
invalidate protective laws for wom­
en now in existence. If women get 
themselves declared equal to men 
in the eyes of the law, they rea ­
son, how can women justify a need 
for special protection under the 
law?

But the ladies, with the same 
determination that won them the 
right to vote, are seeking to put 
-an end to the 30-year struggle for 
,a Constitutional amendment de­

claring women’s equality of rights 
under law.

Typical of the women’s groups 
pushing hard for action, the Busi­
ness and Professional Women’s 
Clubs, Inc., conducted what they 
called “Operation Buttonhole”—an 
attem pt to present the arguments 
for an equal rights amendment, 
with no restricting qualifications, 
before every Congressman.

•  The Bricker amendment is a 
“great debate” of conflicting gov­
ernment and international rela­
tions, and one of the most con­
troversial cross-fires of learned 
legal arguments seen on Capitol 
Hill for a long time.

Trimmed down, it centers around 
two broad questions:

Is a Constitutional amendment 
needed to prevent violation of Con­
stitutional principles and as a pro­
tection against abuses?

Could American foreign rela­
tions operate effectively with the 
proposed amendment in force?

Some of the heavy ammunition 
fired by proponents of the amend­
ment comes from a speech made 
by John Foster Dulles in April, 
1952, before he became Secretary 
of State. At tha t time, Dulles 
warned that “Treaty-making power 
is . . . liable to abuse . . . treaty  
law can override the Constitution 
. . . and . . . can cut across rights 
given to the people by their Con­
stitutional Rights Bill of Rights.”

But, in testifying against the 
amendment. Secretary Dulles de­
clared the “evil” had been cor­
rected by bringing it to the na­
tion’s attention and offered assur­
ance that the Eisenhower Admin­
istration would not abuse the 
treaty-making power.

be available to the legislators.
Also studying the tax problem 

prior to the special session were 
the Legislative Council and the 
Legislative Budget Board.

Governor Shivers indicated 
he will submit other issues to 
the special session.

He declared that he plans to 
ask the Legislature to make 
membership in the Communist 
Party a death penalty offense.

“American adherents to the 
international Communist con­
spiracy are traitors — period,” 
he said, “and Communists 
should not be allowed the pro­
tection of the Constitution they 
are trying to wreck.”

A foe of U. S. Senator Joseph 
McCarthy said in a speech here 
that he would go to jail if ne­
cessary to test in court the sen­
ator’s right to question citizens 
about their spoken'or written 
beliefs or their political affilia­
tions.

Harvey O’Connor, author of 
several books, is under indict­
ment for contempt of Congress. 
He spoke at a meeting of Amer­
icans for Democratic Action.

He refused to answer Mc­
Carthy’s questions on the 
grounds of the first amendment 
which provides that Congress 
shall make no law abridging 
freedom of speech or of the 
press,.

“When any public servant may 
inquire about your thoughts 
rather than your actions then 
the servant becomes the mas­
ter,” he said.

Invitations were sent to Adlat 
Stevenson and National Com­
mittee Chairman Stephen Mit­
chell to address the state con­
vention of Texas Young Demo­
crats in lUneral Wells February 
26-27.

.Shivers declined to support 
Stevenson for president in 1952. 
And Stevenson declined the in­
vitation because of prior com­
mitments, as did Senator Lyn­
don Johnson who was also invit­
ed to speak.

Purpose of the convention is 
to bring rival factions of Young 
Democrats into one organiza­
tion. But there were signs 
that groups of the liberal fac­
tion would boycott the conven­
tion. A rift developed when 
Bill McKnight of Dallas resign­
ed as president of the liberal 
group that was organized in 
San Antonio last fall.

He said that some of the 
group were “just too liberal for 
me.”

Another party leader said that 
the group seems intent on a 
program of “rule or ruin,”

Dudley T. Dougherty of Bee- 
ville, a member of the Texas 
Legislature, has announced he 
will oppose Senator L3mdon 
Johnson, who will seek re-elec­
tion this year.

Political speculation developed 
over the effect of the Duval 
County probes on this important 
race. In the 1948 race between 
Johnson and Coke Stevenson, a

delayed’ count iit Jint Wells 
County changed the result by 
more than 200 votes. Johnson 
became senator by a margm of 
87 votes.

Texas GOP strategists are en­
couraging cross-filing by candi­
dates who might be acceptable 
to both parties in the July pri­
maries. 26 candidates have 
qualified to run for five places 
in the Texas House of Repre­
sentatives on March 6. Texans 
will soon be offered a state-wide 
program of individual and group 
fire control methods, according 
to state civil defense and dis­
aster relief officials. Fire ac­
counted for 80 percent of the 
damage in the Japanese cities 
that were struck by atomic 
bombs. It is considered one of 
the chief dangers in all types of 
disasters, the officials stated.
