IfiU, Nellie Johnson and Marilee 
Jones came to Stratford schools. 
This year three boys moved:

We started 
taking physical education this 
year with Mr. Stewart as In­
structor. We also started tak­
ing band imder the direction of 
Mr. Whitaker. Toward the last 
of the year Mr. Whitaker was 
drafted to the armed services 
where he now plays a French 
Horn in the Air Force Band. 
His wife was our teacher for the 
rest of the year. Mrs. Harrison 
taught us art and music.

This will require pro­
viding two classrooms for both 
the 6th and 7th grades during 
the next term of school. The 
state department only approves 
of having up to 26 pupils in an 
elementary school room. They 
will permit housing of 35 pupils 
in the same classroom during 
brief emergencies, but in no in­
stance may the number exceed 
35 pupils.

Based on these analyses they 
placed the land in classes from 
one to eight and recommended 
practices for improving the soil 
or conserving it.

The CJounty Agent was assisted 
in training the team this year 
by Duard Lamb, Vocational 
Agriculture teacher; Billy C. 
Ray, Soil Technician for Sher­
man and Hansford Counties, 
and the Soil Technician for 
Dallam County.

There were over one hundred 
boys entered in the contest.

Most of Governor Allan Shiv­
ers’ program passed through the 
legislative session with the 
greatest of ease. .

There will be an increase of 
$402 per year in public school 
teacher’s pay; state employees 
will get a salary increase of $120 
per year; and $10,687,500 will be 
spent for state buildings.

Not only did the Legislature 
make those appropriations, it 
also passed a tax bill to raise 
the money.

To pay for the governor’s pro­
gram, the Legislature passed an 
increase in taxes on natural gas 
production, corporations, and 
beer.

Largest amount will come 
from gas, the levy raised from 
5.72 to 9 per cent of wellhead 
value, starting next September 
1. This will bring an estimated 
$14 million per year.. The tax 
will be reduced to 8 per cent 
the second year and 7 per cent 
the third.

Increased from $1.25 to $2 per 
$1,000 for capital value was the 
franchise tax on cGrporations. 
This Luke is expected to ' pro 
duce $8.6 million per year.

Beer taxes were raised from 
$1.37 to $2 a barrel and will 
bring in about $3 million more 
pear year.

Near the end of the session, 
one of Shivers’ proposals ran in­
to trouble.

To a conference committee 
went a hill to outlaw Commun­
ists. The Senate refused to ac­
cept Blouse amendment to the 
measure:

Senator Rogers Kelley, author 
of the bill, had a sharp verbal 
exchange with Senator W. H. 
Moore about the proposition.

-Moore asked the presiding of­
ficer, Lieutenant Governor Ben 
Ramsey, a question on the vot­
ing, and Kelley said, “If you 
want to vote with the Commun­
ists, vote no.”

“IT  put my patriotism up a- 
gainst yours any day,” Moore 
retorted.

“There will be order in the 
Senate,” was Ramsey’s order, 
and a sergeant-at-arms moved 
into the scene, which quieted 
when Kelley said he did * not 
mean to reflect on any member

Another snag was hit when 
Senator Jimmy Phillips “tag­
ged” 18 appropriation bills, 
which means that a public hear­
ing must be held on each.

Finance committee hearings 
were set on the bills Saturday 
morning, just three hours be­
fore the deadline on committee 
action for the special session.

Appropriations involved in­
cluded buildings for the Waco, 
Gainesville and Gatesville state 
institutions, several state col­
leges, a probation system, the 
committee on alcoholism, and 
emergency grants for state 
agencies.

Producers who wish to sell 
gas to Panhandle farmers for ir­
rigation pump fuel may do so, 
according to a bill passed late 
Friday night. The bill saUed 
through the House of Represen­
tatives Thursday with only one 
dissenting vote and was whipped 
through the Senate committee 
in record time. Final passage 
came during the late session 
Friday night when the lawmak­
ers ordered themselves locked 
in to hold a quorum. The bill 
provides that anyone who sells 
gas to farmers for agricultural 
use is not to be placed under 
regulations as a public utiltiy.
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Seven cities in the drouth 
stricken Panhandle area will 
benefit from a bill passed by 
the House which creates a 
Green Belt municipal and in­
dustrial water authority serving 
those cities.

Author of the bill, which re­
ceived 112-to-one approval, was 
Representative Elbert Reeves of 
Matador. The cities affected 
are Childress, Clarendon, Hed- 
ley, Memphis, and Quanah, all 
on U. S. highway 287 between 
Amarillo and Vernon and be­
tween Wellington and Paducah, 
and thirty miles north and south

of Childress on U. S. 83. The 
House amended Reeves’ bill to 
provide that the authority could 
not acquire or develop under­
ground water. The authority 
would have the power to use 
ponds and could condemn pro­
perty within its limits.

The Legislature also has 
created a water conservation 
district including the city limits 
of Nocona.

