In 1929 an hours factory labor
would have bought 1 pound of
butter. In 1953 it would buy

22 pounds. In 1929 an hours
factory labor would have bought
1.2 pounds of round steak, and
in 1953 it would buy 1.9 pounds.
In 1929 an hour’s factory labor
would have bought 1.1 dozen
eggs, and in 1953 it would buy
2.5 dozen eggs. In 1929 an
hour’s factory labor would have
bought 3.9 quarts of milk. In
1953 it would buy 7!, quarts of
milk. The fact is that an

hour’s factory labor today will
buy more units of commodities
than at any other period in our
recent history.

Not long ago I bought three
nice white cotton dress shirts.
The average cost of each one of
these shirts was $4.95. The
value of the cotton in each one
of these shirts with cotton at
35 cents a pound equals 45 cents
per shirt. The farmer’s share
in the cost of that shirt was less
than 10 percent of the selling
price of the shirt. If the farm-
er cut the price of cotton half
in two, the shirt would have still
had to sell for $4.77, and the cot-
ton farmer would be bankrupt.

These same comparisons can
be made with most of our com-
modities such as food and
clothing. If you reduce the
price the farmer receives for
his produce you do not reduce
the price of the final product
any where near the same per-
centage.

Do A Better Job

By Being Lazy

Leave anything undone that you
can, get someone else to do it,
or don’t do it at all.

Of course, experts call it
“smart lazy” or good manage-
ment. f

Relax while you ask yourself
three questions. 1. What can
you leave undone? 2. What can
you get someone else to do? 3.
Does the job have to be done at
all?

Knowing what to leave un-
done, as well as what to do,
makes the load lighter, says
Miss King.

Consider what you can leave
undone. If you don’t want to
bend, stoop, stretch, or reach
too far, think, and you can avoid

Lit. Store things within easy
reach. Hang pots and pans on
hooks.

Let some one else or some-
thing else do the job. Let
dishes dry themselves. :

Does the job have to be done
at all? You don’t need to iron
sheets, towels, cup towels, socks,
or knitted underwear.

Since some things have to be
done, leave out all the steps
possible. Use a tray or utility
table to carry dishes and food
to and from the table. Store all
cleaning supplies in a basket so
one trip takes them from room
to room.

Store together things that are
used together. Sit when you
sprinkle, iron or prepare food.

Democratic observers believe eco-
nomic conditions at the time voters
march to the polls will decide who
controls the next Congress.

Issues differ in various regions.
In New England, where five sena-
tors will be elected, factors will
dnclude unemployment, production
cutbacks, cost of living, St. Law-
rence Seaway and cutback in de-
fense  installations. In Maine and
Massachusetts, *“McCarthyism”’
may be stressed in elections,

In the Middle Atlantic, with two
‘senators up, issues are again un-
«employment and production ‘cut-
‘backs, ‘but include Taft-Hartley re-
‘wision, since this is a concentrated
industrial area,

The South, with 10 senators to
elect, is concerned with farm prob-
lems, supports, prices, conserva-

tion, TVA, flood and drought -con-
trol. Civil rights—segregation and
FEPC—also are looming as impor-
tant factors. ' 3

The 12 states in the Central re-
gion—the breadbasket of America
—will consider farm issues, with
emphasis on prices, dairy supports,
grain storage and REA’s. The New
Deal, ‘*‘reds in government,” for-
eign policy are expected to be par-
ticularly stressed in Illinois, Michi-
gan and Minnesota Senate races.
Eight Senators will be elected in
the 12 states.

In the West, 11 states will select
seven new Senators, with power
and conservation the principal is-
sues of importance, backed up by
farm and livestock prices and sup-
ports, ‘‘wetbacks” and the use and
sale of public lands. Coastal states
are concerned with our Far 'East.
ern policy and statehood for Hawaii
and Alaska. The New Deal, ‘“reds
in government,” may figure in
California, Idaho, Montana and
Oregon elections, with corruption a
campaign issue in New Mexico.

The Border states are likely to
consider s8uch issues ‘@as ‘farm and
livestock prices, supports, public

federal aid for housing and social
security. Civil Rights, the New
Deal, and ‘reds in government’
may be spotlight issues in Okla-
homa and West Virginia.
