The article, “He Runs His Own
Experiment Station,”’ tells of the
tests Stevens is conducting on his
farm,

A news release, accompanying
a tear sheet of the story, says,
‘““After seeing yields sink after one
or two years of irrigation, Stevens
decided to experiment to see what
fertilizers were best suited to his
land. In 1953, he found that 320
pounds of 16-20-0 put on before
planting boosted his barley yields
up to 36 bushels per acre. Non-
fertilized barley, even though irri-
gated twice, came through with
only 10 bushels per acre. He got
similar results with wheat.”

A TEXTBOOK'S
TRANSFORMATION

One of the most encouraging
educational events of this decade
has just occurred. It is the publi-
cation, -of the 1955 Magruder’s
American Government, widely used
high $chool civies textbook. The
reason this new edition is so im-
portant is the fact that in the 10
years during which the Magrauder
book has been the center of con-
troversy, it has passed through an
evolution of rewriting and trans-
formation. And now the 1955 book
gives high school civics teachers
and students a text which openly
and  proudly proclaims the advan-
tages of our American system.

The Magruder American Govern-
ment textbook of 10 years ago
didn’t. In 1946 many parents who
read the book protested its orien-
tation away from love of country
and toward the ideas of world
government, away from the private
enterprise system and toward even
more government activity and con-
trol in the economic system. A
number of school boards around
the country banned. the book.
Some educators unfortunately ac-
cused the protesting parents. of
having “book burning” and *“cen-
sorship” inclinations. This inflam-
ed the controversy. Other educa-
tors read the book and agreed with
the parents that changes should
be made. y

Publishers Fair-Minded

The publishers, Allyn and Bacon,
Inc., were entirely receptive to con-
structive criticism. Their represen-
tatives visited high school princi-
pals and civics teachers in many
sections of the nation, seeking sug-
gestions for needed revisions. A
representative from Allyn and Ba-
con’s Dallas office last year came
to the Harding College campus and
spent several hours with Perry Ma-
son, superintendent of our Harding
Academy (high school).

Mason is a former captain of
Army Intelligence. He told the
publishers that he, like a great
many other school administrators
and teachers, had been distressed
in recent years because of an in-
ability to find social -studies or
civies textbooks which contained
an underlying spirit of patriotism,
a sound exposition of the Ameri-
can political and economic systems
and their comparative advantages
over certain other systems. .

The original Magruder American
Government was published 38
years ago. Each year it has been
revised to “bring it thoroughly up
to date.” The original author,
Frank Abbott Magruder, was in-
structor © in politics = at Princeton
University and later professor of
political science at Oregon State
College. He died shortly after the
controversy erupted over the 1946
textbook. His collaborator, William
A. McClenaghan, of Oregon State
College, took over. Gradually over
the 10 years, objectionable mater-
ial has been weeded out as par-
ents and school people here and
there have continued to protest
and to make constructive recoms=
mendations.

Tax Eased on Dividends and Retirement Income

€This is one of a series of articles on income tax changes. The articles
are based on information provided by the American Institute of Account-
ants and the Texas Society of Certified Public Accountants.)

A retired couple may now receive an income of $5,730 without paying
.any federal income tax whatsoever, if at least $1,425 of their income
is -from dividends. This is the way it works under the new tax.law

(omitting cents):

Subtract dividends  they are al-
towed .to exclude  ($560 each):
$100. |

Reduce - the ‘remaining $5,630 by

" the standard deduction of 10%:

$563.

Subtract ‘their exemptions ($1,200

" each, if they are both over 65):
$2,400.

Paxable income: $2,667.

Tax'at 20%° (income splitting of
joint return keeps them in low-
est bracket): $533.

Subtraet dividend credit, limit be-
ing 2% of $2,667: $53.

Remaining tax: $480.

Subtract retirement income credit
at 20% of taxable income up
to - $1,200. Assuming both hus-
band and wife are eligible total
.credit would be 20% of $2,400
($480).

Result: no tax.

Dividend Exclusion and Credit

There are good many “ifs” and
“buts’” involved in the above illus-
tration. Congider first the matter of
dividends.

All taxpayers (regardless of age

or retired status) are entitled un-
der ‘the new law to exclude from
their incomes the first $50 of divi-
dends received in 1954. Husband
and wife can each exclude up to
$50 if they both own stock. A credit
of 4% of dividends beyond this
amount received after July 31, 1954,
may be subtracted from the tax
that would otherwise be due.
The 4% dividend credit is lim-
ited to 2% of your taxable income
for the calendar year 1954 (and fis-
cal years ending before 1955), but

“will go to 4% of taxable income for

future years.

The dividends referred to do not
include so-called dividends from
mutual savings institutions and
domestic building and loan associa-
tions or dividends from tax-exempt
cooperatives, certain insurance com-
panies and foreign corporations.

