The fuzzy thinkers in public off-
ice who think they ought to decide
what we common folks ought to be
told are following, perhaps unwit-
tingly, the anti-Democratic auth-
oritarian philosophy that a few men
know all the answers and that the
rest of us dumb clucks can’t be
trusted with very much informa-
tion.

Houston’s Senator Bracewell —
bless his old battle-scarred heart
— stands right up in meeting and
says the Texas insurance scandal
should not be investigated behind
closed doors.

‘“The people of Texas have the
right to know what’s going on,” he
-said. ‘““And I don’t think four or
five senators have the right to
decide what the people should
know.””

He added: “I don’t believe I am
qualified to decide what the people
should know and what they
shouldn’t.”

We can all say amen to all those
statements by Sen. Bracewell. And
we might add that there is no
mortal man qualified to decide
what people should know and what
they shouldn’t — even though there
are some, even at local levels, who
claim they have those qualifica-
tions. If and when these men are
discovered, voters should retire
them promptly to private life
where at least their fuzzy thinking
doesn’t have the power of public
office behind it.

If there - were public officials
qualfied to determine what people
should or should not know, then
Democracy would be totally un-
necessary. £

THE A-B-C’S OF AMERICA

A year after Plymouth Colony
was founded in December 1620,
many of the pilgrims had begun
to loaf. They had found that they
didn’'t have to work as diligently
and produce as much as their
neighbors in order to eas as well
as their neighbors. They were get-
ting equal shares of food from the
common storehouse regardless of
their own production, regardless of
how much they loafed. So they
loafed more and more.

For a time the industrious set-
tlers tried to make up the deficien«
cy of food, but as they saw the
tendency to loaf growing among
the colonists, they slowed down
too. When starvation threatened to
wipe out the colony, the pilgrims
were called together by the lead-
ers. The proposal was made that
each family take over the owner-
ship of a parcel of land and keep
what it produced. Every family
then would have to be self-reliant.
The lazy ones didn’t like the idea
but there were enough industrious
people to put it into operation.

The Basic Pillars

This was the beginning of the
American capitalistic economic
system. The whole story is drama-
tized in the opening film of ‘“The
American Advénture”’ educational
series just completed by the Na-
tional Education Program — for
local television sponsorship, for
schools, industries and the armed
services. Since the National Edu-
cation Program is a non-profit
organization, the 13 films in ‘“‘The
American Adventure’’ series were
made as a public service, for pub-
lic service use.

It would be interesting to know
how many readers of this column
can  identify the three basic pill-
ars of the American economic
system. Surveys in recent years
among adults and college students
would indicate that a substantial
number of people couldn’t. The
pillars are: private ownership of
property, the profit motive, and
the competitive free market. To-
gether with personal freedom, the
economic system built upon these
pillars has enabled America, with
only seven per cent of the world’s
population, to produce almost as
much goods and services as all
the other nations combined.

Asserting Liberty

However, the courageous settlers
at Plymouth Colony didn’'t have
personal freedom; nor did the col-
onies which slowly expanded from
their beginning. The new world
had to win its liberty and then had
to establish a structure to protect
individual freedom. The colonies
raised a monument to freedom with
the writing of the Declaration of
Independence; and then won their
war for independence. Yet the na-
tion and its greatness did not emer-
ge until the adoption of the United
States Constitution.

All this exciting colorful his-
tory, so significant to every Amer-

Now there are 9 Communist na-
tions and 67 non-Communist na-
tions — ratio, 1 to about 74.

Moreover, several of the non-
Communist nations to say the
least, are very unstable. It would

not be surprising if 4 or 5 of them
should switch to the Communist
side, further increasing the Com-
munist percentage.

The non-Communist UN nations

Each element in the American way
has its block; and as it is fit-
ted into place its meaning and pur-
pose are clearly expiained. There
are 22 blocks of varying size, 22
vital and specific elements forming
the structure of our freedom. It is
a structure all Americans can em-
brace. It is something, complete,
to stand for.

Though our system and its mo-
tivating spiritual foundations have
lifted the United States to world
leadership — can we maintain our
progress and our leadership? His-
tory suggests that we could but
that we won’t. In “The Fall of Na-
tions,” the fourth film of the ser-
ies, we see dramatized the rise and
fall of all the great world leaders.
None has survived very long. The
causes of the fall of nations are
studied in this film. The major
ones are: political, economic and
moral decay among the  people.
Will America avert this ? The film
poses this question dramatic

Texas Congressman ls Convinced

Average Russian

The Russians were most anxious
for us to visit their manufacturing
plants and made special plans for
a tour through the Kiev textile
mill. The mill was under the super-
vision of a woman who appeared
to be around 45 years of age. She
also appeared to be very able to
understand what she’s doing. We
were first escorted into her office
and conferred at length with her
and three men assistants. The off-
ice was well decorated and equipp-

show- cases- for displaying the pro-
ducts manufactured. Hose, sweat-
ers and underwear were the lead-
ing items.

We received a briefing wnich in-
cluded a pointed reference to the
fact that this mill was destroyed
by German bombs during the early
days of the invasion and had been
completely rebuilt. Before starting
on the trip through the mill, one of
our group told the lady superinten-
dent that if there were any
samples available, we would be
happy to receive some. She im-
mediately replied in a very grac-
ious maner that under the scheme
of things in Russia there was no
need for samples; that the entire
output of the mill was allocated on
a ‘quota basxs and was distributed
in accordance with those regula-
tions. However, I noticed that im-
mediately after his part of the con-
ference she gave whispered in--
structions to one of her men assist-
ants whereupon he left the group.

We were taken through the mill
and allowed to visit in each de-
partment as we desired. The per-
sonnel of the mill was about 80 per
cent women. We ftried to talk to
many of them but found none who
could speak English. We did confer
with several through interpreters
who were present, and asked them
a number of questions about the
mill and their work. The entire op-
eration was very -little different
from such a mill in this country,
except that the quality of the pro-
duct was definitely inferior. They
use a synhetic material similar to
our nylon or dacron, which they re-
fer to as capron. As I understand it,
this is derived from coal.

Most of the personnel seem very
busy, but were all very friendly
and seemed most anxious to have
us view their work. After we had
gone through the many depart-
ments of the mill, we were taken
to the eating room which could be
compared with one of our cafeter-
ias. There were -a number of the
employees eating at the time, and
the place seemed to be clean and
very well attended. We were taken
through this restaurant and into a
private room in the back where
tables had been preyiously set up
with a number of edible such an
