Stratford residents had a good
time joking about scrambled eggs
this mid-week.

A truck-load of hen fruit stalled
on the Rock Island mainline Tues-
day morning about 9:15.

The driver, Chester Sheets of
Colorado Springs, Colo., jumped
out of his truck when he saw a
freight coming over the hill about
three-quarters of a mile west of
Stratford.

Efforts to move the truck were
futile.

The engineer of the train, H. E.
Moore of Dalhart, apparently saw
the truck and applied his brakes.
The train was moving about five
miles per hour at the point of im-
pact, according to investigating
officers, which included Don Tabor,
Dalhart State Highway Patrol;
Sheriff Ross Turner and Adrian

Farmers will talk over livestock
feeding programs with feed and
marketing specialists Monday, Feb.
13, at 7:30 p. m. at Stratford in the
court house, E. Goule reminds.

P. T. Marion, associate animal
husbandman, Exepriment Station,
Spur, Tex., will discuss a feeding
program and give some of the re-
sults of the stations research work.
Mr. Marion has carried out many
research programs on feeding live-
stock. Some of the latset work
includes checking the value of the
hormone, stilbestrol and terramy-
cin in feeding rations for added
gains and increased consumption
of roughage to reduce cost per
pound gain.

Farmers and livestock feeders
are encouraged to attend and get
their questions on feeding opera-
tions answered. Mr, Marion knows
values of different feeds in rations
such as kind of roughage, differ-
ent grains, hormones and synthe-
tics for feeding purposes.

Roy Snyder, meat specialist, Tex-
as Extension Service, College Sta-
tion, Tex., is one of the top rreen
on livestock grading, marketing
livestock and processing meat for
consumers. He operates the mod-
ern locker and processing plant
for A&M College.

He actually grade many live-
stock on the hoof; kills, grades the
carcasses and processes the meat
for market and c onsumer. He
works on many problems closely
connected with the marketing and
processing 1ndustry of meats in
our country. .

Mr. Snyder will explain the rea-
son for changes in the classes of
federal meat grades. Such ques-
tions as price differential; changes
in the type of hog that demands
top price on the market; and the
grade of beef the house wife se-
lects in the market will be pointed
out. These and many other fac-
tors that are important to success-
ful feeders will be discussed.

Light Moisture
Little Help To
Winter Wheat

The .10 of ‘an inch of moisture
received from the 2 to 4 inches of
snow during the storm, Feb. 4 & 5
was not enough to give winter
wheat much relief from the drouth
unless more moisture is received
soon, Ernest Goule, county agent,
reports.

The freezing and thawing during
the storm intensified the already
serious wind erosion conditions ex-
isting on unprotected farm Ilands
in the county.

The dryland wheat on a large
acreage over the county is in very
poor condition and all the wheat
is badly in need of more moisture.

There were no loses of cattle re-
ported during the storm. Most of
the livestock on ranges continue to
shrink where they are not on full
feed.

Some livestock men are filing
application for drouth emergency
feed. The local ASC personnel are
assisting ranchmen with these ap-
plications submitted to the FHA for
this feed. At present, ranchmen
can make application for feed to
cover the perjod up to Mar. 15.

Big In Heart

KENTON, Okla. — The Kenton
Easter pageant — as size goes —
is dwarfed by some of the mamoth
presentations in other areas.

But the Kenton pageant has
some innate qualities that lift it
far above the average, that attract
constantly growing  crowds,
have caused Life magazine to con-

year. .
One of those qualities is the non-

denominational — or perhaps you

should say — all-denominational

evanglistic fervor that runs like
a warm, golden thread through
every phase of preparation and
presentation of the pageant.
Another is the unusual fact that
the pageant is written, - directed
and presented by genuine Western
ranchmen and cowboys and their

| wives and: children. Ministers and

cattle country town choirs of all
faiths cooperate.

A third unique quality is that
the pageant is given on a gigantic
natural stage that God himself
formed on the face of a towering
malepais mesa out in the middle
of the far-spreading Ross Labrier
ranch. The hundreds of autos that
bring the pageant audiences use
a natural parking area on prairie
grassland that falls away from
the rock-studded mesa to the east.
People can view the spectacle from
their cars.

Still another singular quality is
that the pageant uses God’s natur-
al light and darkness to add real-
ism to the Easter story.

The first section is presented on
Good Friday evening. The ranchers
and cowboys whose cowboy
boots are concealed under their
authentic costumes of Christ’s time
— depict in dramatic pageantry
the events leading up to and in-
cluding the Crucifixion. It is timed
so that as dying day drops to its
knees in the West, the three cruci-
fied figures — depicting Christ and
the two thieves — are starkly sil-
houetted on the dark brow of the
massive mesa, reminiscent of
Golgotha’s gloom.

The second and final section is
given Easter Sunday morning. It
is the Resurrection story, and
opens just as the sun -peeps over
the distant hills. It closes with the
Ascension Scene that wraps every
crowd .in silent awe — so compell-
ing is its realism.

