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Park View sale opposition calls for increased taxes

Opponents to the sale of
Park View Nursing Home
suggested Thursday that
residents in the Muleshoe
Area Hospital District would
support a tax increase
rather than proceed with the
sale.

However, information
provided by auditor
Deborah Whitley of Parrish,
Moody & Fikes, who at
Thursday’s regular meeting
to present the Muleshoe
Area Hospital District’s
annual audit report,

indicated the district would
have to double it's current
rate of 38.5 cents per
hundred to produce the
level of cash flow of other
hospitals of comparable
size to Muleshoe’s.

“If another dime didn’t
come in the door, the district
could only stay open for two
days,” Whitley said.

Thursday’s meeting
began with several area
residents speaking in
opposition to the sale of the
nursing home, as well as
others speaking in support
of the MAHD’s board of

trustees.

“We think this is not the
thing to do at this time,” Bill
Lyles of Muleshoe said
during the open forum. “We
feel the nursing home is
ours. ...Somebody can run
that thing, and somebody
can make it work.”

Aubrey Heathington and

Ed Nickels were among the
individuals supporting the
board’s decision. “It’s crazy
to run this thing losing
money and losing money,”
Heathington said.

Earlier in the meeting,
Dent asked the public in
attendance to listen to
Whitley’s presentation of the
hospital district’s audit
report, and asked her to
answer as many of the
questions concerning the
district’s financial situation
and the reasoning behind
the decision to sell the
nursing home as possible.

the hospital board they were
warned there would be a
cash flow problem during
the hospital’s first year
under “Critical Access”
status, she indicated the
problem was only partially
due to the hospital’s delayed
medicare reimbursement
resulting from the status
change.

“We didn’t go to Critical
Access to make a lot of
money,” Whitley said. “We
went to Critical Access to
keep this hospital open.”

“If we keep the nursing
home going,” Whitley said,
“you may not have a
hospital!”

To which Ramage
responded that the nursing
home shouldn’t be blamed
for the hospital district’s
money problems.

According to Whitley, a
large portion of the cash flow
problem was a result of
Bailey County’s
comparatively low
appraised property values.

“You don’t have a
community that has the
appraised value it needs to
pay forit,” she said, referring
to the day to day operating
expenses of both a hospital
and a nursing home that
weren't filled to capacity with
patients and residents.

While last year’s tax
increase by the hospital
district generated about
$385,000 in new revenue,
$360,000 of it went to the
operation of the nursing
home.

In fact, according to
Whitley, $2 million of the
taxes raised by the hospital
district between 2003 and
2006 have gone into
keeping the doors of the
nursing home open.

“We cannot continue
operating without money,”
Whitley said.

“We owe more money
than we have the money to

pay,” she said. “we are
working ourselves into a
hole by the current
situation.”

“This is almost a disaster
plan,” Whitley said.

Responding to Whitley’s
statements, MAHD’s chief
financial officer, Sharon
Novak admitted that the
hospital is close to being
placed on “cash on delivery”
status with many of its
venders.

At one point, a citizen
attending  Thursday’s
meeting suggested the
possibility of cutting
expenses within the hospital
district; however, Whitley
said a remarkable effort had
already been made

between 2004 and 2006 to Mason said the hospital is
cut operating expenses expecting a Medicare
across the district.

Cotton futures on the New
York Board of Trade banked
on switch trading and
commercial buying to finish
up Thursday on a 10-day
peak.

Earlier in the week, there
was little fresh news to guide
market direction leaving
futures prices to meander
lower. Ideas that demand
likely will not improve over
the next few weeks as China
prepares for its New Year
celebrations, coupled with
the market’s continued
digestion of bearish demand
news from last week, also
weighed on the market.

In USDA’s Feb. 9 supply/
demand report, estimated
exports were cut to 14.5
million bales from 15.7
million the previous month
amid slower-than-expected
sales to China and
increased competition from
countries such as India. As
a result, projected U.S.
ending stocks increased to
8.3 million bales from 7.1
million in January.

India has become a
serious competitor for cotton
exports and now is the
second largest exporter of
cotton behind the United
States. Until 2004, India’s
cotton farmers were
producing about 300 pounds
of lint per acre, but with the
introduction of Bt cotton,
India’s yield average has
increased to almost 600

Renewable energy workshop to be held

Renewable energy has
moved into the forefront of
the national agenda, and
that is good news for the
Great Plains region.

While a great deal of local
attention is focused on large
wind farms and ethanol
plants, tremendous
possibilities also exist at the
residential and business
level for solar, biomass, and
bio-diesel, as well as wind
energy.

In response to these
prospects, a Community-
Scale Renewable Energy
Workshop will be held in
Hereford on March 13, at
the community center to
give information and
resources for renewable
energy options.

The event is being
organized by Ogallala
Commons, a nonprofit

resource development
network, with additional
sponsorship by Deaf Smith
and Swisher Rural Electric
Cooperatives, Rocky
Mountain Farmers Union-
Cooperative Development
Center, and Xcel Energy.
“The event will be a
clearinghouse of
information for anyone
interested in developing
renewable energy at the
residential, community, or
farm and ranch level,” said
Darryl Birkenfeld, director of

pounds of lint per acre. Total
production in the country
rose from 13 million bales in
2003 to more than 19 million
last season.

“With the help of Bt cotton,
cotton farmers in India have
doubled their yields in the
last three years,” said a
cotton market observer. “We
will have to work hard to stay
competitive with them.”

Despite the increased
threat of continued export
competition from India and
the current, mostly stagnant
cotton futures market,
analysts remain optimistic.

“Longer term we remain
optimistic and feel that a
combination of strong
Chinese imports, lower
plantings in the U.S. and
strong global retail
consumption will lead to a
firm market as we head into
next season,” an analyst
said.

In the week ended Feb. 8,
net export sales of U.S.
cotton totaled 298,400
bales, 27 percent more than
the previous week and 32
percent more than the four-
week average. Primary
buyers included China,
Turkey, Peru and Vietnam.
Sales of 8,500 bales for
delivery in 2007-08 were
mainly for Mexico.

Export shipments of
179,400 bales were 12
percent more than the
previous week and 15

Ogallala Commons.

“While not every town will
have a large-scale wind
farm, any community and its
residents can take feasible
steps to create renewable
energy projects,” he added.

A “practitioners panel” will
give information and
experience regarding
community-scale wind,
solar, methane, hydrogen,
and bio-diesel projects.
