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Plan To Solve 
Excess Wheat

Faculty In 
District Meeting

All 31 members of the faculty

Kenneth Kendrick explained 
the tentative provisions of the 
soil bank conservation law now 
before congress at the meeting 
of the Stratford Lions Club 
Monday night in their meeting 
at the Palace Cafe. The pur­
pose of the bill 'is to discourage 
a surplus production of wheat. 
Although the provisions of the 
measure are being cbnsidered by 
both the house and the senate, 
the final measure has not reach­
ed the hands of the commit­
tee.

The soil bank bill has two fun­
damental provisions. One is to 
secure voluntary reduction of 
acreage allotments which may 
•be planted to wheat and the 
other is to retire poor farm land 
to grass and woodland areas.

The soil bank acreage reserve 
which would induce farmers to 
reduce the planting of acres al­
lowed in the allotment is based 
on a pregram for the years, 1956, 
1957, 1958 and 1959. An appro- 
IH’iation of $750,000,000 has been 
made as payment for a reduc­
tion in acres of 12,000,000 acres 
of wheat, 3,000,000 acres of cot­
ton, and 300,000 acres of rice.

Sherman County will have an 
approximate 12 bushel ayerage 
on harvested acres of wheat, if 
the 1945-54 base is used. With- 
the present provision, a farmer 
may participate in the program 
by reducing his acreage not less 
than 20% and not more than 
30%. With the $1.90 support 
price in effect, Sherman County 
farmers would receive approxi­
mately $11.40 an acre for retired 
acres in the soil bank reserve.

The conservation reserve pro­
vision of the present farm bill 
would allow retirement of poor 
land to replanting in grass. If 
present provisions become law, 
the government would pay 80% 
of the cost of plowing the 
ground and planting it in grass 
the first year. This however, 
is a long range program. Pro­
visions at present provide that 
the producer would receive gov­
ernment rent on the land in 
succeeding years although he. 
would not be allowed to use the 
grass for pasture purposes until 
such time designated by the 
Secretary of Agriculture, that 
additional feed was needed for 
the production of an increased 
number of livestock. The goal 
of this part of the. program is 
to retire 25 to 40 million acres 
o f farm land to grass and timber 
reserves.

Kendrick traced the produc­
tion and consumption of wheat 
from 1947 when there was only 
an 83,837 bushel carry over to 
1955 with its carry over of 40 
million bushels of wheat, A 
major portion of the surplus was 
built up in 1953 and 1954 with' 
good weather conditions over 
most areas and the loss of mar­
kets overseas.

During 1944, 1945, 1946 and 
1947 the United States exported 
500 million more bushels of 
wheat than Canada. During 
the Korean war exports increas­
ed during 1950 and 1951, before 
starting another sharp decline.

Human consumption in the. 
United States has remained at 
about 500 million bushels a year 
although the population has in­
creased 40 percent.

During the period 1942 to 1952 
241 million bushels of wheat 
was used as livestock feed. In 
1953 only 69 million bushels were 
used for feeding livestock.

In 1910 each person in the 
United States consmned an av­
erage of 211 pounds of w h ea t.^  
1952 hmnan consumption had 
dropped .to an average amount

During the thir­
ties, acreages increased by leaps 
and bounds, due both to - the 
combine, and to the drouth

which sorghum could combat 
better than most other crops.

Undoubtedly acreage will a- 
gain increase with the advent 
of the new hybrid grain sor­
ghums. Hybrid sorghums are 
omething new in this region, 
md like all new developments, 

there is much to be learned a- 
bout them. The purpose of the 
meeting Monday night is to an­
swer any question producers 
may have pertaining to grow­
ing hybrid grain sorghum.
