Stratford of an approaching tor-
nado, it was announced this
week by Mayor Eugene Hudson.
The setting up of the alarm sys-
tem was set up by  the City
Couneil at a meeting Thursday
night as a safety precaution in
the event of a tornado ap-

"TORNADO

proaching the city.

A severe storm warning was
issued for this section Tuesday
evening shortly before dust
clouds appeared in the west.
Many watched the storm clouds
anxiously. The dust cleared
within an hour leaving a clear

view of scattered thunder show-

WHERE TORNADOES CAN OCCUR:

Any place in the United States at any time of the year. They happen mostfrequently in the midwestern,

. southern and central states from March through September.

HOW OFTEN DO THEY OCCUR:

The records show that the average number of days with tornadoes varies from about 12 per year in
parts of the Mid-West to less than one per year in the Northeastern and far Western states.

HOW TO RECOGNIZE A TCRNADO:

Usually observed as a funnal-shaped cloud, spinning rapidly, and extending toward the earth from the
base of a thundercloud. When close by, it sounds like the roar of hundreds of airplanes.

TORNADO “WEATHER":

Hot, sticky days with southerly winds and a threatening, orainous sky. However, many such days

occur without tornadoes.

CLOUDS:

Familiar thunderstorm clouds are present.

PRECIPITATION:

Rain, frequently hail, preceding the tornado, with a heavy downpour after it !has passed.

TIME OF DAY:

Mostly between 3 and 7 P.M., but they have occurred at all hours,

DIRECTION OF TRAVEL:

In most cases ihey move from a westerly direction, usually from the southwest.

LENGTH OF PATH:

Usualiy 10 to 40 miles (the average length is 16 miles), but they may move forward’for 300 miles.

WIDTH OF PATH:

The average width is about 400 yards, but they have cut swaths over a mile in width.

SPEED OF TRAVEL:

25 to 40 miles per hour average, but they have varied from 5 to 139 miles per hour.

WIND SPEED:

Estimated as high as 500 miles per hour within the tornado.

CAUSES OF DESTRUCTION:

(1) Violent winds which uproot trees, destroy buildings, and which create a serious hazard from

objects blown through the air.

(2) Differences in air pressure which can lift automobiles and can cause buildings to collapse.

Plains as a place of paradise. It
is the best country in the United
States, he says. He saw the
plains when stationed at the
Dalhart Air Base.

Most of the tall tales of Tex-
as are true, although time and
weather cycles may change the
entire appearance, or entirely
remove all recognition of the
locale.

When hopes are at low ebb it
is well to remember that 56
years ago there were Plainsmen
in covered wagons, their wives
making bread from the grains
in a few sacks of maize, work-
ing a hard day for the opportun-
ity of securing water for their
teams and families, and milk for

the children. Rabbits and
prairie dogs furnished the meat
supply.

Only fifty years ago, there was
hardly such a convenience as a
bath tub in the modern home on
the Texas plains. And to those
that existed, water was carried
from the reservoir of a coal
stove, or Kkettles heated from
coal heat. The kerosene lamp
was the only source of light.

Only 30 years ago stockmen
moved cattle from this territory
to pasture in order to place them
in condition for a reasonable
market price.

Only 20 years ago, even many
of the hardiest men, proclaimed
this as a place fit only for the
Indians, and many of them .in
their travels inspired. the novel,
“Grapes of Wrath.”

‘Only 10 years ago, Sherman
County was acknowledged as the
wealthiest county per capita in
the United States.

In 56 years, plains prairies to
garden spet paradise, productive
fields to wind ©blown desert

scenes, again to the garden spot
of the world, and now the ex-
perience that creases wrinkles in
the brows of plainsmen and
encourages the growth of steel
gray hair, has returned. :

In the olden days, the gener-
al opinion was, “if you don’t
like it you can leave.” 1In
some ways, that choice still re-
mains, but we live in a period
of specialized interdependence.

