Outlook For Wheat Farmers

“Mr. chairman, members of
the panel, wheat farmers, and
guests, it is a real pleasure for
“me to have a small part on this
program. I consider it a dis-
tinct honor.

I have been asked to talk on
the subject, Outlook For Wheat
Farmers, however, before I get
to the subject of wheat farming
specifically, I would like to make
.a few.observations on the “gen-
eral agricultural  situation.”

Farmers have been experienc-;

ing the so called price-cost
.squeeze for the past three or
four years. I would like to give
you a few statistics about the
price-cost squeeze that we are
in

American farmer was 17.5 billion
dollars. In 1955 the net income
of the farmer was 10.6  billion
dollars. During that 8 year per-
iod the farmers production costs
increased over 30 percent. The
price he received for his com-

modities has declined about 25
.bpercent during that same per-

iod. In 1948 the farmers share
' .of the food dollar was 53 cents,
today it is 39 cents. In 1940 farm
operators production expenses
totaled 6.7 billion dollars. Last
year the figure was 22.4 billion
dollars. Almost four times as
much for expenses in 1955 com-
pared to 1940. In 1955 farm
owners- borrowed $2.4 billion: on
farm-mortgaged security. The
largest amount borrowed by
farmers since 1923.

If you are an average bor-
rower your farm in mortgaged
for $7,100.00. Three hundred
and thirty-eight thousand farm-
ers placed a mortgage on their
farms last year. The farmers
realized net income last year
was less than 4 percent of the
total national income. In
1935 farmers received over ' 5
percent of the national income.
Farmers are indeed in a price-
cost squeeze.

Why Wheat Is In Trouble

I would like now to present
three charts on wheat which I
believe point out very clearly
why we have a, surplus of over
1 billion bushels of wheat today,
and how we have accumulated
this surplus in just 3 years. This
first chart points out the con-
tinuous declining per capita
consumption of wheat products
in the last 46 years. Note that
in 1910 the per capita consump-
tion of wheat was 211 pounds,
and this has steadily declined
until in 1952 we consumed only
129.9 pounds of wheat per per-
son. During that period ‘our
population inereased 40 percent
and our increase in the use of
wheat flour products was only
4 percent. Congressman Clif-
ford Hope of Kansas, told us in
a speech at the National Wheat
Growers meeting in  February
that there was some indication
that we had a slight increase in
the per capita consumption of
wheat flour products in 1955 as
compared to 1954. If we could
just stop this decrease our nor-
mal increase in population would
use several million more bushels
of wheat in a few years.

This second c¢hart points out
how tremendous stocks of wheat
were accumulated in just three
years. Note that in 1952 we had
only 257 million bushels of wheat
on hand. In 1953 this increas-
ed to 560 million bushels. Then
in 1954 the increase alone was
343 million bushels, pushing the

In 1947 the net income of the-

total to 803 million bushels. In
1955 we added another 130 mil-
lion bushels to the stockpile in
spite of acreage allotments. With
the new wheat crop being har-
vested we now have on hand
1,957 million bushels of wheat,
more than 2 years normal sup-
ply. ¢ At the beginning of har-
vest next year we will have more
than 1 billion bushels of wheat
on hand.

Chart number 3. points out one
of the reasons - our stockpile
built up so rapidly. Note that
during the war years we far sur-
passed Canada in exporting
wheat and beginning in 1951 our
exports did a nose dive and con-
tinued to go down until 1953
when they were little more than

wheat as ever.

million bushels, and thanks to
recent concerted efforts to dis-
pose of our surplus by the De-
partment of Agriculture they
are expected to be around 320 to
330 millions bushels for the fis-
cal year ending July 1, 1956.
Another reason for this rapid
build up of wheat supplies was
that in 1939 the average pro-
duction of wheat in the U..8. was
12 bushels per acre. In 1956 the
average production was 16 bush-
els per acre on seeded acres and
19 bushels on harvested acres.
Qut in the Panhandle we did not
harvest any wheat so you boys
must have made more than a 16
bushel average.

