Irrigation, a new type of farm-
for Sherman  County,

‘/brought with it many problems

which are new to us. Prob-
lems which must be solved if we
are to make irrigation a paying
proposition. Irrigation is a
scientific, expensive method of
farming and unless it is done
right, it shouldn’t be done at all.
Unlike dry-land farming, the
stakes are too high to gamble or
guess with irrigation. = To be a
succesfu\l irrigation farmer, you
must .at all times keep an open
mind to new developments and
technical assistance, you must
strive at all times to keep a-
preast with research information
and adjust this information to
fit your own individual farm.
Farms are like people, no two
are alike, but general prineiples
will apply, within reason to all
irrigated farms in our county.

The Stratford High  School
Agriculture Department and
F.F.A. chapter, intends to do
all in their power to aid Sher-
‘man County farmers in answer-
ing many problems connected
‘with irrigation.

Since 1953, the F.F.A. Depart-
ment, in co-operation with the
Amarillo Experiment Station
and the Sherman County Wheat
Growers Association, has con-
ducted wheat variety tests on
dry land. With the increased
number of irrigation wells in our
county (152), we decided that
demonstrations and éxperimen-
tal work with irrigation needed
to be done. With the splendid
co-operation of James Craig and
the Amarillo Experiment Sta-
tion, such a demonstration has
been  developed.

Located on the James Craig
farm, in the southeast part of
the county, the Stratford Agri-
culture Department is develop-
ing a twenty acre irrigation
demonstration for the benefit of
all who are interested. It is a
demonstration dealing with fer-
tilization of wheat varieties and
w‘a,t@r xpanagement

..... " Al Pope, specialist  with]
the~ Amarxllo Experiment Sta-
txon has established a very in-
tenswe fertilization“test on the

Craig demonsttration plot. “Start-
ing with a check plot receiving
no fertilizer, Dr. Pope applied
up to 200 pounds of nitrogen and
200 pounds of phosphorus per
acre. 'From the zero applica-
tion, he increased each nutrient
by forty pound increments. In
all, he has thirty-nine individual
plots, with thirteen different
fertilizer applications. Each of
the plots will have a per acre
yield figure on it, enabling us
to determine the net return
from each application. Crockett
wheat was sown on Dr. Pope’s

#fertilizer plots.

#

Kenneth Porter, wheat spe-
cialist with the Amarillo Experi-
ment Station, has seeded 23 dif-
ferent varieties of wheat on
the plot. Many of these varie-
ties g.r'c experi-
mental varieties, and have not
as yet been named. Each var-
iety will have a per acre yield
figured on it at harvest time.

Of special interest to our lo-
cal farmers will be the larger
fertilizer plots. The F.F.A.
boys planted Concho wheat with
three different fertlizier appli-
cations — 50 pounds nitrogen —
100 pounds nitrogen 150
pounds nitrogen. Each applica-
tion is over an acre in size.
Wichita wheat was also sowed
over two different fertilizer
treatments — 50 pounds nitro-
gen and 100 pounds nitrogen.
Each of the above two varieties
were also planted on an area
receiving no fertilizer to serve
as a check. Each of the above
treatments are fifty-one feet
wide and one-fourth mile Iong.

Five farms were visited Sat-
urday on the farm tour sponsor-
ed by the Stratford Lions Cluhb..
R. W. Standefer, Jr., president of
the Lions Club, directed the tour
and the farmers explained their
farm operations and answered
questions at each stop.

At the Kenneth Eller farm
Horace Sneed explained to the
group how hybrid grain sorghum
seed was produced by the grow—
er. The group inspected the
hybrid seed plot on the Eller
farm. Mr. Sneed, in his dis-
cussion, stated that the estimat-
ed cost for producing the hybrid
seed up to date was about $120
per acre. He called the groups
attention to the fact that a light
seed set on the growers seed
plots often resulted in yields of
1,500 to 2,000 pounds to an
acre. He compared ; this fo
yields in the growers seed plot
to expected yields from some of
the hybrid sorghums and other
standard varieties of sorghum
which often yield as much as
4,000 to 6,000 pounds per acre.
At the second stop on the Eller
farm Mr. Sneed showed the
farmers some Texas hybrid 650,
601 and DeKalb 56 planted side
by side on land that had been
planted in peas in ' 1955. This
land had been deep plowed and
fertilized with 50 pounds of fer-
tilizer per acre, pre-irrigated
once and irrigated three times.
These crops were compared to-
some crops on land - adjoining
that had not been deep plowed
nor fertilized. @ The plot grow-
ing the Thybrids apparently
would make much higher yields.
than the untreated land.

Stop number two was at the
Floyd Keener farm where Mr.
Caraway showed the farmers
crops growing on two different
places. At the first place he
had Texas 620 and Texas 53¢
planted on land that had been
pre-irrigated and not watered
during the growing season. Ikt
looks like he will harvest a goad
crop off this land. At the see-
ond place‘he had strips of Texas
650, Martin, Texas 620 and De-
Kalb F-62 planted side by side.
This land had been prepared by
deep plowing, pre-irrigating and
fertilizing with 50 pounds of ni-
trogen per acre, then irrigated
three times during the growing
season.

