HOW POLIO
VACCINE WORKS
(By Darla Galloway)
Here is what happens when
you are given vaccine., The

‘shot itself hurts no worse than

a pin prick; takes only a few
seconds. Some seven to ten
days after your first shot you
begin to develop polio-fighting
antibodies. If your system has
previously lacked the ability to
create the antibodies quickly
and in quantity, the lack is now
corrected, and the two subse-
quent shots of vaccine clinch
the matter in your favor.

When you receive your second
shot, the number of antibodies
again rises. Then, approximate-
iy seven months later, when you
receive your third shot, there is
a further rise in antibodies, and
you then have the full protec-
tion of the vaccine. Among
the more than 1,000 persons
stricken with polio in this past
summer’s Chicago epidemic, not
a single victim of paralytic polio
had received all three shots of
Salk vaccine.

Thus, the first shot is some
help in defending you against
paralytic polio, the second shot
is even more help, and the third
shot, properly spaced, gives you
full protection.

Possibly all of you are wonder-
ing just how long the vaccine
really lasts. Since we have not
had the vaccine long enough, no
one can give a hard and fast as-
swer. A number of those who
have received it will be followed
through the years until we know
how long it protects.

However, because the level of

doctor or local health clinic to-
day. Now is the time to pro-
tect yourself against polio in
’57.

Do you know some of the
symptoms of polio? How much
money would be needed if one
of your family should take
polio? Do you know the dif-
ferent types of polio? = Are you
prepared for polio?

If you can answer each of
these questions you won’t need
to worry, but if you can’t you
had better check and learn the
answers to each question.
