License Under

New Egg Law
Explained

The Texas Egg Law, which
became effective August 22, pro-
vides that no person can buy or
sell eggs within this state for
subsequent resale without first
obtaining a license from the
Commissioner of Agriculture.

The exception to this says F.
Z. Beanblossom, extension
poultry marketing specialist, are
those who sell from their own
flock and claim no grade;
hatching; public eating places
where all eggs purchased are
served by the establishment;
food manufacturers purchasing
eggs to be used only in their
products; agents employed
and carried on the payroll on
a salary basis by persons li-
censed under this act; and any
retailer, as defined by law, that
is, any person selling or offering
for sale, eggs to consumers in
this state.

In order to create a fund for
the enforcement of the provis-
ions of this act, each licensee
shall pay a license fee. - The
annual fee for dealers, whole-
salers, and processors shall be
determined according to the av-
erage weekly volume of the
month in which licensee han-
dled the most eggs in the pre-
ceding twelve months ending on
May 31. The proceeds of such
license fees shall be paid info
the State Treasury by the Com-
missioner of Agriculture in a
fund known as the Egg Law

The 66 year old state repre-
sentative, awarded the silver
medal of the.Carnegie Hero
Fund for his efforts in helping
others during the blizzard of
1948, parked his pickup in front
of Harrison Poultry & Feed Sat-

After the pur-
chase was made he stepped into
Henry Luther’s Magneto Service
for repairs. While he was in
the Luther place of business Ow-
en Palmer parked his pickup
near ‘the Wohlford vehicle. A
door of his pickup did not close
and swung open. Wohlford
walked between the two pickups
and shoved the door of the Pal-
mer pickup closed wifh his body
as he prepared to enter his own
vehicle. A 22 rifle 'in the
Palmer pickup fired as the door
was closed. The bullet entered
Wohlford’s body about three
inches under his right arm and
went out on the left side near
the shoulder blade, just touch-
ing one lung.

Bill Martin brought Wohlford
to the Boxwell Funeral Home to
get the ambulance to take him
to the hospital.

When questioned, Owen Pal-
mer said he thought the gun
was empty. He had used the
rifle during the summer to shoot
rabbits while he was plowing.
Before he went on his vacation
he had removed the .22 shells
from the rifle. He had always
used shorts. The gun was
found to be loaded with longs,
giving rise to the theory some
one else had been using the gun
while Palmer was away.

It was Wohlford’s second close
call of the summer. Less than
a month ago he sustained frac-
tured ribs on his right side
when his clothing caught in the
pin of a power take off of a

tractor which was being repair-

ed. The bullet entered his body
in the region of fhe first injury,
causing additional soreness.

Mrs. Wohlford was hospital-
ized Saturday afternoon, suffer-
ing from nervous shock. She
was given a sedative and re-
sponded to treatment.
