A slightly revised letter of
agreement has been executed by
Paul Chesmer, president of the
Sherman County Development
Association, offering a contract
to the Doane Agricultural Ser-
vice, Inc., to furnish informa-
tion which would enable profit-
able agricultural operations
within the county, and infor-
mation which might employ the
production of new crops which
would induce the establishment
of industry  to profitably con-
sumer or market those products.
A check for the amount of
$1,600, signed by H. M. Flores,

secretary-treasurer of the Sher- |-

man County Development Asso-
ciation, accompanied the letter
of agreement for final-apprewal
of Doane Agricultural Service;
Ime. .

Doane Agricultural Service is
to begin work on the survey
within 30 days after the iletter
of agreement has been signed
by both parties, according to the
letter of agreement. The let-
ter of agreement also stipulates
that a second payment of $1,600
shall be due in 90 days. The
third and final payment of
$1,600 will be due on completion
of the survey. Doane has pre-
viously stated that it will require
from 4% to 6 months to com-
- plete the survey.

In a recent letter to the Sher-
man County Development -Asso-
ciation’s  president, Russell
Kruetzman, manager of the
Doane Area Development activ-
ities, stated: “Our program for

erman County has been pur-
posefully designed. to evaluate
the opportunities that exist for
both the dry land and irrigation
farm operators. We have com-
mitted our organization to a
thorough study of each. If
opportunities in either exist

To the Citizens of the 69th
Judicial District:

Our democratic plan of elect-
ing most of the officers of our
government contemplates that

when an elective officey asks|.-

for re-election he should come
before the voters and give an
account of the manner in which
he has carried out the duties of
his office.

For a judicial officer it may
appear to be in poor taste to
dwell on the wisdom, if any, he
has used in fulfilling the respon-
sibilities of his office. ~ Hence,
I will merely mention that up to
now, from among the hundreds
of cases in which I have presid-
ed as judge, only two criminal
cases and one civil case have
had to be tried a second time
because of being reversed by the
Appellate Courts. Several cases
have involved such unique legal
points as to merit special dis-
cussion in legal journals.

This judicial district is one of
only six remaining in this State
with as many as six counties in
it. Along with the rapid growth
of the population of some of the
counties in this judicial district
in recent years, litigation and
court work has increased several
fold.

But notwithstanding this ra-
pid increase in court work, the
dockets in each county have
keen kept as closely up to date
as possible. This has been pos-
sible by from day to day my
maneuvering cases to-trial.

It is my practice to keep my
schedule flexible, and to set
cases for frial in the various
counties just as soon as this
can be done and for the earliest
open date. Usually, this involves
no delay. All current civil jury
cases in edch county are set for
trial on the same day. This is
also done with criminal cases.
This helps to avoid having jury
panels to report from day to day
and for unexpected reasons not
having a case in readiness to go
to trial.

The aggressive use of pre-trial
procedures in civil jury cases
makes for rapid handling of
civil cases. It results in great
savings to the counties of jury
expenses. Also, it minimizes
the time used of jurors and the

‘| sacrifices jurors are called on

to make to serve on juries.

To start this pre-trial proce-
dure the attorneys in the cases
are sent an order by me (well
in advance of the date set for
trial of the cases) notifying
them of the detailed prepara-
tion they should make to get
ready for the trial of the cases.

In this pre-trial order the at-
torneys are given a. time sche-
dule to comply with in prepar-
ing for trial, and a date is set
for a time well in advance of the
trial date when the attorneys

.are to meet with the judge in a

After these cases were investi-!
gated by these Child Welfare’
Boards, the Boards make recom-
mendations to the court con-
cerning what orders should be,
embodied in the divorce decree|
to protect the best interests and'
welfare of the children. Their
recommendations cover such/
matters as which parent should!
have the custody of the child-
ren, what amount of support!
should be paid and what the
visiting arrangements of the
parents with the children
should be. These are the mat- |
ters over which nearly all the
difficulties arise after a divorce. |

The members of these County
Child Welfare Boards are some
of the best and busiest citizens
of each county. They serve,

|without any pay, and they con-

tribute many, many hours of
work to the solution of these
problems; and sometimes work
far into the night.

These Boards are assisted in
making their investigations by
a District Child Welfare Worker
and two County Welfare Work-
ers.

The Child Welfare  Workers
also serve as probation officers
Jin all criminal cases in which
Ithe defendants are granted

adult probation. If the proba-
tioner has children, the Welfare
Workers also keep contact with
the probationer’s family to

‘make sure that the family is

properly treated by him and
that he adequately provides for
them.
