Farm Housing
Program
Expanded

An expanded farm  housing|

loan program, designated to
speed up farm building con-
struction improvements as well
as act as an additional anti-re-
cession measure, was announced
today by Walter T. McKay,
Farmers Home Administration
State Director, according to
Freddie Jackson, the agency’s
local county supervisor.

Now an owner of 'a farm in
agricultural production and on
which the operator plans to pro-
duce at least $40 worth of farm
commodities for sale or home
use, may qualify for the 4 per-
cent long-term housing loan
provided that he meets other
standard eligibility require-
ments.

Formerly an eligible applicant
had to own a farm that produc-
ed a more substantial part of
the operator’s annual cash in-
come. ;

Loans may be made to build,
improve, or repair farm houses
or other essential farm build-
ings, and to provide water for
farmstead and household use.
Mr. Jackson said that in addi-
tion to financing major con-
struction, the loan funds can
help meet many other needs for
farm and farm modernization
such as adding bathrooms, util-
ity rooms, better kitchens, and
many other improvements to
the home as well as to farm ser-
vice buildings. @ While tenants
and farm laborers are not eli-
gible, the owner may borrow to
do the construction work or
make improvements for them.

The loans’' are made to farm
owners who need credit to fin-
ance buildings, improvements or
repairs, but find that adequate
credit is not available through
banks or other regular lending
agencies. The interest rate is
4 percent and loans may be
amortized over periods up to 33
years.

Eligibility for loan assistance-
three- |

is determined by the
member County Farmers Home
Administration committee, and
applications are now being ac-
‘cepted in FHA county offices.

Most fisher-
men will tell you that ‘“‘motion”
is the most important quality of
a plug and more recently the
element of sound has been brought
into the picture with the new
‘‘sonic’’ plugs.

And color? Well, let’s put it this
way: If you ever sat in the boat
with a fellow who was busy with
strike-after-strike while you
worked yourself arm weary for
nothing, you’d figure that some-
thing must be wrong. It couldn’t
be the lure, for you were both
using the same kind. Obviously,
they therefore chose his yellow
bucktail over the black one you
were using. It happens all the
time.

The brass fisherman’s tackle box
is colorful because the bass fish-
erman tries to ‘‘think’’ like a fish.
He spots a bright new plug on the
counter of the local sports store
and his temperature: rises. This,
he tells himself, is the one they’ll
really go for; this is it. He adds
it to his collection. Next time out
he offers the new ‘killer” (and
everything else in-his box) to the
uninterested fish. But, he isn’t too
disappointed. Today just wasn't
the day. Next time out, this plug
is.really going to.‘load the boat.”

SMALL FLOCK
EGG MARKETS
REMAIN OPEN

AUSTIN — A serious misun-
derstanding , apparently . has
arisen between some producez;s
and buyers of eggs on certain

points of the new Texas Egg|

Law, Agriculture Commissioner
John White states. :

Reports have reached the
Texas Department of Agricul-
ture that certain retailers and
buyers have refused to handle
eggs from the small producers
with limited flocks. These
buyers have blamed the Texas
Egg Law and used it as an ex-
cuse for not doing business with
the farmer who wants to sell
only two or three dozen eggs
at a time.

“There is absolutely nothing
in the law that intereferes with
or prohibits this long-time bus-
iness relationship between any
White
emphasized. “A retailer, deal-
er or other egg handler can pur-
chase any amount of eggs from
a producer at any time.”

Although the law  prohibits
the sale of inedible eggs, ' this
factor should not °jeopardize
normal egg transactions with
either large or small producers,
Commissioner White said.

“This type of regulation a-
gainst inedible eggs, as well as
other food products, has been
in force for years through the
U. S. Pure Food and Drug Act.
If the usual precautions are tak-
en py both egg sellers and buy-
ers, just as in the past, this
phase of the law will not place
undue restrictions on the trade.

“There is a big difference be-
tween occasional bad eggs in-
volved in sales transactions and
whole cases of spoiled eggs,” said
White. “Common sense will
prevail in egg inspection work.”

“There have been
when large lots of inedible eggs
were deliberately moved into
trade channels before we  had
the additional protection of the
BEgg Law. We will be especial-
ly vigorous in preventing this
type of violation.”

Another misunderstanding
involves provisions of the law
relating to egg grades.

“Eggs 'do not have to be grad-
ed,” White pointed out. “Grad-
ing is not mandatory under the
law at any level of trade. Un-
graded eggs may be sold in the
channels of trade but they must
be plainly marked “ungraded”
on the carton or container.”

