Plans for park improvement
include planting grass between
the trees, installing Dbolted
grates on fireplaces; adding one
fireplace, adding four . tables,
adding three trash barrels, the
erection of signs directing tour-
ists to the park, placing trees in
the picnic area, placing side-
walks at the entrance of the
ball park and around the rest
rooms, planting shrubs, improv-
ing the equipment stand, in-
stalling a double tennis court,
erecting two basketball goals,
building backstops for the tennis

courts, building two shuffle
boards, installing lights with
meters at the tennis courts,

placing a plaque with lights at
the entrance of the park, and
the installation of a merry-go-
round.

It has been agreed that at
least most of the proposed im-
provements will be undertaken
in the order in which they are
listed when the money is avail-
able.

Today’s city park with its ever
increasing popularity is the re-
sult of the work of many indi~
viduals and organizations. Pest
262 of the American Legion
bought the lots on which the
park is located and deeded them
to the city in 1946. In 1954

the Nu Beta chapter of the Beta.
Sigma, Phi adopted the park as

their local project and solicited
the aid of others. Embroidery
Club members started making
donations to the park develop-
ment fund in 1955. Evergreens
donated by Stratford Floral,
were planted in 1954. Costs for
installing a water system and se-
curing a caretaker for the
grounds were paid by the city.
Stratford Lions paid the park

irrigation water bill for several

years and Hose Flores”pinch-’-hit
as caretaker during one of the:
drouth years. ‘

Beta Sigma Phi members built
three fireplaces in the park in
1954 and Stratford FFA boys

built three picnic tables 'that
“fire-ii:

were installed near the
places.

Grass was planted in 'the park
in 1955 and a drinking fountain
was installed through the com-
bined efforts of several individ-
uals and business firms.

Beta Sigma Phi members used
to install
playground equipment of swings
and a slide in 1956. Completion
of a softball park on adjoining
lots and the erection of mod-
ern rest rooms contributed to
the importance of the park as
a recreation center.

Soil Bank Benefits
Have Their

Responsibilities

. The Texas State Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation
Committee urges farmers to be
careful about their responsibil-
ities under the acreage reserve
and soil bank during the coming
crop season if they want to get
the full benefit of that program.

In a planting season remind-
er to farmers, the committee
pointed out that the signer of
the acreage reserve agreement
has undertaken a binding com-
mitment to hold his reserve tract
out of production during the
1958 growing season.

“It will be too bad,” the com-
mittee said, “if a farmer goes in-
to the acreage reserve conscien-
tiously and means to comply, but
fails to keep informed about re-
quirements and deadlines and
loses his payment through care-
lessness.”

With regard to the acreage re-
serve tract (land on the farm
diverted from .allotment crops to
the reserve), the committee cited
three main requirements as fol-
lows;

(1) No crop may be planted on
acreage reserve before January
1, 1959, except that'with the ap-
proval of the state committee
certain crops may be planted in
the fall of 1958 for harvest in
1959 or later, where that is the
normal practice.

(2) The acreage reserve may
not be grazed before January 1,
1959, except under certain em-
ergency conditions and with a
reduction of the farmer’s pay-
ment. Leasing of the land to
others for grazing purposes is
prohibited, and . ,

(3) No crop may be harvested
from the acreage reserve during

the calendar year 1958.

In addition to observing these
requirements on land placed in
the acreage reserve, the com-
mittee said, the farmer must
comply with any other acreage
allotments on his farm and must
keep within the farm’s total
permitted acreage. The per-
mitted acreage is the soil bank
base, two-year average of grain
and row-crops, less land placed
in the Soil Bank.

By, wilfully failing to cemply
with his acreage reserve agree-

ment, the committee said, a
farmer lost his payment, and
may, under certain circumstan-
ces, be subject to a civil penale
ty equal to 50 percent of the
payment he would otherwise
have earned.
