Safe driving must be made a. 
personal habit of every motor­
ist if the slaughter on America’s 
highways is to be curbed, Ver­
non Gayle, safety director of the 
Texas Farm Bureau Safety De­
partment, declared Friday as he * 
spoke prior to conducting driv­
ing tests at Stratford High 
School.

“Excessive speed is the great­
est single cause of, autom'obile 
accidents,” Gayle said. In the 
demonstration which followed, 
he pointed out the conditions 
under which even 20, 30 or 40 
miles per hour can be excessive 
speed, he added:

“When drivers know the true 
■facts and base their driving on 
those facts, highway accidents 
will drop sharply.”

Students and teachers took 
part in the tests which were con­
ducted in a specially equipped 
car. The test driver was sig­
nalled to stop by an electrical­
ly oontroUed detonator. As ttxe 
shell was fired, the street was 
market with yellow paint. A 
second bullet was fired as brakes 
were applied and a third after 
the car came to a complete stop. 
Distances between the spots 
were carefully measured to de­
termine in feet and inches how 
far the car traveled before the 
driver applied the brakes, or the 
reaction distance, and how far it 
traveled after the brakes were 
applied, or the braking dis­
tance.
* Gayle emphasized the fact 

that a driver who observes the 
speed laws carefully is npt a  
safe driver if he neglects many 
other items such as proper sig*- 
naling for turns, approaching an 
intersection in the proper lane 
for a turn, the proper way to 
turn around, and many other 
things which he demonstrated 
in the test car.

Friday’s safety demonstration 
which was brought to Sherman 
County under the sponsorship 
of the Sherman County Farm 
Bureau, as part of a long r a i ^  
program of traffic safety now 
being conducted by the Texas 
Farm Bureau Safety Depart­
ment.
Test Results

A boy student driving at 20 
miles an hour, applied his foot 
to the brakes after the car had 
traveled a distance of 26 feet 
and brought the car to a stop 

i after it had traveled a distance 
of 30 feet and 4 inches from the 
time the brake was applied. The 
total distance the car traveled 
from the time of the first signal 
was 56 feet and 4 inches.

A ‘girl sjtudent driving at 20 
mUes an ihour, allowed the car 
tp move I3 feet before applying" 
the brakes, and stopped the car 
after it had traveled an addi­
tional distance of 20 feet and 3 
inches. The car moved 33 feet 
and 8 inches after the warning 
signal had been fired.

A boy student driving 30 miles 
an hour, allowed the car to move 
16 feet and 9 inches after the 
warning signal before applsdng 
the brakes. It required 41 feet 
to stop the car, the car traveling 
a distance of 57 feet and 9 inches 
after the warning sigfaal to stop 
had been fired.

An adult member of the facul­
ty driving at 40 miles an hour, 
allowed the car to move 21 feet 
and 9 inches before applying 
the brakes. The car moved 64 
feet and 2 inches after the 
brakes made contact. The car 
moved a distance of 85 feet and 
11 inches before it was brought 
to a standstill.

RULES OF GROUND WATER 
CONSERVATION DISTRICT 
NO. 2, NORTH OF THE CANA­
DIAN RIVER.

THE RULES OF GROUND 
WATER CONSERVATION DIS­
TRICT NO. 2, NORTH OF THE 
CANADIAN RIVER ARE HERE­
BY AMENDED, EFB'ECTIVE 
MAY 5, 1958, AS FOLLOWS:

In accordance with Section 
59 of Article 16 of the Texas 
Constitution, and with the 
Statutes of the State of Texas 
pertaining thereto, the following 
rules are hereby adopted as the 
rules of the District by its Board 
of Directors. All rules or parts 
of rules in conflict with these 
rules are hereby repealed.

The rules, regulations and 
inodes of procedure herein con­
tained are adopted for the pur­
pose of simplifying procedure, 
avoiding delays, saving expense, 
and facilitating the adminis­
tration of the ground water laws 
o f the State and the rules of 
this District. To the end that 
these objectives be attained, 
these rules shall be so construed.

These rules may be used as 
guides in the exercise of discre­
tion, where discretion is vested. 
However, under no circumstan­
ces, and in no particular case 
shall they, or any of them, be 
construed as a limitation or 
restriction upon the exercise of 
any discretion, where such ex­
ists; nor shall they in any event 
be construed to deprive the 
Board of an exercise of powers, 
duties and jurisdiction confer­
red by law, nor to limit or re­
strict the amount and character 
o f data or information which 
may be required for the proper 
administration of the, law.
Rule 1 — Definition^

Unless the context hereof in­
dicates a contrary meaning, the 
words hereinafter defined shall 
have the following meaning in 
these rules:

(a) The “Board” shall mean 
the Board of Directors of the 
“ District,” as herein defined, 
consisting of five (5) duly elect­
ed members as provided in Sec­
tion E (3) of said Article 7880-3c.

(b) “District” shall mean 
Ground Water Conservation 
District No. 2, North of  ̂ the 
Canadian River, maintaining its 
principal office in Dumas, Tex­
as. Where applications, re-

Eorts and other papers are re- 
uired to be filed with or sent 
> “the District,” this means the 
Oistrict’s headquarters in Du- 

nas, Texas. P. O. Box 935. The 
Mstrict shall also be known as 
‘North Plains Water Conserva­
tion District.”

(c) “County Committee” 
means a committee of five per­
sons elected in each county of 
the District which will perform 
such duties as the District Board 
may require.

(d) The term “Well” or “Wa­
ter Well” shall mean and in­
clude any artificial excavatiCMi 
constructed to produce or which 
produces more than 100,000 gal­
lons of water per day.

