FAIR RULES

Field Crops

Prepare entries now for the
Sherman County Fair. The fol-
lowing changes have been made
in the wheat classes:

- Class 1: All good and medium
baking varieties; first $7.50;

$3.00; fifth $2.50.
Class 2: All other
First $5.00, second $2.50.

Ribbons will be awarded
through tenth place for youths
and third place in adult classes.

Containers will be furnished
for grain to be exhibited at the
fair. Entries should be clean
of all foreign materials and the
kernals should be of uniform
size.

Samples of small grain or sor-
ghum grain must be at least 1
quart, ‘and 8 pounds preferably.

Small grain bundles and sor-
ghum for grain bundles should
be 3 inches in diameter, leaves
stripped off stalk.  Sorghum
bundles for hay or forage should
be 4 inches in diamefer, leaves
left on stalk. Sorghum bundles
for hay should be cut in the
dough stage. Sorghum heads
cut as mature as possible, 10
heads makes an entry.
Vegetables

Select vegetables to exhibit at
the fair just like you would se-
lect them out of the garden to
place on the table. You would
not select the big coarse ones or
those that are immature.

According to the entomologists
the approved dosage is 10 ounces
of actual malathion per 1,000
bushels mixed with the grain
and 5 ounces of actual material
per 1,000 square feet of grain
surface.

The entomologists point out
that only premium grade mala-
thion should be used. One pint
of 50 percent premium grade
malathion mixed with two to
five gallons of water will treat
1,000 bushels of grain. It may
be applied as the grain is placed
in final storage. A special one
percent malathion dust impreg-
nated on wheat flour may also
be used. This dust should be
applied at the rate of 60 pounds

per 1,000 bushels of grain, say|

the entomologists.

Fuller and Garner point out
that no research information is
available on how long malathion
will protect grain against in-
sects under Texas conditions
nor whether it will kill weevils
and moths in field infested
grain. They advise those who
use the material to keep these
facts in mind, and for insurance
to make frequent checks for in-
sects in all stored grain. If in-
sect infestations occur, they
recommend fumigation and sug-
gest that a copy of L-217, “Stor-
ed Grain Insects,” be obtained
from the local county agent.
The leaflet gives information on
fumigation and offers other sug-
gestions for maintaining the
quality of stored grains.

Farm Employers
Must Pay Social
Security Taxes

Any farm and ranch employer
who pays $150 or more to a la-
borer or who hires a farm hand
20 days or more during -a year
must pay social security taxes
on the wages involved, according
to Cliff Bates, extension farm,
management specialist.

For the $150 a year test, Bates
says the cash wages for both
piece-rate and time-rate work
count. The total number of
days worked does not matter so
long as the employee is paid
$150 in cash by the employer in
the year.

For the 20-day test, the total
amount of cash wages does not
matter so long as the employee
works for one employer 20 days
or more for cash wages on
some unit of time, such as an
hour, a day, or a week.

Bates points out that it is not
necessary that cash wages paid
the worker be earned during one
continuous period. Wages paid
to children or to parents of the
employer are not subject to the
tu i ‘ 4 u‘(_i‘,l'» Ch 20 4

Records of each  worker’s
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earnings along with his social
security number should be
kept, advises the specialist. The
farmer must withhold $2.25
from each $100 of wages paid
and then must match this a-
mount. This tax must be paid
by the employer during January
of the following year. However,
if as much as $100 in taxes, in-
cluding the employer’s portion,
becomes due the Government,
the employer must send in a
report earlier. Remittance
must be made within 15 days of
the end of the month in which
this amount of tax was accumu-
lated.

Farmers who employ laborers
should have an employer’s iden-
tification number. This can be
obtained by filing application
form SS-4 with the District Di-
rector of Internal Revenue Ser-
vice.

More strict enforcement of
these requirements has been
announced by District Directors
recently. More information
can be obtained by contacting
the nearest Social Security of-
fice, or by ordering OASI-35
from the Social Security Admin-
istration. @ County agents also
can help.

Evidence Needed
For Social
Security Benefits

What documents do I need to
furnish when I apply for my
social security benefits? This
question is freqgently asked of
the Social Security Office, ac-
cording to John R. Sanderson,
Manager, Amarillo District of-
fice.

When a person files an appli-

cation for retirement or family
insurance, some records must be
furnished to establish his rights
to the payments, Sanderson said.
The proofs most often needed
are proof of age, proof of mar-
riage, and evidence of the a-
mount of earnings in the pre-
ceding year.

Most people have an old record
on which their date of birth or
age was recorded many years
ago, such as a baptismal certif-
icate, school record, government
record, family Bible, insurance
policy, poll tax receipt, etc. Cen-
sus records are sometimes avail-
able. A recently established
delayed birth certificate is not
sufficient proof of age for this
rurpose. A widow of a deceas-
ed worker who  applies for
monthly benefits is required to
furnish proof of marriage. The
marriage certificate or certified
copy of it may be obtained from
the county clerk of the county
where the marriage license was
obtained, Sanderson said.

