OVERNMENT budget officials

have their work cut out for
them during the final four months
of this year. September is the
Budget Bureau’'s deadline for sub-
mission of the individual agencies’
1960 spending programs. The Bu-
reau will cull these figures until
January, battling with the agen-
cies for economy, and then the pro-
posed new budget for the fiscal
year beginning July 1, 1960 will
be submitted to the 86th Congress
by the President.

While all this is going on govern-
ment economists and Budget Bu-
reau officials will be keeping a
weather eye on fiscal 1959 spend-
ing. Looking square into the pros-
pect of an estimated budget
deficit of at least $12 billion for
fiscal 1959, and the possibility of
a widening gap between future
federal income and outgo, some
observers hint at inflation, higher
wages and prices, and perhaps an
increase in taxes. Others are sug-
gesting that perhaps fiscal 1959
-will not reach authorized levels;
if they are right, and business
improvement boosts tax revenue
in coming months, the deficit this
fiscal year could be trimmed to $3
billion or $4 billion. Should this
happen, it could set the pattern
for continued economy, some ex-
perts point out.

A deficit of less than $4 billion
would be considered a victory for

the budget officials.
* * *

When Congress adjourned last

month, some important items were:
left in the ‘‘unfinished business'
category. Outstanding, of course,.
is the issue of Hawaiian state-
hood. Congress next January wilk
find this matter high on its list of
things to do. Hawaiian statehood
forces in the period between now
and then will set the stage for
what should be a successful effort
to exploit the success achieved
this year by Alaska.

Labor , reform, federal aid for
schools, minerals subsidies, new
housing, a banking code, limita- *
tions on the courts, ‘‘fair trade,’”
prior notification of mergers, and
science scholarships will also pro-
vide Congress with madterial for
debate and action.

* * t

Labor forces, smarting from
bad publicity, will strongly seek
passage of moderate legislation to
fend off more serious attacks,
while industry forces are certain
to demand real reforms. Western
states will want payment, in the
form of minerals subsidies; for
permitting the President’s liberal
trade program to go through this
year.

The last session marked the first
time in 10 years that Congress
failed to enact new housing legis-
lation, But officials say the Hous-
ing & Finance Agency has more
than enough money to complete
its programs, and will have new
requests to submit to Congress
come January.

FEDERAL prisons ended the fis-
cal year with a prisoner popu-
lation of 21,555, nearly a thousand
over the same date a year ago.
The total would have climbed
even higher, says Director James
V. Bennett, but for the shortage of
transportation funds available to
United States Marshalls during

June, with the result that addition- |

al scores of sentenced prisoners
were held in local jails awaiting
commitment to federal prisons.
Although Federal institutions had
become increasingly overcrowded
in recent years and the abnormal
1958 population growth compli-
cated this situation, Bennett said
the Bureau of Prisons sucessfully
contained the additional pressures
imposed upon its facilities and per-
sonnel complements. Escapes, ris-
ing slightly in number, remained

Y. proportionately at the low rate of

previous years. The severe over-
crowding created minor tensions
among prisoner populations, but
the federal prison system experi-
enced no major disorders during
the year.

Committed to federal prisons
during the twelve-month period
were 13,460 offenders, with auto
theft cases comprising the largest
single group, nearly a fourth of the
total. Also represented in the com-
mitments were 2,100 liquor law
violators, 1,348 immigration cases,

1,239 forgers, and 1,096 narcotic
and marihuana offenders. The Di-
rector commented that the num-
ber of juvenile delinquenis re-
ceived by his institutions, exclu-
sive of those committed by the
District of Columbia Juvenile
Court, was exactly equal to the
1957 total, '855.

Operated in conjunction with the
Bureau of Prisons, Federal Pri-
sons Industries, Inc., which Di-
rector Bennett also serves as
Commissioner, closed out the most
successful year in its history. The
Corporation, whose customers are
restricted by law to government
agencies, sold more than $30,000,-
000 in goods and services during
the year. Its profits totaled $5,500,-
000 from which a substantial div-
idend will be paid into the Treas-
ury of the United States.

The Corporation during the 1958
fiscal year employed 4,300 inmates
on a full-time basis, paying them
average monthly wages of $33 and
furnishing them valuable vocation-
al training which .would enable
them to qualify for industrial jobs
upon their relase. At the end of
the year the Corporation was still
engaged in a long-range program
of constructing additional wvoca-
tional and industrial facilities to
accommodate a greater proportion
of the swelling federal prison pop-
ulation.

School Bus

Accidents

“Three persons. were killed
and 89 injured in rural traffic
accidents involving school buses

in Texas during the first . six
months of this year,” Col. Homer
Garrison Jr., director of the
Texas Department of Public
Safety, announced today.

“These deaths and injuries
were the results of 197 = acci-
dents,” the state police director
said.

State laws regulating traffic
on highways read as follows:
The driver of a vehicle upon a
highway outside of the limits of
any incorporated city or town
upon meeting or overtaking
from either direction any
school bus which has stopped on
the highway for the purpose of

receiving or discharging any
school children shall stop the
vehicle immediately before pass-

ing the school bus, but may then
proceed past such school bus at
a speed.which is prudent, not
exceeding ‘ten miles per hour,
and with due caution for the
safety of such children. The
driver of a vehicle upon a high-
way with separate roadways
need not stop upon meeting or
passing a school bus which is
on a different roadway or when
upon a controlled-across high-
way and the school bus is stop-
ped in a loading zone which is
a part of or adjacent to such
highway and where pedestrians
are not permitted to cross the
roadway.

“This means that the driver
of the passing vehicle is respon-
sible for taking the due caution.
He is responsible for knowing
that his proceeding past the
bus will not result i endanger-
ing any lives”, Garrison said.
