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Sherman County Commis-
.sioners considered a 44.5 miles
‘paving program, which would in-

clude school bus and mail routes
in all four precincts, at their
_regular meeting Monday. “This
is just in the talking stage,” the
.commissioners said, as they
viewed the roughly estimated
cost of $721,000 for the entire
project.

Under the proposed program,
Precinct One would receive 14
:miles of pavement, Precinct Two
would receive 5 miles of pave-
ment, Precinct Three would re-
ceive 12.5 miles of pavement and
4 bridge, and Precinct Four
would receive 13 miles of pave-
ment.

Proposed paving projects in
precincts 1, 2 and 3 would link
‘present paving with established
paved highways. The proposed
paving program in precinct four
would pave the road north from
Stratford to the Oklahoma line,
intersecting the Oklahoma line
mnear Griggs, Oklahoma.

Additional estimates will be
required before a bond election
can be ordered to secure funds
for completing the proposed pav-
ing projects in any of the pre-
cincts. The first step in this
proposed paving program has
been taken by the commission-
ers to place the court in a po-
sition to talk to road boosters
who have been asking that these
roads be paved for several
years.

Members of the Commission-
ers Court would like to know the
opinion of the taxpayers as to
whether or not the launching of
a new county paving program
would be advisable at the pres-
ent time. Each precinct would
vote their bonds for the paving
of the roads in the proposed pro-
gram.

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Rep. Buchanan
Reports From
State Capital

The big issue at the Legislature
this week has been taxes. Con-
troversy on how much, and who
is going to pay. Wednesday
the public hearings were held
on HB 14, by La Valle and HB
HB 14, with-
out amendments, is substantial-
ly what the Governor has pro-
posed as a partial solution to
the tax problem. It would in-
crease the tax on distilled spir-
its, motor vehicles, and levy a
tax on cigars and tobacco pro-
ducts (cigarettes are already be-
ing taxed). Mr. Buchanan was
present during the public hear-
ing to keep astride of the de-
velopments due to special inter-
est shown by people in the 95th
District. HB 205, proposed a
tax upon sale, consumption,
handling or distribution of cig-
ars and smoking and chewing
tobacco.

Friday, February 27, was the
hearing on HB 33, Seegilson,
which would revise and rear-
range certain statutes of Title
122 “Taxation” of the RCS into
a new Title to be known as Title
122A, and would increase cer-
tain taxes and repeal others.

Monday, March 2, public hear-

ing was held on HB 67, Clements, |

and if passed would allow the
State to tax cigarettes and beer
that is sold on Military Reserva-
tions.

More tax bills this week were:
HB 561, Seeligson to cancel 2%
discount on stamps for distilled
spirits when sold in lots of
$500.00 or more; HB 570, Oliver,
occupation tax on 5% on oil well
servicing; HB 576, Kilpatrick,
license and occupation tax of
10% on scrap metal dealers; and
HB 212, Sandahl, et al, to allow
local units of government to
contract regarding the assessing
and collection of local , taxes.
Thus, as you can see, tax was the
key word this week and will like-
ly hold or share the spotlight
for the remainder of the session.

Mr. Buchanan has been ap-
pointed to a sub-committee to
further consider HB 123, which
would provide for registration
of water well drillers, an exam-
ining panel, permit fees, etc. He
has also introduced a bill which
will regulate the hauling of gra-
vel and ofther materials in vehi-
cles on public roads. This bill
is to provide more safety for per-
sons and property on, or along
the public roads.

New bills introduced this week
of particular interest are: HB
558, Whitfield, teachers may
take part in political activities

off the school premises; HB
571, Mays, would = provide a
minimum monthly salary of

$125 for school bus drivers; HB
606, Collings, which would al-
low the sale of personal pro-
perty by the county, for the
payment of delinquent taxes.
Bills reported favorably from
committee hearings were: HB
198, which provides for election
of members of State Board of
Education from Congressional
Districts; SB 72 dealing with the
regulation of florists, nursery
stocks and allied products; SB
236, relating to the Hospital dis-
trict in the City of Amarillo.
Bills passed by the House were
HB 101, providing for local op-
tion elections to abolish office
of County School Superinten-

Shots Give

Immunity

A fourth polio shot given a
year or so after a course of three
shots has resulted in what is
believed to be complete immun-
ity from the disease for a per-
iod of five years. This informa-
ation was released at a meeting
of the Panhandle Medical Asso-
ciation in Dumas Tuesday night
which was attended by Dr. Paul
E. Smith.

