Rain Fell 
In Localities 
Monday Morning

Rain falling Monday morning 
gave new life to wheat in the 
Dalhart, Kerrick and Texhoma 
areas. Only a  trace fell in the 
immediate area of Stratford. 
At Dalhart .30 of an inch fell. 
In  the Kerrick area .55 to .70 of 
£Ui inch of rain was reported. 
Texhoma was reported to have 
received .30 of an inch.

Wheat is described as look­
ing good in the favored sections 
where the rain fell. Dry land 
wheat in other sections is rapid­
ly growing itself to death by 
using the last of top soil mois­
ture. Most producers believe 
that only a good rain within a 
few days can save fields of 
wheat in this condition. Ideal 
conditions which favored the 
crop during the first of the year 
have reversed their cycle.

Irrigated wheat is being de­
scribed as holding its own. In 
the fields of the more advanced 
wheat some producers say that 
the recent late freeze may have 
damaged some of the meshes in 
the top of the head.

The “Westerly Sun,” in Rhode 
Island, is the only Sunday eve­
ning paper in the United States. 
It was the first newspaper to 
annoimce the Pearl Harbor at­
tack on December 7, 1941, with­
out necessitating the printing of 
an “extra” or calling its per- 
sopnel back to work to print the 
paper.

Retirement of whole farms 
under the Conservation Reserve 
of the Soil Bank to date is tak­
ing out of yearly production a- 
bout 2.3 million acres of basic 
crop acreage allotments, the U. 
S. Department of Agriculture 
announces.

The allotment acres represent 
about 10 per cent of the esti­
mated 23 million acres of crop­
land expected to be included in 
the Conservation Reserve in 
1959 (13 million acres covered 
by applications approved under 
the 1959 program and 10 million 
acres under contracts from ear­
lier years.) About half of this 
total program acreage is in the 
form of whole farms.

On the basis of reports sub­
mitted by all Agricultural Sta­
bilization and Conservation 
(ASC) county offices, the allot­
ment acres- retired under the 
whole farm program include 1.8 
million wheat-allotment acres, 
439,000 cotton-allotment 
57,780 peanut-allotment 
7,650 tobacco-allotment 
and 4,860 rice-allotment 
Some additional allotment acre­
age will be retired under part- 
farm contracts but the exact 
amount to be retired each year 
cannot be determined because of 
the wide choice of crops that 
could be grown on the land not 
in the reserve.

In addition, whole farm con­
tracts will take out of produc­
tion 905,000 acres which were 
assigned as com allotments in 
1958. (Beginning with the 1959 
crop, allotments no longer apply 
to corn.)

Since the average Soil Bank 
contract covers a period of 5 to 
6 years, the “whole farm” land 
put into the Conservation Re­
serve will not be producing any 
crops for that length of time. 
This includes both the allotment 
land and land customarily de­
voted to other crops.

USDA officials point out that 
this should help in holding down 
surpluses and should also reduce 
price support expenditures, 
since no price support commo­
dities will be harvested from the 
“whole farms” in the program.

Under the Conservation Re­
serve, land placed in the reserve 
may not be used for crop produc­
tion or grazing and must be de­
voted to an approved conserva­
tion use. USDA pays an annual 
rental for the land and pays 
part of the cost of establishing 
the conservation use! The an­
nual rental rate per acre for a 
farm is based on the value of the 
land for the production of com­
modities customarily grown, the 
cash rental rates in the area, 
and the incentive necessary to 
accomplish the program’s pur­
poses.

Even though all eligible crop­
land on a farm is placed in the 
program under a whole farm 
contract, the house and any oth­
er building may still be occupied, 
and a home garden may be 
grown.

To encourage farmers to put 
whole farms in the Soil Bank 
under this arrangement, a max­
imum whole farm payment; rate 
10 per cent higher than the 
regular rate was authorized for 
the 1959 program.

COLLEGE STATION — “Short 
wheats” being developed for 
production under high fertility 
and irrigation in Texas show 
much promise in early tests by 
the Texas Agricultural Experi­
ment Station.

Dr, I. M. Atkins, agronomist in, 
charge of small’ grain research, 
says the new wheats, resulting 
from crosses of a dwarf wheat 
from Japan with hard red win­
ter wheat varieties, grow to 25- 
35 inches tall, rather than the 
35-45, or even 50 inches attain­
ed by presently planted varie- 
uies.

In tests conducted by Dr, Ken­
neth B. Porter at the South­
western Great Plains Field Sta­
tion near Amarillo, the top 
strain of short wheat produced 
75 bushels per acre compared 
with 54 bushels by two widely 
planted varieties, Concho and 
Wichita. At the Denton Sta­
tion the ne:^ strains lodged less 
than 5 percent while producing 
high yields. Commercial var­
ieties lodged up to 80 percent 
under the same growing condi­
tions at Denton.

Production of short wheats 
will mean many advantages to 
farmers. Dr. Atkins points out. 
Higher levels of fertility might 
be used to produce more grain 
per acre without lodging. The- 
short wheats also appear to be 
more efficient in their use of 
fertilizer, increasing their yield 
without an excess production 
straw. *

Quality tests also are promis­
ing, Dr. Porter says. However, 
we will.do much more testing 
for quality, winter-hardiness, 
disease resistance, adaptation to 
combine harvesting and other 
characteristics so the wheat will 
prove itself before releasing seed 
to farmers.

