The 1959 session of Bluebonnet
Girls State has grown from an
experimental conference of 94
girls held at Baylor University
in 1941, to become the biggest
single extracurricular education-
al program for high school girls
in Texas. This year, a full
quota of 400 girls, the largest
number which can be present-
ly accomodated at the Texas
School for the Blind, are in at-
tendance, making a total of al-
most 5,000 girls who have parti-
cipated in this top level citi-
zenship training program. Citi-
zens are selected at the local
levels on a basis of character
and leadership from  students
who have completed their jun-
jor year in high schopl each
year.

Girls State was organized as
a national Americanism activity
in 1937 by the American Legion
Auxiliary. Non-partisan  and
non-political, the purpose of the
program is to provide citizen-
ship training for girls of high
school age, to afford them an op-
portunity to live together as a
self-governing: group and to in-
form them of the duties, privi-
leges, rights and responsibilities
which they will assume ‘when
they become adulfs.

They learn the problems of
government by performing the
same duties as real office hold-
ers in the everyday world. Each
day’s activity begins at 7:30 a.
m. with Flag raising.

All is not work, however, and
there is a lot of fun thrown in.
Periods of recreation and rest
are provided and devotionals
are held each evening just prior
to “light out.” Talent and
music are given an important
part in each day’s participation;

on the Capitol grounds and an
annual picnic and swimming
party is held at Barton Springs.
