FOR many years, some of the

most famous fishing in the
world has been Ozark ‘‘float fish-
ing’’ drifting down a rolling
stream  with nothing to do but
cast for the big ones while a
guide handled the boat and told
you just where to toss your lure
to catch the big ones.

In some parts of the country,
float fishing has become a com-
mercial venture. Outfitters will
provide everything—boat, food,
guide; “even fishing equipment.
And, prices are usnally reason-
able.

But it has only been recently
that the average angler took up
with the idea that he can catch
fish close to home in the same
manner—floating down his fa-
vorite fishing stream. You can or-
ganize your own float trip on the
nearest ‘‘floatable’’ stream—at a
small cost, especially if you own
or have access to a boat. For a
small stream, all you need is the
boat, some time, your fishing
equipment and someone to pick
you up downstream. If you fish
a large stream, particularly one
which has large pools where the
water runs deep, with little cur-
rent, an outboard motor is almost
a necessity. In fact, if you are
fishing a deep stream, you can
eliminate the necessity of having
to rely on someone to pick you up
downstream. You can motor up-
stream several miles and then
fish back to your starting point.

One of the advantages of float
fishing is that it gets you to fish-
ing waters inaccessible by road
and thus much less fished than the
portions of the stream above and
below bridges and in the vicinity
of highways and rural roads.

It youre looking for seldom-
fished waters, float fishing is yous

best bet.

In the weeks that have tran-
spired, there has been a heavy
volume of mail running strong-
ly against the spee¢ial session
idea. Lawmakers also are tak-
ing a dim view of being called
for a fifth round of money hunt-
ing.

Whether this means that pros-

pects for a teacher pay session
are out remains to be seen. It
could mean only that the teach-
ers, their families, friends and
other school-minded  people
have been too busy with “back
to school” work to get their let-
ters off to the governor.

On the other hand, it could
mean that the people are get-
ting tired of taxes, and spiraling
wage scales.

Pinch Already Felt

Perhaps the reason many
Texans weren’t eager to have an-
other tax session was that they
were beginning to feel the bite
of new taxes already passed this
year.

State Treasurer Jesse James’
report shows that many stock-
ed up on cigarettes and liquor
during August, before higher
taxes on these items became ef-
fective in September.

Sale of liquor and cigarette
tax stamps soared to $5,227,642
in August. This is $1,098,496
higher than sales for August of
1958.

No statistics are available for

the pre-tax selling of items
which got hit for the first
time. But heavy advertising

campaigns indicated that mer-
chants hoped buyers would
clear their stores during August
of such items as air conditioners
in order to avoid the 3 per cent
sales tax.

Governor Defends Veto

Governor Daniel’s office has
suggested that the State Hospital
Board tap its $1,200,000 emer-
gency fund to eliminate any fire
hazard to the 80 oldsters housed
in the Confederate Home in
Austin. 2

Governor Daniel vetoed a le-
gislative appropriation to build
new quarters for these patients.
Hig action brought some reac-
tions of surprise and criticism.
State Hospital system’s safety
officer was quoted as labeling
the 50-year old frame buildings
as “definite fire hazards.”

A spokesman for the governor
retorted that the appropriation
the governor scratched would
not have emptied the Confed-
erate Home. He said it would
have provided quarters for only
about 300.

He suggested the State Hos-
pital Board use its emergency
funds to re-double safety pre-
cautions for the old folks.

The majority of anglers, of
course, don’t go to this trouble,
although those living in coastal
areas keep up with the tides and
other elements which have some
effect on the activity of fish.

In fresh water fishing, a ther-
mometer can be a handy item.
But just because you are able to
find ideal water temperatures for
fish at a certain depth, this is no
guarantee that the fish will be
there. Other factors, such as food
and available cover, must be con-
sidered.

Let’s face it. The ‘‘average’”
fisherman isn’t scientific-minded
once he gets to his favorite lake
or streamm—he came to fish. Usu-
ally, he can’t wait tc get that
first lure or minnow into the wa-
ter and he keeps it there until it’s
time to go home.

The angler who just wants to
catch fish without using any gadg-
ets will do best if he concentrates
on fishing two particular water
depths—the top and the bottom.
If he gives both a good, thorough
try, he will catch some fish.

Reasoning behind this is sim-
ple. Food and cover for all types
of fish are found principally at
the top and at the bottom. Bass
may be feeding on frogs, insects
and hatches on the surface, or
taking crayfish, helgrammites
and minnows on the bottom. And,
if they aren’t taking anything at
all, they are somewhere, top or
bottom, taking it easy beneath a
log, rock shelf, or in a weed
pocket.
