“It’s 
the three-quarters of a ton 
we’ve taken out that makes pos­
sible the low price to the con­
sumer.”

The new Falcon which goes on 
display October 8 will weigh 
2,366 pounds compared with 3,758 
pounds for the average 1959 
Ford.

“The Falcon and other econ­
omy cars may liberate many 
more American women from the 
inconveniences of the one-car 
household, just as the Model T 
once freed the American farm 
family from its isolation,” Ford 
said.

From Benedict Lyons, Steuben­
ville, Ohio: I remember not too 
long ago when most of the kids 
in grade school wore the badge 
of the depression—relief shirts. 
This was in the early days of 
p.D.R.’ s administration when he 
put thousands of women to work 
on sewing projects. The shirts 
were made of cheap fabric and 
most of the designs were actually 
intended for women’s dresses.

This one 
class could clean up all of a num­
ber 10 can of peanut butter. I 
don’t think I have had any since.

Those were the days when the 
W.P.A. and P.W.A. were in full 
swing. We would pass the men 
on our way to school and as poor 
as most of them were, they would 
always offer a friendly smile and 
a cheery greeting.

Property Taxes 
Influence 
Land Values

Property taxes are a fixed cost 
for the farm or ranch owner. 
In modern commercialized agri­
culture this tax bite may be a 
significant item affecting the

final figure drawn down as net 
income (or loss.) In 1958 pro­
perty taxes amounted to an av­
erage of 38 cents per acre for 
the State, total of 53.8 million 
dollars. In 1945 the average 
tax was 21.6 cents per acre.

About one-half this tax bill 
was accounted for by school 
district levies, reports Robert 
G. Cherry, extension agricul-

tural economist. The remain­
der went for support of county 
and state governments and to 
special districts such as water, 
drainage and navigation dis­
tricts. Levies by the State gov­
ernment are now a minor part 
of the total.

When viewed as a percentage 
of gross receipts, these real pro­
perty taxes accounted for about 
2.2 percent of the total gross in­
come. As a percentage of net 
farm-ranch income, however, the 
figure is much higher, amount­
ing to 6.7 percent.

Traditionally, economists 
have always considered that 
land taxes are “ capitalized” in 
land values, meaning they re­
duced the value of land in 
proportion to their effect ■ on 
earning capacity. In modem 
times, however, citizens place 
high values on schools, roads 
and other services which the 
taxes support. Consequently, 
adds Cherry, taxes may indi­
rectly work in the opposite di­
rection by influencing land 
prices upward instead of down­
ward. In 1958, the increase in 
real estate values slightly ex­
ceeded the increase in taxes on 
a national basis.

As of 
now, die American farmer is 
probably the most efficient pro­
ducer in the world.

Statistics <m  farm labor are a 
bit sketchy compared with the 
elaborate data available on in­
dustry, but they are none the less 
impressive. In 1940, for example, 
the labor of one farm worker sup­
plied 11 other citizens with food 
and fiber, while today, a single 
worker meets the more elaborate 
needs of 24 fellow Americans. To­
day—with 30 percent less farm 
employment and 43 million more 
population than in 1940—the farm­
er is supplying more nourishment 
more raw material per capita 
than ever before.

The change in farmers is not, 
of course, that they’re bigger or 
stronger, It’s just that they are 
smarter. As an indication, there 
were 1,000 tractors (straw-burn­

ers, mostly on US farms in 1910— 
and 4,700,000 in 1958! Since 1940, 
tractors have multiplied three 
times, grain combines five times 
and corn-pickers seven times.

The equipment has gotten big­
ger and stronger—especially the 
self-propelled combine and the 
Ferguson-system tractor, both 
presented to the American Farm­
er in 1939 and widely regarded as 
the most important advances of 
the. century in farming tools. And 
still Progress progresses. The 
race for higher and higher pro­
ductivity goes on, and the latest 
contribution is the n e '■ Massey- 
Ferguson five-plow tractor, a steel 
behemoth that will do more and 
deeper plowing in a day than a 
barnful of horses in a week.

As an admirer of the onward- 
and-upward wherever it may be 
encountered, we hail the consist­
ent, ever-accelerating advance in 
agriculture (and presumably In 
the over-all compensations of life- 
on-the-farm). Ant. when—as it 
logically shiuld—the benign in­
fluence of the newest and most 
powerful equipment filters down 
to the price of a loaf of bread, 
we shall cheer even louder!

To help individuals or famil­
ies better use credit, extenskm 
specialists in home management 
have written a publication en­
titled, “Using Consumer Credit,"^ 
This publication discusses the 
many phases of credit.

A few of the many reasons for 
using credit are: convenience; 
emergencies, savings, consoli<Ri- 
tion of debts and establishing^ a 
credit rating. Credit can be 
used at times to take advantage 
of special sales when cash, is 
not available and also it is eas­
ier to return charged pur­
chases than cash ones.

The specialists add that when 
using credit you should be cau­
tious. When a person signs a 
credit contract, he mortgages 
his future income. The use o f 
too much credit will lower the 
level of living. Research shows 
that people usually buy mma 
when they can use credit. Ak- 
so, goods bought at a store 
with charge accounts are usual­
ly more expensive because of 
the costs of investigating e a ^  
person’s credit rating and kecBh 
ing records of payments; loss 
through non-payment of ac­
counts; and difficulty of col­
lecting from some customecs. 
This cost of credit is hidden, al­
though included in the price of 
goods bought.

'The publication also discusses 
types of credit available, where 
to borrow cash, decisions the in­
dividual or family should make 
before using credit, and an ex­
planation of legal credit cem- 
tracts.
