3. Any organization desiring to
operate a concession at the Jam-
koree and Fair must submit a
request in writing to the Board
of Directors which will grant or
refuse such request in writing.

4. Floats in the parade shall
follow a theme and prize money
shall be awarded in each of the
following classes: organization,
commercial, kiddy and horseback
riders. Floats not following
the theme will compete in an
open class for recognition only.
Each float will ke judged on
class and merit.

5. The winner of the Strat-
ford Jamboree Beauty Contest
will be sponsored by the Jam-
boree Committee in the Perryton
Wheatheart contest. Should
the winner become ineligible,
the second place winner will be
entered.

These By-Laws are subject to
change by a majority vote of

the directors and  advisory
board.

Week Of Rain
Will Delay
Wheat Harvest

Rains falling over most of the
territory on Sunday, Monday
and Tuesday left from one to
three or more inches of mois-
ture, according to available re-
ports. The unexpected rainy
season and -cooler weather may
delay harvest for at least a week.
Combines had been expected to
start running about June 15.

In Stratford the rainfall mea-
surements were: Sunday .44,
Monday .26, and Tuesday .23, for
a total of .93 of an inch.

F. M. Keener said 1.35 of
an inch fell at his country home.

To the north the rain was spot-
ted but as much as an inch fell
in some locations. West of
town the rain extended only a
few miles and ranged from .40 to
.70 of an inch.

School Fund
Gets $29,000,000
From Tidelands

The U. S. Supreme Court ruled
that Texas does own its tide-
lands for 101, miles.out, just as
Texans have been claiming for
115 years.

Revenue from the publicly
owned land will go into the per-
manent school fund. The pro-
blem of Texas’ bankrupt general
fund is unchanged.

Thus far, the oil yield from
the Texas tidelands has been far
from spectacular. There have
been only 24 producing oil wells
and 47 gas wells in 22 years.

The state will get some
$29,000,000 in mineral payment
that aecumulated while the issue
of state or federal ownmership
was being thrashed out.

road from U. S. Highway 54
north on the Beaver Road to
the Oklahoma State line.
According to those who de-
signed the paving project within

the city of Stratford, the new :

paving will place about 95%
of the homes on a paved street.

The approved paving program.
will pave approximately 63

blocks of streets in Stratford in.:

addition to Fifth Street north
to the city limits, approximate-
ly 1.25 miles of road on the
north side of Stratford, approx-
imately ', mile of road from the
Gruver highway to U. S. 287 on
Stratford,
and about 11 miles of road from
U. S. Highway 54 in Stratford
north on the Beaver road to the
Oklahoma line.

City streets to be paved by the
bond issue will be improved with
a 24-foot width of pavement in
the center of the street. Under
existing contract prices, indi-
viduals along the paving route
may secure a concrete curb and
gutter, and an extension of the
pavement to the curb and gutter
line along their property for
$2.50 a running foot. Paving
constructed under the bond is-
sue will lack six feet of reaching
the curb and gutter along pro-
perty’ lines.

Much of the successful main-
tenance of these streets depends
almost entirely on the property
owners. Citizens who complete
the paving to their property
lines will assure themselves of
a permanent all weather street.
Those who fail to complete the
paving of the street may face
the inconvenience of a mud
hole separating them from the
paving which would be hard to
maintain. Unprotected edges
of paving will break off with
constant crossing in
weather.

Farm Prices

Declining

Texas farm prices, by mid-May,
were down two per cent from a
month ago and 10 per cent from
a year ago. U. S. Department
of Agriculture noted that live-
stock and livestock products had
the biggest drop, 7 per cent from
a month ago and 11 per cent
from a year ago.

The elevators, mill and flat buildings are all connected by a system of underground or overhead tunnels, with serew-type conveyors, through which grain
can be moved as directed by electric control paneis. Total storage capacity is two and a cuarter million bushels.

The mill capacity is 20 tons of ground feed, or 12 tons of pellets, per’hour.
The Farmers Supply started in 1934 with a general merchandise store — stiil operating across US Highway 87 frem the elevators — and $1,200 in assets.

In 1937, it leased the larger of the two metal elevators that can be seen at the far end of the “barrels” and that had been built by J. N. Beaslev of
Amarillo in 1934. ' The Supply bought it in 1942, and enlarged it from 30,000 to 105,000 bushels in 1946. The smaller metal elevator nearby was acquired
in 1942 when Farmers Supply bought Hartley Mercantile. The major elevator expansion started in 1950, and climaxed this year with the feed mill.

MEDITORIAL: Yesterday I men-
tioned some of the ways bacteria
provoke the body and two of the
methods we use to combat them.

In addition to our skin and white
blood cells we have one other ma-
jor method in dealing with mi-
crobes—antibody formation. This
is the body’s atomic arsenal, its
last and most potent weapon. If
this fails, war with the bacterial
enemy is on the brink of defeat.

Antibodies or immune bodies
are chemicals produced when
foreign proteins or similar sub-
stances, such as bacteria, gain
entrance to the body. Once formed
they are transported in the gam-
ma globulin fraction of blood.

There are several types of anti-
bodies. Some, called agglutinins,
form an invisible film around the
bacteria causing them to stick to-
gether. Thus immobilized, the
white blood cells can engulf and
destroy them. Others, the anti-
toxins, neutralize toxins and pre-
vent further damage. Antibodies
can also interfere with bacterial
growth and form a chemical bar-
rier which the bacteria cannot
penetrate.

If enough immune bodies are
formed, victory over the bacteria
results. And if the disease was
previous¢y overcome, enough anti-

pletely protect against present or

sease. In other words, you will be
said to have developed immunity.
This is the principle involved in
vaccination and other immuniza-
tions. .
When the body has used all its
weapons and is losing the fight,
outside help is needed. This may
come in the form of injections of
antitoxins, gamma globulin, 'im-
munizations or antibiotics. By
striking the bacteria directly, the
antibiotics often provide the lift
needed to turn the tide of battle. -

one the feed grinding and mix-
ing, the other the pellei-mak-
ing. Automatic buzzers and
lights warn of any mis-function
and pin-point ‘its location.

The mill turns out 20 tons of

ground, mixed feeds an hour,
or eight tons of pellets. It can
turn out 12 tons of ground,
mixed feeds using threshed
grain and forage direct irom the
field.

THE WEEK'’S LETTER: ‘I am
14 years old. Five months ago I
met a boy (age 17) whom I like
very much, but when he asked
to date me I had to say, ‘I'll have
to double-date. That’s all my par-
ents will allow.” After that he
didn’t seem too interested, al-
though he stuck by me. In 3
months we have made 3 dates,
but some way or another they
were all broken. I've never gone
out with him.

“Recently I discovered he had
been seeing his ex-girlfriend.
Then I really ‘blew my top.’

Not too long afterward, I went
to him and apologized for
‘sounding off.” I received no an-
swer, just a smile.

‘““When I see him, he just ig-
nores me unless I speak first

OUR ANSWER: To question

Bagworms are, or soon will be,
active in all parts of the State.
The time to obtain good con-
trol of these pests is when they
are young, as chemicals applied
after the worms are grown gives
no control, says John Hawkins,
assistant extension entomolo-
gist.

mediately start to feed on the
foliage of , ornamental plants.
The-young worms spin a silken
bag about themselves and as
they feed, attach bkits of foliage
to this bag.
