“How do we restart
the enthusiasm?” was
the question before
the Muleshoe Area
Hospital District’s board
of directors during
Thursday’s meeting as

John Hedrick of
AccessCare, which
operates the unit in a
wing of the nursing
home met with the
district’s administration
Thursday, and attended
that evening’s meeting.

He talked about the
problems encountered
during the process of
opening the dialysis site

more work needed to be
done to let area patients
know they would have
the same treatment and
doctors they would have
in Lubbock without the
drive.

At this time, Hedrick
said, the unit is serving
17 patients, but he added
that it probably wouldn't
ever have a census of
more than 25.

“The financial outlook
is very bright,” Hedrick
said. “The center is not

going to shut down,
now.”

According to Hedrick,
the center is currently in
the process of receiving
Medicare certification
through the State of New
Mexico.

“I think we've got a
very good future there,”
Hedrick said about the
Park View location.

Hedrick also noted
that the area population
of diabetics was higher
than the national
average, and predicted
that in future years that
population could run
as high as one in three
with the disease, many
of whom will eventually
have to rely on dialysis.

He noted that both
the hospital district
and AccessCare will be
marketing the service
more aggressively.

“I feel as good today
as the day we opened,”
Hedrick said, “...of the
