IS POSTPONED
UNTIL MONDAY

AUSTIN, March 1. — Submis-
sion of a repeal of prohibition to
Texas voters next August 24 was
postponed as a topic of senate gon-
sideration today to permit further
study of rival repeal plans,

The subject was specially set for
consideration next Monday mom-
ing.

Many senators, believing voters
should be given an idea of what
will take prohibition's place before
balloting on repeal declared they
wished to study a proposed state
monopoly on manufacture and sale
of liquor.

One major objection to the mono-
poly plan lies in its wording as of-
fered, it prohibits sale of liquor for
private profit and gives the state
exclusive control over liquor manu-
facture.

It was believed, therefore, the
state would have to set up its own
distillery, as private profit would be
involved if the state bought liquor
from a private concern.

Eastland county’s needy to-

only 20 per cent of the stan-
dard budget.

Even this 20 per cent may
be taken away if the county
administrator’'s office does
not receive information tell-
ing of « new fund supply by
March 7, County Adminis-
trator H. E. Driscoll told the
Dﬂil)’ News in a telephone
conversation at 2 o'clock this
afternoon.

The order, which came from Ause
tin, sald that no further work re-
lief projects would be approved ex-
cept supplement to commodity dis-
tribution projects, supplement %o
garden projects or new garden proj-
ects where seed has already been
contracted for

Eifective March 4, it will be nec-
essary lo close down projects. Non-
relief personnel assighea to such
projects will be dropped immedi-
ately from the payrolls.

The:se instructions do not affect
either the emergency education
program or the rural rehabilitation
program, both of which are finance
ed by special funds.
