Poor planning and a 
bit of coincidence has 
landed a Muleshoe 
resident in county jail 
faced with two burglary 
charges.

Mitchell Herndon, 29, 
of Muleshoe currently 
sits in Bailey County’s 
jail facing two burglary 
charges due in part to 
poor planning in the 
his alleged disposal of 
stolen property, as well 
as his ability to choose 
his friends.

On about August 6, 
a c c o r d i n g 
to Bailey 
C o u n t y 
S h e r i f f 
R ic ha rd 
W i l l s , 
Herndon allegedly 
b u r g l a r i z e d  a 
garage attached to 
a residence on 
W e s t  C a m p 
Road, stealing 
two saddles in 
the process.

The victim, Clinton 
Rogers,  apparent ly 
learned of the theft a 
few days later when 
someone he knew — 
according to the sheriff, 
ment ioned he  had 
purchased one of the 
saddles Rogers had for 
sale.

“ I  d id n ’t  s e l l  a 
saddle,” Rogers replied, 
according to Wills.

A quick check at 
R o g e r ’s  r e s id e n c e 
showed that two saddles 
were indeed missing 
from the garage.

And, since Herndon 
had been kind enough 
to provide a signed bill 
of sale with the saddle 
he allegedly sold, it

wasn’t long before the 
saddle’s owner and 
purchaser showed up at 
the sheriff’s department 
to report the incident.

As for the second 
b u r g l a r y  c h a r g e , 
a c c o r d i n g  t o  t h e 
s h e r i f f ,  c o u n t y 
deputies followed up 
on information received 
from a confidential 
i n f o r m a n t  o f  t h e 
burglary of a vacant 
residence that was being 
planned by Herndon.

O n A u g .  1 2 , 
deputies 
s a t  u p 
near the

— also on 
West Camp 
Road, and 
w a t c h e d 

as Herndon 
a r r i v e d , 
entered t he 
b u i l d i n g 
and carried 
p r o p e r t y 

out and placed it in 
the vehicle, the sheriff 
said.

Among the property 
of which Herndon was 
allegedly in possession 
at the time of his arrest 
was a commercial-grade 
cook i ng  appl ia nce 
alleged to have been 
stolen from the vacant 
res idence  on West 
Camp Road, and an air 
compressor believed to 
have been taken from 
another burglary.

According to the 
sheriff, the case is still 
under investigation to 
determine the owner of 
the air compressor.

“ W e ’v e  g o t  a n 
outstanding case on 
this one,” the sheriff 
said.

Although the City of 
Muleshoe’s proposed 
budget for FY 2013-14 
shows a 32.24 percent 
cut in expenses, it 
isn’t as dramatic as it 
appears, according to 
City Manager David 
Brunson.

The city manager 
ex pla i ned  t hat  a 
significant portion 
of the decrease was 
the result of capital 
improvement projects 
that were completed 

in the past year.
In FY 2012-13, the city’s 

water and sewer fund 
was set at $2,808,851. For 
next fiscal year it will 
drop by 40.72 percent 
to $1,412,305.

O t h e r  a r e a s  o f 
change in next year’s 
draft budget — work 
on which is still under 
way and probably won’t 
be finalized until after a 
related public hearing 
on Aug. 27, and it is 
presented to the city 
council for adoption 
on Sept. 9, include a 

two percent increase in 
general fund expenses 
and a 16.52 percent 
increase in hotel-motel 
tax fund expenses.

Another area that, 
according to Brunson 
“skews” the budget is the 
economic development 
fund’s expenses.

He explained that 
the amount budgeted 
as expense is actually 
t h e  M u l e s h o e 
Economic Development 
Corporation’s available 
funds because it isn’t 
known what project 

requests they will 
receive during the 
fiscal year.

I n  t h e  c u r r e nt 
y e a r ’ s  b u d g e t , 
t he  EDF expen se 
budget was listed at 
$964,670; however, 
the city manager said 
the actual expenses 
only reached about 
$69,000.

