From all parts of the country, 
floods of inquiries are coming 
into Washington from women 
who ask how they can serve 
their country in the present 
emergency. The word to nurses 
is that the nursing branch of 
the service is one that is vital 
to the success of the National 
Defense Program. The nurse ex 
aminations open the way to an 
opportunity to render patriotic 
service, and at the same time 
to serve in interesting and satis­
fying work. There is an oppor­
tunity for advancement, and the 
Govemmont provides for retire­
ment for su|>erannuation or dis­
ability.

are fewer than they were last 
year or in the early .lO’s.

From 1917 to 1920 there was 
a good demand for .American 
wheat, while today th«Te is 

i neither the demand nor the ship 
ping space for wheat exports 
from the United States. Kx- 
ports have also dwindled in Aus­
tralia and Canada, where large 
stocks of wheat have accumulat­
ed. Exports from this country 
will run about .10 to 16 million 
bushels for the current season, 
compand to 100 million bushels 
in 191K-19 and 240 million in 
191.6.

The present surpluses in the 
United State.s. Canada and 
.Au dralia als.> contrast v-*i h 
World W ar <*oni .on- At that 
time neither Argentina, Canada, 
nor .Australia produced as much 
wh<at as they do now and a 
larger part of the export wheat , 
came from the United States. 
As a result the wheat reserve 
in the T’nit«*d States was negli­
gible ail through the first World 
W ar period. The stock of old 
wheat which will be on hand 
here on July 1st will be approx­
imately seven times the si»e of 
the 1915 cany-over.

During the World W'ar years 
the United States boosted its 
wheat production facilities to 
meet the war-bom demand. Fol­
lowing the war Canada, Argen­
tina, and Australia expanded 
acerage considerably. Because of 
smaller markets and increased 

I competition for the remaining 
i world outleta, the available mar­

kets will not take all the wheat 
this country can produce for 

I export.
With the present war shutting

off even the limitod foreign 
markets, the result has been •  
record-breaking wheat surplus 
here, and U. S. Farmers need 
some measure as marketing quota 
to divide their rtnnaining market 
fairly and to provide for safe 
storage of the surplus until 
ni-tslt-il.
