Soil Bank Money 
Can Effect Retirement

“Many farmers who are sign­
ing up In the Governments’ soli 
[bank program are asking us 
what effect this has on their 
social security," R. R. Tuley, Jr., 
district manager o f the Abilene 
social security office, said today.

“We explain to them that, for 
social security benefit purposes 
or for the amount of earnings 
permitted to a farmer getting 
retirement benefits, soil bank 
payments mqst be counted. 
These payments apply to acre­
age reserve, conservation reserve 
and also In cases where a farmer 
has placed his farm in the soil 
bank under the ‘bid’ procedure."

For example, Tuley went on, a 
farm operator getting soli bank 
payments before he retires, re­
ports those payments as net ear­
nings for social security purposes. 
He gets social security credit for 
them. A farmer who places his 
farm In the soli bonk after he 
retires and has started getting 
old-age Insurance benefits, must 
report soil bank payments also. 
They apply against the amount 
of earnings that a person under 
age 72 can have and get social 
security benefits. Whether or not 
benefit payments are affected by 
the money he gets under the soil 
bank program depends upon the 
substantial service he renders.
Soli bank payments would not 
affect the old-age Insurance be- 

. „  . .  . _ ... . _  neflts o f a farmer who elected to

iBkB’.J S V emerely gave 
rectlng the planting of the trees. 
However, a retired farmer who 
placed his farm In the soli bank 
and personally planted a cover 
crop on his land would probably 
be rendering substantial services 
during one or more months In 
the year. In  this case, he would 
not get social security payments 
for the months In which the 
cover crop was planted.

“Farmers who have questions 
about soli bank payments in re­
lation to their social security 
should get In touch with a rep­
resentative of opr office when 
in their county," Tuley conclu­
ded.

Importance of adequate rec­

ords to back up claimed deduc­
tions was stressed today by A. E.

"A  taxpayer's statement that 
he gave ‘about $100’ to the Blank 
Charity won’t satisfy Uncle 
Sam," Fogle said.

“The keeping of a few casual 
notes or records which only en­
able a taxpayer to approximate 
his income Is not adequate. All 
taxpayers. Including farmers 
and ranchers, must keep records 
that will accomplish two pur­
poses: First, help the taxpayer 
file an accurate tax return for 
1957. Second, records that, If 
examined closely by Revenue, 
will help us determine If the 
law has been fulfilled."

Mr. Fogle added that records 
should Include sales slips, In­
voices, receipts, canceled checks, 
and any other document which 
may be needed as legal evidence.

more.

Gov. Price Daniel has suggest­
ed abolishing the precinct con­
ventions. His promise Is that 
much of the infighting that af- 
flcts the Democratic Party in 
Texas originates in these neigh­
bor against neighbor squabbles. 
He proposed Instead the electing 
of delegates (one per precinct) 
to the county conventions by 
direct vote at the primary.

Oovernor Daniel pointed out 
that the conventions sometimes 
(are controlled by a minority 
group within the area.

And 
his recent opinion does not alter 
what always has been considered 
the accepted procedure In con 
nectlon with drawings or con­
tests.

US Automotive Service had as 
sets of $4,893,269, said Cavcncss, 
partially offsetting the $6,881 
155 in US Trust liabilities.

In addition, egg handlers cart, 
buy and sell Texas eggs o f a.
