Repair work at the Battle 
Creek pump station, which 
had been .shut down, was 
completed last Wednesday 
soon after water started run­
ning in the creek, Mr. Moore 
said Bake Bernie filled up 
over the weekend and began 
overflowing into the creek 
that connects with I.ake 
Cisco.

Battle Creek equipment 
continued to send apjirox- 
imately 1,000,000 gallons of 
water per day to I.ake Cisco 
Thursday and Friday, and 
l.ake Bernie was still runn­
ing over Friday, the city

Fact And Fiction About AModotion Offer* Tip*

High Blood Pressure poi. selecting Healthier Food*

Over 25 million Americans 
don’t know they have hit(h 
blood pressure. Since high 
blood pressure is a major 
risk factor for other medical 
problems, such as stroke and 
heart attack, the American 
Heart Association is con* 
cerned that many persons 
having high blood pressure 
don’t understand the disease 
or its potentially serious ef­
fects.

“ Despite modern treat­
ment methods, many high 
blood pressure victim s 
eitlier don’t know about their 
condition or are aware of it 
and Uke it too lightly," says 
Addison A. Taylor, M.D., 
president of the American 
Heart Association, Texas Af­
filiate. “ Some base their 
knowledge on the medical 
opinions or old wives’ tales 
of a century ago,”  he said.

The American Heart 
A.s.s(K'ialion wants to dispel 
the following myths or 
misconceptions about high 
bliKKJ pressure:

MYTH Mo.st high blood 
pressure c an be cured.

FACT: High blood
prc.ssure can usually be con­
trolled, but in 90 percent of 
the ( ases it cannot be cured. 
Mo.sl high bliMNl pressure pa­
tients u.se control methods 
for tlH‘ rest of their lives, 
allowing their lives to be 
fairly normal.

MY TH If a person’s blood 
pressure is checked and it’s 
dete< ted as normal, there is 
no lufd to have it checked 
again during his lifetime.

KAfT Kven people with 
normal blood pressure 
should llave their blood 
pressure checked on an an­
nual basis Annual screen­
ings help detect any change 
III pressure

MYTH High blood 
pressure (Kitients shouldn’t 
walk for exercise Ix'cause 
exeic isc  I'auses blood 
pressure to ri.se.

KAC r In most high blood 
pressure patients a 
iiKNleratc walking program 
could prove b.-neficial. In 
Mime patients walking ac­
túa ll> helps reduce blood 
pressure levels over tune by 
helping maintain normal 
weight I'aticiits should con­
sult their doctor before 
liegiiining a vigorous exer- 
ci.se program.

MY I'll Drinking alcoholic 
iH'vcragcs will help reduce 
IiIihhI pressure.

KAfT; Heavy, regular use 
of alcohol ( an increase bliHKl 
jMCssure.

MYTH There is no rela­
tionship between high blood 
pressure and being 
overweight

FAt’T Although not every 
person with high blond 
pressure is overweight, 
there is increasing evidence 
that being overweight can 
contribute to an elevation in 
bliHHl pressure.

MYTH: Headaches and 
nervousness are signs of 
high blood pressure.

FAIT: Persons with high 
blood pressure usually 
display no symptoms, such 
as headaches and ner­
vousness

not a valid way to determine 
blood pressure. The only ac­
curate methid is to perform 
a quick, painless test using a 
sphy'momanom eter. A 
sphygmomanometer con­
sists of a gauge and rubber 
cuff that’s placed around the 
arm or leg and inflated. The 
dev ice  records two 
numbers; systolic pressure, 
the amount of force on the 
artery walls when the heart 
beats; and d iasto lic  
pressure, the amount of 
force when the heart is at 
rest.

M YTH ; Coin-operated 
blood pressure machines, 
like those found in some 
supermarkets, drug stores 
and airports, are accurate 
devices for detecting high 
blood pressure.

