fish are iionnally killed dur­
ing this pnvess. But the kill 
IS not Iionnally this large, or 
this restm  ted to species On 
a recent outing at I-eon we 
viewed only one other 
species of fish dead And it 
was one single carp.

Ulke Victor Hraumg has

It’s murky waters support 
a remarkable biomass of 
fish, including introduced 
species such as red drum, 
hybrid striped bass and 
hybrid orangemouth cor­
vina.

The 1,350-acre power plant 
lake on the .southea.st out­
skirts of San Antonio has had 
its problems, however, in 
production of largemouth 
bass, i’or reasons yet 
unknown, native
largemouths and Flurida- 
strain bass traditionally 
have had poor .spawning .suc- 
ce.sa. Rut not this year.

Dick Tuebke, manager of 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife

uepartment's Heart O' the 
Hills Research Station at In­
gram said a recent cove 
rotenone survey turned up 
an amazing number of yearl­
ing bass that were produced 
by a national spawn. The 
lake had not been stocked 
With bass this year. “We col­
lected 1.883 bass per acre in 
the two coves sampled,” 
said Tuebke. “This was a 300 
percent increase over 1987 
and the highest density of 
bass since we starting the 
sampling in 1981”

In addition to the young of 
the year bass, the crews 
picked up 21 largemouths in 
the U inch-plas category. in­
cluding two measuring 20 in­
ches and one 21 incher.

Luebke said an amazing 74 
pounds of bas.s per acre w ere 
found in the survey this year, 
and this is a vast improve­
ment over the 10 pounds per 
acre in 1987.

The lull schedule ai 
Tarlcion Slate Universily 
will feature an expanded 
graduate program. The 
Texas H ighcr Education Co­
ordinating Board approved 
Friday ihc addition of a 
Master of Arts and a Master 
of Science degree at the 
University.

Dean of Graduate Stud­
ies, Dr. Ron Brabenry, an­
nounced Monday that the 
two new degree programs, 
each with emphasis in three 
areas, will be atided to 
University’s curriculum 
The Masurr of Arts degree 
oilers options in History, 
Govcmmenl and Engli.sh 
w hile the Master of Science 
degree has options in Biol­
ogy, Mathematics and Ag­
riculture.

“These degree plans 
have an emphasis on rc- 
warch,” said Dr. Bradbcrry, 
‘‘and each requires 36 hours 
including a ihcsis."

A majority of the pre­
vious graduate programs at 
ihc University were devel­
oped with an emphasis 
toward education. Infactlhc 
Master of B usincss Adm i ni- 
siration was the only pro­
gram previously offered by 
Tarlcion that was a non- 
teaching degree. Other pro­
grams already existing in­
cluded the Master of Edu­
cation (with five options), 
Masu-r of Arts Teaching 
(three options), and Master 
of Science Teaching (four 
options).

“The addition of the MS

and MA programs broad­
ens our offerings in gradu­
ate studies and allows us to 
serve not only students inter­
ested in teaching and appli­
cations but lliose who have 
an interest in the areas of 
discipline and research,” 
said Bradberry.

Although the new de­
gree programs were given 
the official “okay” on Fri- 
^ y ,  many months of prepa­
ration have gone into de­
signing the curriculum. In­
creases in library holdings 
and in science laboratories 
and equipment plus selec­
tion of qualified instructors 
from among the TSU fac­
ulty contributed to the 
program’s acceptance.

“The addition of these 
programs is a natural part of 
our maturing as a Univer­
sity,” said Dr. Robert C. 
Fain, Vice-President for 
Academic Affairs. “In pre­
vious years our graduate 
program has concentrated 
on reaching and now we arc 
moving toward research. 
There was a genuine need 
lor ihc.se types of programs 
in this area and we arc glad 
to have the opportunity to 
serve the community by 
offering the curriculum they 
desire.”

University administra­
tors expect the expanded 
degree programs to attract a 
broader market of sludenLs. 
Students may begin enroll­
ing in the degree programs 
with rcgisualion for the fall 
semester.
