Health Care At Homo A Look At Self-Testing Kits

by Bob Myers

More and more Americans
are using home diagnostic
kits to test or monitor them-
selves for a range of health
conditions—and to help con-
trol their health care expen-
ses, as well.

Home diagnostic kits are a
relatively inexpensive way to
alert people about a potential
health problem, such as high
blood pressure, colon cancer
and diabetes. But these kits
are not intended as substi-
tutes for proper medical diag-
nosis and treatment. A *'posi-
tive” reading may not neces-
sarily mean that you have a
certain condition, but it al-
most always means that a
visit to the doctor is in order.

Briefly, here is a round-up
of just some of the many home
testing kits you can find on
most pharmacy shelves:

Pregnancy. The first and
most popular home diagnos
tic kit was introduced in 1977
for pregnancy testing.
Through a simple urine test
that detects a hormone pres-
ent only after conception, a
woman can tell whether or
not she is pregnant in the pri
vacy of her own home. Some
kits give results in as little as
45 minutes. When used pro
perly, most of these test are
believed to be 98" accurate

Diabetes.Blood glucose
monitoring for diabetics has
been hailed as the greatest
advance in diabetes care

—

since the discovery of insulin
in 1921. Several blood testing
products and devices are help-
ing diabetics to better control
their blood sugar levels. Kasy
to-use plastic test strips are
relatively inexpensive and ac-
curate. Electronic monitors
with digital readouts, while
more costly, are preferred by
other diabetics interested in
tight control of their blood
sugar.

Colon cancer. Colon cancer
is the number-two cancer
killer in this country. Last
year alone, 59,000 deaths re
sulted from this disease Yet,
if colon cancer is detected ear
ly, it can be successfully treat
ed. Several home testing pro
ducts are available to test for
colon cancer. One such test is
as easy to use as toilet tissue
People over the age of 50 or
anyone with a family history
of disorders like colorectal
cancer, colitis, Crohn's dis-
ease or intestinal polyps
should be tested annually for
colorectal cancer

Fertility. For couples who
have had problems conceiy
ing, a fertility test lets a

woman know at least five
days in advance when ovula-
tion—her most fertile time in
the month—will occur. This
test uses a computer to read
saliva specimens on a dispoe
able slide

Hypertension. There ace a
variety of home blood pres-
sure monitoring kits availa
ble. For people with hyper-
tension, these monitoring de-
vices can play a key role in
controlling this widespread con
dition. Today, even young
people with normal blood
pressure levels are turning to
blood pressure monitoring to
periodically check up on their
own cardiovascular well-
being

If you have any questions
about self-testing kits, ask
your pharmacist. He or she
can explain the purpose of the
test, how to use it properly,
and what you should do if you
get a “positive” result. All
home diagnostic kits receive
careful scrutiny from the U.S.
Food and Drug Administra
tion

ducing a battery of home self
testing products. The resultis
that all of us can use these
less-costly health care prod
ucts designed to help us mon
itor and even prevent costly
health problems

I’ve Been

1 once went from profes-

sional jobs to common
labor. It didn’t pay highly,
was hard, dirty, and hot
but I didn't have respon-
sibilities and never had to
think about anything but
supper when that five
o'clock whistle blew.

Many people have never
eaten tea berries because
they don't grow here.

I wonder how many peo-
ple visiting the fruit stand
check to see what kinds of
unusual fruits they have.
Most often we go to buy
tomatoes, peaches or
melons and concentrate on
those or notice any of the
usual. When we see mango
or other less common fruits
we take no notice. It is as if
we see without seeing.

Maybe 1 think it is so
simply because I was never
much on “window shopp-
ing."

Anyhow, yoy might even
enjoy a variation from
black-eye peas and corn
bread.

There is an old saying,
‘‘“Variety is the spice of
life.”” For my part I have
enjoyed a lot of variety and
if your system isn't too
badly upset by spice you
might risk something for
the adventure

new things I tried didn’t
suit my taste but a lot did
and I am not so soured on
NEW that the overused
commercials of New and
IMPROVED are quite
repulsive. Still, I do not
chase wildly about looking
for unattainable satisfac-
tion. I am a bit cautious.
One brother nearly died
just from eating lobster
salad. Some people are
alergic to shell fish and
crab. I just haven't chanced
any after John's near fatal
meal. Cowardly or
cautious? Well, a couple of
friends recently com-
mented on my picking up
mushrooms in the pasture,
pealing them and eating
them raw. There are sup-
posed to be dozens of non-
poisonous varieties but I
only know one for certain
and stick to that.
