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County Tax Rate 
Hike Is Likely

It appears that a raise in 
Eastland County Tax rates 
from 28 to 30.5 per $100 
valuation w ill be approved 
at the Com m issioners 
Court meeting on Monday, 
Aug 22

The Commissioners will 
also adopt a Budget (or the 
fiscal year of 1989, adver­
tise for insurance and 
finalize election judges at 
this meeting

The 30.5 rate was discuss­
ed at a County Budget 
Workshop Thursday, and is 
slightly under the 3 percent 
raise a llow ed  by law 
without extensive hearings 
and a possible rollback 
election

On Thursday County 
Auditor Ray Pruitt told 
Judge Scott Bailey and the 
C om m issioners that 
revenues were down, and 
that more money would be 
needed to even maintain 
the budget at last year's 
level

The Com m issioners 
again requested  that 
Department Heads hold 
their budgets on the 1988 
level, with allowances for 
h igher insurance,
workman's comp and in 
creased Social Security 
deductions

They seemed to be united 
against a percentage pay 
raise, such as the 3 percent 
"cost of liv ing" raises of 
former years (There was 
no pay raise last year).

" I  won't vote for a 
percen tage pay raise 
a g a in ,"  said R ichard 
Robinson, Comm, of Pet. 1. 
" It  just gives the best raise 
to the people already mak­
ing the most, and the gap 
just gets wider and w id er"

Billy Bacon, Comm of 
Pet 4, agreed with this 
There was some talk, 
however, of possible wage 
"adjustm ents" in some 
departments, if any extra 
"line item" money could be 
moved

In other budgetary mat­
ters, Norman Christian, 
Pet 2 Commissioner, made 
the motion that all expen­
ditures covered by the 
Federal Revenue Sharing 
Fund be transferred to the 
General Fund L.T Owen, 
Pet. 3 Commissioner, gave 
a second to the motion

Judge Scott Bailey sug­
gested an amendment to 
this motion, stating that 
the tax rate levy for the 
General Fund be sufficient 
to accomodate this increas­
ed expenditure

The Commissioners ap­
proved both the motion 
and amendment

There was considerable 
discussion about the cost of 
County Insurance, which 
has gone up around $57 
monthly per individual for 
next year

A letter from the Associa 
tion of Counties reportediy 
said that "None (of certain 
insurance companies) were 
interested because of the 
age bracket of the people 
involved They don't want 
the County's insurance 
p o licy "

Various other items from 
the budget were discussed, 
such as C on stab le 's  
salaries, car allowances, 
etc.

C om m issioner B illy  
Bacon made a motion that 
the salary of the Constable 
of Pet 4 be cut back to the 
1972 level.

That is the largest salary 
rollback pussible by law. 
The Constable presently 
makes $6900 annually, and 
has a car allowance

None of the other Com­
missioners would second 
this motion, but Bacon says 
he would like to see the mo­
tion stand

Probably this matter will 
receive further attention 
Monday - along with the 
taxes, budget, and other 
items.

P re lim in a ry  autospy 
results from the Southwest 
Institu te of F’orensic 
Sciences in Dallas indicate 
that Mary Key.ser of Gorman 
died of natural causes. Some 
officials do not agree.

Gorman Police Chief Cecil 
Kunderburgh says a report 
from the Southwest Institute 
of Forensic Sciences in 
Dallas states that Mrs. 
Keyser, 74, died after a bliKul 
ve.ssel ruptured in her head.

It may be as long as six 
weeks bi’fore the final autop­
sy results are sent to the of­
fice of District Attorney 
Kmory Walton, the District 
Attorney stated.

I,aw enforcement officials 
fir.st learned of the death of 
Mrs Keyser last Tuesday 
after Mary Kvans, her 
daughter, came from Arl­
ington to take her mother 
hai'k for an eye examination.

Mrs. Kvans found the front 
door to her mother's home 
('pen and the house appeared 
in dissarray When the phone 
wouldn't work she hurried to 
a nearby phone and called

police.
Police Chief Funderburg 

found the body of Mrs. 
Keyser, and called Justice of 
the Peace Vardie Huff, who 
pronounced the woman 
dead.

Huff stated that he can’t 
believe Mrs. Keyser’s death 
was caused by a stroke. "No 
way,”  Huff saj(s of her death 
and the report. " I t ’ s 
homicide of some kind.”  He 
says the woman’s body was 
nude from the chest up, and 
her nightgown was found 
wrapped around her head. 
She had a number of bruises.

Chief Funderburg called 
Texas Hanger Gene Kea and 
County Sheriff Don Under­
wood to assist on the in­
vestigation. Funderburg 
says they u.sed "A ll normal 
investigation methods, such 
as dusting for fingerprints 
and other procedures.”

