Citizens Are Reminded

The City Council reminds all residents and
Cisco water users that the city’'s Voluntary
Water Conservation is still very much in ef-
fect; and still very necessary during the ex-
tremely hot and dry weather we are experienc-
ing. City Manager Michael Moore stated that
since June 15th Lake Cisco's water leve! has

dropped five feet.

The largest portion of this significant loss
must be attributed to the very high evapora-
tion rate we are experiencing now. However,
water consumption is also up substantially.
During the month of July, average daily con-
sumption was up to 801,000 gallons per day;
and for the first 23 days of August, consump-
tion daily average has risen to over 916,000
gallons per day. This amounts to a 35% in-
crease in daily average annual rate.

If water consumption continues at this rate,
and we receive no relief from the weather, the

Twenty-three bicyclists
and six crew members in
three vans who are with the
Pacific Atlantic Crossing
Tour stopped for a brief rest
in Cisco last Monday, at
Madison's Western Store.
They had started from
Snyder, Texas, early Mon-
day morning and were ex-
pected to spend the night at
the Classic Inn Motel in
Eastland that night.

The group are riding their
bicycles from San Diego,
California to Jacksonville,
Florida. They started their
jouney on August 14, and ex-
pected to be in Florida on
August 30. They will fly
home at the end of their trip.

The cyclists are from
across the United States but
one is from Great Britain.
They reached the halfway
mark of their journey, just
outside of Moran, Texas, and
celebrated with cherry
cheesecake.

They ride 8 to 12 hours a
day and stay in motels at
night. The shortest day has
been 143 miles, but the
longest they have ridden in
one day is 183 miles. That
was from El Centro, Califor-
nia, to Hillaband, Arizona.
The temperature was 110-115
degrees that day.

One crew member is
ahead of the group at the
stop place, the next crew van
is stopped middle way and
one crew member remains
behind the group in case so-
meone needs help to finish
the ride.

Jo Ann Madore, crew
member, said everyone in
Texas has been the
friendliest of all people they
have met. She said at one
town in another state, they
were asked to
resting spot in front of a
business. She said Don
Schaefer, owner of
Madison’s even told them to
park in front and he made
them feel so welcome.

The bicycles, according to
Madore, are high tech
machinery. She said they
are 10 to 12 speed and weigh
about 14 pounds. The tandem
cycles had 18 gears on them.

The evelists range in ages
tfrom 19-to61. They begin
their training in early
February. They usually
have to bewin their practice
indoors 1f they live up north,
Madore said a cyclist has to
get their body use to cyeling
all day long

The riders use 600 to 800
calories an hour when cycl-
ing. They drink about 6 cups
of water an hour and cat
fruit and granola snacks,
between meals, during their
ride.

Their average speed is
40-50 miles per hour. The

ride they are on now, is a
real endurance trial, but,
this is how most of the riders
are spending their summer
vacations.

Garvin said in 10
years, the women who tested
positive will be dead. He ad-
ded, that all the children
born by these women will all
die of the disease.

Garvin said AIDS is a
world-wide problem now. It
is not only in the country of
Uganda. But, he said in four
years, it is estimated that 1
million people will die in
Uganda with AIDS.

BACK TO SCHOOL
CLOTHING COSTS:

The mythical average
American family spent an
estimated $353 for clothing
and shoes for each child ages
6-11 in 1987, according to U S.
Department of Agriculture
figures.

Yet depending on where
they shop and what they buy,
families can easily exceed
that figure just buying
schoo! clothes.

A Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service clothing
specialist priced a complete
school wardrobe for a 10
vear old boy and another for
a pirl of the same age. Each
wardrobe included enough
underwear and socks, shoes
jeans, shirts and tops for a
week at school; one casual
and one dressy outfit; and a
lightweight jacket.

When purchased at a dis-
count store, the girls’ war-
arobe cost $249 compared to
$576 for similar items at the
department store. The boys’
wardrobe cost $182 at a dis-
count store and $559 at the

While food prices
account for about 20 percent
of the consumer price index,
energy expenses constitute 10
percent and imported goods
around 10 percent, so the net
change in the consumer price
index will be very small
Christian said.

