Cisco City Council Meets In Special Workshop To
Study Proposed New EPA Landfill Regulations

The Cisco City Council met
Tuesday, Dec. 5, from 2:30
until 4:45 p.m. in a special
workshop to review and
discuss the new proposed
U.S. Environmental Protec-
tion Agency's regulations
governing landfills ana
disposal of solid waste.

Attending the meeting
were Mayor Joe Wheatley,
council members Allen
Mas* rs, John Muller and
Vernetta Pierce, Director of
Public Works Leon Boles,
and City Manager Mike
Moore.

The new city regulations
are expected to be finalized
and published in February,
1990. The Texas Department
of Health will then have 18
months to prepare and in-
itiate their enforcement
criteria, rules and pro-
cedures.

New regulations re-
quirements include new fees
to be paid to the state, $.50
per ton, to pay for their new
and increased enforcement
activities. This would cost
the City of Cisco some $5,600
per year for its 4500
residents, according to Mr.
Moore. Other new regula-
tions would be 30 years
monitoring of closed land-
fills, instead of the current
five years, to include water
monitoring wells;
establishing a 30-year un-
touchable escrow account

which would be used only to
fix any problems that might
arise; and the lining of all
pits with an impermiable
liner and cover, and to in-
stall leachate collection and
treatment systems.

Along with discussing the
new EPA regulations, the
council discussed alter-
natives to include private
collection and disposal of
Cisco's garbage, and par-
ticipating in a regional land-
fill with other Eastland
County and area cities.

Hector H. Mendieta, P.E.,
Director of the Texas
Department of Health’s
Municipal Solid Waste
Management program has
estimated that a minimum
service population of 50,000
people will be necessary to
support a landfill operation,
He said that with EPA’s cur-
rent target for adoption of
the rules in December of
1989, with an effective date
18 months thereafter, it is ex-
tremely imperative that
regional planning councils
and local governments start
developing tentative plans
for consolidating activities
red to refine

B

After the effective date of
criteria, all landfills
meet the same stan-

dards. This means that the
Type II and III and many
smaller Type I landfills must
close or upgrade to meet the
criteria. All landfills will be
subject to having to incor-
porate groundwater
monitoring into their pro-
gram.

New EPA regulations will
drive costs of solid waste
proposal way up. It is
estimated that the cost will
at least double, and even tri-
ple for some landfill opera-
tions.

All the private proposals
reviewed by the council were
based on $8 to $10 a month
for once-a-week residential
pickup with commercial con-
tainers running from $27 to
$35 per month. Unfortunate-
ly, according to City
Manager Moore, none of
these costs include the cost
of providing for a transfer or
convenience point for in-
dividual dumping. Such a
transfer or convenience
point would necessitate
substantial additional cost to
the city, meaning higher
costs to the sanitation
customer, Mr. Moore added.

Mr. Moore said the council
must have more detailed in-
formation on a regional land-
fill before making a decision.

‘We don't have any pro-
blems with our landfill cur-
rently but the federal
government is making new

rules and we must comply,”
Mr. Moore said. “‘We knew
this was coming, and that is
why we went to once a week
garbage collection to hold
down costs this year,” the ci-
ty manager added.

Ed Allcorn was pleased that
his Mother, Mary E. Allcomn
of Abilene, could attend the
reception. He says he owes a
lot of his interest in music,
literature, drama and history
to his Mother and other fam-
ily members. They read
him and kept a lot of good
records around when he was
a child.

At the reception, Allcorn’s
Abilene co-workers praised
him, saying “Ed loves old
Theatres. He put in an incred-
ible amount of work on the
Abilene Paramount.”

“Without Ed there would
beno Paramount in Abilene.”

All agreed that his work
with the Paramount Theatre
gave Edalot of experience he
can use in managing the
Majestic. But they also said
there is a lot more to the per-
sonable Allcorn than his work
with Theatres - a surprising
lot.

For one thing there's his
work with the Abilene Phil-
harmonic Orchestra, which
spans 21 years. It was Sep-

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the music, hiring and firing
musicians, readiness of the
stage for rehearsals and con-
certs, and negotiating with
artists’ representatives.”

He also performs on flute
or percussion when an orches-
tra member fails to show up.

Most of the shelled pecan
meats available in grocery
stores come from native va-
rieties. Generally, two and
one-half pounds of native
pecans in the shell with yield
one full pound of meats—or
about four cups—when
shelled out,

Two pounds of the im-
proved varieties, on the other
hand, will yeild at least one
pound shelled meats. Im
proved varieties are well
suited for gift packages.

Pecans make excellent gifts
since they ship easily without
damage. Another nice feature
1 they don’t require special

storage if used within a few
months.
However, unless canned or

frozen properly, pecans can
become rancid after being
stored for several months.

