Supplemental
Security Income
Program Described

If you have limited income
and resources, supplemental
security income (SSI) may
be able to help, Glyn Ham-
mons, Social Security
manager in Abilene, said to-
day.

SSI is a Federal program
administered by the Social
Security Administration, but
financed from general
revenues, not from Social
Security taxes, Hammons
said.

It makes monthly
payments to eligible aged,
blind, and disabled people.
People who receive SSI may
qualify for other benefits too,
such as Medicaid, food
stamps, and other social ser-
vices.

You may qualify if you are
65 or older, or blind or disabl-
ed, and a lawful resident of
the U.S., and you meet cer-
tain income and resource
limits. Some income and
some resources are not
counted in determining
eligibility for SSI. The house
you live in and your car, for
example, are usually not
counted in the resource
limit

Sea World Penguins To Chill
Rose Bowl Parade January 1

Six Sea World penguins

will enjoy an icy Antarctic
holiday trip down the streets
of Pasadena in the 1990 Tour-
nament of Roses Parade.
Unlike their more than 1,000
living cousins at Sea World
parks across America, these
penguins stand 17 feet high
and display a rainbow of
floral colors. The float, nam-
ed “‘Birds of a Feather Skate
Together,”" will be seen by
more than one million curb-
side spectators and 125
million television viewers
January 1.
The theme of the 101st an-
nual Rose Parade is “A
World of Harmony,”' and Sea
World's float depicts the har-
mony of nature through
pairs of twirling penguins.
The penguins are dressed for
the Antarctic winter as they
glide across three icy ponds.
Harmony is further con-
veyed as the penguins en-
counter two puffins rowing a
small kayak alongside the
main float. Although the
penguins and puffins travel
together down the parade
route, the two species are not
believed to have ever en-
countered each other in their
natural environment.
Penguins live in the Antarc-
tic and puffins in the nor-
thern Arctic.

Sea World entered the
Rose Parade for the first
time in 1989. That year the
park’s float ““Jump For Joy"
was awarded the Tourna-
ment Special trophy. “We
had such a great response to
our float last year we
couldn't wait to appear
again. The Rose Parade, like
Sea World, represents the
best of traditional family
entertainment,” said Sea
World’s Bill Thomas, seniot
vice-president of marketing.
“Penguins are an important
part of Sea World. We have
re-created the Antarctic in
Penguin Encounters at the
Sea World parks in Califor-
nia, Texas, Florida and
Ohio."”

Penguins present a special
problem to float builders.
Their natural black and
white coloration does not
lend itself to a very colorful
presentation. Tournament of
Roses officials require exier-
nal float surfaces to be of
natural plant materials only.
No dyes or synthetic
materials may be used. To
bring color to the birds float
builders created fanciful,
animated penguins.

Drawing on years of ex-
perience and ingenuitly, a
team of craftsmen from
Festival Artists in Azusa,
California, designed the ice
skating penguins. The backs
and arms of the birds are
decorated with purple
chrysanthemums while their
front sides are covered with
white carnations. Yellow
mums with red, orange and
hot pink carnations cover the
hats and scarves of the
penguin’s winter wear. The
snow and icicles that make
up the ponds the birds skate
upon are fashioned from
white and starburst mums,
white carnation petals and
white dendrobium orchid
sprays. Shaved coconut

creates the white den-
drobium orchid sprays.
Shaved coconut creates the
white sparkle on the revolv-
ing snowflakes. In all, more
than 150,000 flowers are in-
cluded on the float.

In addition to the 62-foot
long flat, Festival Artists
designed a small satellite
float to travel alongside Sea
World's main display. Huffin
and Puffin, two tufted puf-
fins, row a kayak made of
cornhusks. The eight-foot-
high puffins are covered
with chrysanthemums and
carnations. This small float
is a self-motored vehicle that
requires the driver to lie flat
throughout the entire 2.5
mile route.

