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Commissioners approve resolutions

The Bailey County Commissioners 

Court took a tour of the Bailey County Jail 
Complex during their regular meeting 

Monday. The Court was trying to deter-

mine how much of the present upstairs 
would properly house the Adult and Juve-

nile Probation offices plus the State De-

partment of Public Services. 

The question put to the Commissioners 

by County Judge Marilyn Cox was "do you 

want to include the remodeling in the cost 
of the new jail complex?" Commissioner 

C.E. Grant said, "Lets get an estimate. If 
we don't like it we don't have to take it." 

Judge Cox then asked for a motion to get 
the estimates. The motion passed unani-

mously. Commissioner Joey Kindle was 

not in attendance because of an illness. 

The Court approved two resolutions. 

The first is to establish a County Emer-

gency Management Program. The second 
is to establish an Interjurisdictional Emer-
gency Management Program with the City 
of Muleshoe. 

The Court received a clean audit from 

Certified Public Accountant Sandra 
Johnson who was hired to do the audit. 

They also reviewed and approved the 

Sheriff's Department "racial profiling law" 

annual report. The report states that there 

were no complaints filed with the Bailey 
County Sheriff's Department where a 

deputy engaged in racial profiling. 

The report also states that six Bailey 
County Deputies have completed their ra-

cial profiling report, one has not. 

The Sheriff's Department stopped 119 
Whites, 63 Hispanics and 12 Blacks.

Creator of Muleshoe memorial dies in Alpine 
Editor's note: Ronnie Dent 

was in San Diego for a John 
Deere convention when he 
stumbled across this obituary 
with ties to Muleshoe. The fol-
lowing obituary was written by 
Jack Williams for the San Di-
ego Union-Tribune. It ap-
peared in the Tribune on March 
3, 2003. Dent shared it with the 
Journal. It's being reprinted by 
the Journal with grateful ac-
knowledgment to and permis-
sion from Williams and the Tri-
bune.

The idea was to create ani-
mals and action figures from fi- 

berglass molds. Some would be 
life-size logos, the better to pro-

mote a sports team, advertise a 
business or reflect the theme of 

a museum. For Mildred Rorie 
and her husband, Jim, it meant 

recasting a career. 
Neither had done anything 

remotely like it when they 

joined Hazen Alkire in opening 
the Fiberglass Menagerie in 
Alpine in 1962. 

Over the next 23 years, the 

company grew to be interna-
tional, with Mrs. Rorie manag-
ing the Alpine Boulevard office 
and her husband showcasing 

their work on the road. 

Among their most notable 

creations: a 13-foot-high white 

horse that adorned the 
scoreboard of the former Mile 
High Stadium, once home of 

the National Football League 
Denver Broncos. 

Mrs. Rorie, who carried on 
the business for eight years af-

ter the death of her husband in 
1977, died Jan. 29 at her home 
in Alpine. She was 83. 

The cause of death was 
chronic obstructive pulmonary 
disease, said daughter Jerry 

Lynn Hanenburg. 
In 1965, Mrs. Rorie and her 

husband became sole owners of  

the Fiberglass Menagerie, 
which originated in a garage 
next to a service station, Fly-
ing A, that they operated for 12 
years. 

"Their first special order was 
a mule for a memorial in Mule-
shoe, Texas," Hanenburg said. 
"It was unveiled on the Fourth 
of July 1965 before more than 
10,000 people." 

In 1967, the Rories built a 
replica of Roy Rogers' horse, 
Trigger, which was mounted in 
front of the original Roy 
Rogers Museum in Apple Val-

Tolerance as the Highest 
Virtue Is Way Over-Rated 

That virtue our society 
speaks of as "tolerance" is, I 
think, vastly over-rated these 
days. 

As a virtue, "tolerance" 
didn't make the list of the four 
"Cardinal Virtues" which 
were written about by 
Aristotle and Plato- According 
to my "research," those four 
were justice, prudence, tem-
perance, and fortitude. 

A few hundred years later, 
writers, thinkers, and theolo-
gians like Augustine and 
Ambrose were talking about 
"seven" great virtues. To the 
four "cardinal" virtues just 
mentioned, they added three 

"theological" virtues: faith, 
hope, and charity. 

So, you see, "tolerance" 
doesn't specifically make it 
into the list of the four, the 
three, or the seven. Nor does 
"tolerance" show up on the 
Apostle Paul's list of the nine 
"fruits of the spirit": love, 
joy, peace, patience, kind-
ness, goodness, faithfulness, 
gentleness, and self-control. 

But "tolerance" is still very 
big on our society's list, and 
since we as a society tend to 
be almost as contemptuous as 
we are ignorant of the wisdom 
of the past regarding "the 
virtues," I suppose we should 
be happy that anyone ever 
talks or thinks about "virtue" 
any more at all. 

