The minors 
and Romero have been ar-
rested. The police are still 
looking fur Linares. 

Office Benny Parker 
and Chief Carter told the 
Journal although the video 
cameras were damaged 
they still helped identify 
the thieves. The officers 
estimate the damages at

By a 4-to-1 vote, the Muleshoe 
City Council passed a new budget 
for 2003-2004 and increased wa-
ter and garbage rates Tuesday 
morning. Councilman Cliff Black 
voted against the budget and .the 
utility increases. 

The budget was passed after a 
long closed session during which 
the council did the annual evalua-
tion of City Manager David Brun-
son. The council seemed pleased 
with Brunson's performance. 

The council voted to raise the 
water and garbage rates for the first 
time since 1997. Both the new 
water and garbage are "weighted," 
increasing the most on high users 
according to Brunson. 

The average water rates will in-
crease per month as follows: 

Low users 	$1.39 
Medium users 	1.87 
High users 	7.61

Luis and MaryAnn Daniel filed the com-

The Daniels are protesting their treat-
ment after Officer Rodney Stevens told 
them he was pursuing Javier Daniel to ar-
rest him on an outstanding warrant. 

Luis and MaryAnn.  Daniel are Javier 
Daniel's brother and sister-in-law. 

The Daniels told the Journal that Of-
ficer Stevens was driving by the home of 
Luis Daniel's mother at 411 E. Ave. C 
when Stevens apparently saw Javier Daniel 
coming out of the home and stopped to 
arrest him on the warrant. 

Javier Daniel's vehicle was parked in 
front of the home at the time of the inci-
dent. 

Luis and MaryAnn said they saw 
Stevens running from the back of the house 
to the front and asked him what was going 
on. 

The Daniels told the Journal that 
Stevens said he had seen Javier go inside 
the house. While Luis and MaryAnn were 
walking toward the house, Officer Johnny 
Bermea arrived at the scene. The couple 
said Bermea told them, "Ya'll tell him to 
get out of the house 	But knowing ya'11, 
you're going to say he's not in there." 

The Daniels said they went inside the 
house to see if Javier was inside, but did 
not find him. 

"He wasn't inside," said Luis. 
The couple exited the house and told 

Stevens that Javier was not inside. They.

The homecoming celebra-
tion came to a halt for the 
Mules when the game started 
Friday night. A high snap from 
center on the first play of the 
game cost the Mules a safety 
and gave the Shallowater Mus-
tangs a two-point head start 
with only nine ticks off the 
clock. 

The Mustangs grabbed the 
momentum and raced away 
from the Mules 52-29 while 
racking up 543 total yards of 
offense. They rushed for 270 
yards and passed for 273 more. 

Eric Morris completed 14 of 
22 passes and back-up quarter-
back Tyler Dippery completed 
six of nine. Eric Von Berg, Da-
kota Smith, and Josh Ramirez 
each caught a touchdown pass 
from Morris. Taylor Stoker 
was the Mustangs leading 
rusher with seven carries for 
101 yards. 

Not all the highlights be-
longed to the Mustangs as 
Landon Sheets completed 12 
of 18 passes for 217 yards, two 
TDs and rushed for a third. 
Brian King plunged over from 
the three-yard line for the 
Mules' final touchdown. 

Juan Nufiez nailed one extra 
point kick and missed one. 
Sheets ran over a two-point 
conversion from the swinging 
gate formation and threw a sec-
ond to Tatom Heathington. 

Juan Reyes was on the re-
ceiving end of five of Sheets' 
passes for 151 yards and two 
TDs. The first TD toss covered 
60 yards and the second went 
70 yards. 

"The Shallowater game re-
ally prepared us for the future," 
said Mule coach David Wood. 
"We learned a lot from the 
game and we will not meet up. 
with a team that has as much  

talent as Shallowater until we 
get two or three games deep in 
the playoffs. 

"The kids executed our game 
-plan to perfection. We just 
didn't think Morris would be 
able to find receivers like he 
did. Our gameplan was to stop 
him from running and we did 
that. We got them out of their 
game plan.... We just didn't ex-
pect him to be able to throw 
that well." 

Wood continued, "They had 
some holes in their defense and 
we exploited them. They will

said Stevens refused to be-
lieve them, saying, "I saw 
him go in there." 

The Daniels told the 
Journal that Stevens told 
them to go inside again and 
get Javier out. Luis said he 
refused because "there was 
no one in there" and told 
Stevens he needed a search 
warrant to go inside. Luis 
said Stevens responded to 
the comment about the 
search warrant by saying he 
"didn't need one," at which 
time he threatened to arrest 
Luis for hindering his in-
vestigation. 

Luis said he told Stevens 
he couldn't be arrested for 
hindering. He said Stevens 
responded that he could 
"do anything" and grabbed 
Luis by the arm. 

Daniel said Bermea as-
sisted by turning him 
around and telling him he 
was being arrested for hin- 

dering. 
Luis told the Journal the 

officers threw him to the 
ground, causing him to 
land face first. He said Of-
ficer Bermea then placed 
his knee on Luis' face. 

