WHAT CAN WE
LEARN FROM THE
WINDS OF MARCH?

In the month of March, we
think often of the old weather
lore which says that if March
comes in like a lion, it will go
out like a lamb, or the
reverse of this. Of course,
boisterous and calamitous
WINDS are comparable to
the warring, destructive,
and vociferous nature of a
lion. Have we not many of us
feared for our house and
even for our very lives when
hurricanes or severe WIND-
STORMS have threatened?”

In the Bible, a parable is
learning spiritual truths
through the common
knowledge of physical
things. There is for instance
the physical house built on
sand which when ‘‘the rain
descended and the floods
came, and the WINDS blew,
and beat upon that house; it
fell: and great was the fall of
it.”” (Matt. 7:27). The foun-

dation was weak and could
not withstand the elements

of a WINDSTORM. So, it is
with a spiritual house of the
devil built on the ineffectual
foundation of sinful flesh,
pride, selfishness, and put-
ting all your hope on your
own efforts and goodness
which will fall into the
darkness of hell for without
God, you can do nothing (Jn.

yet not I, but CHRIST
LIVETH IN ME.." (Gal
2:20) He lives inside you in
the Holy Spirit. This is.what
Jesus tried to explain to
Nicodemus for' . .. excepta
man be born of water
(Word) and of the Spirit, (of
Christ), he cannot enter into
the kingdom of God.”" And
Jesus said that “*being born
of the Spirit is like the WIND
which....bloweth where it
listeth, and thou hearest the
sound thereof, but cannot tell
whence it cometh, and
whither it goeth: so is
everyone that is born of the
spirit.”" (Jn. 3:8). But I tell
you, friends, you can feel
that Spirit within you and
His Spirit telleth our Spirit
that we are His: (Rom.
8:16): so you know when you
are born again and have
Jesus living within you.

Have you ever been beset
by the STORM WINDS in
your life when everything
went wrong - your boy
would not eat his cereal, the
telephone bill is overdue, you
had a wreck on the way to
work, and your mother is in
the hospital. Do you know
who can calm the storms in
your life? It is JESUS for
‘““He maketh the storm a
calm, so that the waves
thereof are still.”’

Graeber, executive director
of the State Property Tax
Board (SPTB), today an-
nounced a statewide effort to
inform property owners in
Texas of their rights and
remedies as taxpayers.

“Major changes in the
state's tax laws were effec-
tive January 1 with im-
plementation of the new
Texas Property Tax Code,”
Graeber said. Among the
more significant provisions
are those which:

~Establish a central ap-
praisal district in each coun-
ty which will value all pro-
perty for tax purposes and

~Provide a single board of
equalization-which will be
empowered to hear taxpayer
appeals on a wide range of
matters rather than just
questions of value;

~Permit one-time applica-
tions for homestead exemp-
tions and open-space land
valuation, rather than an-
nual applications as
previously required;

Local officials
delayed appraisal district
operations until 1983 in Bex-
ar, Glassock, Gray, Hartley,
Jasper, Jeff Davis, King,
Leon, McMullen, Moore,
Oldham, Rockwall,
Stonewall and Zapata coun-
ties.

Implementation of full ap-
praisal district operations
was delayed until 1984 in
Bowie, Crockett and Harris
counties

The SPTB administrator
noted that in counties which
have delayed appraisal
district implentation, tax-
payers shoudl file their pro-
perty renditions and exemp-
tion applications with city,

school, county and special
district tax offices as in prior
years. In all other counties,
renditions and exemption
applications should be filed
with the appraisal district’s
chief appraiser.

“It is important that tax-
payers file renditions and
applications for tax relief
prior to May 1," Graeber
said.

To call attention to
available exemptions and
tax administration pro-
cedures, he noted that SPTB
will be working with ap-
praisal district, local tax of-
fices and the state’s news
media to help make Texans
aware of changes in the law.

‘State law requires any
person who owns or
manages income-producing
personal property on
January 1 to file a rendition
statement with the appraisal
district,”” Graeber noted.

Additionally, the chief ap-
praiser of a county may re-
quire rendition of other tax-
able property upon notice to
the owner or manager

Special rendition pro-
cedures apply to property on
which an exemption ap-
plicable on January 1 ter-
minates during the tax year.
In such a case, the person
who owns or acquires the
proper;ty on the date
eligibility for the exemption
terminates must render the
property for taxation within
30 days of that date

Transportation companies
subject to regulation of the
Railroad Commission are re-
quired to render the value of
their intangible property to
the State Property Tax
Board

Banks and railroad com-
panies are required to file
special rendition statements
with the appraisal district
chief appraiser.

