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Latest census bureau report
reveals that Bailey County in
1947 produced her greatest cot-
ton crop, gins having reported
turning out 51,786 bales from
the '47 crop to January 15, 1848,
Probably 2,000 bales remain to
be ginned, and the total might
be around 55,000,

No other year in the history of
the county has even approached
the great turnout of cotton that
was seen here last year, although
a smaller acreage may have in
some former year produced more
lint to the acre. It is believed that
this year cotton acreage, irrigat-
ed and dry land crop, has aver-
aged producing more than 250
pounds of lint cotton per acre,
more than a half bale.

Cotton production here was prac-
tically nil in the two preceding cot-
ton year, 935 in 1947, 2395 bales
in 1946,

In one of the early years of the
county’s history, 1826, 4879 bales
were ginned in the county and a
big crop year was 1944, when 26,-
418 bales were reported ginned in
the county.

Since cotton has sold for almost
30 cents per pound all the season
and seed have been priced at $85
per ton to $100 p<r ton, each bale
probably avcrage bringing more
than $150, so Bailey County has
produced nearly $8,000,000 worth of
cotton this year. ;

When it is remembered that cot-
ton brought in less than half of
the income of Bailey County far-
mers, it can be seéen that this has
been a mcs! prosperous year for
them.

Citizens of Muleshoe will vote on
a special proposition that concerns
them on the same day as the vot-
ing on the proposal to issue city
ments and for street paving, set
for a decision on February 10.

They will vote for or against the
adoption of provisions of a law
passed by the Legislature in I927
which would give a city the size
of Muleshoe the power to control
any subdivisions within the city lim-
iis.

Citles of 25,000 population or more
already are authorized to regulate
such Subdivisions; the adoption of
the provisions of the act would en-
title Muleshoe city government to
have the same power,

The city would not approve the
subdivision of a plat of ground un-
til streets and alleys had been de-
signated amd the plat approved,
thereby keeping said alleys and
s'reets in conformity with those
already existing in other parts of
the city. :

Members of the city commission
felt that this authority to regulate
the manner in which subdivisions
are made is of great importance and
they felt that the proposition should
be decided at the same time as the
bond election, to eliminate the ex-
pense of holding another election.

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3 Unions Block Labor Peace—Refuse Wage Boost
Already Accepted by 19 Other Railroad Unions!

The Brotherhood of Locomotive Engi-
neers, Brotherhood of Locomotive Fire-
men and Enginemen and the Switchmen'’s
Union of North America, representin
125,000 railroad employes, have ref

to accept the offer of the Railroads of a
wage increase of 153 cents an hour.

"Fhis is the same increase awarded
1,000,000 non-operating employes by an
arbitration board in September, 1947,

This is the same increase accepted by
175,000 conductors, trainmen and switch-
men by agreement on November 14, 1947.

A ments have been made with
1,175,000 em%loyu, represented by nine-
teen unions. But these three unions, rep-
resenting only 125,000 men, are trying to
get more, They are demanding also many
new working m{r’ not embraced in the
settlement with conductors and train-
men.

Incidentally, the Switchmen's Union of
North America represents only about 7%
ot all railroad switchmen, the other 93%
being n‘frcunted by the Brotherhood of
Railroad Trainmen and covered by the
settlement with that union.

Strike Threat

The leaders of these three unions spread a
strike ballot while negotsations were still
in progress. This is not a secret vote but is
taken by union leaders and votes are
si by the employes in the presence
of union representatives. a
When direct negotiations failed, the
leaders of these three unions refused to
oin the railroads in asking the National
ediation Board to attempt to settle the
dispute, but the Board took jurisdiction
at the request of the carriers and has been
earnestly attempting since November 24,
1947, to bring about a settlement, The

ment. Tho’ludm of the unions rejected
the request of the Mediation Board to
arbitrate. The railroads accepted.

What Now?
The Unions having refused to arbitrate,
the Railway Labor Act provides for the
appointmert of a fact-finding board by
the President.

The railroads feel it is due shippers,
passengers, emgloyee. stockholders, and
the general public to know that through-
out these negotiations and in mediation,
they have not only exerted every effort to
reach a fair and reasonable settlement,
but they have also met every requirement
of the Knl way Labor Act respecting the
negotiation, mediation, and arbitration of
labor disputes.

Itseemsunthinkable that these threeun
representing less than 10 per cent of railroa

employes, and those among the highest paid,
can successfully maintain the threat of a par-
alyzing strike against the interest of the en-
tire country—and against 90 per cent of their
fellow employes.

The threat of a strike cannot justify grant-
ing more favorable conditions to 12‘;!,4’)00 em-
ployes than have already been put in effect
for 1,175,000, nor will it alter the opposition
of the railroads to unwarranted wage in-
creases or to changes in working rules which
are not justified,

Seems To Be Gaining In Favor

At the close of an all-day water
study conference at Big Spring
Tuesday, Gov. Beauford Jester an-
nounced plans for several water
meetings in warious parts of the
state, The Big Spring conference,
during which West Texas water
problems were discussed, will serve
as a model for conferences to be
held in other parts of Texas.

It was generally conceded at the
meeting that development of the
State's resources is in direct pro-
portion to the available water sup-
ply and that each locality or lo-
calities, must meet and solve its
water problems in its own way.

E. V. Spence, chairman of the
State Board of Water Engineers,
announced that the board would
give all the assistance it can in

solving various problems. Gov.
Jester declared that the help of
other state agencies will be avail-
able as needed.

Upshot of the Big Spring session
was a decision, approved by a voice
vote, to make permanent the tem-
porary organization which prepar-
ed the conference program.

Named to head the group was
Frank Kelley, of Colorado City,
coordinator and presiding official
at Big Spring.

A brief report by Winfield Hol-
brook stated that the more than
6,000 irrigation wells in the Lub-
bock and Amarillo areas, most of
which have been drilled in the last
two .or three years, have added
an estimated $30,000,000 annually
to the value of crops in these areas.