False charges have been made 
against the Texas insurance in­
dustry, says Garland A. Smith, 
chairman of the Texas Board of 
Insurance Commissioners.

Smith referred particularly to 
reports printed in armed ser­
vice publications that “thou­
sands of Air Force personnel vidll 
suffer cash value losses in now 
defunct life insurance and en­
dowment policies” from a Texas 
insurance company that recent­
ly went into receivership.

These reports are without 
foundation, said Smith in a tele­
gram to Robert B. Anderson, 
undersecretary of defense.

Smith told Anderson that the 
company involved. United World 
Life of El Paso, sold only one 
policy to a member of the arm­
ed forces.

Texas, added Snith, could not 
have become the insurance cap­
ital of the world, with 1860 li­
censed companies and $15 bil­
lion of insurance in force if the 
state’s insurance laws were not 
basically sound.

C. Woodrow Laughlin, ousted 
district judge of Alice, has paid 
$3,079 in court costs resulting 
from the historic trial that 
brought about this removal.

Laughlin, elected to his posi­
tion with the help of Duval 
County Boss George Parr, lost 
the case when the Texas Su­
preme Court found that he im­
properly dismissed a grand jury 
that had indicted him, and that 
he feared would indict his broth­
er, a Jim Wells county commis­
sioner.

Another development in the 
South Texas strife occurred 
when the court of criminal ap­
peals here refused the appeal of 
Mario (El Turko) Sapet from 
conviction and a 99-year sen­
tence in the slaying of Jacob S. 
Floyd Jr. of Alice.

The Parr forces (jarried an 
election in Duval county l̂ast 
week — but not by the margin 
to which they have been accus­
tomed in former years.

Orders went out from Depart­
ment of Public Safety headquar­
ters to start enforcement of the 
automobile inspection law im­
mediately after the April 15 
deadline.

Many thousands of vehicles 
had not been inspected as the 
deadline approached, and a last 
minute rush was anticipated. 
Auto owners missing the dead­
line are subject to a $200 fine.

Recipe Of The Week
Baked Half Ham 
Mincemeat Apples 

5 to 8 pound shank or butt 
half smoked ham.

Mincemeat apples.
Place the half ham fat side up 

on rack in open roasting pan. 
Insert meat thermometer so the 
bulb reaches the center of the 
thickest part. Be careful that 
the bulb does not rest in fat or 
on bone. Do not add water. Do 
not cover. Roast in a slow ov­
en (300 degrees F.) until ther­
mometer registers 160 degrees F.

8 medium sized baking apples. 
1-2 cup mincemeat.
4 teaspoons butter.
1 cup sugar.
1 cup water.
Wash and core apples. Peel 

skin about a third of the way 
down. Place in a deep baking

dish. Fill the cavities with 1 
tablespoon mincemeat and 1-2 
teaspoon butter. Boil sugar and 
water together for 5 minutes, 
pour aples in baking dish. Bake 
uncovered in oven 1 hour be­
fore ham is done, basting fre­
quently with syrup. Serve ap­
ples with ham.

My country is their eternal 
monument.

They live on in the laughter 
of a small boy as he watches a 
circus clown’s antics — and in 
the sweet, delicious coldness of 
the first bit of peppermint ice 
cream on the Fourth of July — 
in the little tenseness of a base­
ball crowd as the umpire calls 
“Batter up!” — and in the high 
school band’s rendition of “Stars 
and Stripes Forever” in the 
Memorial Day parade — in the 
clear, sharp ring of a school 
bell on a fall morning — and in 
the triumph of a six-year-old 
as he reads aloud for the first 
time. They live on in the eyes 
of an Ohio Farmer surveying his 
acres of corn and potatoes and 
pasture — and in the brilliant 
gold of hundreds of acres of 
wheat stretching across the flat 
miles of Kansas — in the milling 
of cattle in the stockyards of 
Chicago — the precision of an 
assembly line in an automobile 
factory in Detroit — and the 
perpetual red glow of the noc- 
Iturnal skylines of Pittsburgh 
and Birmingham and Gary.

They live on in the voice of a 
young Jewish boy saying the 
sacred words from the Torah: 
“Hear O Israel; the Lord our 
God, the Lord is One. Thou 
shalt love the Lord thy God with 
all thy heart and with all thy 
soul and with all thy might.”

— and in the voice of a Catho­
lic girl praying: “Hail, Mary, full 
of grace, the Lord is with thee—” 
—and in the voice of a Protes­
tant boy singing: “A mighty 
iFortress is our God, A Bulwark 
never failing—”

An American named Carl 
Sandburg wrote these words:

“I know a Jew fishcrier down 
on Maxwell Street with a voice 
like a north wind blowing over 
corn stubble in January.

His face is that of a man ter­
ribly glad that God made fish, 
rible glad that God made fish, 
and customers to whom he may 
call his wares from a pushcart.”