Retirement Income Credit

The computation of - retirement
income credit is rather compli-
cated. You are eligible if:

1. You earned more than $600 a
year in any ten calendar years,
or your deceased husband or
wife did.

2. You are at least 65 or have re-
tired under a public retirement
system other than for the U. S.
armed forces. :

Your credit is 20% of your tax.
able income from any public retire-
ment system (other than armed
forces pensions)—and, if you are
65 or older 20% of your other.pen-
sions, annuities, interest, dividends
and rent.

This credit is'limited to 20% of
$1,200; reduced by any social secur-
ity = benefits, railroad retirement’
benefits, and (for anyone under 75)
any earned income, such as wages,
salaries and professional fees, above
$900.

The credit cannot be any more
than the amount of your tax other-
wise payable; that is, it cannot in
itself produce a refund.

Taxing of Annuities

There is also a new method of
taxing annuities which may result
in a higher tax for some, lower for
others. It is based on tables of life
expectancy furnished by the In-
ternal Revenue Service. Each year,
if you qualify for this method, you
may receive tax-frée an amount
equal to the cost of the annuity
divided by the number of years of
life expectancy at the time you be-
gan receiving payments from the
annuity.

Additional Information

Be sure to read the official in-
structions. You can also get help
from the Internal Revenue Service,
which urges you to consult only
qualified advisers.

Fertilizer Gives
Lawns Added Life

Home lawns receive an added
“punch” if treated in the spring
with a complete fertilizer. Sher-
man County Agent Ernest Goule
reports.

Use a fertilizer of a 2-1-1 or 1-1-1
ration at rates to supply two
pounds of actual nitrogen for each
1,000 square feet of lawn area, ad-
vises Mr. Goule. That's
amount of nitrogen in 20 pounds
of 10-20-10 or 40 pounds of 5-10-5.

Another pound of nitrogen ap-
plied at 30 to 40 day intervals will
keep lawns green throughout the
summer, says Goule. Supply water
as needed.

Water only when the yard shows
a definite need. Soak the soil to a
depth of at least six inches when
the grass takes on a sheen or wilt.

Light frequent sprinkling pro-
duce shallow roots and encourage
weeds. Shallow roots also are un-
able to utilize available moisture
and plant food.

Improper mowing is responsible
for the deterioration of many
lawns, says, Goule, who advises
against clipping more than one-
half inch of growth at any single
mowing. Keep the grass at a
height of one and one-half to two
inches, depending upon the turf
thickness. Close mowing will thin
the turf, lowering its resistance
to drouth. 3 :

Finally, Goule says, a sharp,
well-adjusted mower that clips off,
not crushes off, the tips will give
lawns a final “well-groomed”

‘What difference does it make whether you take a federal income tax
_deduction before or after determining your adjusted gross income? Plenty.
Certain deductions can be taken before you arrive at your adjusted
gross income, from which you can still deduct 10% as a standard
deduction instead of itemizing any
other deductions.

For example, & business man can
deduct his reasonable and necessary
expenses for travel that keeps him’

Transportation Expenses =

Under a free market economy
each brings to the market place
what he has to offer, goods, serv-
ices, money, knowledge or labor
in exchange for what others have
to offer. Each evaluates what he
offers for that which he wants of
the -offerings of others at the point
of exchange. There will be no ex-
change unless both parties there-
to are better pleased with what
they get than what they give.
Under a socialist economy there
is no evaluation at the point of
exchange. Each is required to pay
heavy taxes without any definite
choice or knowledge of what he
will get in exchange for them.
The drive toward socialism exists
only because people are led to
believe they will get more than
they give. They know they have
to pay taxes, but they think oth-
ers are paying more and that in
the division of wealth they will
profit by this “more” coming from
others and so get more than they
give.

The whole scheme is based first
on coveting wealth of others and
then setting up a legal mechanism
to get it. -

Would bond issues for various
purposes be authorized so readily
if each voter knew he would have
to pay his proportionate share of
the improvement? Do not the ma-
jority of voters feel that while
they must pay something, yet
others will have to pay much
more? What happens under social-
ism when the ‘“more” which some
have is all taxed away from them?
Then socialism "has nothing to
offer and each will have to pay
his proportionate share of govern-
ment expense and cradle-to-the-
grave security. It will then provide
him with much less than he could
have depending upon his own ef-
forts, for the enormous bureaucracy
built up by government will ab-
sorb a large proportion of tax
revenue. In our country today it
takes about $23 per person per
year to pay our bureaucrats.

That is not all, ~nor indeed the
worst penalty of socialism, for by
the time this point is reached, gov-
ernment has become so strong that
it is able to enslave the people.
A new wealthy class has grown
up which fattens from grinding the
faces of the poor and from slave
labor. Furthermore,
the people have lost control of
government; they are no longer
free. The privilege of voting is
limited to the endorsing of the
nominees of the one party allow-
ed to function.

Under freedom the people of this
country have prospered. Under the
socialism into which we seem to
be irresistibly drifting, we shall
suffer the hardships and bitterness
which we see in
where socialism has flowered into
its inevitable dictatorship.