Rehearsals are already under
way for the Fifth Annual Kenton
Pageant the evening of Good Fri-
day, March 30, and at Easter Sun-
day dawn, April 1. Time for open-
ing the Good Friday evening sec-
tion will be announced soon.

4-H Gold Star boy, it is learned

1from Ernest Goule, Sherman coun-

ty agent.

Bill is the son of Mr. and M"s
Roscoe Dyess and lives on a farm
about six miles southwest of Strat-
ford. He has one brother and one
sister. He is a sophomore in high
school and a member of the Meth-
odist Church.

Bill has been an active 4-H club
boy five years. He has carried on
defnonstratlons in poultry, hogs
anﬁ field _crops. He had one of the
anding poultx;r ‘demonstrations
in the county in 1952. Starting wi'h
100 baby chicks he produced 42
broilers for home meat supply and
raised 45 pullets that laid 190 doz-
en eggs which he marketed.

The project netted him $110.72
profit. He kept an excellent record
on this demonstration. He has con-
tinued his project on poultry over
a four-year period and it netted
him a total of $249.98. Bill was not
as successful, financially, with his
hog demonstrations which , have
only netted him a $17.00 profit over
a period of three years as a re-
sult of low prices. However, he
showed the reserye champion
Berkshire at the 1955 Sherman
County Fat Stock Show and the
second place Duroc gilt at the
county fair that fall.

He used Martin Milo in his crop
demonstration in 1951 which made
him a net profit of $593.10.

Bill has been a leader in his
community and county 4-H club
work. He was vice-chairman of
the Sherman County 4-H Council
in 1955 and has represented his
club as a delegate on the council
four years.

He has taken an active part 1n
club activities. He attended the
county camp in 1952, 1953 and
1954, district camp in 1954, and
the State 4-H Roundup at College
Station in 1955.

Lt. Gen, K. L. Parry,
general, today announced that all
National Guard units in Texas will
conduct a one-day recruiting drive
Feb. 22.

““The purpose of the campaign,”
he said, “is to help enlist 75,000
new volunteer Guardsmen urgent-
ly needed to meet the fiscal year
goal set by Congress for the United
States, Puerto Rico, Alaska and
Hawaii.”

“We hope through a brief but
intensive drive to stimulate a
broadly-based community interest
in meeting the need for a larger
National Guard through the demo-
cratic means of voluntary enlist-
ment.”

“Present strength of the Nation-
al Guard in the United States and
{ territorities is 430,714,” he said.
“That is an all-time high but it
still falls short of what the mili-
tary planners in Washington have
in mind for us.”

Gen. Berry said that present
| strength of the National Guard in
Texas is 20,738 men. “We have a
state-wide goal in the one-day
campaign of 800 men.”

Each Guard unit will be given
an individual quota, which will be
announced within the next few
days by unit commanders.

The basic program of the one-
day campaign will consist of a
two-hour drill period the morning
of drive day, following which all
Guard members will engage in
house - to - house recruiting.

Britain’s Laber party is cele-
brating its 50th anniversary by en-
gaging in a new fight between its

right and left wing factions.

Leftist Aneurin Bevan has de-
clared war on rightist Hugh Gait-
skell, who defeated him on Dec.

14 for the party leadership.
Bevan has no chance of winning.
All he can do is to weaken the
party in its role of official opposi-
tion to the Conservatives.

Hence the winner will be Prime
Minister Anthony Eden, who only
one month ago was under heavy
fire-by members of his own party.
Bevan, the fiery Welshman who
is Labor’s chief anti - American,
has taken his lumps in the last
few months. He seems pretty bit-
ter.

Gaitskell defeated him for the
post of party treasurer by a vote
of more than four to one at La-
bor’s ‘annual conference last
Oct. . 11.

Then More Defeats

Next Gaitskell defeated him for
the party leadership by 157 to 70
on Dec. 14 after the retirement of
Clement R. Attlee.

Bevan then shot for the deputy
1leadership. James Griffith, a fel-
low Welshman and onetime fellow
miner, won that post last Thurs-
day by a vote of 141 to 11.

Bevan went into rebellion. In a
speech last Saturday, he accused
the party leadership of using dic-
tatorial methods. He said party
leaders were betraying socialistic
principles. He denounced Gaitskell
and other chieftains who favor a
slowing-up of Labor’s former
sweeping policy of nationalization
of industry. .

“I know these words are going
to get me into trouble,” he added.

He probably was right. There is
speculation that he may be thrown
out of what is called the ‘‘shadow

cabinet’”” of his party. That is the
committee of Labor members of
Parliament that decides on policy.
Bevan was expelled from the
parliamentary Labor party—made
up of Labor members of the House
of Commons—Ilast March 16 for re-
bellion. A motion to throw him out
of the party itself was withdrawn
after he promised to be good, and
he was readmitted to the parlia-
mentary group.

Off Once More

Now Bevan is off again. In his
new rebellion, he probably will be
able to number more than 100
“rank and file’’ party members
among his supporters. They will
vote against the Conservatives in
Commons and against Gaitskell on
party issues.