Just remove the man who rolls
up the muddy fire hose as it
should be and places it back on
the fire truck. You may not
know who does it, neither do I,
but if he leaves, we may find
out.

You may live for months with-
out ever much more than know-
ing of their presence, but re-
move them, and you’ll find they
are missed. Remove the elec-
tric current today, and living al-
most stops. Remove the men
who maintain that service, and
they’ll be missed.

Today or tomorrow some may
leave but it won’t be a day for
rejoicing, for in this world of
interdependence, he is actually
taking a part of those with him
who would like to stay. " “Oddly
enough, the most common place
man or woman in the commun-
ity of the modern age is known
as a valuable asset after they
have been missed.

It is wise to ponder many a
decision today, it may be hard
to financially justify the pres-
ence of many a man, but can you
afford to lose him.

If you have a bit of imagin-
ation, you can see a huge “help
wanted” sign hanging over the
capitol dome.

Some mighty 1mportant jobs
are to be filled. Salaries range
up to $25,000 a year. And some
of the jobs are as yet unclaimed.

Top job of course is that of
Governor. It is a two year job
paying $25,000 a year. The in-
cumbent, Allan Shivers, has an-
nounced his resignation.

Next highest in the pay brack-
et is that of Attorney General.
There is a vacancy there too.
John Ben Shepperd also is re-
signing January 1. The pay is
$20,000 a year and it is a two-
year job.

There aré four good jobs at
$17,500 a year. These  posi-
tions include: Land Commis-
sioner, Comptroller, Treasurer,
and Railroad Commisioner. Here
the incumbents, J. Earl Rudder,
R. S. Calvert, Jesse James and
W. O. Murray, have either little
or no oppostiion. Just ask for
it and the job is theirs. They
are in like Flynn, unles other
job applications arrive before
the May 7 deadline.

There are several $15,000 jobs
available, such as Agriculture
Commissioner, three places on
the Supreme Court, and one on
the Court of Criminal Appeals.
The Agricultural Commissioner’s
job is another two-year con-
tract, but the court jobs are for
six year.

Agriculture Commissioner

.| John White hasn’t said whether

or not he wants to be re-hired,

‘| but most of the Justices have.

Re-applying are R. W. Calvert
and Meade Griffin on the Su-
preme Court, and W. A. Mor-
rison on the Court of Criminal
Appeals.

Not an applicant for re-hiring
is Supreme Court Judge Will
Wilson. He has filed for John
Ben Shepperd’s job, as attorney
general. It pays $5,000 more a
year.

Then there are nine places on
the Court of Civil Appeals, each
paying $12,000 a year. Most of
these incumbents are seeking a
renewal of their contracts.

Jobs of 15 State Senators ex-
pire too, along with 150 House
Members. These are jyst part
time jobs paying $25 a day for
120 days, normally only every
other year. The Senate job
lasts four years, however, to the

House’s two.

Along with the House and
Senate jobs is that of Lt. Gov-
ernor. His salary is the same
as the legislator’s. Ben Ram-
sey who now holds the position

says he likes the work and would
like to be re-hired.

Because most of these jobs
pay well and carry with them
honor ahd recognition, there is
a penalty attached. You have
to pay to apply, and the appli-
cation fee is in proportion - to
the salary. Unfortunately you
don’t get a refund if you aren’t
selected for the job. This
discourages a lot of applicants.

Those filing for the Governor’s
job pay an application fee of

$1,250; for Attorney General
$1,000; Land Commissioner,
Comptroller, Treasurer, Rail-

road Commission, $875; Agricul-
ture Commissioner $750, and the
same for Judges of the Supreme
Court and the Court of Crimin-
al Appeals. Civil Appeals Court
Judges pay a fee of $600, as does
the Lt. Governor.

Applicants for House and
House and Senate jobs pay $1 to
$100 per county, the amount
being determined locally.