Now since the most important
piece of agricultural legislation
passed this year was the “Soil
Bank,” and since‘it represents
some what of a new approach
toward reducing our farm sur-
pluses, I would like now to ask
several questions concerning the
“Soil Bank’ as it will be applied
to wheat and discuss each of
these questions briefly with you.

These questions are:

1. Will the Soil Bank solve the
wheat problem?

2. Will wheat farmers partici-
pate this fall?

3. Will g reduction of ten mil-
lion acres get rid of our surplus
wheat in the next three years?

4. If so, will wheat farmers
then be free to plant all their
wheat acres in 1959?

Will The Soil Bank Solve

The Wheat Problem?
The answer to that is, of
course, that we do not Kknow.

Only time can answer this ques-
tion. I do believe, however,
that the principle of the “Soil
Bank” represents a sound ap-
proach to the problem. Here-
tofore we have been trying -to
solve the problem by cutfing
acres on basic crops and this re-
sulted in an increase of feed
grains on diverted acres, which
did not solve anything, but just
shifted the surplus from one
commodity to another. The
“Soil Bank” is an attempt to
solve the diverted acre problem
which has been such a problem
under acreage allotments.

Let us now take a few min-
utes and examine and analyze
the “Soil Bank” as it applies to
wheat. It has been my opinion
from the outset that the “Soil
Bank” would succeed if the pay-
ments were large enough to get
good farmer participation.
Present plans are to pay the
farmer 60 percent of the sup-
port price which would be $1.20
per bushel on a national aver-
age.

- Texas wheat growers have ex-
perienced great drouths over
most of the wheat areas in the
past 4 or 5 years and our aver-
age yields have been about 35
or 40 percent of normal. Texas
has a normal wheat production
of about 50 million bushels. Last
year we produced only about 13

million bushels and this year a-
tout 24 million bushels.

tained a provision which stated
that the normal yield of wheat
would’ be determined by taking
‘the average production over the
most recent five year period.
Such a provision would have
made it practically impossible
for most wheat producers in
Texas, Western Kansas, Okla-
homa, and Eastern Colorado to
participate. I am glad to re-
port to you that the National
Association of Wheat Growers
was able to get this provision
extended from 5 to 10 years.
Even so, with this provision, my
‘county’s normal production for
the last ten years is just a little
over 10 bushels. I doubt that
few counties in Texas will have
a normal production of over 15
bushels per acre. Assuming 10
bushels for the Panhandle .at
$1.20 per bushel. Farmers will
be offered $12.00 per acre to
place allotted wheat acres in the
“Soil Bank” this fall. Farmers

wheat sections of Texas will be
offered probably between $17.00
and $22.00 per acre to bank their
allotted acres. If you rent, your
wheat landlord gets 1-3 or 1-4
depending on the type contract
you have. ;

Will Wheat Farmers Participate?

Of course the answer to that
question again is just a guess,
but I am willing to stick my
neck out for the farmers in the
Panhandle. This area will have
all their wheat acres summer-
fallowed for fall seeding. This
means that with normal rainfall
we can expect better than nor-
mal production next summer. If
we have rains at seeding time
this fall I predict that we will
have very little participation in
the “Soil Bank,” unless the per-
centage of payment is increased.
In other words, it is ‘my opin-
ion, that rainfall in late August
and September will largely de-
termine the percent of wheat
farmer participation in the “Soil
Bank.” With good ' prospects
at seeding time the .average
farmer in the Panhandle is go-
ing to reason that we have had
4 or 5 dry years, our land is all
summer-fallowed, and this just
might be that 25 or 30 bushel
year we have been looking for.