Paul Chesmer in discussing
distribution of DeKalb seed in
the- county stated that = three
varieties, F-62, D-56 and D-50,
were growing in the county this
year and had good prospects of
making heavy yields. In an-
swering questions about the
price of hybrid planting seed,
Mr. Chesmer speaking for De-
Kalb hybrids and Mr. Sneed
speaking for Texas Hybrid Seed
Growers, said that they estimat-
ed the cost would be twenty
cents a pound at the local mar-
ket.

Stop number three was made
on Williard Scarth’s farm. The
group inspected the hybrid seed
plot and Mr. Scarth  discussed
methods hybrid growers use in
producing seed. He also show-
ed the farmers how he plants
two rows on top of the furrow
for irrigation purposes. In an-
other part of the field he show-
ed the group strips of 7078 milo,
Martin, Texas 620, Texas 611,
Texas 590 and an unreleased hy-
brid growing in strips side by
side under irrigation.

Stop number four was at Joe
Sullivan’s farm. There the
farmers had another opportun-
ity to compare Texas hybrid 620
and Martin grown under irriga-
tion. Also some information on
the cost of undeground tile
which was used by Mr. Sullivan
on his farm was given to the
group by Mr. Sullivan and

Classify Small

Business For
Federal Loans

(By Walter Rogers)

. Many inquiries have been
xoming to my office seeking in-
Formation as to the possibility
©of obtaining loans from  the

#Small Business Administration.
“These inquiries are coming from
ibusinesses that I have always
considered in the “small busi-
xness” segment of our economy.
However, the fate of many of the
applications for loans by these
small businesses would indicate
that our understanding of “small
‘business” is somewhat different
Irom those in charge of the SBA.
It seems that the chanes for a
really “small” business to get a
Joan from the SBA are quite
scarce. One fellow told me
that he was advised by the Small
Business Administration that he
would not be eligible 'for a loan
Irom the SBA unless he could
.prove that he could not get the
“money from commercial banks.
‘He stated that he proceeded to
obtain this proof and presented
it to the SBA. Whereupon he
was advised that it would Dbe
useless for him to try fo get a
"SBA loan, because the fact that
the banks would not let him
have the money was proof that
his credit was not good and,
therefore, he could not qualify
Jor a SBA loan. It is entirely
possible that there might have
been other facts presented which
caused the rejection of
man’s application. However, I
tell this story to point up the
fact that, under the rules and

regulations employed by the
SBA, such a situation could eas-
ily have developed. There is a
very wide discretionary power in
those in charge of the SBA, and
numerous complaints have been
voiced to the effect that such

- | discretion has been arbitrarily

exercised. The Small Business
Committee of the Congress has
recently indicated alarm af the
failure of the SBA to do what
Congress had intended be done
under the ‘Act. One member of
that Committee has told me
that during several periods, the
administrative expense of run-
ning that agency was far in ex-
cess of the entire amount of
loans made.

In a pamphlet published in
1953 by the Small Business Ad-
ministration, the criteria for de-
termining a small business for
loan purposes is set out as fol-
lows:

“A manufacturing concern  is
employs
250 or fewer persons, including
employees of affiliates, and large
if it employs more than 1,000
persons; if it employs more than
250, but not more than 1,000 per-
sons, it may be considered either
small or large, depending on the
employment size standard which
the SBA has developed for its
particular industry.

“Most wholesale concerns are
classified as small if their yearly
sales are $5,000,000 or less.

“Most retail and service trades
firms are considered small if
their yearly sales or receipts are
$1,000,000 or less.”

There is some feeling that too
much attention has been paid
by the Small Business Adminis-
tration to those businesses that
are near the top of the require-
ments, and too little to those are
are at the bottom, in other
words, manufacturing concerns
employing 15 or 20 people,
wholesale firms having a gross
volume of several hundred thou-
sand dollars rather than several
million, and retail and service
trades that have yearly volumes
of less than one hundred thou-
sand dollars, are not receiving
proper attention.

It seems to me that a great
deal more attention should be
paid to business activities in the
smaller cities. Many of these
smaller cities are - drying up
economically because of the lack
of any type of financing for the
smaller business - enterprises.
Nothing could contribute more
to the perpetuation of the Am-
erican way of life than healthy
and growing small businesses in
the smaller cities. If such
policies are pursued, it will per-
mit these smaller cities to be-
come strengthened to the point
that they can provide more and
better facilties that will appeal
greatly to many people who are
seeking the freedom present in
those localities and not present
in the congested, metropolitan
areas.

I sincerely hope that the Small
Business Administration will act
with more effectiveness to assist
and bolster this segment of our
economy.

If the Small Business Admin-
jstration is not going to do this,
then the Congress should make
some provision to reconstitute
that agency so that “little bus-
iness” will not be discriminated
against. -