White added that it is more
advantageous to all concerned
if the producers’ and handlers
do participate in the egg grad-
ing program. Otherwise, high
quality eggs will be sold on an
ungraded basis, sacrificing the
price advantage of the higher
marked grades. :

When the grading system . is
used, the cartons or containers
must be labeled according to the
actual size and grade of the
eggs. Standards are those set
by the U.S. Department of Agri-
culture and approved by the
Texas Egg Marketing Advisory
Committee. :

Two maifi points to remem-
ber, said White, are:

1. An egg producer, large or
-small, is exempt from the law,

instances

and all of its provisions, if he
sells only from the production
of his own flock on an ungraded
basis.

2. The new law is essentailly

an egg labeling act which re-|’

quires that eggs sold within the
state be properly marked as to
size and grade if a grade is
claimed, ‘or. marked “ungraded”

if no grade is claimed. *. The:
eggs must meet the specifica-|-

tions indicated on the container
if they are sold as graded eggs.

“Our problems would be sim-
plified if most of the complain-
ants would only read the law,”
said White. “Troubles arise
when a person gets his infor-
mation “second hand’ and de-
cides that the law descrimin-
ates against him.”

White strongly urged all per-
sons with a question on the law
to contact the Texas Depart-
ment of Agriculture in Austin.

“We will answer all inquiries
fully and promptly and send
along data that explains all
phases of the law ir% detail,” he
said.

The so-called Hale-Aikin stu-
dies in each county are the out-
growth of legislative authoriza-
tion for appointment of the
Hale-Aikin Committee of 24 to
review the operation of the
state’s minimum school founda-
tion laws in the last 10 years for
the 1959 legislature.” The Hale-
Aikin Committee will study and
consolidate reports from each
of the 254 counties, reports
which the committee has said
it hopes will express the voice
of citizens rather than educa-
tors.

Mrs. Taylor said her state citi-
zens committee supports the
idea of laymen studying their
school systems on a factual ba-

sis, finding out the merits
as well as ' the demerits,
and reaching con-

clusions aimed at improvement.
The Texas State Committee on
Public Education is not commit-
ted to any pro or con regarding
the school program, she said,
and simply urges Texans to find
out for themselves by working
with their neighbors in each
county.

Noting that the nation’s pub-
lic school system has come in
for renewed criticism since sat-
elites began orbiting the earth
and since the Soviet emphasis
on science and technology has
been revelaed in some detail,

amount of wheat which may be
grown for use on the farm for
food, feed, or seed by state, re-
ligious or charitable institu-
tions.

Marketing quota penalties will
be at 45 per cent of the parity
rate per bushel (parity as of
May 1, 1959) on “excess” wheat
production.

If marketing quotas are dis-
approved, there will be no re-
strictions on wheat marketings.
Acreage allotments will 'remain
in effect as a condition of eli-
gibility for price support at the
50 per cent of parity (as of July
1, 1959), rate, required by law
when quotas are disapproved.
1959 Acreage Allotments

The 1959 national wheat acre-
age allotments of 55 million
acres is the minimum fixed by
law and is the same as for the
1958 crop. Legislation provided
for establishing a national
wheat acreage allotment year
except in the event of a national
emergency. If the allotment
had been determined on the
basis of the law’s supply for-
mula the 1959 allotment would
‘have been 21,375,000 acres.

1959 will be the sixth succes-
sive year that acreage allot-
ments have been in effect, and
the fifth successive year that
the 55 million acre minimum al-
lotment has been applicable.
Marketing Quota Referendum

At least two-thirds of the

endum on June 20 must approve

quotas for the 1959 crop if quo-

tas are to remain in effect.
Growers who will have more

'| than 15 acres of wheat for har-

vest as grain in 1959 in any
one of the 38 commercial wheat
states come under the regula-
tion of quotas and will be eli-
gible to vote in the referendum.
Any producers who signed appli-
cations under the feed wheat
provisions permitting them to
grow wheat for use as feed on
the farm for 1958 will not be
eligible to vote in the referen-
dum on quotas for the 1959 crop.

Referendum ballots may be
cast at local polling places in
the commercial wheat area, Lo-
cations of polling places will be
announced in the 38-state com-
mercial area by county agricul-
tural -stabilization and conser-
vation offices which will have
charge of the referendum Ilo-
caily.

Marketing quotas have been
approvéd by farmers for the
last five wheat crops. In last
year’s referendum on
for the 1958 wheat crop, 86.2
per cent of the farmers voting
favored quotas (202,668 yes and
32,371 no). In the previous
vote oh 1957 quotas, the vote
was 87.4 per cent favorable
(245,081 yes and 35,385 no). For
1956 quotas, the vote was 77.5
per cent favorable (268,217 yes
and 78,835 no).

For the 1958 crop Texas has
an allotment acreage of 4,164,-
302 acres. The state would be
allowed an acreage allotment of
(4,099,094, acres in 1959 if mar-
keting quotas are adopted.

Mrs. Taylor urged that critics
and supporters alike find out
for themselves. The 254 coun-
ty committees, made up mostly
of laymen, afford unparalleled
opportunity to do this in Texas,
she said.