(e) “ Water” shall mean un­
derground water.

(f) “Owner” shall mean and 
Include any person, firm, part­
nership or corporation that has 
the right to produce water from 
the land either by ownership, 
contract, lease, easement, or any 
other estate in the land.

(g) Hie word “waste” as used 
herein shall have the same 
meaning as defined by the 51st 
and 54th Legislature, as follows:

(1) The withdrawal of under­
ground water from an under­
ground water reservoir at such 
rate and in such amount so as 
to cause the intrusion therein 
o f water not suitable for agri-i 
cultural, gardening, domestic, or 
stock raising purposes;

(2) The flowing or producing 
o f wells from an underground' 
water reservoir when the water 
produced therefrom is not used 
for a beneficial purpose;

(3) The escape of underground 
water from one underground 
water reservoir to any other 
reservoir not containing under­
ground water, as defined in said 

ection 3c of Article 7880;
(4) The pollution or harmful 

Iteration of the character of 
le underground water within 
he underground water reser- 
oir of the District by means 

j f  salt water or other deleterious 
matter admitted from some oth­
er stratum or strata of from the 
surface of the ground; and

(5) WillJully causing, suffer­
ing, or permitting underground 
water produced for irrigation or 
agricultural purposes to escape 
into any river, creek, or other 
natural watercourse, depression, 
or lake, reservoir, drain, or into 
any sewer, street, highway, road, 
road ditch, or upon the land of 
any other person than the own­
er of such well, or upon such 
public land.

(h) An “Authorized well Site” 
shall be:

(1) The location of a proposed 
“well on an application duly filed 
until such application is denied, 
or '

(2) The location of a proposed 
well on a valid permit. (An 
authorized well site is not a per­
mit to drill).

(i) “Person” shall mean any 
Individual, partnership, firm or 

'Corporation. 
pBlKE 2 — WASTE

(a) Water shall not be pro­
duced within, or used within or

without the District, in such a 
manner or under such condi­
tions as to constitute waste as 
defined in section (g) of Rule 1 
hereof.

(b) Any person producing or 
using underground water shall 
use every possible precaution, in 
accordance with the most ap­
proved methods, to stop and 
prevent waste of such water. 
RULE 3 — POLLUTION

No person shall pollute or 
harmfully alter the character 
of the underground water reser­
voir of the District by means of 
salt water or other deleterious 
matter admitted from some oth­
er stratum of strata or from the 
surface of the ground.
Rule 4 — Permit Required

(a) No person shall hereafter 
begin to drill or drill a well, or 
increase the size of a well or 
pump therein, which well could 
reasonably be expected to pro­
duce, or a pump designed to pro­
duce, in excess of 100,000 gal­
lons of water per day, without 
having first applied to the 
Board, and received a permit to 
do so, unless the drilling and 
operation of the well is exempt 
by the law or by these rules. 
Provided that, as set out in 
Rule 5d hereof, and under cer­
tain conditions, an applicant 
may commence the drilling of a 
well when his application there­
for has been recommended by 
the proper county committee. •

(b) No pe’rmit shall be requir­
ed for the drilling of temporary 
wells exempt by subsections 3 
and 4a of Section D, Article 
7880-3C (being generally wells 
used for the production of oil, 
gas, or other minerals and water 
wells used in conjunction there­
with).
Rule 5 — County Committees

(a) Each County in the Dis­
trict shall have a County Com­
mittee composed of five com­
mitteemen. Each portion of 
the County .is to be represent­
ed by a ■County Committeman, 
if practicable.

The term of the Committee­
man shall be two years.

Each County shall elect two 
County Committeemen in Jan­
uary, 1960, for a term of two 
years on the same day the Dis­
trict Directors are elected. On 
the same day in January, 1961 
each County shall elect three 
County Committeemen for a 
term of two years. Thereafter, 
each County sh^l elect County 
Committeeman when a term of 
such Committeeman expires 
and such election shall be held 
in the same day each year fixed 
for the election of District Di­
rectors.

Any qualified property tax 
paying resident voter withih' 
any commissioners precinct, 
may have his name placed on 
the bE l̂ot by being nominated 
by the County Committee or by 
petition signed by not less than 
five qualified voters of the com­
missioners precinct, which peti­
tion shall be filed with the Dis­
trict Board at least 20 days prior 
to the date of such election.

(b) The County Committees 
are authorized to accept appli­
cations for permits to drill wells 
and to perform such additional 
duties as are set out in these 
rules. The committee may 
designate a secretary or other 
person to receive and file such 
applications, accept deposits, to 
give information, issue forms, 
keep records, receive well logs, 
reports, and other information 
and to perform other adminis­
trative duties. The Secretary 
or other authorized person who 
received an application for a 
permit shall note on the face of 
the application the date and 
time of day on which such ap­
plication is received and shall 
give any application a serial 
number showing its relative 
priority as to time to applica­
tions later filed.

(c) It shall be the duty of the 
County Committee to recom­
mend to the Board the granting 
or refusal of applications for 
permits to drill wells. The 
Committees may hold hearings 
or meetings for this purpose. 
The signature of three County 
Committeemen on an applica^ 
tion shall constitute a recom- 
mendaition .that the permit be 
graii^ed. TTfie refusal of three 
or napre committeemen to sign 
the ^application shall constitute 
a recommendation of rejection 
of the application.

(d) If the County Ctommittee 
shall recommend the granting 
of the application, and if there 
be no contest thereon or con­
flicting application, such 
recommendation shall be noted 
on the application by the Coun­
ty Committee. The applicant 
may thereupon proceed at his 
own risk to drill such well. The 
application shall not, however, 
be officially granted until the 
same shall have been passed 
upon and granted by the Board.