Evidence of the amount of
earnings in the preceding year
will speed the payment of a
claim. In the case of an em-
ployee, this would be the state-
ment of wages and taxes (Form
W-2) which he received from
his employer. A self-employ-
ed person should furnish a copy
of his last income tax refurn
and evidence of payment such as
a cancelled check or money or-
der receipt.

HE worth of the nation’s agri-

cultural establishment, as
measured by the U. S. Department
of Agriculture’s valuation of farm
plant plus farmers’ non-real estate
assets, has gone up steadily with
only transient interruptions for
nearly two decades and is now
heading for the $200 billion level.
Highlights of this trend are that
total farm assets have increased
almost three and one-half times
in the period since 1940 while ag-
gregate debt has only doubled.
This gives an insight into the ex-
tent that agriculture has partici-
pated in the growth of the econo-
my in the period government
financial assistance to agriculture,
which goes back many years, has
been, since 1954, at a new high of
about $4% billion or more a year.
Data compiled by the Depart-
ment of Agriculture estimate that
the total of farmers’ assets at
more than $186 billions in the early
part of this year. This figure rep-
resented a gain of about $9 billions
over the year before. The rise con-
trasted with the fact that farm as-
sets declined in the two previous
post-World War II recessions, those
of 1949 and 1953-54.
Over 60 per cent of the worth
of the agricultural- establishment
_is in land and buildings, valued

at more than $118 billions as of
March 1 this year. The compara-
ble figure in 1940 was only $33.6
billions. Much of the $82 billion
gain in valuation of the farm
plant in the 1940-58 period is, of
cours€, a by-product of inflation
and the fact that the dollar has
lost more than half of its buying
power in the period.

However, other assets of farm-
ers have likewise grown greatly.
Non-real estate assets, consisting
of inventories, machinery and
household possessions, have gone
up from just over $15 billions in
1940 to an estimated 513 billions
at the beginning of this year. The
rise in financial assets in the pe-
riod has been from $4.2 billions to
nearly $19 billions. In line with
this improvement, three out of
four farm families now own life
insurance protection.

Total farm debt, mortgage and
non-real estate combined, was es-
timated at just under $20 billions
at the beginning of this year as
compared with $10 billions in 1940.
Reflecting the - greater rate of
growth in financial assets in the
period, farmers as a whole had
94 cents in cash or its equivalent
for every dollar of debt at the be-
ginning of this year as compared
with only 42 cents in 1940.

Texas’ 56th Legislature,
though not yet sworn in, al-
ready casts a long shadow over
Statehouse activities.

Its membership was settled, or
virtually settled, with the count-
ing of the Democratic second
primary votes. A few will have
Republican opponents in  No-
vember.

Of more interest now is how
the 56th will lean on key issues.
Political prophets already are
taking pulse readings and pro-
nounce it likely to be more lib-
eral than its predecessor. But
not predominately liberal. A
big influx of newly-elected lib-
erals from Houston is expected
to be offset by Dallas conserva-
tives, plus others from small
towns.

On next session’s crucial is-
sue, finance, everyone’s crystal
ball seems a bit cloudy. Next
Legislature will have to grapple
with a financial deficit which
the Legislative Budget Board
has predicted may call for as
much as $140,000,000 in addition-
al tax reverue.

Winning candidates, in both
their speeches and newspaper
announcements, were under-
standably skittish and unspecific
in making specific proposals for
dealing with this gigantic prob-
lem. Many came out flatly a-
gainst a general sales tax or
state income tax. Numerous
suggestions.were made to bal-
ance the budget through “econ-
omy in government, elimination
of waste, duplication,” ete.

Inspections

Opened Sept. 1

September 1 marks the begin-
ning of a new motor vehicle in-
spection period for more than
four million vehicle owners in
Texas, according to the Texas
Department of Public Safety.

Inspection stations through-
out the state have opened their
doors for the inspection period
that runs through April 15, 1959.
There are more than 4300 sta-
tions in the state which have
been authorized to check auto-
mobiles and trucks.

This, he said, would
save motorists considerable time
and inconvenience annually ac-
companying long waiting lines
at the inspection deadline.

fair. There will be two fat hog
classes, heavy weight and light
weight class. Barrow and gilts
may be shown in these two
classes. One class boars.

There will be one additional
class of calves. ‘There will be
the usual heavy class and light
class placed in blue, red and
white ribbon groups.

The extra class will include 5
or 6 heavy fat steers.

Fifty years ago the 12 southern
states had four wood-pulp mills
with a combined capacity of 50,000
short tons, which was then 2 per
cent of the national pulp output
for paper making.