Originally it was believed that
three Sauk vaccine shots gave
those who were innoculated all
the protection that could be ob-
tained from the disease. Re-
cent developments have proven
that some of those innoculated
with the three-shot series have
been susceptible to mild forms
of the disease. In no case how-
ever, have those who received
the fourth shot, been victims of
dreaded polio.

Mass innoculations in Sher-
man County have been carried
out in the months of March and
April.

Dr. Smith states that accord-
ing to all available information,
this is the proper time of the
year, for those who desire com-
plete protection from the dis-
ease, to secure their fourth shot
of polio vaccine.

Location of the proposed one-
half million dollar oil mill plant
to be constructed by, the Safflow-
er Oil Corporation of Boulder,
Colorado is still indefinite.

Representatives of the firm
made preliminary surveys im
Sherman County in early De-
cember and considered Stratford
for the location of the plant.
Contact with the company was
made by the Sherman County
Development Association.

Representatives of the firm
are scheduled to be in the Texas
Panhandle this month to sign
contracts with farmers of the
area for production of 20,000
acres of safflower for seed pur-
poses. The seed will be requir-
ed for planting 100,000 acres of
safflower to be grown for the
processing plant which is to be
placed in operation next year.

Stratford, Hereford, Lockney,
Littlefield and Olton have placed
bids for the plant which will
employ 50 or more workers, op-
erate on a 24-hour -a day basis
the year around, and process 200
tons of seed a day. A definite
location for the plant has not
been selected.

Safflower markets are excel-
lent and the supply has never
been able to meet the demand.
A guaranteed contract price of
$62.00 per ton will be offered
the grower this year, and since
safflower requires the same
agricultural practices as grain
sorghum and can be expected te
yield about three-fourths of
what milo averages, in "dollar
terms the farmer can expect a-
bout twice as much money per
acre.

Safflower, a member of the
thistle family, produces an oil-
bearing seed head similar to the
sunflower from which valuable
oils may be extracted. The
cholestrol-free oils are recom-
mended for heart patients and
are used in the paint and var-
nish industry.

The plant demands a dry cli-
mate and of the three-million
acres in the world suitable for
safflower culture; the Texas
Panhandle and fringe areas of
Oklahoma and  southwestern
Kansas contain two-thirds ef
that acreage.

Safflower takes less water
than most crops and may be
planted when soil temperatures

reach 40 degrees. About 90
days after planting safflower
reaches majority. The plant
which grows 28 to 36 inches

high, is an Asian import.

Dr. Wade Parkey, agronomist
who has conducted safflower
tests for the U. S. Department
of Agriculture, will be employed
by the new corporation.

If you happen to work in one of the buildings along State Line
Avenue in Texarkana, you can look across the street and see an
office worker in the next State. Depending upon which side of the

Texarkana, Arkansas-Texas is
located .on the .Arkansas-Texas
State line—26 miles south of the
Oklahoma boundary and 28-miles
north of the Louisiana boundary.

HE U. S. Bureau of the Cen-

sus has taken a long look
ahead at the educational attain-
ment of the population in the next
twe decades, and has come up
with conclusions that are of far-
reaching significance to the
American economy and to its
progress in the years to come.

QOutstanding in the Census Bu-
reau’s projection are:

The number of high school
graduates will increase by around
45 million, or close to 85 per cent,
in the next 20 years. In 1980 this
group is expected -to add up to
more than 95 million, the equiv-
alent of well over half of the
population 15 years old and over
that year, as against somewhat
over 40 per cent currently and
little more than a third of this
age group in 1950.

The number of college gradu-
ates will show a rate of growth
almost as great in the next two
decades. In 1980, the group which
will have completed four or more
years of college is expected to
total 15 million, about 7 million
more than now and the equivalent
of 10 per cent of the population
20 years old and over in that
year. Currently the number of
college graduates is equal to ap-
proximately 7 per cent of the 20
and over population group, while
in 1950 the proportion was only 6

per cent.