We are seeking short wheat 
which will fit Texas farming and 
at the same time produce better 
grain for bread under high fer­
tility and irrigation than cur­
rently planted varieties. Some 
of the characteristics sought 
also in further breeding will in­
clude shatter resistance, higheii 
test weight per bushel and 
stronger gluten content to en­
able bread dough to stand up 
better during mixing, he adds.

Chattanooga, Tennessee

View From Lookout Mountain
Chattanooga, Tennessee is known as “The Picture Window of the 

South." It is a beautiful city surrounded by unique contrasts of 
natural scenery. Mountains surround the city, towering above rolling 
vaUeys.

Lookout Mountain, only a short 
distance from C h a tta n o o g a , 
boasts “the steepest and safest 
passenger incline in the world.” 
The incline railway track ascends 
straight up the face of the moun­
tain for a distance of almost a 
mile, reaching an altitude of 
2,450 feet above sea level. The 
incline cars pass through the 
site of the famous Civil War 
“Battle Above the Clouds,” now 
a U. S. Forest Preserve.

Point Park on Lookout Moun­
tain is a unit in the nation’s old­
est and largest National Military 
Park. Across the street from the 
entrance to this park is the Look­
out Mountain Museum which 
houses Civil War and Indian rel­
ics and dioramas portraying the 
life and action of these periods.

Signal Mountain presents pano- 
rainic views for the amateur

photographer. The outlooks from 
Signal include the Grand Canyon 
of Tennessee, Chickamauga Dam, 
WiUiam’s Island and the City of 
Chattanooga.

Other points of interest include 
Chickamauga Battlefield, where 
34,000 soldiers in Blue and Gray 
fell in two days of bloody Civil 
War fighting. It is well marked 
with monuments, plaques and 
cannon in original battle posi­
tions. At Ruby Falls, an elevator 
takes visitors through 260 feet 
of solid rock in America’s deep­
est cave.

Another spot to see is the Crav­
ens House, where part of the 
original house still stands, mark­
ing the spot the Battle
Above the Clouds ended, with a 
victory for the Northern troops 
“that sealed the fate of the Con­
federacy."

A teenage boy writes: “I have 
a friend who is always* telling 
little “fibs”—nothing real serious, 
just things like telling his folks 
he is going over to my house 
when he is actually going to a 
movie or to someone else’s house.

There is nothing"̂  ̂■**‘|^own-up'' 
about wanting to be - “free as a 
bird’’ -and: to go one’s way with-, 
out having to “report” to som#-; 
one. The person with this atti­
tude is dodging responsibility.

An emergency of one kind or 
another, accident or sickness, 
for instance, may make it neces­
sary that parents get in touch 
with their children immediately 
and they can’t do this if the chil­
dren are not where they are sup­
posed to be.

Buckles, chairman of the Sher­
man County Agricultural Stabil­
ization and Conservation Com­
mittee, said May 1.

A program provision that î  
sometimes overlooked by farm­
ers requires compliance with all 
acreage allotments established 
for the farm. If this require­
ment is not met the farmer will 
be ineligible for payment and 
he will leave himself liable for 
further penalties.

Mr. Buckles further pointed 
out that farmers should be ex­
tremely careful that they do not 
exceed their permitted acreage 
of soil bank base crops. Ex­
ceeding this permitted acreage 
can also make a farmer ineli­
gible for the payment which he 
would otherwise earn.

Where a farmer willfully and 
knowingly harvests from or per­
mits grazing on conservation 
reserve land, payment is for­
feited and in addition, he is 
subject to a civil penalty of 50 
per cent of the payment which 
would have been made for com­
pliance.

Big g e r  and safer boats are 
predicted fort the nation’s in­

creasing thousands of outboard 
enthusiasts. And one boat de­
signer predicts catamaran out­
board cruisers of up to 50 feet 
win be a reality within a few 
years. >

Making this prediction is Ted 
Jones, noted Gold Cup boat and 
pleasure boat designer. Catamar­
ans are twin-hulled craft which 
have decided advantages over 
conventional v-bottom boats. 
More than two dozen boat build­
ers are building catamarans this 
year, and some of these are 35 
feet.

According to Jones, the efficien­
cy of the catamaran increases as 
it grows larger. “The conven­
tional boat has to push through 
the water much as a snow shovel 
pushes through snow. A cata­
maran rides over the water like 
a pair of skis. This doesn’t make 
too much difference with small 
craft, but as the boats become 
larger, the allegorical snow shov­
el becomes larger and the snow 
deeper.”

While the catamaran is one of 
man’s oldest boat designs, its 
adaptation to outboard power is 
less than 10 years old. The design 
has long been noted for its sta­
bility, which makes it the boat 
design of future outboard craft of 
moderate and large size.

It is claimed that a 16-foot cata­
maran is twice as stable as the 
same size conventional hull. And 
tests have demonstrated that the 
stability increases geometrically 
as the catamarans grow larger. 
The relative stability of the con­
ventional hull has only an arith­
metical increase in stability.

While not designed for speed, 
catamarans have been knocking 
off the top pleasure boat mara­
thon prizes across the country.