Fo r  n e x t  ye a r, 
MEDC’s budgeted 
e x p e n s e s  (f u n d s 
available) are down 
21. 31  p erc ent ,  at

$759,147.
Brunson explained the decrease was a result 

of the decision to move a portion of the sales tax 
designated for the MEDC into the city’s street 
improvement projects.

When the city council votes to adopt the FY 
2013-14 budget on Sept. 9, according to Brunson, 
it will also be setting the tax rate.

Projected revenues for FY 2013-14 are down 
by 6.28 percent, with the largest decrease being 
in the city’s 2008 certificate of obligation bond 
fund which was set at $101,500 in the current 
year, but which won’t be included in next year’s 
revenues.

And, as was noted in the MEDC’s expenses, 
the corporation’s projected revenues are expected 
to drop from $968,992 to $78,000 — a 19.50 
percent decrease that apparently is related to the 
decreased sales tax the fund will receive.

Projected revenues for the general fund are

currently set to decrease by 3.07 percent. All in 
all, the city’s revenue is projected to decrease by 
6.28 percent.

While area sales tax have shown a decrease, 
the city manager said he was a bit surprised that 
Muleshoe’s is up slightly, an increase of about 
5.73 percent.

Prior to that council vote, it is anticipated that 
it will adopt the effective tax rate of .7476 — 
which includes a debt service rate of .0888 and a 
maintenance and operation tax rate of .6588.

According to the city manager, the city 
proposes to use some of its exiting fund balance 
on capital improvement projects rather than 
increase municipal taxes.

One of the city’s improvement projects, that 
began recently, is concreting the jogging trail in 
the New City Park. Brunson said it is expected to 
be a five to six year project, with about 20 percent 
of it being completed each year.

“I feel good about the budget,” Brunson said.
According to the city manager, the projected 

budget is “pretty tight,” but also “pretty 
conservative,” noting that it still included salary 
increases of about 3.6 percent city-wide.

“I believe it’s going to meet the needs of the 
city and the citizens,” he said.

“All of the department heads are real effective 
with the funds they receive,” Brunson added.

With public hearings 
still ahead, the Bailey 
County Commissioners’ 
Court current proposed 
budget for FY 2014 
includes raises for both 
county employees and 
elected officials, lists 
total projected revenues 
at $3,086,456.19, and 
maintains the county 
law enforcement center 
as a 96-bed facility.

The county’s total 
r e v e n u e  i n c l u d e s 
$2,345,256.19 in taxes; 
$559,750 from county 
s er v ice s  a nd  fe e s; 
$119,400 in fines and 
forfeitures; and $50,050 
from miscellaneous 
revenue such as rental 
fe es  of  t he  Ba i ley 
County Coliseum and 
donations to the aging 
program.

Of the individual 
d e p a r t m e n t s ,  t h e 
cou nt y ’s  pro jec ted 
l a w  e n f o r c e m e n t 
budget is the largest 
at  $1,494,982.20,  of 
which $1,075,554.7 is 
salary and benefits, and 
$419,427.50 are operating 
expenses.

In FY 2013, the sheriff’s 
department’s budgeted 
operat ing expenses 
were $346,197.50, and 
its actual expenses were 
$223,393.89.

A t  l a s t  w e e k ’s 
commissioners’ court on 
Aug. 12, County Judge 
Sherri Harrison noted 
that she was increasing 
the budget items related 
to prisoner boarding 
due to the decision to 
continue operating the 
jail as a 96-bed facility 
instead of reducing the 
number of beds to 48.

At that time the judge 
said the amount the 
reduction would save 
in employee costs by 
reducing the number 
of prisoners the facility 
c o u l d  h o l d  w e r e 
relatively insignificant.

A l t h o u g h  t h e 
budget for the sheriff’s 
d e p a r t m e n t  w a s 
$1,340,031.49, the actual 
expenses listed for the 
year totaled $778,113.89, 
according to the budget 

information received by 
the Muleshoe Journal.

The county’s second 
largest  department 
budget is Bailey County 
EMS — the ambulance 
service, with a projected 
budget of $430,817.25, 
an increase of $32,959.51 
from last year’s budgeted 
amount, and $188,355.47 
more than last year’s 
actual expenses.