F A C T ; Coin-operated 
machines are sometimes not 
regu larly inspected for 
reliability and accuracy. 
Therefore, the information 
given to the user may not be 
useful or correct. Consumers 
using the machines usually 
don’t receive counseling 
about the meaning of the 
reading and what should be 
done about it. “ Any blood 
pressure screening program 
.should provide for adequate 
referral and proper counsel­
in g ,”  advises T ay lo r. 
Sometimes the conditions 
and locations under which 
these blood pressure deter- 
minationa are made are like­
ly produce readings which 
make interpretation either 
d ifficu lt or impossible. 
Taylor adds, “ An imprecise 
bliHxl pressure reading could 
cause unnecessary anxiety 
or unfortunate complacency 
for the user.”

M Y T H ; Home blood 
pressure measuring equip­
ment is not an accurate 
method of monitoring blood
pressure.

F A C T : Home blood
pressure ceasuring equip­
ment’s a accuracy depends 
upon the type of equipment 
used and if it has been 
calibrated at least once a 
year by a technician. Buying 
home equipment from a 
local medic^ supply house 
or distributor often means 
having access to a techni­
cian. Even new equipment 
may require calibration 
before use. Perform ing 
home measurements with 
accurate equipment and 
sharing recorded readings 
with a physician can actual­
ly help a doctor treat high 
bl(Hxl pressure.

MYTH: If someone feels 
no distress, then that person 
cannot have high blood 
pressure

FACT: Since high blood 
pressure shows no symp­
toms, it can only be detect^ 
through an accurate blood 
pressure test.

MYTH; To determine your 
appropriate blood pressure, 
add 100 to your age and 
you’ll arrive at the right 
number.

FACT; One hundred years 
ago this may have been a 
medical calculation, but it 
has no scientific basis and is

M Y T H ; H igh blood 
pressure patients can skip 
their medication as long as 
they follow the rest of their 
dcxrlor’s orders.

FACTS; Diet, exercise and 
other lifestyle modifications 
may be prescribed by a doc- ■ 
lor, but if medication is also 
to be taken, patients should 
slay on their medication.

"High blood pressure may 
require some adjustments, 
but it’s nothing to be afraid 
of since it can be treated ef- 
fectivley.”  suggests Taylor,.

The best treatment plan it 
to follow your doctor's 
orders and keep him or her 
infonned of any difficulties 
with the orders so he or she 
can consider changes in your 
treatment. Since death rates 
from  stroke and c a r­
diovascular diseases have 
decreased significantly in 
recent years, this improve­
ment may be a result of 
earlier and better treatment 
of high blood pressure.”

Fast food restaurants have 
become a favorite place for 
Texans to grab a quick and 
filling meal. In the past these 
food emporiums were known 
for the basics-burgers, 
fries, and milkshakes. As 
Texans' tastes have grown 
more particu lar, these 
restaurants have expanded 
their menu selections. Many 
o f the new o ffe r in g s , 
however, are full of fat, 
calories, cholesterol and 
salt. How can a health- 
conscious consumer win at a 
fast food restaurant?

Many fast food chains pro­
vide custom ers with 
literature describing their 
products ’ nutritional 
analysis. If not available in 
the food outlet, ask the 
manage for the corporate 
address to write to request 
such information. You can 
also check with your local 
public lib ra ry  fo r the 
restaurant chain’s address. 
By carefully studying these 
guides, diners can make 
wiser food calories on their 
next visit to the restaurant.

“ Even if the restaurant 
doesn’ t have literatu re 
available on the products, 
we can learn how to choose 
heart-healthy foods by keep­
ing our choices simple,”  ad­
vises Addison A. Taylor, 
M.D., president of the Texas 
Affiliate of the American 
Heart Association. “ Usually 
the fewer sauces, dips, topp­
ings, and cheese slices, the

healthier the meal,”  says 
Taylor, “ and select broiled 
or roasted foods rather than 
fried ones.”

“ The heart-smart diner 
should also learn to become 
more assertive, remember, 
you are the patron. Ask ques­
tions about the unobvious, 
such as, 'Is the chicken sand­
wich deep-fried or broiled?’ 
Request that the cheese be 
left off than single burger.”

A comparison of two meals 
at a popular fast food chain 
shows how diners may 
reduce the ir ca lo r ic , 
cholesterol, salt and fat in­
take by substituting selec­
tions. A typical order might 
be a double hamburger top­
ped with cheese, lettuce, 
onions, tomatoes, pickles, 
mayonnaise; a small serv­
ing of french fries and a 
chocolate milkshake. This 
order contains 1,472 calories, 
80 gram s o f fa t, 210 
milligrams of cholesterol 
and 1,695 milligrams of 
sodium.