"The phone line was not 
cut.”  the Chief says. " I  
found a phone off the hook in 
the bedroom -  that explains 
why the line was dead.”

Funderburg received a

written report from F’orensic 
Sciences Friday morning, 
verifying what he had been 
told over the phone. “ They 
state 'No homicide,’ ”  he 
says. "The report indicates 
that the bruises on Mrs. 
Keyser’s body probably 
resulted from her being 
disoriented and bumping in­

to furniture while suffering 
from the stroke.

They have not yet tested 
for toxology - as to whether 
medication might have con­
tributed to her stroke.”

‘All I can say is that we 
have to dejx'nil on the ex­
perts and the facts say she 
wasn't murdered.”

enacted during the 1987 sum­
mer special legislative ses­
sion as House Bill 49. Voters 
implemented this bill by ap­
proving Proposition 4 last 
November. Texans have 
authorized the state 
Treasury to deposit up to $5 
million in state funds in 
Kinked Deposits in approved 
state depositories.

Gordon Spot
By DeMarquis Gordon, County Agent—

Fleas attack both man ana 
animals and often become a 
major problem during the 
summer months in Teias.

The tiny pests cause an­
noyance and discomfort and 
can also spread certain 
disease, a major one being 
bubonic plague.

Adult fleas cause the most 
problems as they have pierc­
ing sucking mouthparts and 
suck blood. Adult Reas may 
live from two months to two 
years. After each blood meal 
females lay four to eight 
eggs, which hatch in two to 
three weeks. They may 
deposit as many as ^  eggs 
in their lifetime.

Flea control may be dif­
ficu lt due to the c ir ­
cumstances under which the 
pests occur. Home infesta­
tions are often discovered a 
short time after a pet has

oeen taken out of the home. 
Inunature fleas have com­
pleted development and, 
with the absence of the nor­
mal host, turn to man for 
their life-sustaining blood 
meal.

Satisfactory control of 
fleas for any length of time 
depends on these factors;

-  Both adult and im­
mature fleas must be 
eliminated from the home 
and yard by proper chemical 
control and sanitation 
measures, such as replacing 
infested bedding materials 
and cleaning carpets and 
stuffed furniture.

-  Pets must be rid of fleas 
by using reg istered  
chemicals. In the case of rat 
or mice fleas, these hosts 
must be eliminated.

PRKPARING YOt'R CHILD 
FOR SCHOOL:

Whether your child is a 
veteran of daycare and pre- 
.school or has never attended 
any school before, starting 
kindergarten is an ex- 
piTience tliat requires some 
preparation.

Chihlren sense the dif­
ferent expectations that 
come with kindergarten. 
Suddenly .school isn’t just for 
fun; It's serious business.

A child without older sibl­
ings will have only fuzzy 
mental images of what 
school will be like. If he does 
have older siblings, the child 
may think of school as a 
place where the "big kids" 
go and where everyone 
already reads and writes.

Some children may have 
fearful, stre.ss-inducing feel­
ings about facing this un­
familiar world.

It's important for parents 
and children to plan their 
parting experiences and 
share feelings about them.

It IS really recommended 
tliat parents and youngsters 
make several trips to the 
.school so they can learn 
where the school is located, 
see the playground and 
maybe play on the 
playground. Reading 
children's IxMiks about the 
first day of .school will also 
help youngsters get a more 
realistic picture of the school 
environment.

But the mo.st important 
thing about visits or reading 
IxMiks IS  that I t  gives you a 
vehicle for talking with your 
child and letting him know 
that it's o k. to feel scared.

According to the Texas 
A gricu ltu ra l Extension 
F'amily Life Specialist, Dr. 
Sarah .Anderson, resear­
chers have noted that 
separation experiences can 
affect children's behavior. 
Hrief periods of agitation, 
tantrums, withdrawal or 
changes in eating and sleep­
ing patterns may occur if the 
child IS  anxious during those 
first days or weeks of school.

After a couple of weeks, 
parents should follow up 
with the teacher to check on 
how well their child is doing 
in the school environment. 
Many children love school 
from the first day and others 
will need some time, but 
eventually most all children 
adju.st.

with flea collars or other 
preventative chemicals dur­
ing times of likely infesta­
tions.

Chemicals registered for 
indoor flea control include 
Baygon, DDVP, dursban, 
malathion, methoprene, 
Konnel and SBP-1382. Use a 
coarse spray on floors and 
baseboards. Treat one foot 
up the walls and under the 
house where possible. Check 
product labels prior to use.