Christian said he be-
lieves interest rates will be-
gintodropin 12to 18 months,
and by mid-1989 the long-
term treasury-bond rate will
be in the 8.5 percent rage.

“Consumers are still
ready, willing and able to
borrow,” Christian said, “but
they are not likely to increase
their debt level much more.”

Chnstian pointed to
the increase in foreign trade
and capital spending as two
strong indicators of the
naton’scontinuing economic
growth.

“Though I expect the
cconomy’s growth rate to
slow from 3 percent today to
around 2 percentby 1989, it’s
a healthy slowdown. We will
stillhave positive growth, and
uncmployment will be
lower,” Christian said.

“Right now the capac-
ity for growth in the economy
1s about 2.5 percent,” he said.
“A higher growth rate would
lead to inflationary pressure.
The Federal Reserve knows
this and has increased the
interest rates in order to keep
the economy growing atarate

Finally, the

between 2 percent and 2.5
percent.”

Christian went on to
Jiscuss the Social Security
surplus and how it will affect
the investment community in
the future.

Due to increased So-
cial Security tax rates, Social
Security is currently running
a surplus of around $35 bil-
lion. By the early 1990s, that
amount could be as high as
$70 billion. According 1o
Christian, the Social Security
surplus must be invested in
treasury securitics, which
would take a great deal of the
government spending burden
off the investment commu-
nity.

Finally, Christian
commended on the effect of
the presidential election on
the economy.

“No matter who wins,
their first priority is going to
be to cut government spend-
ing and raise taxes. Since
governmentspending can’the
cut drastically, we will sce a
rise in taxes, though neither
candidate will say it before
the election,” Christian said.

TEACHERS JOIN STUDENTS IN NEW SCHOOL YEAR

September not only marks the start of another school
year for more than 3 million Texas children, but also
signals a return to classrooms for some 185,000 school
teachers.

Joining these teachers will be approximately 27,000 in-
structional aides, 14,000 administrators and 16,000 sup-
port professionals ranging form counselors and librarians
to psychologists and educational diagnosticians. Collec-
tively, these individuals will account for nearly a quarter
of a million people.

About 10,000 of the estimated 185,000 teachers are new
educators entering a classroom for the first time. Another
12,000 are second-year teachers, the largest group among
the teaching population.

Before being allowed to take on the responsibility of
educating the state's schoolchildren, prospective teachers
are given two tests

College sophomores wishing to enter colleges of educa-
tion must take a test ensuring that they have the basic
skills necessary to handle the rigors of upperdivision col-
lege coursework

Graduates of teacher education programs must take the
Examination for the Certification of Educators in Texas
(ExCET) in order to be certified to teach. The ExCET also
is given to out-of-state teachers, participants in alter
native teacher certification programs or teachers seeking
to be certified in additional subject areas

Teachers' performance also is regularly evaluated
through the Texas Teacher Appraisal System (TTAS)
Teachers who eamn high scores on the TTAS and take addi-
tional hours of college coursework or advanced academic
training are eligible for placement on the teacher career
ladder, which rewards outstanding teachers with salary
bonuses ranging from a minimum of $1,500 to as much as
$6,000 a year

During 1986-87, more than 95,000--nearly 50 percent--of
Texas teachers earned average career ladder supplements
of $1,657 That amounted to more than $157 million in
state and local funds spent on financial rewards for
teachers who met career ladder requirements

IMMUNIZATIONS

Regardless of whether a child attends public or private
school, every student in Texas must have proof of im-
munization

Upon enrolling a child in school for the first time or
transferring the child to a Texas school from another
state, a parent must provide proof that the child has been
immunized appropriately for his age against diphtheria,
tetanus, poliomyelitis, measles, mumps and rubelia

With rare exceptions, Texas law forbids schools to ac-
cept children without proof of immunization. The Texas
Department of Health has established minimum re-
quiremnts for immunization for the admission of school-
age children to schools. They are as follows
Four-year-olds entering pre-school:

# Three doses of oral polio vaccine

« Three doses of diphtheria-tetanus-pertussis (DTP)
vaccine

« One dose measles vaccine or a physician-verified
history of the illness.