Shelled pecans can be kept
fresh forabouta year if stored
at 32-38 degrees

Freshly shelled pecans
should not be put in airtight
containers unless they are
frozen immediately. Pecan
kernels, when shelled in Oct.-
Dec., have high moisture
content and will mold if put
in airtight containers and left

1989 - Most Important
Year In Human History

The year 1989 is the most
important, interesting and
challenging year in human
history, George Will told a
Texas Christian University
audience.

“Around the world all the
great categories of political
thought and philosophy are
in live, active, consequential
debate as regimes governing
1.5 billion people in the
Communist world are in
simultaneous crisis,” said the
syndicated columnist and
broadcast commentator.

Will believesitis time fora
certain measured gloating on
the part of the United States
regarding the changes taking
place in the Communist
world. He explained that
during the last 40 years the
United States has spent$10.4
trillion on defense, which is
equivalent of two of 1989's
gross national products.

“It’s a lot of money, and
it's also the greatest bargain
in the history of the human
race,” he said.

In an argument that has
dominated the 20th Century,

many, the continent of Eu-
rope and indeed the world,
and never has there been such
a clear test of such starkly
opposed ideas resolved in
such uniform, simultaneous
conclusions on one side,” he
added.

Now that the argument is
over, Willbelieves the United
States should be reviewing

world is now acquiring as its
own.

| Direct Deposit Is Best Nutrition

People who will be apply-
ing for Secial Security
benetits should have their
bank nformation  handy
when they call or visit Social
Security because direct
deposit is now the normal
wayv to make benefit
payments. It's also the best
way for most people to get
their benefits.

Why the emphasis on
direct deposit? Well, safety
is one reason. People who
receive their benefits in the
mail sometimes find that the
check has been stolen from
the mailbox. Occasionally, a
check is reported as lost.

With direct deposit,
benefit payments are
deposited electronically into
a savings or checking ac-
count. That means the check
is not sent through the mail
where it may spend several
hours or longer unprotected
in the beneficiary’'s mailbox.
And there is no paper check
which could become lost.

A second reason is conve-
nience. Beneficiaries do not
have to set aside all or part
of a day to make a trip to the
bank to deposit the check.

Another reason is its
reliability. Every month on
payment day, the money is
credited to the beneficiary's
account. The beneficiary is
then better able to plan for
payment of purchases know-
ing that the money to pay for
them will be in his or her ac-
count by a certain time each
month.

AUSTIN-While state legislators
hotly debated workers' compensa-
tion reform last week, the offi-
cial filing date for statc elections
opencd and several players upped
the political ante.

s The state's largest agricul-
tural group formally declared war
on agriculture commissioner Jim
Hightower;

s Former Gov. Mark White
announced a comeback candidacy
and was immediately sued by a
former contributor-appointee; and

s The top three state officials
said they want lawmakers to make
Texas judges appointive, rather
than clective.

In the workers’ comp battle,
House members wiped out most
of the trial lawycr/labor union
amendments, restored much of the
pro-business Hobby plan and sent
it to the Scnate.

As cxpected, the Scnate refused
to concur and prepared to wage the
battle in conference committee.
The vote was 17-14,

Farm Bureau’s Enemy

At its convention, the Texas
Farm Burcau vowed all-out war to
defeat Agriculture Commissioner
Jium Hightower, whom its lecader-
shiip regards as the number one en-
cmy of Texas farmers and ranch-

crs

Ihe Burcau worked hard to
iccruit Texas Rangers’ pitching
ace Nolan Ryan, who ranches near

Alvin, 1o run as a Republican
against Hightower,

But Ryan said he would stick
0 one more year of professional

baseball before trying politics.

Disappointed but still deter-
mined, Farm Bureau leaders said
they will quit recruiting and sup-
port the winner of the GOP pri-
mary.

Mark White Returns

Mark White officially threw his
hat into the gubernatorial ring,
promising to pick up where he left
off on public education reform and
no-pass, no-play.

He immediately drew political
flak,

Democratic opponent Attorney
General Jim Mattox reminded
voters that, as governor, White
raised taxes, tuitions and fees
higher than any Democrat in Texas
history.

White, now a Houston attorney,
was sued the same day he
announced for failing to repay a
$75,000 campaign loan made in
1986.

White said the lawsuit filed by
Lubbock physician Ray Santos,
whom White once appointed to the
Texas Parks & Wildlife Commis-
sion, was politically motivated.

Appoint State Judges

The Big Three in state govern-
ment - Gov. Bill Clements, Lt.
Gov. Bill Hobby and Speaker Gib
Lewis - said Texas shounld change
to a method of appointing state
judges sclected by a committee and
approved later by voters.