In addition to this floral ar-
tistry, “‘Birds of a Feather
Skate Together’’ is one of the
most animated floats in the
parade. Nearly every ele-
ment moves. Icicles twirl at
the base of the skating
ponds, penguins spin in
circles and the puffins row
their small kayak.

From the preliminary
drawings through final
flowering, more than 45 peo-
ple spent eight months work-
ing on Sea World's parade
entry. For these craftsmen,
the reward comes on
January 1 with the pagean-
try, equestrian splendor,
musical delights and floral
beauty that is the Rose
Parade. The 1990 Tourna-
ment of Roses Parade will be
televised on ABC, CBS, NBC
and FOX networks as well as
independent stations in the
United States and around the
world.

Smoking directly affects cholesterol levels, says the
American Health Foundation. Tests indicate that each
cigarette per day raises total cholesterol by half a point;
quitting brings it down again.

People who take aspirin and non-steroidal anti-inflam-
matory drugs in arthritis-fighting doses are more likely to
be hospitalized for ulcers, the British Medical Journal
reports. (The Food and Drug Administration now re-
quires warning of this on labels.)

Instead of surgery to remove gallstones, doctors at Mayo
Clinic have been injecting ether into the gallbladder to
dissolve the stones.

Combination of medications seems to slow the progress
of diabetic kidney failure and may even prevent it.

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Head Injury Experts Offer
Holiday Toy Safety Tips

On Christmas morning,
nothing brings a bigger
smile to a child’s face than a
pile of new toys under the
tree. But nothing brings
tears faster than a toy that is
broken or dangerous.

To help keep the holiday a
happy one this year, New
Medico head injury experts
are urging parents to select
gifts for the kids that are
both fun and safe.

‘*“More than 600,000
children in the U.S. were in-
jured by toys last year, ac-
cording to the U.S. Con-
sumer Product Safety Com-
mission, and a large number
of those resulted in head and
brain injuries,” said Dr. Art
Robarge, executive director
of New Medico-Texas. The
Lindale facility, located near
Tyler, is part of the nation-
wide New Medico Head In-
jury System and specializes
in the care and treatment of
head-injured individuals.

One problem arises with
toys that seemingly pose no
obvious danger ~ ballons.

“We strongly urge parents
to keep balloons away from
small children,” he said. “In
recent years, over 100
children have suffocated by
sucking balloons into their
mouths when trying to in-
flate them, or swallowing
pieces of broken balloons
while parents weren’t wat-
ching. The thin balloon
fabric is easily drawn into
the throat, blocking the air
passage.”’

Other holiday toys that can
be swallowed easily include
balls, marbles, whistles, and
baby rattles. Baby rattles
and teething devices, in fact,
should be no smaller than
two inches in diameter.

“Always check any toy
carefully to make sure that it
is well-constructed and does
not have detachable small
parts that can lodge in a
child’'s nose or windpipe,”
said Robarge. ‘‘Children
may be unable to free such a
blockage, which can cause a
brain injury in a short period
of time from lack of ox-
ygen.”

Even if it doesn't cause
death, this type of injury
may require specialized
treatment to overcome such
disabilities as memory loss,

New Medico also urges
parents with infants to be
careful about possible
strangulation hazards. Crib
toys, stuffed animals and
other items used by babies
should not have cords or str-
ings dangling from them,
which can easily choke a
child. In addition, crib toys
should not be tied or
suspended across the tops of
cribs or playpens once
children are old enough to
grab them.

“Young children can pull
themselves over a dangling
crib toy and get caught
there,” he warns. ‘At such
an age, unfortunately,
they're often unable to free
themselves.”

Certain toys for older
children - such as bicycles
and skateboards - obviously
require caution during use.
Head injury experts strongly
recommend that both
children and adults wear ap-
proved helmets when bicycl-
ing, and approved headgear
and protective, padded
clothing when skateboar-
ding.

“We hope that following a