Thomas S. Buchanan has 

written 	an 	article 	in 
Touchstone journal along these 
lines that I found interesting. 
He writes that, sadly, what the 
ancients thought of as virtues 
our modern society often looks 
at as just the opposite. 

Buchanan talks about "pru-
dence," for example. 

Prudence, he says, is "the 
wisdom to discern right from 
wrong." It is also "showing 
sound judgment in practical 
affairs." At its heart, he 
writes, it is "the ability to dis-
criminate good from bad or 
good from mediocre, or, bet-
ter yet, good from very near 
good." 

But, Buchanan writes, to be 
"discriminating," even in the 
very best sense of the word, is 
not considered virtuous at all 
these days. To the leaders of 
the Boy Scouts, it doesn't 
seem right, not prudent at all, 
to allow homosexual men to 
be the leaders and role models 
and camp directors of young 
boys. Or, to change the exam-
ple, a prudent person might 
say that it doesn't seem, well, 
prudent, to "put men and 
women in close quarters on 
naval vessels." But both of 
those views seem a tad intoler-
ant, our society says, and in a 
land where tolerance has 
trumped prudence, prudence is 
very little appreciated. It 
seems so moldy and old-fash-
ioned. And so we tolerate just 
about everything from reality 
TV to the "behinds and belly 
buttons" styles for our daugh-
ters to same-sex marriages to 
abortion on demand to . . . and 
it's all very tolerant. Just not 
very prudent. But prudence is 
out and tolerance is in. 

I think tolerance is way over-
rated. If you'll be tolerant, 
next week I'll tell you why.

serious about getting to the ball 
carrier," Wood said. "Once, 
when he recovered a ball 
against Friona, he jumped up 
and nearly slipped to the 
ground he was so excited." 

During Turney's final year of 
high school, the varsity team 
went undefeated in their dis-
trict and defeated the Sanford 
Fritch Eagles in overtime in the 
bi-district round during the 
1998 season. The season was 
over following one more play-
off game at the area level. 

Basketball and recruiting be-
gan for Turney, as he searched 
for the venue to begin the next 

chapter in his life. 
Turney's father, Kennith, 

knew it was time for his son to 
take the skills and opportuni-
ties he found playing football 
in Muleshoe and continue on 
to the next level. He helped 
Tumey [Matt] meet his goals. 

"I always kind of gave Matt 
challenges," Turney said. "His 
sophomore year 1 told him if 
he made varsity I'd paint a big 
`M' on the field. He did and I 
did. Then when his senior year 
came around, I told him if he 
got a chance to play Division 
I-A football I'd buy him a new 
truck. I always gave him a 
challenge and he always met 
it," he said. 

Wood commented that 
Tumey possessed the qualities 
that would help him gain fur-
ther success in football. 

"Matt always worked hard 
playing football and he really 
had the size to go on and play 
at the college level," Wood 

said. 
During his senior year, 

Tumey made many recruiting 

trips and visited several col-
leges. West Texas A&M was 
the spot for Tumey, until a cold 
day in January when he de- 

cided to make one more trip —
this time to the University of 
North Texas (UNT). 

Following the visit, Turney 
decided he wanted to be a part 
of the Mean Green Eagles. 

"When I visited UNT, I was 
amazed at the small-town at- 
mosphere and how welcome I 
felt there," Turney said. "This 
feeling and the chance to play 
Division I-A football were too 
good to pass up." 

UNT's head football coach, 
Darrell Dickey, was not about 
to let Turney pass up the op-
portunity either. Dickey no-
ticed several things about 
Tumey that he felt made him 
an asset to the Mean Green. 

"We liked Matt's character, 
academic and athletic ability," 
Dickey said. "This is what we 
look for in all our recruits," he 

added. 
This one visit put UNT at the 

top of Turney's list and he soon 
signed a full scholarship. 

Turney began his college 
years with many hours of in-
tense workouts in the hot and 
humid Denton air before class-
room doors were even open. In 

August, preparation for the 
Mean Green's coming season 
began with two-a-day work-

outs. 
During his first season as an 

Eagle, Tumey took the field for 
five games before injuring his 
knee during the sixth game 
against the Boise State Bron-
cos. Disappointed, Turney re-
mained on crutches for eight 
weeks. 

"That injury was the most 
painful experience I've had in 
my life," Tumey said. "Every-
thing happens for a reason. I 
knew, the good Lord willing, 
things would work out for the 
best." 

Turney was not about to let 
the injury hurt his career. 
Shortly afterwards, he became  

a part of the offensive line 
where he would remain as the 
starting left tackle for the next 
three years. 