He was handcuffed and 
placed in a patrol unit. 

After his arrest, Luis 
said other officers arrived, 
including Renny Parker, 
Otis Carpenter and Shane 
Kirk. Leonor Arrieta, Luis' 
sister, had also arrived at 
the scene and was asked by 
the officers if they could 
enter her mother's home. 
She complied and went 
into the home with offic-
ers Kirk and Parker. Javier 
Daniel was not located. 

Luis and MaryAnn said 
Stevens was told by fellow 
officers that Javier was not 
inside the home, but 
Stevens insisted on an- 

other search. Parker, Car-
penter, Kirk, Arrieta' and 
MaryAnn all went back 
into the home, but found 
nothing. 

The Daniels said Parker 
told Stevens he had to re-
lease Luis because he had 
told the truth about Javier 
not being in the home. Luis 
said Parker approached 
him and told him that if the 
officers wanted to they 
could arrest him, but did 
not state what he could be 
arrested for. Luis was then 
released, he said. 

"This is what you call 
'good cops' in Muleshoe," 
Luis said. 

City Manager David 
Brunson and Chief of Po-
lice Don Carter said they 
could not comment be-
cause they are conducting 
a formal investigation con-
cerning this incident.

FINE ARTS BOOSTER CLUB NEWS 
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M.H.S. Fine Arts Booster 
Club Public Relations Of-
ficer Gilbert Baca dropped 
by the office last week to let 
the Journal in on some of the 
projects the club is currently 
working on and to inform the 
people of Muleshoe about 
where club money comes 
from and what it supports. 

The Fine Arts Boosters 
support the junior high and 
high school band, choir, 
speech and art programs by 
"doing what it takes when it 
takes it" according to Baca.

"It's a combination of 
looking ahead to upcoming 
events and hearing school 
officials' requests," he said.

David and Kay Gray are 
the host family of Stefanie 
Margret-Maria Esser, a 17-
year-old senior at Mule-
shoe. Esser is an exchange 
student from Flacht, Ger-
many.

Frank Poynor's Story Is a 
Story of God's Love & Grace 

If you've lived around 
Muleshoe or this area long, you 
know the name Poynor. Though 
it's a part of past history now, 
Poynor's Home & Auto was a 
Main Street fixture for more 
years than not of Muleshoe's 
entire history. It was for us what 
Sears was for big cities. You 
could walk in and talk to broth-
ers Haney & Paul and feel like 
you'd had a great visit with good 
friends—and you'd be right 
about that—while you were get-
ting tires put on your truck or 
buying ammo for your dove 

hunt. I don't think they'd mind 
my saying that, while they both 
were good in both areas, Haney 
was the brains behind the busi-
ness and Paul was its heart. 
Paul did more Christian coun-
seling in a week at Poynor's 
than most practicing Christian 
counselors do in a month. And 
both brothers were always will-
ing to help their friends and 
their comnununity. 

What Haney & Paul had in 
Muleshoe, two other brothers, 
Frank & Marlin, had in 
Portales. Poynors there was 
also a very big part of that com-
munity for many, many years. 
When the oldest brother, 
Frank, moved to Granbury a 
few months ago, along with 
Haney, Portales hated to let 
him go, and when, just a few 
weeks ago, Frank died in a bik-
ing accident in Granbury, 
Portales mourned and his pic-
ture showed up on the front 
page of their newspaper. 

The Poynors, as a family, are 

some of the most gracious, gen-
tle, and loving people I've ever 
met. Haney is the guy who 
called me 18 years ago and 
said, "Come to Muleshoe!" But 
once, I'm told, long before I 
came on the scene, our larger,  
family and their larger family 
didn't see eye to eye. We were 
all painfully religious, you see. 
and somewhere in the midst of 
a church fuss or two in which 
grave doctrinal matters were 
concerned (yeah, right!), 
there'd been a bit of a rift. 

And then things changed. 
Paul tells me that when his 

dad died, my dad came to their 
house. Paul's mother opened 
the door and just said, warmly, 
as in a heartbeat any past ncga-
nye history melted away, "Oh. 
G.B.!" Christian love con-
quered "theology" and things 
began to change. I know that 
when my own mother was 
dying with a brain tumor. it was 
Frank Poynor whose comfort 
was among the most deeply and 
faithfully given. And I could 
easily fill a book with examples 
of the kindnesses the Poynors 
have done my family. I'm here 
because of them. I know of few 
closer families than the Poynors 
and the Shelburncs, and I know 
that was a source of deepest joy 
to my father. 

You see, somewhere along 
the line, many years ago now, 
Frank, who had known a lot of 
Scripture, came to know, really 
know, the God behind 
Scripture. Tables of stone gave 
way to a warm heart full of 
God's love. He was healed (lit-
erally; that's another amazing 
story) and just being around 
him was itself refreshing and 
healing. He'd left the Pharisees 
long ago. He'd followed Jesus, 
And to be around Frank Poynor 
was to be bathed in' Christ's 
deepest joy. 

Lots of us will miss him.