It's nearer than you think! A number of Texas
communities and counties have begun their plan-
ning for the 150 Anniversary of Texas in-
dependence, which will be celebrated during that
year. There is already an active Sesquicenten-
nial Commission in Austin - for no celebration
would be complete without a Commission'!

But any citizen with a drop of native-born (or
adopted) Texas blood in his veins will want to do
something to mark the big event.

There are many suggestions coming from
Austin, and fortuanatley some of these ideas can
be carried out by individuals as well as groups.
There is even a free idea Handbook for all local
planners, which can be obtained by writing to the
Texas Sesquicentennial Commission, P.0. Box
1986, Austin, Texas 78767.

One excellent suggestion from the Commisson,
and one which would interest children as well as
adults, is the idea of making 1986 a ‘‘Year of
Wildflowers”.

Texas residents are asked to seed area road-
sides and private fields with native wildflower
species as a beautification project.

Fall is the best time for a seeding program,
and once started, the native wildflowers pro-
pogate themselves. The State Department of
Highways has stated with it will be pleased to
work with any individual or group on a project
like this.

For information of wildflower seed and sup-
plies, planting procedures, and advice on which
flowers will do best your area, write: Herbert
Neimann, Landscape Architect, State Dept. of
Highways and Public Transporation, 11th and
Brazos, D-18L, Austin, Texas, 78711.

Homestead
benefits

available to
those over 65

Homeowners who are 65
years of age or older and
failed to receive their School
District Homestead Exemp-
tion in 1979 have until April 1,
1982 to still sign up. In this
way, Over$5 homeowners
will be able to take advan-
tage of the tax freeze
associated with the $10,000
Homestead exemption given
by the School Districts of the
State.

According to House Bill
885 which was passed by the
Special Session of the 67th
Legislature, Over-65
homeowners who Qualified
For the school homestead
“Tax Freeze” in 1979, but
did not apply for the limita-
tion, may file an application
with the Chief Appraiser of
the County Appraisal
District in which the home is
located.

This application must be
made with the Chief Ap-
praiser of the Eastland
County Appraisal District
before April 1, 1982.

To qualify for the tax
limitation, on January 1,
1979 a homeowner Must have
satisfied these re-
quirements:

- Be 65 years of age or
older

- Own his or her home

- Use that home as his or
her Principal Residence

The Chief Appraiser will
consider all applications and
notify each applicant before
April 15, 1982. If the applica-
tion is approved, the Chief
Appraiser will make an en-
try on the appropriate school
district’s 1982 appraisal
records.

This entry will indicate the
amount of tax the Over$65
taxpayer should have paid in
1979, had he been granted the
$5,000 general homestead ex-
emption and the $10,000 for
1979, 1980, or 1981.

For 1982, the taxpayer’s
amount of homestead taxes
paid may not exceed the
amount of taxes the school
distirct would have imposed
on the homestead for 1979,
had the taxpayer been
granted his homestead ex-
emptions. This frozen tax
amount will remain in effect
as long as the homestead re-
mains the same.

Judge Bailey Speaks At Rotary Club

A law, HB 640, recently
passed by the Texas
Legislature defining the
abandonment of cemetery
lots and the procedure for
recovery of title by the
governing body of the
cemetery, was discussed
before the Rotary Club
Thursday, by County Judge
Scott Bailey.

Under the definitions
stated in the law, he explain-
ed, there is some question as
to whether or not it would ap-
ply to the Cisco cemetery,
however, and some amend-
ment of its provisions might
become necessary.

The 40-acre burial ground
is managed by a non-profit
association and under that
status the law would seem to
apply. But the City of Cisco
is the grantor of title to the
lots and for that reason the
cemetery may be in a
category to which the law is
not applicable as it now
stands. Another condition in
what would be, overall, a
matter for delicate concern,
prevents any recovery ac-
tion in the case of a title
granted in perpetuity, even
though the lot in question
may otherwise come within
the warrant of the legisla-
tion.