America has offered freedom 
and opportunity such as no land 
before her has ever known, to 
a Jew fishcrier down on Max­
well Street with the face of a 
man terribly glad to be selling 
fish. She has given him the 
right to own his pushcart, to sell 
his herring on Maxwell Street, 
— she has given him an educa­
tion for his children, and a tre­
mendous faith in the nation that 
has made these things his. Mul­
tiply that fishcrier by 160,000,- 
000 — 160,000,000 mechanics and 
farmers and housewives and 
coal miners and truck drivers 
and chemists and lawyers and 
plumbers and priests — all glad, 
terribly glad to be what they are,

terribly glad to be free to work 
and eat and sleep and speak 
and love and pray and live as 
they desire, as they believe!

And those 160,000,000 Ameri­
cans — those 160,000,000 free 
Americans — have more roast 
beef and mashed potatoes, the 
yield of American labor and 
land; — more automobiles and 
telephones, — more safety ra­
zors and bathtubs, — more or- 
lon sweaters and aureomycin, 
the fruits of American initiative 
and enterprise; — more public 
schools and life insurance poli­
cies, the symbols of American 
security and faith in the future; 
— mo're laughter and song — 
than any other people on 
earth!

This is my answer. Fascist, 
Communist!

than $65.00 per month. Most 
of these people are not able to 
buy adequate amounts of our 
basic foods such as bread, milk, 
butter, and cheese. Some of 
our congressmen from agri­
culture states have recently in­
troduced jDills designed to dis­
tribute our surplus food commo­
dities to ‘these needy people. For 
example, if only ten million of 
the most needy people in our 
country were to receive an ad­
ditional ounce of butter per day, 
an additional ounce of cheese 
per day; in just about 18 months 
we would dispose of all our sur­
pluses of butter and cheese. 
They would also need a quart 
of milk and a slice or two of 
bread for the butter and this 
would add greatly in disposing of 
some more of our surplus com­
modities. Does not this seem 
much more sensible to help the 
needy in our land than to spend 
perhaps as much money storing 
these surpluses in government 
warehouses?

In recent months our own 
State Department has had sev­
eral opportunities to dispose of 
substantial amounts of cotton 
and wheat overseas, but in each 
instance they have refused to 
sell our own cotton and wheat 
and have suggested that other 
exporting countries overseas be 
allowed to make the sale. We 
have been told the reason for 
this policy is to maintain our 
friendship with our neighbors 
overseas. I do not know very 
much about the diplomatic rela­
tions of the State Department, 
but if such a policy is absolute­
ly necessary then I feel that 
certainly the State Department 
should be getting some of the 
credit for our surplus commo­
dities that are now piling up.

Our experience with acreage 
allotments in the past has been 
that they rarely ever cut down 
the total of our yearly produc­
tion. Farmers usually cut 
down on wheat and increase 
grain sorghum or barley, which­
ever is the most practical to 
raise in the area affected, 
therefore the recent proposal 
contained in the President’s 
message that we should store 
our surpluses in the soil is a very 
sensible one and will help us to 
get rid of our present surpluses. 
If 10% of the land under culti-' 
vation in the U. S. was retired 
from production and only soil 
building practices used on this 
land we would in a year or two 
have our agricultural surpluses 
down to manageable propor­
tions. This would take out of 
production something like 50 
acres of cultivated land each 
year, and I am told that most 
all of our surplus commodities 
are produced on this 50 million 
acres.

I know that you all read last 
summer about our government' 
sending 15 million dollars worth 
of food to the people in East 
Germany who are under com­
munist domination. You read, 
I am sure, how these people de­
fied the tanks and the guns and 
the threats of their communist 
rulers in order to obtain food 
for their loved ones. What bet­
ter propaganda weapon does our 
government possess than to fur­
nish food in the distressed and 
famine areas throughout the 
world to people who are friend­
ly toward the U. S. These food 
famines occur periodically all 
over the world. I feel sure that 
through our gesture of brother­
ly love toward the German peo­
ple last year, we did more to 
c o m b a t  t h e  pro- 
p a g a n d a  o f  the iron 
curtain than 50 times that a- 
mount of money spent for mili­
tary purposes. One of our 
greatest propaganda weapons to 
combat communism is our sur­
plus of agricultural commodi­
ties.

We know that in the decade 
from 1940 to 1950 Mother Na­
ture, on an average was more 
bountiful with her supply of 
water than in any other decade 
in recent history, and those who 
have made a study in predict­
ing trends in weather predict 
that two such decades very, very 
seldom come together. Already 
in the past two years we have 
had drouth in great sections of 
the U. S., and it seems that we

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have a good chance of Mother 
Nature intervening during the 
next few years and reducing our 
surpluses without any help from 
our government or the people 
themselves. Is it not better 
for this nation to have great 
surpluses of many commodities 
than to have shortages regard­
less of how small they may be.

Of course, for the next year 
or two we must maintain our 
acreage controls on those com­
modities that are now in sur­
plus. If our government and

the American people will work 
together in an honest effort I 
believe that our surplus agricul­
tural commodities can be cut to 
manageable proportions in a 
year or two.