It is not a very happy prelude
to the celebration of the party’s
50th anniversary next Sunday.
Labor now has 176 members out
of the 630 in Commons. Eden’s
Conservatives have 341.

Two men were elected to Com-
mons as Laborites back in #874.
But it was in the general election
of 1906 that Labor emerged in its
present party form. In that elec-
tion Liabor won 54 out of 570 seats.
With occasional setbacks, Labor
increased its strength to a peak
of 393 in the election of July, 1945.
The once-dominant Liberal party
was slowly crushed between Con-i
servatives . and Laborites. It now
has but six seats in Commons.

Labor’s weakness lies in its in-
ability to impose party discipline.
Unless Gaitskell can restore that,
he is in for a rough time.

watching a Russian law court
operate during his visit to the
Soviet Union some months ago.

The town of Odessa is located in
the south part of Russia proper
and is the main Black Sea port.
It is in all respects an excellent
and can accommodate
many seagoing vessels both -sur-
face and underwater craft. The
difficulty that Russia has always
had in this vicinity has been her
limited access to the Mediterran-
ean through the Dardanelle and
not in the lack of seaport facilities
within the Black Sea. Rising from
the seaport are famous steps on
which 2,000 were killed in the 1905
revolution. It was this - mass
slaughter of the revolutionists that
broke the back of this uprising and
held : this; movement in check for

The City has a population of ap-
proximately 1.5 million. Since
Odessa is a City of 1.5 million peo-
ple I was greatly surprised when
our airplane landed on a sod field.
I asked why they did not have con-
crete runways and was told that
a new airport was under construc-
tion just a few miles from where
we landed. However, when we
departed Russia several of us scan-

able to locate anything that look-
ed like an airport under construc-
tion. Perhaps they had it well
camouflaged.

It was here that we were allow-
ed to go into a People’s Court. We
had asked a number of times to
be allowed to see some criminal
cases being tried but were always
told that there was no court in
session either civil or criminal. We
finally located a court in Odessa
and then insisted that we be taken
there.

It was being conducted in very
small quarters and appeared to be
similar to some police courts in
this country. There was' a high
bench behind which was seated
three people. In ithe center was
the law judge who was president
of the court. He was dressed in a
blue serge suit, a dark blue shirt
and a tie almost the same color.
He appeared to be a man about
50 years-.old: ‘On his left was a
woman who was dressed in a dark
blue military style ladies suit. She
appeared to be about 40 years old
(I am not *foo 'godd  at guessing
women’s agés and I understand it
is a dangerous pasttime anyway).
On the right of the law judge was
a man who appeared to be in his
thirties, slight of build and dress-
ed in a tweed looking gray suit.
He was wearing a sport shirt, and
the collar was turned back over
his coat collar.

These two, the woman and the
younger man, we were told were
magistrates and not lawyers.
When we came into the eourt room
the court had retired to an ante-
room to write a decision. Sudden-
ly there was a ringing of a bell, a
side door opened and the court
marched in and stepped up on the
bench which was just inside the
door. Down in front of the bench
there were two very small desks.
One of these was occupied by a
man who appeared to be in his
sixties. “We were told that he was
the government lawyer who repre-
sented the government’s interest.
other desk *was unoccupied
but: was available for a lawyer
representing a party to a suit, or
it ‘could be occupied by the party
himself if he did not wish a law-
yer.” This area was blocked: off
from  the spectators by a bar or
fence similar to the barg in! our
court rooms.

The law member of the court
proceeded. ‘to read the decision.

One of the interpreters was seated
by me and was whispering the de-
cision in English as the judge read
it in Russian. The suit concerned
a claim of a Russian electrician
who had been sent to another city
for some special work by the corp-
oration that he had been working
for. The work was to be done for
another corporation. It seems that
the original corporation refused to
pay the worker’s rent while he
was in the distant village and the
corporation for which he was doing
the work refused to pay. The
worker had to pay it out of his
own pocket and was suing to re-
cover his rent money, some 900
rubles.

It was very obvious that the
worker was going to prevail, the
only question being, which corpor-
ation would have to pay the bill
I asked the interpreter, “If the
government owns the corporations,
what difference does it make who
has to pay the bill?” The interpre-
ter explained that it was a ques-
tion of economic with the corpora-
tions because they had'to meet
their norms in so far as their own
production was concerned and that
this amount of money would be
charged as an expense against the
one who had to pay it.
event, the original corporation was
required to pay the rent, or so we
were told.

The reading of the ‘decision hav-
ing been finished, the law member
of the court made an announce-
ment in Russian whereupon there
was a loud voice inthe back of the
court room and a young man come
forward, marched in -before the
court and began :to confer at
length with the law members. The
interpreter told me that he had a
case similar to the one' that had
just been  decided and was so
pleased with the decision that he
wanted to get his tried forthwith.
As we left the court room the
court was starting in the trial of
the second case of the worker
against two corporations.