I doubt that the present offer
of 60 percent of the support
price will be high enough to in-
duce endugh wheat farmers to
participate.

of wheat by 10 million acres for
the 1956-57 wheat crop, or from

55 million acres to 45 million
acres. I think a figure of 70
percent of the support price
might get the job done. - The
60 percent rate is going to get
widespread  participation in
areas where it is extremely dry
at seeding time. This, of course,
is just one farmer’s opinion.
10 Million Acres Of Wheat
Is Not Enough For Soil Bank
The Soil Bank plan is designed
to reduce our stock-pile of wheat
from 1 billion 40 million bushels
to approximately 500 million
bushels in the next three years.
This means that we must re-
duce our production by about
180 million bushels in each fo
the next three years. Assum-
ing our total disappearance will
remain at 900-30 million bushels
the figure it has been at for the
past 2 years. In order to ac-
complish this in 3 years we
must reduce our wheat planting
by 15 million acres each  year.
This would place our- seeded
acres at 40 million, and, assum-
ing we harvest 40 million acres
at 18.5 bushels per  acre this
would give us an annual pro-

duction of 740 inillion bushels or
a reduction of 182 million bush-
els over this years crop. In three

years this would reduce our stock
pile to 500 million bushels or a-
bout what we need for a normal
stock pile.

What Then?

Assuming we do accomplish
this by 1959, would wheat farm-
ers then be free to plant all
they want to? If so, we would
just build up our supplies again
in two or three years. This
simply points up the importance
of the  “conservation-reserve”
portion of the “Soil Bank.” Un-
less we have another war 55
million acres is all we need to
supply our seed, domestic con-
sumption, and exports. In 1955
we raised 930 million bushels on
55 million acres, and in 1956 our
estimated ‘production is 922 mil-
lion bushels on the same acre-
age. During these two years we
have been dble through various
subsidy programs for wheat to
dispose of about 930 million
bushels each year.

The last year wheat farmers
were free to plant, they planted
78 million acres to wheat. The
difference between 78 and 55 is
23 million acres. To adequate-

ly solve our wheat problem in
the next three years we will need
to place these 23 million acres
of wheat land in the “conserva-
tion reserve” portion of the soil
bank. This means sowing it to
grass or some permanent le-
gume. Take it permanently out
of wheat production. Mr. Ben-
son’s total goal for the conser-
vation reserve is 20 to 25 mil-
lion acres. We have that many
acres to spare in the wheat area
alone. It seems to me that a
more realistic goal would be the
retirement of 40 to 50 million
acres, since we have considerable
supplies of other basic commo-
dities. = We must assume that
each farmer will retire his less
productive land which means
that total production will not
be reduced as much as the aver-
age production.

In the long run the conserva-
tion reserve portion of the soil
bank is much more important to
the farmer than the acreage re-
serve. The acreage reserve is a
temporary measure designed to
reduce our surplus supplies of
basic commodities and maintain
the farmers income at the same
time, while the conservation re-
serve is designed to take our
poorer crop land permanently
out of production or until a na-
tional emergency arises which
requires greater production.

I think it will
take 5b5.. years  tosdo
the job for wheat rather than 3,
unless we receive a tremendous
assistance from the weather
man over widespread areas.

I would like to point cut an-
other weakness in the acreage
reserve portion of the “Soil
Bank” as it applies to the land
owner. Since the land owner
participates in the acreage re-
serve payments in accordance
with the contract he has with

his tenant. At the rate of $1.20
per bushel, based on normal
production. In effect this is re-

quiring the land owner to pay
his part of production expenses.
Assuming average production of
wheat is 12 bushels, tenant pays
landlord 1-3. This would give
the landlord 4 times $1.20 or
$4.80 per acre under the acre-
age reserve plan, but if the ten-
ant actually raised 12 bushels
of wheat and the land owner
got 4 bushels and sold them at
$2.00 per bushel, the present
support price, he would receive
$8.00 per acre for his rental.
Most land owners are going to
suggest to his tenant that he
would like to see the - wheat
planted. Mine already has.