(e) If, before the Committee’s 
recommendation of approval of 
an application shall have been 
noted on an application, a con­
test shall arise over the 'applica­
tion, or if another owner shall 
within such time file an applica­
tion for a well permit within 
less than the minimum spacing 
distance for such wells, the 
County Committee may conduct 
a hearing, upon due notice to 
both parties, to hear and de­
termine the contest or tO'deter­
mine which of the applications 
should, in its judgment, be 
granted. In the event of a con­
test or such a conflicting appli­
cation, no well shall be com­
menced until the matter is pass­
ed upon by the Board. A con­
test shall be deemed filed when 
written notification is filed with 
ithe proper County Committee. 
The County Committee or such 
person designated by it to re­
ceive such applications or no­
tices of contests shall receive

the same and note thereon the 
date and time at which they 
were received.

The County Committee shall, 
in any event, forward both ap­
plications' to the Board. There­
after, both applicants, or the 
applicant and the contestant 
or contestants, after due. notice, 
shall be entitled to a hearing be­
fore the Board. At such hear­
ing, all parties may introduce 
pertinent evidence as to why the 
particular application or appli­
cations should be granted or 
denied, including evidence as to 
the effect on the water reservoir, 
the conservation and preserva­
tion of water, the prevention of 
waste, the protection of pro­
perty rights, and other pertin­
ent matters, which evidence 
shall be taken into considera­
tion by the Board. The Board 
shall also take into considera­
tion which of the applicants 
duly filed his application first.

(f) The County Committee 
shall not be authorized to re­
ceive or pass upon an applica­
tion for a permit to drill a well 
as an exception to the spacing 
rules of the District. As here­
in stated in these rules, such 
applications shall be filed di­
rectly with the Board at its 
district headquarters.

(g) The County Committee 
shall receive and file applica­
tions for permits to drill re­
charge wells. If such applica­
tions are filed with the County 
Committee, the same shall be 
acted upon by the County Com­
mittee in the same manner as 
set out above for a well applica­
tion and its recommendations 
shall be forwarded to the Board 
with the application. Provid­
ed, however, that if the Com­
mittee recommends that the 
application be granted, the 
drilling of such recharge well 
shall not be commenced until 
the application shall have been 
granted by the Board under 
such directions and regulations 
as it may provide.

(h) If any application is not 
favorably recommended by the 
County Committee, the appli­
cant shall have the right to ap­
peal to the Board. Such appeal 
must be filed with a member of 
the Board or the manager of 
the District or written notice 
by registered mail given to the 
Board within fifteen (15) days 
^rom the time that the action 
of the County Committee denied 
the applications. Such time 
shall begin to run from the^date 
of the meeting of the County 
Committee at which such action 
is announced. If there be no 
meeting of the Committee but 
three members thereof decline 
to sign the,application, then the 
time shall begin to run from the 
date on which the third member 
refuses to sign the application. 
If no such appeal is taken, the 
application shall be deemed to 
have been abandoned by the 
applicant, and the action on the 
Committee shall be final. Upon 
receipt of such appeal the Board 
shall fix a time and place for 
such hearing and notify the 
necessary parties thereof.

(i) If any County Committee­
man shall resign, become inca­
pacitated, or in the judgment 
of the District Board has failed 
to fulfill the duties of his office, 
then the District Board may de­
clare a vacancy and appoint a 
successor to complete the unex­
pired term.

(j) The County Committee 
also:

G) Shall hold meetings as 
needed to carry on the District 
business at the office of the 
County Secretary or other de­
signated location.

(2) Shall receive, file and 
transmit to the District office 
all applications.

(3) May nominate candidates 
for the office of District Direct 
for the District precinct in 
which such county is located.

(4) May nominate candidates 
for the office of County Com­
mitteemen.

(5) Shall communicate to the 
District Board any information 
concerning the wishes of the 
people of the county.

(6) Shall report to the District 
office any violations of the 
District rules with the Commit­
tee’s recommendations.
RULE 6 — DEPOSITS

EJach application for a permit 
to drill a well shall be accom­
panied by a $25.00 deposit which 
shall be accepted by the County 
Committee of the County in 
which the well is to be drilled. 
Said deposit shall be returned 
to the applicant by the District 
if (1) the application is denied, 
or (2) if the application is 
granted, upon receipt of correct­
ly completed registration and 
log of the well, or (3) if said 
permit location is abandoned 
without having been drilled, 
upon return and surrender of 
said permit marked “abandon­
ed” by the applicant. In event 
neither the registration and log 
of the well nor the permit mark­
ed abandoned is returned to 
such District within one year 
after the approval date of the 
permit or the extension date 
thereof, the said deposit shall 
become the property of the Dis­
trict. All deposits heretofore 
made or which shall hereafter 
be made shall become the pro­
perty of the District, if such re­
gistration and log or permit 
has not been returned or is not 
returned to the District office 
within one year from the ap­
proval date of the permit.
Rule 7 — Issuance Of Permits

(a) The Board shall issue or 
cause to be issued a drilling 
permit for a well properly spac­
ed upon proper application 
executed and filed by the owner 
or his authorized agent with the 
proper County Committee and 
containing the matters specified 
below. An application shall be

considered filed when properly 
made out, completea, and sign­
ed and tendered to a memoer 
of the County Committee or a 
person duly designated by such 
committee to receive the same. 
Such application shall promptly 
be ^ven a number as provided 
for in Rule 5d above.