The educational attainment of
the population has been thrown
into sharp focus in the last few
years by a number of develop-
ments on the international do-
mestic fronts. The rapid growth
of industrialization and the in-
creasing complexity of technol-
ogy are of prime importance in
this respect with their increasing
emphasis on skill and know-how.
Accentuating this is the increas-
ing pace of research and devel-
opment in business and industry
with its need for scientific man-
power, and the challenge of the
space age in missiles and rock-
etry.

Thus the intensive education
and ‘training of our manpower
resources is a primary require-
ment for the nation’s future
progress.

Evidence of the trend is al-
ready apparent in the changing
shape of the working population,
and particularly in the fact that
the classification of professional,
technical and kindred workers
has outpaced all other groups in
rate of growth in the last few
years. Greater-than-average
growth also has been shown by
the classification of non-farm
managers, officials and proprie-
tors, the group containing the
administrative brains on which
the effective functioning of our
complex economy depends.

The Nation’s
Spending Issue
(By Walter Rogers)

I am deeply appreciative of
the many letters that I have re-
ceived recently expressing con-
cern about the fiscal condition
of this country. I realize that
some of this mail was prompted
by organizatigns here in Wash-
ington advising their members
to write to their Congressman
and demand cutbacks in spend-
ing and cooperation with . the
President in obtaining a balanc-
ed budget. I point out again,
as I did in a previous newslet-
ter, that cooperation with the
President does not necessarily
mean a balanced budget. If
we have a balanced budget this
year without raising taxes, it
will result from some conflicts
with the President rather than
cooperation. It is always good
to hear from the people at home,
and I only wish that they would

not asked to by some organiza-
tion here in Washington. Some
of these organizations, upon
close scrutiny, would appear to
be riding the same horse in sev-
eral directions at the same time.
They are saying, “cut. expendi-
tures”, but what they mean is,
“cut expenditures on all projects
except those that affect our
members.” It is this last philo-
sophy and the real one that
many of them espouse which has
caused an increase in the pub-
lic debt in the past six years of
more than 19 billions of dollars,
and the expenditure of many
more billions in increased taxes
that should have been paid on
the public debt. A great many
goverment expenditures, es-
pecially in the Defense Depart-
ment, are tied in directly with
the interests of certain indus-
trial and business facets of our
economy. Human nature being
what it is, this accounts for the
“cut everybody but us” philo-
sophy, which accounts for the
figures that I have gathered to-
gether on a few of the subjects
involved and pass on to you.
The gross public debt of the
United States on February 19,
1959 stood at 285 billion 91 mil-
lion 705 thousand 969 dollars.
On January 1, 1959, the popula-
tion of the continental United
States, including the armed
forces overseas, stood at 175 mil-
lion 602 thousand. This means
that every man, woman and
child constituting the popula-
tion of this country, owes $1,624.
At the rate of increase of the
public debt, compared with the
rate of increase of the population
it also means that every child
born owes about $1,624, one cent
more or less. Many of us are
happy that our forefathers had
the foresight to forbtd imprison-
ment for debt; otherwise, many
of the children born today would

jail, where they would find
plenty of us grownups waiting
for them. -

It is reported that as of June

30, 1958, the federal government
owned 769 million 717 thousand
114.3 acres of real property, not
including the properties manag-
ed by the Architect of the Capi-
tol and those held 1n ‘trust by the
U. S. government, 408 million
190 thousand .737.7 of these acres.
were in the United States. 361
million 526 thousand 376.6 acres
were outside the United States.
The acres owned inside the Un-
ited States would appear to most
people to be far too much land
to be in the hands of the federal
government, but I hasten to ex-
plain that this land includes
all of the public parks, as well
as the mountain tops, swamps
and desert lands that individuals
would not care to own because
they would be of no earthly use.
It is simply a case of the govern-
ment owning a great many acres
of land because there is no one
else to hold title to it.
A far more disturbing situa-
tion is presented by the figures
revealing the rental paid by the
government for property during
the fiscal year 1957. This a-
mounted to 109 million 100 thou-
sand dollars for property rented
in the U. S.; 1imillion 600 thou-
sand dollars for property rented
the territories and possessions
of the U. S.; and 19 million 500
thousand for property in foreign
countries. This makes a grand
total of 130 million 200 thousand
dollars that the government
paid in rent during that fiscal
‘year for the use of property, in
addition to goverment-owned
property.