The EMS’  ac t ua l 
expenses in FY 2012 
w e r e  $ 1 7 2 , 8 2 4 . 1 5 
less than the actual 
expenses from FY 2011, 
a significant savings the 
commissioners’ court 
attributes to a change 
in management and 
more efficient billing 
procedures.

W h i l e  t h e  E M S 
director — who holds 
the county’s highest paid 
position — requested a 
raise to $55,000 during 
county budget talks, the 
FY 2014 budget lists his 
position at $52,000. 

H o w e v e r ,  a l s o 
according to the budget 
talks, he would also 
be paid an additional 
amount if he had to 
cover unfilled EMT or 
paramedic shifts.

O t h e r  p r o p o s e d 
departmental budgets 
for FY 2014 include 
the county judge — 
$107,628.40; county clerk 
— $154,865.37; county 
treasurer — $93,074.12; 
t a x  a s s e s s o r  a n d 
collector — $101,645.37; 
d i s t r i c t  c o u r t  — 
$144,979.66; distr ict 
clerk — $107,726.96; and 
non-departmental — 
$389,385.70.

T h e  o n l y  o t h e r 
county position with 
a performance bonus 
is the county sheriff, 
who has the potential of 
receiving an additional 
$2,500 per quarter based 
upon the number of 
out-of-county prisoners 
boarded at the law 
enforcement center.

The projected budget 
for county precinct 1 
in FY 2014 would be 
$329,471.33; precinct 2 
— $278,530.80; precinct 

3 — $264,622.18; precinct 
4 — $262,794.66.

T h e s e  b udg e t e d 
items do not include the 
individual precinct’s 
road and bridge fund, 
which are $214,826.99 for 
precinct 1; $207,526.99 for 
precinct 2; $213,526.99 
for precinct 3;  and 
$205,526.99 for precinct 
4.

The projected budget 
for the county’s health 
services and office on 
aging is $296,648.26.

The budget for the 
justice of the peace and 
county constable totals 
$94,012.78.

Among the budget 
items affected by state 
stipends are the county 
attorney at $95,876.58; 
probation at $40,700; 
the county extension 
office at $109,561.74; and 
the district attorney at 
$156,574.61.

One of the major 
issues discussed during 
the commissioners’ 
court meetings while 
working on the FY 2014 
budget has been the 
salaries of both county 
employees and elected 
officials.

According to the 
prop o s ed  F Y  2014 
budget, the county’s 
elected officials — and 
most county employees 
— will receive a five 
percent pay increase, 
w h i l e  t h e  c o u nt y 
jailers will receive a 
seven percent increase, 
Judge Harrison said 
at the court’s Aug. 12 
regular meeting, and 
the county’s road hands 
would receive a three 
percent increase.

Also at  the Aug. 
12 meeting, the court 
approved a proposed 
tax rate for FY2013-14 
at the rollback rate of 
.9163, and set public 
hearing dates for Aug. 
26 and Sept. 9.

The rol lback rate 
includes a farm to 
market rate of .1343 
per hundred dollars 
o f  v a l u a t i o n ,  a 
m a i n t e n a n c e  a n d 
operation rate of .6845, 

and an interest and 
sinking fund rate of 
.0979, and is based on 
general fund tax values 
of $328,494,462 and 
farm to market fund tax 
values of $324,574,135.

The county’s effective 
rate, based upon the 
same tax values, is 
.8557,  according to 
Harrison, with an farm 
to market rate of .1244, 
and a maintenance and 
operation rate of .6334.

The i nterest  a nd 
s i n k i ng  f u nd  rat e 
remains at .0979.

At  t he  me e t i ng , 
t h e  c o u n t y  j u d g e 
recommended the court 
approve the rollback 
rate as the proposed tax 
rate, noting that while 
the court wouldn’t be 
able to exceed that rate 
in its final approval, it 
could still set a lower 
rate.

I’ll 
tell you what I’ve told 
every constituent in 
my town hall listening 
sessions over the past 
two weeks: this law has 
too many flaws.

We don’t need any 
more exemptions, carve-
outs, or delays. It’s time 
to defund it, repeal it, 
and replace it with more 
commonsense policy 
that puts you in charge 
of your health care. 