The AHA recommends 
that total fay per day be no 
more than 30 percent of 
calories. Daily cholesterol 
intake should not exceed 300 
milligrams. The above meal 
contains almost 50 perent of 
calories from fat.

In one meal the diner has 
eaten over two-thirds of the 
recommended daily limit for 
cholesterol intake. Unfor­
tunately, many Texans are

VA Raises Maximum Home 
Loan Interest Rate
In response to mortgage 

m arket pressures, the 
Veterans Administration 
raised its maximum home 
loan interest rate from 8.5 
percent to 9.5 percent on 
April 13, 1987.

The increase was made to 
bring the maximum VA ap­
proved rate closer In line 
with the mortgage market, 
wMch has moved up In re­
cent weeks.

At 9.5 percent, the latest 
rate is stUl low enough that 
little or no decline In the 
number o f new and 
nfbiance loans Is expectsd, 
say VA home loan guaranty 
ai9erts.

I .  .Hie number of home loan

guaranties requested during 
the last six months is runn­
ing at 40,000 a month.

VA loan counselors recom­
mend veterans consider 
refinancing when the loan 
rate is two percentage points 
or more below the rate fixed 
in the existing mortgage. 
Because of high interest 
rates over the past few 
years, there sre more than 
700,000 veterans with mor­
tgage rates of 11.5 percent or 
more and thus should be con- 
sidarlng refinancing.

In the past three years, the 
VA rate was lowered 15 
times, from 13A percent on 
May 1,19M, to 8.5 percent on 
January 19. The latest

change was the first in­
crease in more than two 
years.

The VA, effective April 13, 
also increased by one per­
cent the maximum rates for 
Graduated Payment Mor­
tgages (GPMs) to 10 percent 
and home improvement 
loans to 11 percent.

The rates for manufac­
tured home loans also were 
increased one percent to 13 
percent, and to 11.5 percent 
to purchase a unit with a lot 
or a lot for a unit already 
purchased.

VA home loans may be us­
ed to purchase, improve, or 
refinance a house or con­
dominium. and to purchase

“ Reducing added salt in 
cooking and preparing foods 
is an essential way to cut 
your salt intake, too.

Lemon juice is a tasty addi­
tion to vegetables instead of 
salt. Instead of using a high- 
sodium soy sauce, many 
Chinese cooks substitute rice 
vinegar because it is lower in 
sodium.

The AHA warns persons 
trying to reduce sodium in­
take that many seasoning 
may not be suitable alter­
natives as many contain 
plenty of sodium. Garlic and 
onion salts are also high in 
sodium and are not suitable 
alternatives to table salt. Be 
sure to check the ingre­
dients.

There are a few products 
which are inherently salty 
and should probably be used 
sparingly by high blood 
pressure patients. These 
foods include pickles, cured 
meats, frozen snacks and 
dinners, salted snacks and 
canned soups. A variety of 
unsalted food products are 
increasingly being introduc­
ed in stores, and some 
available at not additional 
cost over the salted version.

"Texans can learn to 
become sodium smart by 
carefully reading labels for 
sodium. When dining out, 
call ahead or ask that your 
order be prepared without 
added salt. Even many 
airlines will provide a low- 
sodium meal with 24 hours 
notice,”  explains Taylor.

According to the AHA, 
sodium intake in healthy 
adult Americans should be 
limited to approximately one 
gram per 1000 calories, not 
to exceed three grams per 
day (approximately l-^  
teaspoons teaspoons of table 
salt;. People with moderate 
to severe elevations in blood 
pressure may require more 
strict reductions in sodium 
intake.

"Cutting out the salt 
shaker from your diet is 
easier than ever with more 
choices for putting a zing in­
to foods. The added benefit is 
a possible lowering of your 
r iÁ  of developing high blood 
pressure,”  indicates Taylor.

including more than 30 per­
cent fat content throughout 
the day. The AHA also sug­
gests that sodium intake 
should be reduced to 1,000 
mg. per 1,000 calories, or a 
1;1 ratio. The sample meal 
exceed the AHA guideline by 
over 200 mg. of sodium.