Chemicals registered for 
outdoor flea control include 
Baygon, Cygon, diazinon, 
dursban and malathion. 
Treat animals’ bedding or 
remove and replace with 
new m ateria l. Good 
coverage is necessary for 
good control.

To control fleas on host 
animals, use dursban, lin­
dane or Vapona on dogs and 
Korlan, lindane, malathion 
and Phosmet on cats. Since 
some of these chemicals 
have specific restrictions, be 
sure to read the label prior to 
u.se. Some compounds may 
be harmful to greyhounds 
and whippets. Do not treat 
nursing puppies or kittens or 
animals that are ill.

H ow  about try in g  

something new? Does it 
make any difference so 
long as it is new? Eat 
something you never tried 
before. Like “ Try It you’ll 
like it” . But maybe like 
that old add you should 
have a stomach remedy 
handy. Or visit those kin­
folk you never see except at 
funerals. Build a crazy 
gadget. It doesn’t have to 
be profitable ju it so long as 
you can say you did it. Are 
you really what they used 
to call “ In the groove”  or 
are you in a rut?

Just don’t go overboard 
unless you can afford a 
lon g  iw im . As Ben 
Franklin said, “ Be not the 
first by whom the new is 
tried nor yet the last to cast 
the old aside.”  While most 
o f us admit that Ben was a 
smart cookie I Just wonder 
if he was following his own 
advice when he flew  a kite

with a metal key into a 
thunder storm and got the 
pants near shocked o ff of 
him by lightning? Nor was 
that the only thing he was 
credited with discovering.

I enjoyed seeing people 
on TV  who quit Jobs most 
people would consider 
quite good and start new 
careers in midlife. You can 
bet not all who do w ill do 
wonderful things or be hap­
py but they have a better 
chance that a young man In 
the Apalachian coal fields 
who lamented when the 
mines closed, "But mining 
is the only Job I know.”  He 
was 23 years old and seem­
ed to think that was the 
end.

I once went from profes­
sional Jobs to common 
labor. It didn’t pay highly, 
was hard, dirty, and hot 
but I didn’t have respon­

A  few 
try herb teas but just for 
the experience I tried tea 
dried on silver plates Not 
bad at all but not different 
enough that there w ill be 
an American market cater­
ing to mass consumption. If 
tea ever attained the ritual 
status it holds In the Orient 
we might be offered tea 
dried on gold plates but 
Americans seem too busy 
to consider anything with a 
flavor variation greater 
than Junk food. Come to 
think o f it, that is quite a 
difference at times but tea 
tasting like wine tasting re­
quires concentration and 
keen taste discrimination

1 wonder how many peo­
ple visiting the fruit stand 
check to see what kinds of 
unusual fruits they have. 
Most often we go to buy 
tom atoes , peaches or 
melons and concentrate on 
those or notice any of the 
usual. When we see mango 
or other less common fruits 
we take no notice. It is as if 
we see without seeing.

Maybe I think it is so 
simply because I was never 
much on “ window shopp­
ing.”

Anyhow, yog might even 
enjoy a variation from 
black-eye peas and com 
bread.

There is an old saying, 
“ Variety is the spice of 
life .”  For my part I have 
enjoyed a lot of variety and 
if your system isn t too 
badly upset by spice you 
might risk something for 
the adventure 

You can bet that a lot of 
new things I tried didn’t 
suit my taste but a lot did 
and I am not so soured on 
NEW that the overused 
commercials o f New and 
IM P R O V E D  are qu ite  
repulsive. Still, I do not 
chase w ild ly about looking 
for unattainable satisfac­
tion. I am a bit cautious. 
One brother nearly died 
Just from eating lobster 
salad. Some people are 
alergic to shell fish and 
crab. I Just haven’t chanced 
any after John’s near fatal 
m eal. C o w a rd ly  or 
cautious? Well, a couple of 
fr ien d s  re c en tly  com ­
mented on my picking up 
mushrooms In the pasture, 
pealing them and eating 
them raw. ’There are sup­
posed to be dozens of non- 
poisonous varieties but I 
only know one for certain 
and stick to that.

I like seeing new places 
and would like to travel to 
some exotic places to see 
nature and history but not 
the bright likghts and 
crowds. I could never get 
lost in such things nor 
become a gourmet roaming 
the world testing all sorts 
of food. I enjoy home cook 
ing and there is really no 
place like — .

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EPA New Labeling Informatitin 
Regarding Insecticides

Beginning April 19M, the 
EPA began requiring new 
labeling information regar­
ding the application of insec­
ticides, herbicides and 
fungicides through irrigation 
systems, known as chemiga- 
tion. 'The major impact of 
this label change is the re­
quirements of the system 
which is used for chemiga- 
tion.