« One dose mumps vaccine or a physician-verified
history of the illness

# One dose rubella vaccine
Five years and older

« Three doses oral polio vaccine (one dose since the
chila's fourth birthday). Applies to children through age
17

« At least three doses of DTP and/or tetanus-diphtheria
vaccine (one dose since the child's fourth birthday and
within the past 10 years)

« One dose measles vaccine or a physician-verified
history of the illness

« One dose mumps vaccine or a physician-verified
history of the illness. (through age 16)

# One dose rebella vaccine (through age 11)

If a child is on a ideal immunization schedule, he or she
will have received five doses of DTP vaccine and either
four or five does of oral polio vaccine by the time he or she
enters school

Children can be immunized by their family doctor or at
their local health department. Any validated document of
immunization will be accepted by the schools providing it
shows at least the month and year when each immuniza-
tion was given. The Texas Department of Health and local
health departments will provide record-keeping cards
free of charge for maintaining scholl immunization files.

Dale Stewarts Make Trip
To Oklahoma City

By Ruth Schaefer Stewart

On June 20, 1988 Cisco
bronze artist Dale Stewart
and his wife Ruth visited
the National Cowboy Hall
of Fame and Western
Heritage Center in
Oklahoma City. The
museum is located on Per-
simmon Hill, a 37-acre site
overlooking a segment of
the old Chisholm Trail,
which was the gateway to
the West. The building
resembles a pioneer's tent,
or a circle of wagons sur-
rounding a campfire.
Seventeen western states
sponsor this memorial. In
cluded in the collection of
art works are those of C.M
Russell (“'Smoke Talk,"
‘‘Red Man's Wireless"') and
Remington’s (*'In From the
Night Herd') and Hunters'
(Camp in the Bighorns')
One of Russell's sket-
chbooks containing 87 sket
ches is here and some let-
ters that he illustrated. A
collection of bronzes in-
cludes ‘‘Coming Through
the Rye," ‘“*Bronco
Buster,'' and ‘*The
Outlaw’ by Remington
The museum has over 50
bronzes by Russell. Out
side there is a 30 feet
statute of Buffalo Bill on a
horse. In a specially design-
ed pavillion is a heroic siz
ed “End of the Trail,” a
defeated Indian warrior

sitting dejected on his ex-
hausted horse, by James
Earle Fraser, who also
designed the buffalo-
Indian head nickel.

The Stewarts traveled
through part of Kansas in
100 degree plus weather,
then through part of Col-
orado and up to Cody,
Wyoming to see the Buffalo
Bill Historical Center of
Western Art. It includes the
Whitney Gallery, The
Plains Indian Museum, the
Winchester Museum, and
the Whitney Gallery of
Western Art. There is a
large collection of personal
and historical memorabilia
of Col. William F. (Buffalo
Bill) Cody. The Winchester
Museum contains a collec-
tion of over 5,000 projectile
arms showing the develop-
ment of firearms in

America Works of
Frederic Remington and
Charles Russell, the
paradigms of Western ar-
tists, are here in great
numbers.

The Stewarts decided
that it would take days
rather than a few hours to
adequately study the vast
collection of art works and
memorabilia in the Buffalo
Bill Historical Center of
Western Art. (Paintings of
Yellowstone were plentiful
as well.)

Mrs. Dytzel has been an
active participant in the
Senior Center since it was
organized. She was born in
Eastland County and has liv-
ed here most of her life. She
is a lifelong member of the
Church of the Nazarene. Her
husband served as pastor of
the church here for many
vears.

She has three sons,
Howard Pryor of Indiana,
Martin Pryor of Abilene and
Marshall Pryor of
Sacramento, California; a
daughter, Nantha Weather-
by of Oxnard, California;

The Stewarts traveled
the very scenic route from
Cody into the northern part
of Yellowstone National
Park. According to the
map, the distances seem
small, but the winding and
mountainous terrain make
a 50 mile trek stretch well
over an hour by car. (Folks
from the Big Country count
50 miles about 45
minutes, but ‘¢ 30 in the
land of Yellowstone.)