A recent court order gives the
state until Jan. 3 to change the
clection method to allow more
minority judges.

The trio favors a plan whereby

the governor will appoint judges
from a list screened by a state
judicial committce.
. Those appointces will serve a
specified term, and then face a
“retention election,” when voters
can re-elect or oust them.

Many see the plan as a compro-
mise to minimize clection politics
in the judicial sysicm and to pro-
tect voters from insulated judges
who order expensive reforms re-
sulting in higher taxes.

Crackdown on Taxes

State Trecasurer Ann Richards,

a gubcrnatorial candidate, blasted

Eastland Telegram - Ranger Times - Cisco Press
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cigarette-tax cheats, and unveiled a
plan for catching the tax cvaders,
noting that cigarette smugglers
and tobacco-tax evaders cost the
state $100 million annually,

Last year, responsibility for
collecting the tax shifted from the
state comptroller to the treasurer,
and Richards said she was warning
cheaters a crackdown was coming,

Meanwhile, her press secretan
took issue with a recent item in
this column indicating Richards
would entbrace a state income tax,
as a mean$ of equalizing school
funding.

“Ann’ Richards opposes a state
income tax and has
stated her opposition to such a
tax,” said Monte Williams.

Brown AG Race Okayed

A state district judge ruled that
state Sen. Buster Brown, R-Lake
Jackson, is eligible to run for
attorney general.

Judge J. Ray Gayle I, of
Brazoria County, said the Texas
Constitution does not bar Brown
from seeking the office.

His candidacy was in doubt be-
cause, under the Texas Consti
tution, mid-term legislators can-
not advance to higher offices that
have recently received increases
in salary or other “emoluments”
fronmi the Legislature.

The Legislature this year raised
retirement benefits for the attormey
general and other statewide office
holders. Judge Gayle ruled that re
tirement benefits are not consid-
ered emoluments

Other Highlights

s As the workers’ comp show-
down continues, some observers
speculated that Gov. Clements
will keep lawmakers in Austin for
the full 30-day term by opening the
agenda to more issues, including
selection of judges.

s Paul D. Meck, a Dallas oil
executive, was elected chairman
of the Public Utility Commission,
replacing Marta Greytok who
remains on the threc-member
board.

s The State Board of Insurance
has appointed a panel to develop
a plan for an insurance pool to
cover Texans otherwise medicaily
uninsurable

Texas Hospitals To Lose
$338 Million On Medicare

Texas hospitals will lose
approximately $338 million
in 1990 treating Medicare
patients, according to the
Texas Hospital Association.
Underrecently revised Medi-
care regulations, Texas hos-
pitals are receiving $290
million less than the cost of
treating those patients, said
Jim Houdek, THA's senior
vice president of health care
finance. “The 1990 federal
budget passed Nov. 22, com-
bined with Gramm-Rudman
deficitreductions, will reduce
payments to Texas hospitals
by anadditional $48 million,”
he added.

Congress set Medicare
prospective payment
system’s annual increase for
1990 as follows:

*Large urban hospitals—
1.4 percent

*Other urban hospitals—
3.75 percent

*Rural hospitals—
cent

Hospitals located in cities
with a population of one mil-
lion or more are classified as
large urban. The federal gov-
emment estimates that infla-
tion should be 5.5 percent in
1990.

“While it appears that rural
hospitals will do better since
they are receiving the higher
percent increase, in reality,
Texas rural hospitals will gain
only $400,000 from congres-
sional action, Combined with
other budget reductions and
compliance with regulatory
requirements, rural Texas
hospitals will lose some $34.6
million on Medicare patients
in 1990,” Houdek said. Large

Houdek said.

“Contrary to some reports,
Congress has not eliminated
the urban/rural differential in
payment rates. The reconcili-
ation bill directs the secretary
of Health and Human Serv-
ices to develop a proposal for
phasing out the urban/rural
differential by 1995. The
report is due to Congress on
Oct. 1, 1990," Houdek ex-
plained.

Medicare Part A, under
which hospitals are paid for
services, will continue under
the Gramm-Rudman seques-
tration reduction of 2.1 per-
centuntil Dec. 31. Outpatient
services, paid under Medi-
care Part B, will be reduced
by 2.1 percent through March
31, 1990. Further federal
budget savings were achieved
by reducing payments to
hospitals for building and
equipment to 15 percent be-
low cost, effective Jan. 1,
1990, Houdek noted.

“There is some good news
Hospitals serving a dispro
portionate share of low-in-
come patients will see asmall
increase in their payment, and
hospitals classified as rural
referral centers were given a
three-year extension of spe-
cial payment considerations.
However, in Texas we have
less than 12 hospitals meet-
ing the criteria for such desig-
nation,” Houdek said.