Each year brought a routine 
of early morning workouts, 
classes during the day, late-
night meetings and tough Sat-
urday game nights. However, 
the hard hours Tumey dedi-
cated brought success. 

Turney was awarded second 
team All-Sun Belt conference 
for his performances during the 
2001 and 2002 seasons. He 
also had the opportunity to be-
come a part of UNT history 
when the Mean Green went to 
the New Orleans Bowl two 
years in a row. 

The Mean Green fell to the 
Colorado State Rams in 2001, 
but they returned to the 'Big 
Easy' in 2002 following a sec-
ond conference title and this 
time defeated the Cincinnati 
Bearcats to win it all. 

"New Orleans is one of the 
most exciting cities in the 
world," Tumey said. "I was for-
tunate enough to visit the 'Big 
Easy' twice and end my colle-
giate career with a victory." 

Turney finished his college 
football career with two bowl 
rings and priceless memories. 

His father followed him 
through each season and wit-
nessed each success, large and 
small. 

"You can't put into words 
how proud I am of Matt," com-
mented his dad. "It's one of 
those things you have to expe-
rience for yourself. People still  

ask me about him and how he's 
doing. It really makes you feel 
good to be able to tell every-
body about his success." 

Football isn't all Turney has 
been dedicated to at UNT. He 
will graduate in May 2003 with 
a bachelor of applied arts and 
sciences in applied technology 
training and development and 
a minor in computer education 
cognitive systems. 

Though his playing time has 
come to an end, Turney is not 
about to say goodbye to the 
game. He plans to continue by 
coaching football and other 
sports at the high school level. 
Currently, Turney is applying 
at various schools around the 
state of Texas. 

Turney believes that no mat-
ter who or where they are, ev-
eryone should have a chance to 
pursue their goals just as he 
did. 

"I feel very blessed to have 
had the opportunities I did in 
Muleshoe," Tumey said. "Now 
my goal in life is to try and pro-
vide kids with chances to both 
academically and athletically 
better their lives." 

Coach Dickey is confident 
Turney has what it takes. "Matt 
is a student of the game and has 
great people skills which will 
help him in coaching," Dickey 
said. "All he has to do is work 
hard and stay focused." 

In just a matter of time 
Turney hopes to step out onto 
a high school field, this time 
leaving his cleats behind. He

Grant serves as GED in-
structor of adults for Region 
17 in Muleshoe. The pro-
grams are an outreach service 
of the Region 17 Adult Edu-
cation Agency of Lubbock. 

The courses are a free ser-
vice to anyone who is at least 
17 years of age. Participants 
need not live in Muleshoe to 
attend 

"All you need to start is a 
pencil and paper," said Grant. 
"And a desire to learn some-
thing new or relearn some-
thing you've forgotten." 

Classes are held at the 
Muleshoe Adult Learning 
Center, 804 W. American 
Blvd. and are currently being 
held on Tuesday, 9:00 a.m. to 
1:00 p.m. and 5:30 p.m. to 
9:30 p.m; Wednesday, 1:00 
p.m. to 5:30 p.m.; and Thurs-
day, 9:00 a.m. to noon and 
1:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m. Inter-
ested persons can start classes 
at any time and should con-
tact Grant at 272-7540 or 
5766. 

Sharon and I had a chance 
to talk about her job and I was 
surprised to find out how 
much I didn't know about the 
learning center. 

Not only can students ob-
tain their GEDs and learn En-
glish. those of us who need to 
brush-up on math, science, 
history and other too often 
long-forgotten school subjects 
can do so at the center. 

The center can not only 
accommodate people inter-
ested in improving these ba-
sic skills, but can also help 
those who need college prepa-
ration, those who need a job, 
job training or want a promo-
tion at their existing job. The 
center also serves a variety of 
other personal goals. 

Grant doesn't stand up and 
teach her students. Those who 
utilize the program use com-
puters with specially designed 
software geared toward either 
ESL or GED studies. Students 
can go at their own pace. 
Sharon is available to answer 
questions and help in any way 
she can. 

"When an individual steps 
through the door to get his or 
her GED, they're given a 
baseline test to determine 
their education level," said 
Grant. "Everyone could learn 
something from the course 
work these people take. It's 
difficult, but not impossible." 

Sharon is currently taking 
an on-line Spanish II course 
from Clovis Community Col-
lege to help communicate bet-
ter with her new students. 

"Occasionally, I take my 
Spanish tests down at the of-
fice and my students love to  

see me get frustrated! They 
love to help me and I love to 
help them. Because I'm going 
through the same thing, they 
know that I understand how 
difficult learning a new lan-
guage can be," she said. 
"Thankfully, I have a great 
backup when I can't answer 
my ESL students' questions. 
Ramona Lopez is my 
teacher's aide. She speaks flu-
ent Spanish, but is only here 
a few hours a week unfortu-
nately." 