The act, which applies to
private or association-owned
and non-profit cemeteries,
presumes abandonment as a
condition in which the lot has
not been cared for or
maintenance fees, if re-
quired, not paid for ten con-
secutive years. Before any
action for recovery of the
unused lot or lots is taken the
authority must give notice of
intention to the owner or his
representative, either
directly or by mail to the last
known address. After a
stated period of time there
must be four newspaper
publications once a week,
before a petition to declare
abandonment and sale can
be filed in district court.

If the law could be applied
to the Cisco burial grounds a
great deal of unused space
might be recovered to keep
the cemetery within its pre-
sent limits, Anton White,
who presented Judge Bailey,
explained.

Bailey suggested that
Eastland County, which had
a boom-time population of
approximately 68,000 in 1920,
has perhaps a greater ration
of cemeteries of population
than any other county, and
that the Cisco problem is
common to many other
burial sites. In a country
where land is still com-
paratively plentiful, the con-
dition is not so pressing or
evident as in many eastern
nations where burial space,
aside from agricultural
needs, is so limited than only
the very wealthy or the more
prominent can afford inter-
ment.

He advised a great deal of
caution, however, in any ac-
tion seeking recovery of such
lots, and suggested that
perhaps a greater length of
time in neglect should be
written into the law.~-BAB

Congress had to borrow
money in order to pay
Washington's salary. He was
a businessman as well as
president since he ran a
ferry across the Potomac
River. Washington wore size
13 shoes and also held the
first barbecue in 1793 and
roasted a 500 pound ox.

Mr. Ritchie said that
Washington's brother,
Lawarence, built the Mount
Vernon home. The inaugural
address was the shortest in
history with only 135 words.
At the age of 57 Washington
had lost most of his own
teeth and searched endlessly
for false teeth. Finally a
French dentist made him a
set carved from rhinoceros
ivory.

William Henry Harrison
was born February 9, 1773.
He was president for only 31
days and the first president
to die in office. But he made
the longest inaugural ad-
dress of 8344 words. He had
more children than any
other president which
numbered ten. He died in

1841,

Abraham Lincoln was
born February 12, 1809, and,
of course, his most famous
address was the
“Gettysburg Address."

Mr. Ritchie sighted three
major needs of the City of
Cisco: (1) the city needs a
better water system. Need
good water and even
pressure. Need a filtration
plant and an improved
distribution system; (2) the
sewerage system needs to be
upgraded. Mr. Ritchie said
that plans are now being
studied for a more efficient
wastewater plant; (3) a ten-
inch line to serve the new
homes on the west side of
town. This would be
beneficial to all the city. In
brief a new sewer line, new
sewer plant and total plumb-
ing of a water filtration plant
and water distribution
system is badly needed.

The discussion was very
interesting and informative.
The meeting adjourned at
3:25 p.m.

Spinach is one of many
green leafy vegetables
grown in abundance in
Texas. Eight thousand to
10,000 acres of spinach are
produced in the Winter
Garden area each year, pro-
viding more than 80% of the
nation’s supply. Most of the
canned spinach for con-
sumers is processed at a
plant in Crystal City, Texas
In the middle of the small
town is a large brightly
painted statue of the cartoon
character Popeye, signify-
ing that the town is the
spinach capital of the world.
,Fresh, Texas spinach is
usually available from
November through April
The savory or crinkley leaf
type is mostly hand-
harvested and sold as fresh
spinach. The flat or
broadleaf type is usually
machine harvested and used
mainly for canning
SELECTION

Fresh spinach cannot be
stored very long, so select
greens before buying. Look
for crisp, clean leaves that
are fresh and tender with a
healthy green color. Avoid
greens with coarse, fibrous
stems; wilted or yellowed
leaves and brown edges. Re-
ject greens with excessive
dirt and evidence of insects
which are hard to remove

Buy fresh spinach loose by
the bunch or prepackaged
ne pound of bunched
pinach or 12 oz. of packaged
pinach serves three or four
people. Packaged greens are
convenient becuase
they are somewhat trimmed
and washed before packag-
ing. There is less waste with

nore

é..:

packaged spinach, but it
may cost more per pound
and deteriorate more quick-
ly.