Revision Of Soil Bank

I assume the Secretary of
Agriculture will make changes in
the soil bank as they become
necessary. For example, if this
fall he offers farmers 60 percent
of the support price to “Bank”
their wheat acres, and it be-
comes evident that he will not
get more than 3 or 4 million
acres at this price, I assume that
he will increase the percentage
to the point where he “will get

Some rather unusual
Bankings” are already taking
place under the “Acreage Re-
serve” plan for 1956. The July
25, 1956 issue of the Wall Street
Journal reports, quote “Although
producers of cotton, wheat, rice,
peanuts, and tobacco are also
eligible to qualify for Soil Bank
payments, the benefits, this year
will go mainly to corn raising
midwesterners,” end quite. The
reason for this, so they say, is
that the bill was passed too late
to benefit growers of other ba-
sics. However, the main rea-
son for this, I believe, is explain-
ed a little later in the article.

Under the present law the

“Soil

corn farmer can use his hisforic
base for corn as his base acres.
In other words miny corn farm--
ers this year planted oats on
part of their original corn base.
Now they are clipping their oats
in the field, oats that were
planted on their corn land or
diverted acres, and are receiv-
ing payments for this based on
normal production of corn. This
amounts to $45.00 or $50.00 per
acre. Oats would have to pro-
duce about 90 bushels per acre
to bring a net of $45.00 per acre.
Corn farmers are plowing up
oats and getting paid for nor-
mal production on corn. A
rather neat trick I would say.

Up to July 13, 1956 of = the
4411,866 acres placed in the
acreage reserve ‘“Soil Bank” corn
farmers had accounted for 7L
percent of the total. The July
20 report indicated that farm-
ers had placed 8,001,457 acres of
crop land in the “Soil Bank.”
Outlook For Wheat Farmers

1. Although agricultural pro-
ducts have shown some strength
in the past few months, most of
this gain has been offset by.an--
other increase in  production
cost. - The index of farm prices
now stands at 85 percent as
compared to 80 percent at the
first of the . year. However,
harvesting of 1956 crops are just
now beginning to roll, and we.
have always experienced a de-
cline in-prices at harvest time.
Predictions are that farmers may
increase their 1955 income by a-
bout 3 or 4 hundred millions in
1956.

2. My guess is that wheat far-
mers income in 1956 will be
within 5 percent of what it was
in 1955.

3. Wheat farmers can look
forward to at least 4 more years
of drastic acreage reduction.

4. I want to point out that
the “acreage reserve” will not
increase the income of  the
wheat farmer, but is intended
only to maintain his income at
the 55 million acre level, which
represents an acre cut of about
30 percent and a corresponding

decrease in inconte for the
wheat farmer.

5. We know now that wheat
will be supported at $2.00 per

bushel for one more year which
means that our income for 1957
should be about'the same ' as
1956. :

6. Because of drastic acreage
reductions and the drouth in
great areas of the wheat coun-
try, many small wheat growers
are already out of husiness.
This means that wheat farmers:
must curtail expenses as much
as possible in the years ahead.
Efficient operation of your
wheat farm is-a must if you are
going to continue farming. You
must do everythnig in | your
power to cut down your unit
costs of operation.

Mr. Wheat Farmer this is your
immediate future even though
most all other segments of our
economy are enjoying unprece-
dented prosperity.

the Legislature may deem expedient.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitutional

amendment shall be submitted to a vote of
the qualified electors of this State at an
election to be held on the first Tuesday
after the first Monday in November, 1956,
at which election all of the ballots shall
have printed thereon the following:

“FOR the Constitutional Amendment
granting power to the Legislature to grant
aid and compensation to persons who have
paid fines or have served prison sentences
under the laws of this State for offenses
of which they were not guilty” and

“AGAINST the Constitutional Amende
ment granting power to the Legislature
to grant aid and compensation to persons
who have paid fines or have served prison
senitences under the laws of this State for
offenses of which they were not guilty.”

Sec. 3. The Governor shall issue the
necessary proclamation for said  election
and have the same published as ired
by the Constitution and laws of State.