Such applications shall be on 
forms provided by the District 
and shall be in writing and shall 
be prepared in accordance with 
and contain the information 
called for in the form of appli­
cation, if any, prescribed by the 
Board, and all instructions 
which may have been issued by 
the Board with respect to the 
filing of an application. Other­
wise, the application will not 
be considered.

(b) Information as to the ex­
act location of the well to be 
drilled, including the section, 
block, survey or league and exact 
number of yards to the two 
nearest property lines; or other 
legal description; and the coun­
ty in which the land is located.

(c) A statement as to the pro­
posed use of the well to be drill­
ed, whether municipal, indus­
trial, or irrigation.

(d) The name and address of 
the driller or contractor and 
the date drilling operations are 
to begin.

(e) A statement as to the ex­
act location of the three (3) 
closest adjacent wells within 
half a mile of the proposed lo­
cation, together with the names 
and addresses of the owners.

(f) An agreement by the ap­
plicant that a complete well 
registration and log will be fur­
nished to the District by the 
applicant upon completion of 
this well and prior to the pro­
duction or water therefrom.
Rule 8 — Requirement Of Drill­

ers Log, Casing And Pump
Data
(a) Complete records shall be 

kept and reports thereof made 
to the District concerning the

(Inside Diameter of Column

Pipe)
4- inch or smaller pump
5- inch pump
6- inch pump 
8-inch pump 
10-inch or larger pump

(b) It is contemplated that 
the pumps of the respective 
sizes set' out above shall refer 
to the inside diameter of the 
pump column pipe and shall 
produce water at the ordinary
SIZE OF PUMP:
(Inside Diameter of Column

Pipe)
4- inch or smaller pump
5- inch pump '
6- inch pump 
8-inch pump 
10-inch pump

If the pump which is to be 
used by the applicant is of a 
different size or type, or is to be 
operated at a different rate in 
gallons per minute from the 
pumps in general use as set out 
above, such fact shall be made 
known in the application; and 
in such case, the actual rate at 
which the well is to be pumped 
shall be the determining factor 
in the spacing for such well in­
stead of the size of the pump. 
A pump to be operated against 
an artificial head in a closed or 
semi-closed system shall be giv­
en special consideration.

(c) It shall be considered to 
be a fraud upon the District and 
on the adjacent landowners for 
any applicant to willfully give 
erroneous information in his 
application. If any operator 
willfully produces his well at a 
higher rate than represented in 
his application and/or approved 
in his permit, such action may 
be enjoined by the Board.
Rule 10 — Exception To Spacing

Rule
(a) In order to protect vested 

property rights, to prevent 
waste, to prevent confiscation 
of property, or to protect cor­
relative rights, the Board may 
grant exceptions to the above 
spacing regulations. This rule 
shall not be construed so as to 
limit the power of the Board, 
and the powers stated are cumu­
lative only of all other powers 
posssesed by the Board.

(b) If an exception to such 
spacing regulations is desired, 
application therefor shall be 
submitted by the applicant in 
writing to the Board at its Dis­
trict Office on forms furnished 
by the District. The application 
shall be accompanied by a plan 
or sketch, drawn to scale of 
one (1) inch equaling two hun­
dred (200) yards. The plan or 
sketch shall show thereon the 
property lines in the immediate 
area and shall show accurately 
to scale all wells within a quar­
ter mile of the proposed well 
site. The application shall also 
contain the names and address­
es of all property owners adjoin­
ing the tract on which the well is 
to be located and the ownership 
of the wells within a quarter 
mile of the proposed location. 
Such application and plat shall 
state that all facts therein are 
true and correct.

(c) Such exception may be 
granted ten (10) days after 
written notice has been given to 
the applicant and all adjoining 
owners and all well owners with­
in a quarter mile of the proposed 
location and after a puSlic hear­
ing at which all interested par­
ties may appear and be heard, 
and after the Board has decided 
that an exception should be 
granted. Provided, however, 
that if all such owners execute 
a waiver in writing stating that 
they do not object to the grant­
ing of such exception, the Board 
may thereupon proceed to de­
cide upon the granting or refus­
ing of such application without 
notice or hearing except to the

drilling, equipping and comple­
tion of all wells drilled. Such 
records shall include an accur­
ate driller’s log, any electric log 
shall have been made, and such 
additional data concerning the 
description of the well, its dis­
charge, and its equipment as 
may be required by the Board. 
Such records shall be filed with 
the District Board within 30 
days after the completion of the 
well.

(b) No person shall produce 
water from any well hereafter 
drilled and equipped within the 
District, except that necessary 
to the drilling and testing of 
such well and equipment, unless 
or until the District has been 
furnished an accurate driller’s 
log, any electric log which shall 
have been made, and a registra­
tion of the well correctly fur­
nishing all available informa­
tion required on the forms fur­
nished by the District.
Rule 9 — Spacing Of Wells

(a) Wells to be drilled after 
the effective date of these rules 
shall be spaced as follows:

A well to be equipped with a 
4-inch or smaller pump shall be 
located at least 200 yards from 
the nearest well or authorized 
well site; a well to be equipped 
with a 5-inch pump shall be 
located at least 250 yards from 
the nearest well or authorized 
well site; a well to be equipped 
with a 6-inch pump shall be lo­
cated at least 300 yards from 
the nearest well or authorized 
well site; a well to be equipped 
with an 8-inch pump shall be 
located at least 400 yards from 
the nearest well or authorized 
well site; and a well to be equip­
ped with a 10-inch or larger 
pump shall be located at least 
500 yards from the nearest well 
or authorized well site. An 
authorized well site is not a 
permit to drill. An authorized 
well site shall be:

(1) The location of a proposed 
well on valid permit.
MINIMUM DISTANCE 
(From nearest well or authorized 

well site)
Minimum distance: 200 yards 
Minimum distance: 250 yards 
Minimum distance: 300 yards 
Minimum distance: 400 yards 
Minimum distance: 500 yards
or usual pumping rates of pumps 
of such sizes. The ordinary or 
usual pumping rates of such 
pumps are to be regarded as fol­
lows:

The applicant may 
also waive notice or hearing or 
both.
Rule 11 — Place Of Drilling Of

Well
After an application for a well 

permit has been granted, the 
well, if drilled, must be drilled 
within ten yards of the location 
specified in the permit, and not 
elsewhere. If the well should 
be commenced or drilled at a 
different location, the drilling 
or operation of such well may 
be enjoined by the Board pur­
suant of Article 7880-3c, Section 
B (9).
Rule 12 — Reworking Or Re­

placing Of Well
(a) No person shall rework, 

redrill, or re-equip a well in “a 
manner that would increase the 
rate of production of water from 
such well beyond any previous 
normal rate of production of 
such well without first having 
made an application to the 
Board, and having been grant­
ed a permit by the Board, to do 
so. Nor shall any person re­
place a well without a permit 
from the Board. A replacement 
well, in order to be considered 
as such, must be drilled within 
one hundred fifty (150) feet of 
the old well and not elsewhere. 
It must not be located toward 
any other well or authorized 
well site unless the new location 
complies with the minimum 
spacing requirements set out in 
Rule 9 (a); otherwise the re­
placement well shall be consid­
ered tp be a new well for which 
application must be made under 
Rule 9 above.

Immediately upon completion 
of a replacement well, the old 
well shall be:

(1) Filled and abandoned: or
(2) Properly equipped in such 

a manner that it cannot pro­
duce more than 190,000 gallons 
of water a day; or

(3) Closed in accordance with 
Article 1721, Texas Penal Code, 
being Acts 51st Legislature 
(1949) p. 509, Ch. 281. Violation 
of such Article is made punish­
able thereby by a fine of not 
less than $100.00 nor more than 
$500.00.

An application to rework, re­
equip, redrill, or replace an ex­
isting well may be granted by 
the Board without notice or 
hearing.

(b) The size or capacity of 
the pump on a w^l shall not be 
hereafter changed to a larger 
size or capacity so as to sub­
stantially Increase the rate of 
production of a well without a 
permit from the Board. (For 
example, changed from a 6-inch 
to an 8-inch pump, as set out 
above). Such permit may be 
granted only after written no­
tice to adjacent owners and 
o w n e r s  o f  a well 
within a quarter of a 
mile from such well and a pub­
lic hearing, as provided in Rule 
10 (c) above, and after an de­
cision by the Board that such 
change will not cause unreason­
able interference between wells.

waste, or confiscation of proper­
ty. Provided that if the adja­
cent owTiers and owners of a well 
within a quarter of a mile indi­
cate to the Board in writing 
that they have no objection to 
the proposed change, then the 
Board may proceed to decide 
such matter. Provided that if 
the well is a sufficient distance 
from other wells to comply with 
spacing regulations for new 
wells of the desired capacity the 
Board may proceed to act on 
such application.

(c) In the event the applica­
tion meets all spacing require­
ments and no contest is filed, 
the Board may grant such ap­
plication without further action. 
Rule 13 — Tune During Which

A Permit Shall Remain Valid
Any permit granted hereunder 

shall be valid if the work per­
mitted shall have been com­
pleted within four (4) months 
from the filing date of the ap­
plication. It shaU thereafter 
be void. Provided, however, 
that the Board, for good cause, 
may extend the life of such per­
mit for an additional four (4) 
months if an application for 
such extension shall have been 
made to the County Committee 
during the first four (4) months 
period. Provided, further, that 
when it is made known to the 
Board that a proposed project 
will take more time to complete, 
the Board, upon receiving writ­
ten application may grant such 
time as is reasonably necessary 
to complete such project.
Rule 14 — Recharge Wells 

Applications shall be made to 
and permits must be obtained 
from the Board to drill and com­
plete recharge wells. Applica­
tions therefor shall state that 
it is an application for a re­
charge well. It shall be filed 
with the proper County Com­
mittee and shall contain the in­
formation required herein for 
new wells insofar as is appli­
cable. After the weU shall 
have been drilled, the owner 
shaU promptly furnish the Dis­
trict with a completion report.

Recharge wells shall be com­
pleted and equipped in such a 
manner as to protect human 
life. The owner of such re­
charge well shall assume and 
shall be charged with full re­
sponsibility for the prevention 
of pollution from such well. 
Rule 15 — Final Orders Of The 

Board
The orders of the Board in 

any non-contested application 
or proceeding shall become the 
final order of J:he Board on the 
day it is entered by the Board. 
All orders of the Board in con­
tested applications, appeals or 
other proceedings shall contain 
a statement that the same was 
contested. In such event the 
order will become final after 
fifteen (15) days from the entry 
thereof and be binding on the 
parties thereto unless a motion 
for rehearing is filed under Rule 
15 hereof.
Rule 16 — REHEARING

(a) Any person whose appli- 
cation^is denied, whose contest 
is overruled, or who is not grant­
ed the relief desired, may file 
with the Board a motion for re­
hearing within fifteen (15) days 
from the announcement by the 
Board of its decision or action. 
The Board shall act thereon 
within a reasonable time. . If 
such a motion for rehearing is 
filed and is overruled, the order 
of the Board shall be final on 
the date the motion is overrul­
ed.