I Pledge Allegiance
to the Flag…

I bet every single one 
of you can recite the 
rest of that Pledge of 
Allegiance. And you 
know how it finishes — 
One nation, under God, 
indivisible, with liberty 
and justice for all.

I want to bring your 
attention to the latest 
at t ac k  aga i n st  t he 
reference to God in our 
Pledge.

T h e  A m e r i c a n 
Humanist Association 
has f i led a  su it  in 
M a s s a c h u s e t t s  i n 
an effort to make it 
unconstitutional for 
students to say the 
phrase “under God” 
whe n  r e c it i ng  t he 
Pledge.

H e r e ’ s  w h a t ’ s 
interesting about this 
case — students are not 

required to recite the 
Pledge of Allegiance. 
They can abstain for any 
reason and won’t ever 
be asked why. So even 
though the plaintiffs 
aren’t required to say 
the Pledge, they’re 
trying to prevent other 
students from saying it. 
It makes no sense. 

 T h e  P l e d g e  o f 
Allegiance has evolved 
and changed since 
it was first written, 
a nd  Cong re s s  h a s 
repeatedly reaffirmed 
our commitment to our 
historic legacy as “one 
Nation under God.”

I’ve signed on to a 
f r iend-of-t he-cour t 
brief in support of the 
Pledge.

We  a r g u e  t h a t 
t h e  o p p o r t u n i t y 
to voluntarily recite 
the national Pledge 
of Allegiance is an 
important expression of 
our national identity. 

Allowing schools 
to  t in ker  wit h t he 
C o n g r e s s i o n a l l y -
e n a c t e d  l a n g u ag e 
means that we won’t 
have a National Pledge 
— we’ll have a number 
of somewhat similar 
sounding recitations 
that vary from school 
to school and state to 
state.

T h a t  d e v a l u e s 
the Pledge and the 
patriotism and unity it 
represents.

With each passing 
day, it becomes more 
and more obvious that 
President  Oba ma’s 
hea lt h- ca re  law i s 
simply unworkable.

Yet rather than accept 
reality and support 
f u l l  cong re s s ion a l 
repea l  of  t he  law, 
t he admin ist rat ion 
is instead violat ing 
O b a m a c a r e  a n d 
applying it selectively. 

L a s t  mo nt h ,  for 
example,  President 
Obama unilaterally 
d e l a y e d  t h e 
requirement that large 
employers  prov ide 
health insurance to 
their workers, and he 
also delayed various 
oversight provisions.

More recently, he 
intervened to protect 
the health-care benefits 
received by members 

Obamacare And The Rule Of Law

o f  C o n g r e s s ,  a n d 
h is  administ rat ion 
confirmed that it will 
delay enforcement of 
a cap on out-of-pocket 
costs.

In addition, to help 
implement Obamacare, 
the IRS has announced 
that it will issue health-
insurance subsidies 
t h r o u g h  f e d e r a l 
exchanges, even though 
the law makes clear 
that those subsidies can 
be issued only through 
state exchanges.

Speaking of which, 
the administration is 
reportedly running 
m o n t h s  b e h i n d 
schedule in preparing 
data security for the 

exchanges.
Meanwhile, states 

across the country 
are project ing that 
Obamacare will cause 
individual insurance 
premiums to skyrocket. 
A new National Bureau 
of Economic Research 
paper suggests that 
t he  law  m ay  a l s o 
trigger “substantial 
declines in aggregate 
employment.”

I t  i s  a l r e a d y 
prompting businesses 
to replace full-time jobs 
with part-time jobs: 
That’s a major reason 
why the number of 
people doing part-
time jobs for economic

T h a t ’s  h o w  t h e 
leg islat ive  process 
f u n c t i o n s :  I f  t h e 
president and members 
of Congress object to a 
law — or a portion of 
a law — because they 
think it’s bad policy, 
they work together to 
fix it.

What the president is 
doing with Obamacare 
is quite different: He is 
effectively picking and 
choosing which parts of 

the law to enforce, based 
on convenience and 
political expediency.