To avoid excessive fats, 
sodium and cholesterol, the 
same diner could choose a 
single, quarter-pound burger 
served on a multi-grain bun, 
topped with mustard, let­
tuce, onions and tomatoes, a 
plain baked potato and a car­
ton of milk. This meal has 
752 calories I almost half the 
amount of the other meal), 
27 grams of fat (one- third 
the fat of the first meal), 102 
milligrams of cholesterol 
(one-third the cholesterol) 
and 520 m illig ram s of 
sodium (again, one-third 
less).

Another wise, fast food 
choice may be the salad bar, 
with raw vegetables and 
fresh fruits as the recom­
mended items. Don’t fool 
yourself, though-chopped 
eggs, mayonnaise-heavy 
potato salads, creamed 
vegeatables, processed cub­
ed meats, fried noodles, 
cheese toppings and high- 
calorie dressings make a 
salad as fattening as a tradi­
tional cheeseburger and 
fries meal.

Fast food fans have been 
quick to embrace chicken 
nugget products. Although 
chicken is heart-healthy 
when its skin is removed and 
the poultry broiled, chicken 
nuggets aren’t a healthy or 
low-calorie Iternative to 
burgers. They tend to be 
depp-fried (sometimes twice 
for extra crispiness), in a 
highly saturated fat. What’s 
more, the chicken is usually 
breaded first, which means 
it absorbs more fat when 
cooked. Som etim es the 
chicken skin is ground into 
the chicken meat before the 
nuggets are breaded or 
fried. This means the fat 
content may nuke up more 
than 50 percent of the nug­
gets’ total calories.

“ The more customers 
learn about the nutritional 
vlaues of fast foods, the bet­
ter their calories can be,”  
states Taylor. “ As fast food 
menus expand, we en­
courage the restaurants to 
provide better nutritional 
fare.”

Bills Passed From Senate To House

Snacking Can 

Be Healthy 

For You

( AUSTIN )-Snacking bet­
ween meals can be healthy if 
you’re careful not to overeat 
and you choose your snacks 
wisely.

“ There’s a good case for 
snacking,”  advises Addison 
A. Taylor, M.D., president of 
the Texas Affiliate of the 
American Heart Associa­
tion, “ It can be especially 
im portant for grow ing 
youngsters, active teens, 
pregnant women and nurs­
ing mothers.”

In order for a snack to pro­
vide value to the diet, it 
should be loaded with 
nutrients and low in fat, 
cholesterol, sodium and 
calories.

If you have a snacking 
urge, select snacks made of 
familiar, wholesome foods, 
with minimal processing. 
Look for labels that describe 
the product’s protein, fat, 
carbohydrate, cholesterol, 
sodium and calorie count. If 
the prote in  and c a r ­
bohydrate numbers are 
higher than the fat count, it's 
a better bet than a highfat 
snack. Of course, fruit or 
vegetables from the produce 
section of your grocery store 
don’ t contain ingredient 
labels. Most tree- or vine- 
ripened fru its  and 
vegetables are fine for 
snacking.

Avoid the popular fried 
snacks such as most chips. 
They’re high in fat, calories 
and usually sodium.

Senator G lasgow  
(D-Stephenville) reported 
that he passed several im­
portant bills from the Senate 
and on to the House of 
Representatives recently.

The Senator stated that he 
introduced S.B. 750 at the re­
quest of North Texas State 
University with the strong 
support of other colleges and 
universities in his District. 
This bill relates to the 
authority of the governing 
bodies of colleges, junior col­
leges and universities to con­
duct open meetings or ex­
ecutive meetings to be held 
by telephone conference.

The Senator said that he 
had worked closely with 
representatives of Common 
Cause and Dr. A lfre d  
Hurley, Chancellor of NTSU 
in designing such legislation 
to meet the needs of the 
D istrict’ s institutions of 
higher education.

Glasgow stated that this 
b ill requ ires such 
teleconference meetings to 
be open to the public at a 
designated place with such 
proceedings being recorded. 
The sam e notice re ­
quirements that apply to 
regular meetings must be 
met under this bill.