Spring was just coming
up the mountain the third
week of June. The bold spr-
ing flowers thrust out of
the mountainsides almost
within arm's reach from
the car window as the win-
ding roads led deeper into
this land of enchantment.
The Stewarts investigated
Tower Falls via overviews
and a trail descending to
the bottom of the misty
falls. The lush vegetation,
pure air and exhilaration
of making it to that
beautiful spot was
spiritually refreshing. We
then understood the mean-
ing of the often repeated
message of those coming up
the trail: “'It's worth it!"’

The next morning the
Stewarts traveled through
the northwest exit of the
park. An impressive ar-
chway spanned the road. It
was dedicated by President
Roosevelt "'For the enjoy-
ment of the people.”

The road to Great Falls,
Montana was quite scenic -
forest, massive rocks,
mountains all around the
horizon, and sage brush.
‘‘Big Sky Country” was
frequently seen on signs
near towns.

The City of Great Falls
has one main street, the
highway through town.
The C.M. Russell Museum,
his original studio and
house were the main attrac-
tions for the Stewarts. The
collection of small
humorous models Charlie
had done for his friends
were displayed as well as
many of his illustrated let-
ters.

The next destination was
Helena. Points of interest
were the Montana
Historical Society (a
museum) and the State
House. The museum was
showing a documentary
about C.M. Russell. The
State House contained a
very large painting by

" Russell over the chair of
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the Speaker of the House.
The worth of the painting
is estimated to be over a
million dollars. (Russell
was paid $5000 for doing
it.)

The guide reviewed some
history of Helena, saying
that it was known as *‘Last
Chance Gulch." Two pro-
spectors were about to
abandon their dreams of
finding gold, when one of
them decided to start digg-
ing in the dirt. To their
amazement a rich vein of
gold was struck near the
surface. The City of Helena
literally sits on a gold
mine.

(It is at the foot of a
mountain and was receiv-
ing showers on the day the
Stewarts were there.)

The Stewarts then
returned to Yellowstone
National Park and enjoyed
seeing world famous sights
such as Old Faithful, the
Morning Glory Pool, the
Steamboat Geyser, Miner-
va Terraces, Fire Hole
River, the Grand Canyon of
the Yellowstone,
Sheepeater Cliffs, the Up-
per and Lower Falls, and
many other geologic
features. Moose, elk, deer,
bison, marmots, pica and
other animals seemed
unafraid of the many
visitors. Some visitors
reported seeing bears, but
they were not too much in
evidence. Fly fishing and
boating were popular
sports, but the only swim-
ming seem was in Fire Hole
River. The other rivers are
too icy to permit safe swim-
ming. The Continental
Divide causes the rivers of
Yellowstone to flow to the
Pacific and the Atlantic
Oceans.

Four days were spent in
Yellowstone, sight-seeing
from early morning until
late in the evening. This
allowed most of the sights
on the Grand Loop (100
miles) to be explored.

A quick trip was made to
see the Grand Tetons south
of Yellowstone. The ma-
jestic beauty is unsurpass-
ed in the opinion of many
travelers.

The workshop offered by
the Cowboy Artists of
America was at the Bar N
Ranch near West
Yellowstone. The dirt road
from the highway to the
ranch is near an artesian

well. The force carried the
water high into the air and
a small lake resulted.

The C.A. Artists welcom-
ed the 80 participants and
guests during registration.
The next day the groups
divided into Sculptors (in
the 100 year old log barn)
with the water colorists
and oil painters outside to
take advantage of the
postcard perfect scenery
and live models (Crow In-
dians and mountain men).

The artists received criti-
ques on their work. Profes-
sional film producers were
on location making a short
documentary.

There was a great deal of
commaradery among the
students and teachers.
Those who stayed in the
bunk houses were fed
sumptuous meals.

Most of the students were
inspired and came away
with a wealth of new ideas.