Sharon took over the pro-
gram two and a half years ago 
and has an impressive list of 
predecessors who have nur-
tured the program over the 
years. Educators such as 

Wilma Smith, Elizabeth 
Watson and Alene Bryant 
have all headed the program. 

Funding for the program 
comes via grant money from 
the Region 17 Adult Educa- 
tion Agency. The 
T e x a s 
WorkSource 
Center maintains 
the computers 
and other equip- 
ment and ma-
chinery. South 
Plains Commu-
nity Action pro-
vides the loca-
tion. 

Despite cuts in 
funding for such 
programs 	all 
across the US, 
Sharon hasn't 
heard about any 
such cuts in her 
program. 

"The way to keep programs 
like this going is through par-
ticipation. The more people 
and hours spent down here 
learning, the more secure the 
program is and the more fund-
ing we can get," she said. 

As of this writing, Sharon's 
students are about 65 percent 
ESL and 35 percent GED. 
One-third of the ESL students 
will go on to get their GED. 
The average age of the stu-
dents currently attending 
classes is 32. There are more 
females than males in the pro-
gram because most men make 
their job their number one pri-
ority according the Sharon. 
Sometimes, husbands and 
wives come together. The 
number of participants varies, 
but on average, 8-9 people at-
tend every day. Summertime 
attendance drops off, but 
Sharon intends to keep classes 
going year around. 

While interviewing Grant, 
I met several of her students. 
One lady really caught my eye 
and earned my admiration. 

Maria Mireles is a 72-year-
old student. She's learning to 
speak, read and write English. 
She lives in the Harmon 
Elliott Senior Citizens Com-
plex. Her granddaughter, 
Marivel Quintenilla, intro-
duced her to the ESL pro-
gram. 

Maria enjoys learning. She 
moved to Muleshoe eight  

years ago from Austin. She 
gets a ride from the senior citi-
zens van when she can, but if 
she can't, she walks to class 
come rain or shine. 

There is no time limit to 
finish GED course work and 
ESL students can keep com-
ing until they're fluent if they 
have the desire. 

Tests are administered to 
determine the progress of 
both ESL and GED students. 

GED students are given the 
initial baseline test and then 
retested after 12-15 hours of 
computer work. 

"Four to five students fin-
ish the GED program a year," 
said Grant. "Circumstances 
often hinder people from fin-
ishing the program in a lot of 
cases. Kids, jobs, and moving 
are just some of the obstacles. 
So, it's really an accomplish-
ment when they test eleventh 
grade or better on the unoffi-
cial, shortened version of the 
GED test we give." Grant 
doesn't give the GED test. 
"That's not a part of what I do. 
I get people ready to take the 
test," she added. 

ESL students also get 
tested to determine their 
progress. I spoke with ESL 
student Janette Avilez, who 
has made remarkable 
progress in a very short time. 
She has improved from un-
derstanding and reading al-
most no English to reading at 
a second grade level in just 
weeks. 

I asked Janette why she is 
learning English. She said, 
"It's important and necessary 
for everything." 

Janette and her husband 
live in Friona where they 

don't have a program like this. 
She moved to the area just six 
months 	ago 	from 
Stephenville. 

Marisol Fernandez is 
studying to get her GED. She 
quit school in the eighth 
grade. 

"It's a good program. We 
get to learn at a comfortable 
pace and Mrs. Grant is very 
helpful. The testing gives me 
a headache"' said Fernandez. 
"It's like starting over, having 
to learn everything all over 
again," she added. 

Grant said that Marisol is 
also making exceptional 
progress. The day I talked 
with her, Marisol had just 
taken her progress test and 
was nervous about the results. 

Another GED student, 
Benny Valentine, just recently 
moved to Muleshoe from Dal-
las. He, too, expressed appre-
ciation for Grant. 

"She's our guide and she 
doesn't push us. We learn 
what we can at our own pace. 
Plus it's free!" he said. 

Grant said that Benny 
hadn't been in the program 
long and probably wouldn't 
stay long because he's doing 
so well. 

"He'll have his GED very 
quickly. He's sharp," she said. 

ESL and GED classes will 
be on spring break the week 
of March 30. 

Sharon wants everyone to 

know that volunteers are al-
ways welcome and badly 
needed to help out in the 
classroom. 

"Even if you just come in 
and listen to the ESL students 
read. Every contribution is 
appreciated," said Grant. " 
Anyone can help. You don't 
have to have a college degree 
to volunteer."