Canned or frozen spinach
may be a less expensive
choice, especially when
fresh spinach is not in good
supply. Either form stores
well, can be used in many
recipes and requires little
preparation
NUTRITION

Gaining super strength
from spinach may only ap-
pear in cartoons, but spinach
is rich in blood-building iron
It has an abundance of
vitamins A, C & K and sup-
plies a good source of fiber
Spinach also contains some
B vitamins and the minerals
potassium and magnesium
Although it is packed with
nutrition, this tasty, green
vegetable only has about 20
calories per serving, so even
if you are dieting, you can
eat all you want
PREPARATION

Combine the unique color
and flavor of spinach with
other foods to make salads,

quiche, casseroles, dips,
souffles or crepes. For a
delicious side dish, season

cooked spinach with butter,
onions, herbs or spices
Spinach also blends well

Too cook spinach, remove
damaged leaves and large
stems.

To retain the emerald
green color, remove the lid
briefly during the first few
cooking minutes to allow
steam to escape. This
releases chemicals that turn
spinach a dull olive green.
Do not add soda to preserve
the color. Soda is not needed
and can change the flavor
Cook the greens just until the

leaves or tender. Over-
cooking also causes
discoloration
STORAGE

Store fresh greens proper-
ly to preserve the quality of
the leaves. Spinach keeps on-
ly three to five days, so plan
to use it shortly after pur-
chase. Rinse the leaves
thoroughly but gently in a
container of cool water to
remove dirt or sand. Shake
the leaves to remove excess
water and drain them on a
wire rack or towel. Packag-
ed spinach can be stored a
day or two without washing,
but wash it before using

For crisp leaves, keep
spinach cold and moist.
Store spinach in a plastic
bag or a damp cloth in the
refrigerator.

Several aphids infest
small grains. The greenbug
is the major small grain
pest. In most years, damag-
ing populations develop
throughout the area
However an individual pro-
ducer may not need to apply
control measures for green-
bugs every year.

Greenbugs develop in
large numbers under certain
conditions and may cause
economic losses. In some
cases, entire fields of grain
are lossed. Greenbugs suck
plant juices and inject toxins
into small grain plants.

During the winter, infested
fields may have yellowed
spots preceding the ap-
pearance of small deadened
areas. Later, greenbugs in
these spots may increase
and spread throughout the
field. Greenbugs cause more
damage when small grain
crops suffer from deficient
moisture during midwinter
and cool spring.

natural enemies, however,
reproduce slowly when
temperatures are below 65
degrees F. Thus, in cool
weather the greenbug may
increase to enormous
numbers while its natural
enemies multiply slowly
Greenbug damage may be
confused with moisture
stress and/or nitrogen defi-
ciency.

The need for applying in-
secticide depends on the
number of greenbugs pre-
sent, size and vigor of plants,
temperature, time of year,
moisture conditions and
stage of growth and
presence of parasites and
predators.

Treatment may be war-
ranted when at least 100-300
greenbugs are found per
linear foot when plants are
3-6 inches in height or when
300-800 greenbugs per linear
foot of 6-18 inch plants are
found. The appearance of
dead plants caused by green-
bugs feeding in spots within
the field may also indicate a
need for treatment.

Greenbug control is more
effective when temperature
is above 50 degrees F. Use
higher recommended rates
when temperature is below
65 degrees F. The chemicals
most commonly recom-
mended for greenbug control
are Cygon* , DeFend® , Di-
Syston* Malathion or
Parathion. Be sure to check

label for grazing and
harvesting restrictions.

Cooke jumped out in front
in the opening minutes of
play and built a six-point
lead before Lott hit two jump
shots. The second, two-
pointer gave the Lady
Wranglers the lead and they
never relinquished it.

The record-setting Lady
Wranglers finish the regular
season with a 22-9 record as
three sophomores--Peggy
Taylor, Carolyn Cheeks and
Sue Brooks—-took the CJC
court for the last time as
Lady Wranglers. Taylor
closed out her last regular
season with 17 points and 10
rebounds.

The Bastrop native
finishes the regular season
with 551 points and 305 re-
bounds.

CJC's biggest lead came in
the second half when
freshman guard Marinette
Hays' jumper put the Lady

Wranglers on top 49-32-a
17-point advantage.

Eight unanswered points

Cheeks
got into the act, hitting
jumpers at 2:06 and 1:37
after the Lady Lions had cut
CJC's lead to five.

The Lady Wranglers then
hit seven of 10 free throws to
offset six charity tosses by
Cooke.

Cooke's Dee Dee Polk sank
19 of 19 free throws and
finished as the game's
leading scorer with 39 points.
The Lady Lions go into the
tournament with a 28-6
season record.