(to) The Board may, in a pro­
per case, find that an emergency 
exists and that substantial in­
justice will result from delay. 
In that event, and upon the re­
citation of such finding, the 
order of the Board will become 
final on the date of the an­
nouncement of the order by the 
Board, and ,no motion for re­
hearing. will be considered there­
on

(c) If an application or a con­
test is denied by the Board or 
adverse recommendations made 
by the County Committee, and 
if the applicant or contestant 
shall not have had and shall 
not have been afforded an op­
portunity for a hearing before 
the County Committee or the 
Board, as elsewhere provided by 
these rules, the applicant or 
contestant shall be entitled to 
a hearing before the County 
Committee or the Board, as 
elsewhere provided by these 
rules, the applicant or contest­
ant shall be entitled to a hear­
ing before the Board. A written 
request to the Board for such 
a hearing, stating such facts 
must be filed with the Board 
within the above fifteen (15) 
days period. If such motion is 
in order and is duly filed, the 
Board shall give notice to the 
applicant and all proper and 
necessary parties of the time and 
place of such hearing, and shall 
proceed to conduct such a hear­
ing.
Rule 17 — Right To Inspect And

Test Wells
Any authorized officer, em­

ployee, agent, or representative 
of the District shall have the 
right at all reasonable times to 
enter upon lands upon which a 
well or wells may be located 
within the boundaries of the 
District, to inspect such well or 
wells and to read, or interpret 
any meter, weir box or other in­
strument for the purpose of 
measuring production of water 
from said well or wells or for de­
termining the pumping capacity 
■of said well or wells; and any 
authorized officer, employee, 
agent or representative o f the 
District shall have the right at 
all reasonable times to enter 
upon any lands upon which a 
well or wells may be located 
within the boundaries of the 
District for the purposes of 
testing the pump and the power

unit of the well or wells and of 
making any other reasonable 
and necessary inspections and 
tests that may be required or 
necessary for the formulation or 
the enforcement of the rules 
and regulations of the District. 
The operation of any well may 
be enjoined by the Board imme­
diately upon refusal to permit 
the gathering of information as 
above provided from such well. 
Rule 18 — Rules Governing

Protests
(a) NOTICE OF PROTEST: In 

the event anyone should desire 
to protest or oppose any pend­
ing matter before the Board, or 
desires to prosecute his appeal 
from the action of a County 
Committee, a written notice of 
protest or opposition shall be 
filed with the Board on or before 
the date on which such applica­
tion or matter has been set for 
hearing. For the convenience 
of the Board, it is urged that 
protests be filed at least five 
days before the hearing date.

(b) PROTEST REQUIRE­
MENTS: Protests shall be sub­
mitted in writing with a dupli­
cate copy to the opposite party 
or parties and shall comply in 
substance with the following 
requirements:

(1) Each protest shall show 
the name and address of the 
Protestant and show that pro- 
testant has read either the ap­
plication or a notice relative 
thereto published by the Board.

(2) There shall be an allega­
tion of injury to protestant 
which will result from the pro­
posed action or matter or to be 
considered by the Board.
, (3) If the protest is based 

upon claim of interference 
with some present right of pro­
testant, it shall include a state­
ment of the basis of protestant’s 
claim of right.

(4) Protestant should call at­
tention to any amendment of 
the application or adjustment 
which, if made, would result in 
withdrawal of the protest

(c) CONTESTED APPLICA­
TIONS OR PROCEEDINGS DE­
FINED: An application, appeal, 
motion or proceeding pending 
before the Board is considered 
as contested when either pro- 
testants or ineervenors, or twth, 
files the notice of protest as 
above set out and appears at the 
hearing held on the application, 
appeal from a County Commit­
tee, motion or proceeding and 
present testimony or evidence 
in support of their contentions, 
or present a question or ques­
tions of law with regard to the 
application, motion or proceed­
ing. Where neither protest- 
ants nor intervenors so appear 
and offer testimony or evidence 
in support of their contentions, 
or raise a question of law with 
reverence to any pending appli­
cation, motion or proceeding, 
the same shall toe considered as 
noncontested.

(d) In the event of a contest­
ed hearing each party shall fur­
nish other parties to the pro­
ceeding with a copy of all mo­
tions, amendments or briefs fil­
ed by him with the Board.
Rule 19 — Changed Conditions

The decision of the Board on 
any matter contained herein 
may be reconsidered by it on its 
own motion or upon motion 
showing changed conditions, or 
upon the discovery of new or 
different conditions or facts af­
ter the hearing or decision on 
such matter. If the Board 
should decide to reconsider a 
matter after having annoimced 
a ruling or decision, or after 
having finally granted or denied 
the application, it shall give no­
tice to i>ersons who were proper 
parties to the original action, 
and such persons shall be en­
titled to a hearing thereon if 
they file a request therefor 
within fifteen days from the day 
of the mailing of such notice. 
Rule 20 — General Rules Of

Procedure For Hearing
(a) Hearing will be conducted 

in such manner as the Board 
deems most suitable to the par­
ticular case, and technical rules 
of legal and court procedure 
need not be applied. It is the 
purpose of the Board to Obtain 
all the relevant information and 
testimony pertaining to the is­
sue before it as conveniently, 
inexpensively and and expedi­
tiously as possible without pre­
judicing the rights of either ap­
plicants or Protestants.

(b) WHO MAY APPEAR: 
Any party at interest in a pro­
ceeding may appear either in 
person or by attorney or both in 
such proceeding. A party at 
interest is any person owning a 
water right within the bounds 
of the District who is or may be 
effected by such proceeding. At 
the discretion of the Board 
anyone not a party at interest 
in a proceeding may appear.