This isn’t the first 
time President Obama 
has taken such liberties. 
Time and again, he has 
shown that if a law 
proves inconvenient — 
or unpopular among 
his supporters — he 
will ignore it.

We saw this during 
the 2009 government-
r u n  C h r y s l e r 
bankruptcy process, 
when the company’s 
secured bondholders 
received much less for 
their loans than the 
United Auto Workers 
pension funds did.

We saw it during the 
run-up to the Solyndra 
bankruptcy in 2011, 
w h e n  t h e  O b a m a 
administration violated 
the law by making 
taxpayers subordinate 
to private lenders.

We saw it  when 
the president made 
u n c o n s t i t u t i o n a l 
a p p o i n t m e n t s  t o 
the Nat ional Labor 

Relations Board and 
the Consumer Financial 
Protection Bureau.

We saw it  when 
h e  a n n o u n c e d  a 
morator ium on the 
enforcement of certain 
i m m ig rat ion  laws. 
We saw it again when 
h is  adm i n ist rat ion 
unilaterally waived key 
requirements in the 
1996 welfare-reform law 
and the 2002 No Child 
Left Behind Act.

G o v e r n m e n t  b y 
e x e c u t i v e  w a i v e r 
is no way to run a 
democracy. 

Our Const itut ion 
obliges the president 
to make sure that all 
laws are “faithfully 
executed.”

Under  Pr e s ide nt 
Obama, inconvenient 
or unpopular legal 
requi rements  have 
repeatedly been swept 
aside by executive fiat. 

If this president — 
or any president — is 
allowed to selectively 
enforce the law based 
on political expediency, 

our democracy will be 
gravely weakened.

The principle at stake 
here is much larger 
than Obamacare: It’s 
about the constitutional 
separation of powers 
between the executive 
and legislative branches 
of government.

Q. I own a house.  If 
I marry I believe that 
my home is still mine 
in  case of a divorce. Is 
that true?

A .  Y o u r 
u n d e r s t a n d i n g  o f 
the law is correct. In 
Texa s ,  prop er t y  i s 
considered “separate,” 
or, “community.”

Separate property is 
owned solely by one 
while spouse, while 
community property is 
owned jointly.

If there is a divorce, 
the court will divide the 
community property 
between the spouses, 
but separate property 
goes to the spouse who 
owns it.

All property acquired 
af ter a marr iage is 
considered community 
proper t y.  Proper t y 
owned before marriage, 
such as a house, remains 
the property of the 
spouse who owns it.

In other words, unless 
you wanted to give 
your spouse an interest 
in your house, it will 
remain your separate 
property and would not 
be divided if there was 
a divorce.

Q.  I  move d  i nto 
a complex and was 
shown a model unit. 
Much to my surprise 
and disappointment 
my unit is nothing like 
the model. What are my 
rights?

House Remains Separate Property After Marriage

A .  Te x a s  h a s  a 
consumer protection 
law called the Deceptive 
Trade Practices Act.

Un d e r  t h i s  l aw, 
common ly referred 
to  a s  t he  DTPA,  a 
person or business is 
responsible if it makes 
any misrepresentations 
about what is being sold 
or rented.

If someone violates 
this law, he may be liable 
for three times your 
damages plus attorneys’ 
fees.

I n  most  ca s es ,  a 
misrepresentation takes 
the form of an oral or 
written statement about 
the goods. For example, 
it is a misrepresentation 
to say, “The apartment 
has new carpet,” when 
it does not.

B u t  a 
m i s r e p r e s e n t a t i o n 
does not have to be 
expressed in words. 
A misrepresentation 
also can arise in other 
ways, such as showing 
s o m e o n e  a  m o d e l 
apartment, and leading 
him or her to believe his 
or her apartment will 
look substantially the 
same as the model.

In my opinion, i f 
t he  apa r t ment  you 
were rented i s  not 

substantially the same 
as the model you were 
shown, the landlord has 
violated the DTPA.

I suggest you let him 
know you know your 
rights, and ask for a new 
unit, repairs to your 
current unit, or the right 
to terminate your lease.