Senator Glasgow further 
stated that he has passed in 
the Senate H.B. 720 which 
would assist with the financ­
ing of certain water pro­
grams important to District 
22.

H.B. 720 would exempt 
Special U tility Districts 
from  the consent re ­
quirements of the Municipal 
Annexation Act. Special 
U tility  D is tric ts  w ere 
created to provide alternate 
financing mechanisms for

local water supply districts. 
Such districts can issue 
general revenue bonds to 
raise the necessary funds 
and have no taxing authori­
ty. If a city does annex part 
of a Special Utility District, 
the annexing city does not 
become obligated on the 
bonds, thus the loca l 
municipalities are provided 
protection while the water 
needs of the area are met. 
The bill had the backing of 
the Texas Rural Water 
Association.

Glasgow reported that 
S.B. 135 was introduced to 
regulate the Texas Board of 
Chiropractic Examiners. 
The Board was originaUy 
created in 1949 to license and 
regulate the practice of 
Chiropractic.

S.B. 135 will grant to the 
Board the authority to con­
duct investigations, provides 
up to 20 hours of continuing 
education, requires licensed 
chiropractors frcmi out-of- 
state seeking licensing in 
Texas to have taken an ex­
amination as stringent as 
that requried by Texas, as 
w e ll as other re la ted  
regulatory powers. Clay 
Salyer, D.C. of Dublin, and a 
member on the current 
Board, provided testimony 
in favor of the bill.

Senator Glasgow has also 
passed out of the Senate S.B. 
1375 which removes the re­
qu irem ent that County 
Clerk’s original documents 
have to be maintained for 
five years as long as the 
records are permanently 
microfilmed. This bill would 
not apply to the real estate 
records as such documents 
are presently returned to the 
originating parties.

The bill has the endorse­

ment of the state-wide 
A ssocia tion  of County 
Clerks. Testim ony was 
presented by Angie Abies, 
Hood County Clerk, that 
highlighted the savings to 
counties If courthouse space 
is utilized more efficiently.

Also passed by the Senate 
was the Senator’s S.B. 656 
which would require that all 
available information con­
cern ing a p rosp ective  
adoptee and the natural 
parents’ health and genetic 
history be submitted to the 
adoptive parents prior to the 
final adoption.

Other bills sponsored by 
Glasgow which passed the 
Senate recently are:

S.B. 1386 which grants to 
the County Court at I.aw of 
Wise County concurrent 
jurisdiction with the District 
Court in certain matters;

S.B. 1374 which gives the 
County Court at I,aw of 
Parker County concurrent 
jurisdiction with the District 
Ckmrt in contested probate 
matters;

S.B. 767 which relates to 
the impoundment for failure 
to present proof of financial 
responsibility of a motor 
vehicle owned by a person 
not domiciled in the United 
States;

S.B. 727 which affects a 
reduction in state revenue 
allocated to a school district 
on the district’s ad valorem 
tax rate;

S.B. 455 which affects the 
substitution and respon­
s ib ilit ie s  o f substitu te 
fiduciary institutions.

Senator Glasgow said that 
he has passed over forty bills 
so far in the 70th Regular 
Session of the liegislature

Older Americans Can Control 

High Blood Pressure
( AUSTIN )-As we grow 

older, it is only natural that 
our heart and blood vessels 
age. Our bodies become 
more suspeceptible to heart 
attack, stroke, congestive 
heart failure and high blood 
pressure. Chances of having 
any of these health problems 
increase with age.

But older .\iiiericans can 
continue to reduce their 
chances.of suffering from 
these ca rd iovascu la r 
diseases by having their 
blood pressure checked 
twice a year. If such checks 
reveal high blood pressure, 
the patient can still manage 
a nonnal, if not moderated, 
lifestyle.

High blood pressure, or 
hypertension, is common in 
persons over age 65, but it 
should not be considered nor­
mal. More than 54 million 
American adults today have 
high blood pressure-more 
than 40 percent in people 60 
and over. Although most 
high blood pressure cannot 
be cured, it can usually be 
controlled and reduced.