(c) ADMISSIBILITY: Evi­
dence will be admitted if it is of 
that quality upon which rea­
sonable persons are accustomed 
to rely in the conduct of ser­
ious affairs. It is Intended that 
needful and proper, evidence 
shall be conveniently, inexpen­
sively and speedily produced 
while preserving the substantial 
rights of the parties to the pro­
ceeding.

(d) TESTIMONY SHALL BE 
PERTINENT: The testimony 
shall be confined to, the subject 
matter contained in the appli­
cation or contest. In the 
event that any party at a hear­
ing shall pursue a line of testi­
mony or interrogation of a wit­
ness that is clearly irrelevant, 
incompetent or immaterial, the 
person conducting the hearing 
may forthwith terminate such 
line of interrogation.

(e) A STIPULATION: Evi­
dence may be stipulated by 
agreement of all parties at in­
terest.

AMERICANA Cities To See

St. Augustine,Retains Oid Worid Charm

OLDEST HOUSE—ST. AUGUSTINE, FLA.

IN THE pages of Americana, many cities are associated with the 
words “ romantic”  and “historic.”  And, when such is mentioned, 

one city comes immediately to mind—St. Augustine, Florida.
Rich in historical interest and Old World charm. St. Augustine Is 

the nation’s oldest city. It was on August 28th (St. Augustine’ s Day), 
1565 . . . some 42 years before the settlement of Jamestown and 55 
years before the Pilgrims landed at Plymouth Rock . . . that the 
Spaniard’s arrived at Indian v illage of Seloy, renamed it St. Augus­
tine and claimed “ the land of Florida.”  for Spain.

Prior to Florida's annexation by 
the United States in 1821, the city 
was ruled for two centuries by the 
Spanish. It was an English colony 
for twenty years and then revert­
ed to Spain again.

The sound of musket and cannon 
have many times echoed over his­
toric St. Augustine. In 1586 the city 
was attacked and burned by Sir 
Francis Drake. Eighty-two years 
later, Capt. John Davis and his 
British buccaneers pillaged the 
city, but left witiiout burning it. 
After tliis attack, the Spamards 
built a citadel of stone—tlie Cas­
tillo de San Marcos. This fort with­
stood many attacks, and remains 
today as the oldest standing forti­
fication in the U. S.

Oglethorpe Failed 
British General Oglethorpe of 

Georgia twice attacked St. Augus­
tine without success. In 1817 Gen-, 
eral Andrew Jackson invaded West 
Florida and on July 10, 1820, the

Stars and Stripes were raised over 
St. Augustine, following cession of 
Florida from Spain.

Almost immediately after It be­
came a part of the United States, 
St. Augustine began to slowly gain 
renown as a health resort. Early’' 
visitors included Prince Achille 
Murat (nephew of Napoleon), and 
Ralph Waldo Emerson, a promis­
ing young writer.

In the 1880’s, Henry M. Flagler, 
a visiting millionaire, was cap­
tured by the old-world charm and 
flavor of St. Augustine. His vision 
and efiorts brought great hotels, 
the extension of the railroad, and 
an infl'vix of tourists that h^s con­
tinued to this day.

City of Charm
The charm of St. Augustine is 

found in its climate, a wealth of 
sub-tropical flowers and foliage, 
and the many revealing evidences 
of its storibd past.

From  The Ba rn es bor o  Star, 
Barnesboro, Pa.: A firm and em­
phatic two-pronged policy is need­
ed by the present administration 
to bring the United States out of 
its present business doldrums and 
restore a semblance of prosperity 
to this greatest of nations in the 
world.

The first and easiest step is cur­
rently being taken by both this 
state of Pennsylvania and the fed­
eral government. This is the pro­
motion of job-producing projects, 
such as the building of highways, 
schools, recreation parks, and oth­
er government-sponsored projects. 
The federal government also has 
on the agenda a restoration of 
spending for defense as a pump­
priming device. Cutbacks in de­
fense spending was a contributory 
cause to the present recession.

This is pump-priming at its best 
but it is necessary at this point

The second step is one that will 
take some “ guts”  in the part of 
the politicians, many of them fac­
ing reelection this year. It is for 
Congress to tell labor and indiistry 
that they must hold the line on 
wages and prices. If wages and 
prices are not stabilized, then the 
pump-priming will bring further 
inflation and the nation will be 
worse off then evCr.

Price and wage control is never

given a rousing welcome on either 
side. But it should be given seri­
ous consideration at this stage of 
our battle to stem the growing tide 
of unemployment. There is abso­
lutely no point in the government 
spending money on job-producing 
projects if the fruits of the cam­
paign are to be devoured by high­
er prices.

Labor leaders should consider 
the welfare of the entire nation, 
not Just of their union coffers, and 
temper their demands to meet 
present conditions. By the same 
token, industry must hold the line 
on prices. But too often we find 
unscrupulous ones in both camps 
who will take advantage of the sit­
uation. These, in turn, prompt 
others to follow suit. That is why 
we recommend federal control of 
prices and wages at this time.

TN HISTORY books, 1958 will go 
*  down as the year that man 
penetrated outer space.

In science books, it could well 
be the year that man first pene­
trated international boimdaries 
for his common good.

This is the International Geo­
physical Year. I-G-Y are the 
magic initials for the world’s 
greatest cooperative effort since 
time began—the exploration and 
measurement of all the large- 
scale aspects of the Earth, the 
major land and sea areas, the 
core and crust, the deep ocean 
currents, the tides, weather and 
climate, high atmosphere, and 
surrounding space.