Q. I own a timeshare 
in another state. I can 
no longer afford the 
payments and want to 
get rid of it. The company 
will not take it back and 
says I have to continue 
to pay or they will sue 
me.

Can I force them to 
take it back? A company 
contacted me and told 
me that for $3,000 they 
would find a technicality 
and get me out of the 
contract.

A .  A s  y o u  a r e 
discovering, it is very 
difficult to get out of 
an obl igat ion for a 
t i m e s h a r e .  Un l i k e 
personal property, you 
cannot just throw away 
real estate or abandon it. 
As long as you own it, 
you have an obligation 
to pay. 

As a first step, you 
may want to let the 
company know you are 
going to stop paying 
and ask if it will agree 

to let you out, for a small 
fee. You may be able to 
negotiate your release. 
If you do, be sure to 
get any agreement in 
writing.

T h e r e  a l s o  a r e 
companies that sel l 
timeshares. I actually 
sold a timeshare about 
three years ago. I would 
not, however, pay anyone 
in advance to sell or get 
out of a timeshare.

Finally, look at the 
debt collection section 
on my website below, to 
see what might happen 
if the company does try 
to collect.

In many cases, there 
is not much a creditor 
can take to collect even 
if it sues. That is why the 
company may settle the 
matter with you once 
you let it know you are 
no longer able to pay. 

Q. I was sexually 
assaulted in the laundry 
room of my apartment. 
I am very scared to 
live there and asked 
the landlord if I could 
terminate my lease.

He said if I left early 
I would be breaking 
the lease and would 
continue to owe rent. 
Do I have the right to 
leave?

A. As far as the law is 

concerned, you generally 
do not have the right to 
terminate your lease 
simply because you do 
not want to live there.

But since 2010, the 
law has been changed 
to allow a tenant who 
is the victim of a sexual 
assault to terminate the 
lease with no further 

liability.
I suggest you let the 

landlord k now you 
know the law, and you 
are terminating your 
lease.

DPS troopers will 
focus DWI patrols in 
high-risk locations at 
times when alcohol-
related crashes are most 
frequent.

The enhanced patrols 
that target impaired 
drivers are funded 
through a grant from 
the Texas Department 
o f  Tr a n s p o r t a t i o n 
(TxDOT).

 “Keepi ng Texas 
roadways  sa fe  for 
all travelers is a vital 
concern for DPS, and 
these increased patrols 
are designed to save lives 
by getting intoxicated 
drivers off the road,” 
sa id  DPS Di rec tor 
Steven McCraw.

urges drivers to mark 
the Labor Day holiday 
responsibly by utilizing 
safe driving practices 
and not drinking and 
driving,” he said. 

During the Labor 
Day enforcement effort 
last year, DPS troopers 
made 1,879 DWI arrests, 
and approximately 503 
of those were the direct 
result of the increased 
patrols.

Last  year dur ing 
this same time period, 
DPS enforcement also 
re su lted  i n  24 ,779 
speeding citations, 3,890 
seat belt/child safety 
seat citations and 4,062 
no insurance tickets.

In addition, troopers 
made 1,238 fugitive 
arrests,  895 felony 
arrests and 889 drug 
arrests during routine 
patrol operations.

 DP S  o f f e r s  t h e 
following tips for safe 
travel during the Labor 

Day holiday:
• Don’t drink and 

dr ive.  Desig nate  a 
driver or take a cab.

•  E l i m i n a t e 
distractions, including 
the usage of mobile 
devices.

• Buckle up everyone 
in the vehicle — it’s the 
law.

• Slow dow n — 
e s p e c i a l ly  i n  bad 
weather, construction 
a r e a s  a n d  h e a v y 
traffic.

• Slow down or move 
over for tow trucks and 
police, fire and EMS 
vehicles stopped on 
the side of the road 
with emergency lights 
activated — it’s the law. 
Starting Sept. 1, the law 
also applies to TxDOT 
vehicles.

•  D o n ’ t  d r i v e 
fatigued.

• Drive defensively, 
as holiday travel may 
present  addit iona l 
challenges.

• Make sure your 
vehicle is  properly 
maintained before your 
trip begins.