“ The first way to control 
high blood pressure is to be 
aware of it,”  says Addison A. 
Taylor, M.D., president of 
the American Heart Associa­
tion, Texas Affiliate. “ You

maybe in your older years 
and feel great, but you may 
s till have high blood 
pressure if you haven’t had It 
checked in the last year. The 
American Heart Association 
recommends that older 
Americans have their blood 
pressure checks at least 
once a year through visits to 
the doctor, clinic, or com­
munity screening program,”  
Taylor added.

If a community screening 
or your own blood pressure 
measuring equipment revels 
a reading of equal or greater 
than 140 over 90, see your 
.physician for a complete 
evaluation. “ If the doctor 
tells you that you have high 
blood pressure, make sure 
that you understand the 
directions and follow them 
carefully,”  suggests Taylor. 
Proper treatment can usual­
ly bring high blood pressure 
down to normal levels, 
reducing the risk of heart 
disease.

Traditionally a doctor will 
try to treat high blood 
pressure through the follow­
ing methods;

DIET; Reducing salt and 
sodium intake, eating a 
balanced diet and maintain­
ing a good body weight can 
be important factors in

reach ing normal blood 
pressure.

EXERCISE; Moderate ex­
ercise, such as walking, can 
be an important asset in con­
trolling and maintaining nor­
mal weight, and therefore, 
b^ood pressure. For some 
people with high blood 
pressure, exercise can be 
dangerous, so it’s important 
to follow your doctor’ s 
orders.

M E D IC IN E : Medicine 
may be prescribed for .some 
cases of high blood pre.ssure 
and when other treatment 
methods available for doc­
tors to prescribe.

“ I.iessening your chance of 
a stroke or heart attack 
makes blood pressure con­
trol worth it,”  states Taylor. 
“ An added advantage is that 
some insurance companies 
will lower your insurance 
premium if you have reduc­
ed your blood pressure and 
have it under control,”  
Taylor added.

6. Restrict your drinking of 
alcoholic beverages.
7. Take your medicine exact­
ly as prescribed; don’t run 
out of pills even for a single 
day.

8. Keep your appoinments 
with the doctor.

9. Follow your doctor’s ad­
vice about exercise and live 
a normal life in every other 
way.

10. Make certain  your 
parents, brothers, sisters 
and children have their 
pressure checked regularly. 
High bipod pressure by being 
honest and specific with him 
or her regularly about your 
treatment plan,”  advises 
Taylor. “ The more your doc­
tor knows about your con­
cerns and problems, the bet­
ter he or she can adjust the 
plan to your needs.”

West Texas Utilities Co. 
has filed for an increase in 
its retail electric rates, 
citing the costs of com­
pleting a new coal-fired 
power plant as making the 
move necessary.

“ We have said over and 
over again that it would be 
nece.ssary to increase rates 
when our Oklaunion Power 
Station was completed,”  
.said Jack Kennedy, WTU’s 
local manager in Cisco, ad­
ding that WTU’s last rate re­
quest came almost three 
years ago.

The rate changes being 
sought would add $50,361,475 
to the company's annual 
retail revenue. This is a 23.9 
per cent increase over the 
test year ending March 31, 
on which the case is based. 
The request was filed May 19 
with cities in the WTU ser­
vice area and with the Public 
Utility Commission of Texas 
111 Austin.

Kennedy said there is no

such thing as a “ typical 
customer,”  but that thie new 
rates, if approved, would 
mean that a residential elec- 
tic customer using 625 
kilowatt-hours per month 
would pay $10.83 more per 
month than previously. A 
commercial customer using 
1,500 kilowatt-hours would 
pay $29.94 more.

‘To put this request in its 
proper perspective, our 
overall residential revenues 
will be only six to eight per 
cent higher than they were 
two years ago,”  Kennedy 
said. "The decline in fuel 
costs since then just about 
offsets this increase.”

The Oklaunion Power 
Plant, situated near Vernon, 
went into commercial opera­
tion Dec. 24. 1986. WTU’s 
share of the cost as majority 
owner is $275 million, which 
increased the Company’s 
total investment in facilities 
by 75 per cent.

“ Until this cost is reflected

in our rates, the company 
does not have the opportuni­
ty to recover its expenses 
and earn a reasonable return 
on its investment,”  Kennedy 
explained.