One of the reasons this particu­
lar period was chosen for these 
studies is that this is a time when 
activity on the sun, which has 
great effect on meteorological con­
ditions, is expected to reach a 
maximum, says C. Charles 
Miesse, supervisor of combustion 
research at Armour Research 
Foundation of Illinois Institute of 
Technology.

While there exists rivalry in the 
satellite race and there are omni- 
ous military overtones of space 
advantage, the avowed purpose of 
IGY itself is completely devoid 
of either political intrigue or mili­
tary strategy, Miesse said.

The IGY studies should provide 
valuable information in many 
fields. Man will probably learn 
more about the electrified layers 
of high air above the earth (from 
about 40 miles to 400 miles) which 
reflect radio waves. The grand 
cycle which carries water from

ocean to atmosphere to land and 
back again may be better under­
stood. The shape and size of the 
earth is still not accurately known. 
In experiments with satellites, 
scientists hope to discover the 
strength of the Earth’s gravita­
tional pull in remote, uncharted 
areas, and hence the correspond­
ing crustal mass, by measuring 
the slight distortions made on the 
satellite’ s orbit

Cosmic rays, the ' mysterious 
particles that constantly bombard 
our world from outer space have 
energies greater than ever pro­
duced by man, and there is much 
to be learned about them. Investi­
gation of cosmic rays before they 
are filtered and absorbed by the 
Earth’s atmosphere should pro-, 
vide valuable understanding of the 
underlying nature of matter.

One per cent of the world’s wa­
ter supply is locked in thick ice 
fields which cover one-tenth of the 
Earth’s surface. Since there seems 
to be a trend towards a warmer 
climate, shipping in often ice- 
locked ports of the far north, and, 
conceivably, flooding of important 
coastal cities are possibilities that 
man must consider.

Although three-quarters of the 
Earth’ s surface is water, efforts 
have so far failed to produce any 
appreciable change in the distri­
bution of rainlalL 

The satellites which now are 
racing around the world, and the 
men and machines which work on 
the ground—in this International 
Geophysical Year they are work­
ing togeiher for the future welfare 
o f  mankind

We need help say the farm­
ers. The cattleman, expecting 
a turbulent market in the fall, 
wants help. The businessman, 
with his credit overextended to 
customers who spend their cash 
elsewhere, is in a dilema, and 
wants help.

If you have a premonition that 
something is in the offing, per­
haps you can interpret this 
directive from the metropolitan 
press I received this week as an 
on the spot news reporter in this 
locality, “News of illness, deaths 
and church news are not being 
used at this time.”

Members of Congress were ad­
monished this week before the 
U. S. Chamber of (Commerce to 
stop fighting for preservation of 
the small, marginal farm and 
accept the trend toward large 
well-capitalized agricultural 
units. Criticism of farm belt 
politicians for their defense of 
the small one-family farm as 
against larger and more effi­
cient operations came from 
Dean Earl L. Butz of Purdue 
University College of Agricul­
ture, who was assistant secretary 
of agriculture until recently. 
Butz said it is impossible for 
hundreds of thousands of U. S. 
farms to yield their operators a 
decent standard of living. He 
said the marginal farmer should 
either be helped to become more 
efficient or encouraged to seek 
work elsewhere.

According to one of the high­
est paid news reporter of this 
nation, the continued cry for 
federal aid for schools has re­
sulted in the formation of a plan 
which would do away with the 
problem of segregation and the 
shortage of school teachers. By 
acquiring a television network 
the federal government u.sing 
only a few hundred “Master 
Teachers,” who are perfectionist 
in authority and who have ac­
quired the greatest ability in 
conveying knowledge to others, 
would be quite capable of teach­
ing all interested students in 
the nation. If the reporter is 
correct, and the present trend 
continues, the vocations of the 
country and urban educators has 
a life expectancy of 3 to 5 years.

This master plan, closely as­
sociated to the social life of the 
American people, would be plac­
ed at the disposal of religious 
oragnizations two days a week, 
dissolving the need for local 
churches and the expense of 
the local clergy.

From all indications the great­
est need of this locality at the 
present time, is the ability to 
establish itself in a position of 
some usefullness to this coun­
try. ■

Disabled May 
File For New 
Benefits

June 30 is a very important 
date for many disabled people, 
John R. Sanderson, District 
Manager of the Amarillo Social 
Security office says.

Many people who are disabled 
have already filed for disability 
insurance benefits under the 
provisions of the Social Security 
Act, Sanderson said. There 
may still be some who have not 
applied for benefits to which 
they may be entitled and if not 
applied for before the June 30 
deadline will loose them.

Workers both men and women, 
who have been disabled for over 
a year have until June 30 to file 
application for the disability 
freeze or for disability benefits 
if they are 50 or older. Those 
who have been disabled for a 
prolonged period and wait until 
after June 30 may forfeit their 
rights to disability benefits at 
age 50, to old-age benefits, and 
to benefits for their survivors.

Sanderson pointed out that 
there is no deadline for those 
who file for a freeze within a 
year from the time they become 
disabled. The June 30 deadline 
applies only to those who have 
been disabled for a prolonged 
period and who file for a freeze,; 
not disability payments after 
age 50.

In addition to being “dis­
abled,” a worker must have 
worked under social security for 
some time in order to be eligible 
for disability insurance benefits 
or to have his social security re­
cord frozen. A worker must have 
social security credit for work 
in 5 out of the 10 years before 
he became disabled, including a 
year and a half out of the 3 years 
before the disability began.

Sanderson pointed out that 
there are no benefits for tempor­
arily disabled workers under the 
provisions of the social security 
act.