Construction at Oklaunion 
started in May 1982, and the 
plant was completed on time 
and well within the original 
budget. Industry surveys 
show that Oklaunion was the 
most econom ically con­
structed coal-fired power 
plant built during the 
mid-1980s.

The plant will provide 25 
per cent of WUT’s total 
generating capacity. The 
long-term contract for low 
sulphur western coal diver­
sifies the company’s fuel 
base and will help stabilize 
fuel costs, which in recent 
years have been affected by 
sudden changes in natural 
gas prices.

man Bob Flowers of the 
Commision, who was unable 
to attend due to a death in his 
family.

Texas has more than 3,000 
judges serving on benches of 
courts from the precinct to 
the highe.st state level, Mr 
Owens said. These judges in­
clude justices of the peace, 
city judges, county and 
district judges, appeals 
court judges and supreme 
court justices.

Mr. Owens said the Com- 
mi.ssion, which was created 
by the Texas I.egislature, 
received complaints from 
446 sources last year from 
persons who alleged judicial 
misconduct. Of this number, 
75 per cent were found to be 
frivilous complaints. All 
were investigated.

In 56 cases studied by the 
Commission last year, 19 
judges were asked to appear 
before the agency to answer 
complaints. There were 31 
private admonitions and 13 
private reprimands that 
resulted from the investiga­
tions. In seven cases, the 
judges either retired or 
resigned, Mr. Owens said.

It is not unusual fur the 
Commission, which is com­
posed of experienced jurusts 
and attorneys, to recom­
mend to judges that they 
take refresher courses in 
.some phase of the law, Mr. 
Owens said. The agency can­
not remove a judge but the 
law provides for this action 
in appropriate cases, he 
said.

Any judge who is indicted 
for any criminal reason is 
automatically suspended un­
til he is cleared, the in­
vestigator said. He added 
that is was the CommLssion 
purpose to protect the in­
tegrity of the judiciary as 
well as the rights of the in­
dividual.

In most civil cases, the lo.s- 
ing side often feels that the 
court errered and a com­
plaint if filed, Mr. Owens 
said. It is not difficult to 
determine the reasoning 
back of complaints, he add­
ed. Screening of complaints 
by investigator usually 
determines their ligitimacy, 
he said.

After Scranton Academy 

lost (). C. Britton to Cisco in 
1909, W. W. Griffin assumed 
the presidency at Scranton, 
remaining only during the 
1909-1910 school term. For­
tunately, the Reverend S. P. 
Collins, a highly educated 
Presbyterian minister who 
was already on the Academy 
faculty, agreed to take the 
presidency. In this capacity 
he did a great service to the 
school in having a private 
water system installed on 
campus; but an even greater 
contribution came from his 
able administration and 
from the moral and spiritual 
influence he exerted on 
school and community. He 
headed the school for two 
years (1910-1912) before ill 
health forced him to resign.

Scranton was again ex­
tremely fortunate in being 
able to attract high calibre 
adm inistrators when J. 
Temple Peters accepted the 
offer made to him by the 
Scranton Academy Board of 
Tru.stees. Mr. Peters was 
one o f the forem ost 
edu( ators of that era, having 
served eleven successful 
years as superintendent of 
Ranger schools before mov­
ing to Cisco as principal of 
Britton Training Sohool. At 
Britton he had been respon­
sible for a ffilia ting the 
school’s science department 
with the University of Texas, 
which was the accrediting 
agency at that time. As at 
Britton, his first step on ac­
cep ting the Scranton 
Academy presidency was to 
install a modern science 
laboratory and add courses 
to the science curriculum. 
The library collection was 
enhanced with new volumes 
and teaching aids, and a fine 
athletic program which re­
quired that every student be 
enrolled in physical culture 
was put into operation. 
Under the tutelage of Mr. 
Peters, Scranton Academy 
reached its zenith. Not only 
did it excel academically, 
but an outgrowth of the 
athletic program produced a

m en’s basketball team 
which posted a 28-0 record 
for the season and continued 
recognition when on June 3, 
1971, a historical marker 
was ded ica ted  to the 
memory of this team and in­
stalled on the old Academy 
campus.

A thorough Teacher Train­
ing Program prepared pro­
spective teachers for the 
State Exams for First and 
Second Grade Teaching Cer­
tificates. the Academy en­
joyed the reputation it ac­
crued from the high percen­
tage of its graduates which 
passed the exam.

Tuition was charged ac­
cording to grade level; it 
ranged from $1.25 to $2.50 
per month for the grades,

1 ) No tobacco, spirits, 
firearms, or playing cards 
on campus

2) Church attendance 
mandatory

3) All faculty members re­
quired to live in the dor­
mitories

4 ) Meals in the dining hall 
were supervised and quite 
formal

5) Boys and girls were not 
allowed to converse except 
when rules were suspended 
on weekends.
6) An evening bell signalled 
students to repair to their 
room and engage in study 
until lights out
7) Chapel attendance was 
mandatory, and boys and 
girls sat on opposite sides of 
the auditorium

Another section in the 
catalogue in speaking of the 
location of the .school in an 
inland town assured that 
there were "no dives, no pool 
halls, and none of the temp­
tations of a railroad town.”

Following the resignation 
of Mr. Peters in 1915, J. W. 
Hawkins served as president 
through 1916, and L. E. Rat­
tan was the president during 
the 1916-1917 school term. 
These men were faced with 
wartime conditions and a 
greatly reduced enrollment 
as more and more young 
men went into military ser­
vice. By 1917 the enrollment 
was so depleted that the 
Academy was forced to 
close. Its fourteen years of 
service to the educational 
and cultural environment of 
the Big Country stand as a 
monument to Uie early in­
habitants of Scranton. From 
the halls of the institution 
came young people with high 
idea ls  and adequate 
preparatory training to pur­
sue careers in medicine, 
law, education, or any oc­
cupation which they might 
choose. It would not be fit­
ting to close this history of 
Scranton Academy without 
nam ing some o f its 
‘ founding fathers”  who 

gave so generously of their 
time and means. Tlie follow­
ing names appear on the ear­
ly Board of 'Trustees; G. W.

I knew I was 
68% more likely to die of a 
heart attack or suffer a

Speech and Hearing Month.

17.4 million Americans are 
hearing impaired. One-third 
of the American population 
65 years or older have some 
type of hearing impairment.

Jay Holland, director of 
Audiology Department at 
the West Texas Rehabilita­
tion Center said, "Here at 
the Center, we are most con­
cerned with the types of 
hearing impairments. Why 
are they a serious problem? 
How do the impairments af­
fect the patient's life ’  And 
who are the qualified profes­
sionals to be .sought for treat­
ment’’ "

Hearing impairment can 
involve a loss of hearing or 
hearing sensitivity, usually 
when there is an inability to 
hear speech or sounds loudly 
enough.

PECAN TREE SPRAY -1
This is the week to spray 

pecan trees to control the 
pecan nut casebearer in 
Eastland County, reports 
County Extension Agent, 

.DeMarquis Gordon. May 25 
to May 30 has been determin­
ed to be the time to spray if 
you hope to have pecans this 
year.

The adult moths of the 
casebearers have started 
laying eggs on the tips of the 
small pecans. The best time 
to spray may vary with loca­
tion in the county and varie­
ty. savs Gordon Pecan nro-

ducers and homeowners 
should check their trees 
closely for the small white 
egg deposit on the black tip 
of the pecans. About three 
days after larvae emerge 
from eggs they begin eating 
into the pecans.

Insecticide application 
should begin soon after the 
first nutlet dam age is 
osbserved, the agent says 
Many producers treat too 
early and miss most of the 
insects. It is best to have 1% 
to 2% entries before sprays 
are applied. A second ap­
plication may be required 
where eggs are found and 
nutlets damage continues 7 
to 10 days after the first ap­
plication.

Effective insecticides in­
clude Guthion, Malathion, 
Thiodan, Zolone, Diazinon, 
Pyrdrin, Anuno, and Cym- 
bush. Before using any of 
these materials, read the 
label directions and follow 
them carefully. It is also im­
portant to spray pecan tree 
with zinc. Zinc sulfate is a 
wettable powder that may be 
mixed with insecticides. 
NZN is a liquid zinc that is 
preferred for yard trees and 
may also be used in or­
chards.
