So you're one of nearly 20 million people who owns a home com-
puter and has a home garkroom

Question: Can the one fact help you with the other?

Answer Most definitely. .if you have a few pertinent facts to plug
Into your computer . facts like these

Color Printing. You've just made a test print and found an ex-
posure of 10 seconds on Ektachrome RC paper produces the best
print from a slide Your filtration consists of 40Y and 10M. Your ex-
perience in darkroom color work tells you, however, that you should
use a filter pack of 20Y and 30M. What's your new exposure time?

In the past, determining new exposure times after a change in
filtration meant long, tedious, and expensive test printing. Plug the
following information into your computer, and you'll get a perfect
print in a fraction of the time

Color Compensating (CC) Filter Factors

Filter Value Yellow Magenta Cyan
05 0 1.2 1.1
10 1.1 13 12
20 11 15 1.3
30 11 1.7 14
40 11 19 15
50 11 2.1 16

To use the filter factors, first divide the oid exposure.nme by the
factor for any filter removed from the pack. In our example, you
would divide 10 seconds exposure time by 1.1 (the factor for 20Y
removed), giving you a time of 9.09 seconds

Next, multiply the resulting time by the factor for the filter added
In other words, 9.09 times 1.5 (the factor for 20M added), giving you
a new exposure time of 13.64, or 13 seconds

Black-and-White Pninting Let's assume you just made a perfectly
exposed black-and-white print on a multigrade or polycontrast
paper Everything is fine, except that the print needs a little more
snap or contrast. What you must do, of course, is to use a Polycon-
trast Filter (or a higher number filter than you used previously)
Here's a chart that will help determine filter factors for three popular
papers

In order to utilize these filter factors, simply take the correct ex-
posure time for any print made without a filter (say, 10 seconds) and
multiply by the filter factor of any filter added (say, a number 32
filter with Polycontrast Rapid Il RC paper having a filter factor of 3.2)
for your new exposure time. Ten seconds times 3.2 equals 32
seconds Remarkably simply, isn't it?

Why bother keeping records at all? Well, if you have the ap-
propriate data handy, you'll save a lot of time and energy in
reproducing a print.

Teh FDA ordinance also
states that manual contact
with the food by customers
must be avoided either by
mechanical dispensing
devices such as gravity fed
units, manual dispensers

Producers accounting for 70% of the natural gas produced in the nation in 1983, say that
New Gas prices are going down, according to a recent national survey administered by Control
Data Corporation, under contract with I.M. Olson & Associates.

New Natural Gas Price Decline
Bodes Well for Consumers

A national survey released this week
reveals overwhelmingly that prices for
new natural gas are declining and will
continue to do so, providing new evi-
dence that price increases will not occur
upon decontrol this winter.

Frank Pitts, of Pitts Energy Group in
Dallas, told a group of Wall Street fi-
nancial analysts that natural gas pro-
ducers responding to a nationwide sur-
vey stated that there will be no price in-
creases as a result of New Gas decontrol
scheduled for January 1, 1985.

A rotal of 982 producers responded
to the survey administered by Control
Data Corporation. Ninety-eight per-
cent stated that there would be no such
price increases. Eighty-one percent of
the responding producers said that
their New Gas prices had declined or
remained unchanged over the last 18
months.

“This confirms that market forces
are operating to bring about renegotia-
tion or adjustment of existing contracts
and negotiation of new contracts at
lower prices,” stated Frank Pitts, who
commissioned the survey.

“Some Members of Congress have
been concerned that natural gas prices
will rise rapidly after decontrol. Not
only will there not be a ‘fly-up’ of 9-12
percent in New Gas prices, as some
have speculated, but this survey pro-
vides conclusive evidence that New Gas

prices are declining and will continue
to do so,” Pitts added.

The 982 survey respondents produc-
ed 11.261 trillion cubic feet (TCF) of
natural gas during 1983, accounting
for 70 percent of total U S. natural gas
production last year. .

“Because of the participation by
large and small producers in respond-
ing to the survey and the proportion of
total U.S. natural gas production rep-
resented, we have an extremely high
level of confidence in the results of this
survey and what this means to the
American consumer,” Pitts said.

During the last three decades of reg-
ulation, natural gas production has suf-
fered because prices were kept artifi-
cially low and drilling was discouraged.
Under the Natural Gas Policy Act of
1978, prices were allowed to rise gradu-
ally to reflect the actual costs of drilling
and production.

“Today, however, market forces
have caused decreases in New Gas
prices and an abundance of natural gas
supply which spells good news for con-
sumers. It is clear that consumers
should realize the benefits of declining
New Gas prices without new legisla-
tion,"” Pitts said.

New Gas is natural gas that has been or will be
decontrolled on January 1, 1985 under the Natu-
ral Gas Policy Act of 1978 (NGPA)

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End Of The Caboose

‘‘Caboose.”

A strange word for a
strange railroad car that
somehow survived for more
than a hundred years from
the days of oil-burning lamps
to the computer age.

Origins of the car and the
word are surrounded by as
much legend as fact.

One popular version dates
the word back to the descrip-
tion of a ship's galley deriv-
ed from the Dutch workd
“kabuis”’.

The use of cabooses
started in the 1830's when
railroads housed trainmen in
boxcars or flatcars with
shanties built on them.

The addition of the cupola
- a lookout post atop the car
- is attributed to a conductor
who discovered in 1863 that
he could see his train much
better if he sat atop boxes
and watched through the
hole in the roof of his boxcar.

Cabooses served func-
tions. It was an office for the
conductor. A ‘‘waybill”’
followed every car from
origin to destination. The
conductor kept the paper-
work in the caboose.

The car also carried
brakemen and a flagman.

In the days when trains did
not have automatic air
brakes, the engineer signal-
ed the caboose with his whis-
tle when he wanted to slow
down or stop. The brakeman
would climb out of the
caboose and make his way
forward on the tops of the
cars, twisting the
brakewheels by using a stout
club. A brakeman riding the
engine would work his way
towand the rear.

Once the train was stop-
ped, the flagman would get
off the caboose and walk
back a safe distance with
lanterns flags and other war-
ning devices to stop any ap-
proaching trains.

Underway, the trainmen
would sit up in the cupola
and watch for smoke from
overheated wheel journals,
called hotboxes, or other

It was common for
railroads to assign a caboose
to a conductor for his ex-
clusive use. Conductors took
great pride in their cars -
despite the derogatory
nicknames including
“crummy, doghouse, bone-
breaker, snake wagon and
hearse.”

Conductors would
decorate the interior of their
cars with many touches of
home, including curtains,
family photos and, most im-
portantly, ingredients for
cooking meals that became a
part of the American
folklore.

The car served as a ‘‘home
away from home' for
crewmen who slept in the
car on trips away from their
home terminals.

Cabooses became a uni-
quely American tradition.
Overseas, their use was rare
or eliminated many years
ago.

Even in the United States
technological change began
eliminating the need for
cabooses before the turn of
the century.

The spread in the 1880s of
the automatic air brake
system invented by George
Washington eliminated the
need for brakemen to
manually set brakes.

Air brakes were soon
followed by the use of elec-
tric track circuits to activate
signals providing protection
for trains and eliminating
the need for flagmen.

Trains became longer,
making it difficult for the
conductor to see his train
from the caboose. Freight
cars became so high they
blocked the view from the
traditional cupola.

Friction bearings were
replaced by roller bearings,
reducing overheated jour-
nals and making visual
detection by smoke unlikely.

The heavy fast trains
made on-board cooking
hazardous and unnecessary.
Cabooses were put into

‘‘pools’’ and not assigned to

individual conductors.

New labor agreements
reduced hours of service and
eliminated the need for
cabooses for sleeping
quarters as a result of lodg-
ing provided by the com-
pany.

Electronic ‘“‘hotbox” and
dragging equipment detec-
tors were installed along
main lines, which could
check moving trains more
efficiently and reliably than
men in cabooses.

Computers eliminated the
conductor’s paperwork.

Cabooses became expen-
sive anachronisms.

The first major railroad in
the United States to
eliminate cabooses was the
Florida East Coast Railway.
Because of the technological
advances and sweeping local
labor changes, FEC dropped
the cars in 1972.

By the fall of 1982 the na-
tion's other major railroads
and the United Transporta-
tion Union, which represents
the trainmen who ride in
cabooses, reached agree-
ment on guidelines to begin
eliminating cars.

Studies by the Interstate
Commerce Commission and
a Presidential Emergency
Board, which was appointed
to settle the labor situation,
concluded cabooses could be
safely’eliminated.

The board estimated U.S.
railroads would save ap-
proximately $400 million if
cabooses were eliminated.

Union Pacific purchased
its last cabooses in 1979 for
$63,500 apiece. UP System
has a fleet of about 1,500
cabooses. There are nearly
11,000 cabooses in service on
all U.S. railroads. Cabooses
today cost approximately
$80,000.

Other railroads which
have begun eliminating
cabooses include Conrail,
Baltimore & Ohio, Norfolk
Souther, Illinois Central
Gulf, Seaboard System and

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New Texas Law Rec
Up Kids For Their Safety

Seventy-eight children
ages 4 and under died in auto
accidents in Texas in 1983.
Another 6,603 were injured,
many seriously.

Although these figures led
the nation, the Texas
Medical Association says
there could be a substantial
decrease in these categories
beginning Oct. 31, 1984, when
a new state law takes effect.

As of that day, a driver
must buckle up a child
passenger under age 4 witha
safety seat or seat belt or
face a fine of $25 to $30. The
fine will be dismissed if the
person acquires a child safe-
ty seat within 10 days of the
offense and provides proof to
the court

Winter Pastures

Need Fertilizer

COLLEGE STATION--
Winter pastures which are
just germinating from re-
cent rains need adequate
amounts of plant nutrients to
help ‘‘catch up”’ from a slow
start.

“Many forage producers

had planted heir winter

pastures in dry soil without a
fertilizer application,”
points out Dr. Neal Pratt,
forage specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, Texas A&M
University System. “‘They
need a good rain first to get a
good stand, and now these
pastures should make some
rowth."”

But they need adequate

based on soil test recommen-
dations, and there's still
time to get soil tested, Pratt
adds.

With adequate moisture,
winter pastures will make
good growth over much of
Texas until about Dec. 1, or
the first heavy frost of the
season, says E.K. Chandler,
president of the Texas
Forage and Grassland Coun-
cil

“Winter pastures got off to
a slow start this fall as dry
weather extended through
September over much or
Texas,” notes Pratt. “‘But if
warm, moist conditions con-
tinue, winter pastures will be
able to recover some lost

safety belts are occupied.

Willie again met us with
our coach and as we drove on
down the mountain we were
again grateful for him
because the driving was dif-
ficult; there were sharp,
steep curves all the way; he
used a motor break coming
down.

As we drove back to In-
terlaken, Sepp again began
to tell us interesting things
about Switzerland. He said
the average income is $1500
a month, the highest in
Europe. It is a very wealthy
country. It has benefitted
from wars rather than suf-
fering from tham as other
European countries have.
Since it has no natural
resources it make
machinery and watches.
Lower paying jobs, such as
waiters, are not held by
Swiss, but by people from
other countries who come to
Switzerland seeking jobs
because jobs are hard to find
in their home country.

A farmer could not tell you
the value of his farmland.
Farmland is not bought and
sold in Switzerland. A non-
farmer could not buy a farm.
The house is built by the
family and house and land
are passed on to the next
generation. It is often passed
on to the youngest child as
the parents wait as long as
possible to pass the farm on;
therefore, the oldest children
have wusually already
established themselves in
other professions.

The price of a house would
be double that of a com-
parable house in the United
States. More people live in
apartments than in private
homes. Rent is very high. A
small one-bedroom apart-
ment with a kitchen, fold-
down bed, all in one room,
would sell for about $45,000.
A person can buy a flat sub-
sidized by the government.

The down payment is made
and the rest is interest free.
The buyer must not sell it, if
it is bought with the subsidy,
for 10 years or he must pay
interest. It cannot even be
rented.

Ten percent of the forest is
owned by the government.
Farmers must get permis-
sion to cut a tree and then
must plant one to replace it.

As usual, we had a very
good dinner in our hotel. We
ate clear soup with sliced
vegetables, chicken, rice,
spinach with mushrooms,
mixed vegetable salad and
marinated berries with
cheery ice.

Friday, July 27, we were
on our way by 9:30 to Bern,
the capital of Switzerland.
Sepp said Switzerland really
does not have a capital but,
since the seat of federal
authorities is in Bern, it is
called the capital. Bern is so
named because in the 12th
century a duke said the city
would be named for the first
animal which was killed in a
hunt. A bear was the first
animal killed so the city was
named Bern. It is known for
its flags and fountains and
many beautiful old
buildings. There are no
modern buildings in Bern.

As we drove along we saw
members of the Swiss Army
training. Every 18 year old
man joins the army and re-
mains a member of the army
until he is 55. There is no dif-
ference in active and reserve
duty. There is no such thing
as a professional soldier; the
chief in command is the only
soldier who is paid full time.

Women are only in the
medical branch. The
youngest men spend six

weeks every year in training
and this time is reduced as
they get older. They are
compensated for time lost on
jobs. The Swiss army is very
well equipped and said to be
very efficient. The Swiss
have their own weapons in-

dustry. Army units are call-
ed out for fires and avalan-
ches. Men who are not of-
ficers in the army have trou-
ble getting higher jobs in in-
dustry.

Switzerland enjoys lower
taxes than other European
countries. There are income
taxes and property taxes,
but most taxes are collected
locally. Gasoline is $2.40 per
gallon and $1.50 of that goes
to the government.

We passed through two-
mile-long Belchen Tunnel
which was the longest tunnel
in Europe until four years
ago. It goes under the Jura
Mountains.

We stopped in Basel, near
the German border, for
lunch. There we saw a sign
“*hundebar’’ above two
bowls of water. This was
drinking water for dogs. We
found this strange because
we had not found one drink-
ing fountain for people and
here was water placed con-
veniently for dogs.

We drove through the
Black Forest and the Rhine
Valley. The forest, named
Black Forest because of the
appearance of black of the
spruce tr was beautiful,
but we dﬁ&&link it could
compare to the forests in the
Alps. German and French
are spoken in the area. The
newspapers are bi-lingual:
the national and interna-
tional politices are printed in
French and the social and
home politics is printed in
German, so one column may
be German and the one right
beside it may be French.

I had expected the
Autobahn would be a super-
highway but was surprised
to find it an old-appearing
four-lane highway. Then, of
course, I remembered it is
an old highway, having been
built by Hitler. There is no
speed limit except for buses,
which is 50 mph. Ours had a
speed limit of 63 because of
extra safety features which

Sepp said fewer people in
Europe own firearms than in
the United States. There is
no chance to sue a doctor.
Lawyers work for a fixed
fee. A criminal gets a fixed
sentence: hc may get one-
third off for good behavior.
Gas costs $2.50 to $3.00 per
gallon. I tried hard to take
notes on all Sepp told us, but
I found it hard to write con-
stantly and still see all thene
was to see.

We stopped a beautiful
Lake Titi and ate delicious
Black Forest cake and we
did some shopping. We spent
the night in Aparthotel
Hirschen in Schoenwald that
night. It was something like
time-sharing: people who
owned the one-room apart-
ments could use them for one
month out of each year and
the rest of the year the hotel
rented the rooms to
travelers. We did some shop-

ping in the interesting town
and then had dinner of leek
soup, salad, pork steak (or
venison stew), lots of fried
potatoes and fresh fruit.

After dinner we walked
high up a hill to a lovely old
cemetery which was filled
with flowers - petunias,
roses, begonias, succulents
and many others.

After a large breakfast on
July 28, we were off to a Ger-
man farm. The farm house
which is 365 years old, the
oldest in the forest, is being
restored for the older people
to move into. Their son is
taking over the farm and will
live in the main farmhouse.
They own 122 acres and rent
25 more on which they have
40 Angus, 30 horses and
ponies, 5 pigs an 3 goats.
They said they did have 10
chickens, but a fox had killed
all but one. The government
pays them a premium for not
producing milk. The horses
and ponies are used in their
riding stable. Several young
people were there to ride
that morning even though it

was raining.

Mrs. Duffner, the lady who
owned the house, served us
Kirschwasser which she
called "‘cherry water’’ but in
reality was a liqueur very

high in alcohol content. She
pointed cut two crucifixes in
the room which was suppos-

Amendments

By Senator Bob Glasgow

In addition to the presiden-
tial, statewide and local elec-
tions to be determined by the
voters on Tuesday,
November 6, 1984, there will
be eight proposed constitu-
tional amendments on the
ballot as well. Constitutional
amendments must first be
approved by a two-thirds
vote of the members of the
Senate and of the House of
Representatives. Then the
proposals are submitted to
the voters. Since the Texas
Constitution was adopted in
1876, 419 amendments have
been proposed - 263 were
adopted.

Amending our Constitution
is a very important matter;
and in an effort to provide
you with information on
these 8 proposed constitu-
tional amendments, | have
listed each one below, giving
the background and the pros
and cons of its adoption. I
hope you will make every ef-
fort to go to the polls and
vote on November 6th.
AMENDMENT NO. 1-“THE
CONSTITUTIONAL
AMENDMENT TO PRO-
VIDE STATE BANKS THE
SAME RIGHTS AND
PRIVILEGES AS NA-
TIONAL BANKS."

The proposed amendment
provides state banks with all
rights and privileges
presently or subsequently
granted to national banks
located in Texas. These
rights and privileges are
authorized despite possible
conflict with other provi-
sions, most notably the
branch banking prohibition

BACKGROUND

Since the Civil War, the
United States has evolved a
dual banking system, com-
posed of both state and na-
tional banks. State banks are
chartered and regulated by
state supervisory authority

National banks are created
under and governed by
federal law and subject to
the authority of the Office of
the Comptroller of the Cur-
rency. If a state statutory
provision conflicts with a
federal provision relating to
national banks, the federal
law controls; however, na-
tional banks are subject to
state laws that do not ex-
pressly conflict with the laws
of the United States. One of
the greatest restrictions on
national banks resulting
from state law is the prohibi-
tion of state and national
banks from participating In
branch banking.

Prior to the early 1900's,
national banks were forbid-
den from branch banking
Conversely, branch banking
by state-chartered banks
was a widely accepted prac-
tice in a number of states
during much of the 1800's.
The 1927 McFadden Act at-
tempted to provide
“competitive equality’” by
allowing national banks to
branch only where state
banks wee expressly permit-
ted branching powers

Texas lawmakers have
historically opposed the idea
of branch banking. State
chartered banks were pro-
hibited in Texas during most
of the 19th Century, and it
was not until 1904 that the
constitution was amended to
allow the establishment of a
state banking system. Since
that time, branch banking by
any bank located in Texas
has been prohibited by the
Texas Constitution as well as
by statute. The 1950’s saw
court approval of drive-in
teller windows and separate
tunnel-connected banking
facilities. A 1975 attorney
general opinion declared
bank holding companies ac-

Evidence of Identity Required
by Social Security Office

Nearly everyone in the Big
Country area who applies for
a Social Security number
remembers to bring
evidence of age and citizen-
ship, but many forget to br-
ing evidence of identity,
Glyn Hammons, Social
Security manager in Abilene
said recently

Evidence of identity 1s
always requested before the
Social Security number can
be assigned, no matter how
young the person is, Ham-
mons said. This rule applies
to infants and small children
as well as adults.

A person applying for a
Social Security number
usually needs at least 2
pieces of evidence; one to
establish age and citizenship
and the other to establish
identity.

The best evidence of age
and citizenship is a public
birth certificate established
before a person's 5th birth-
day which was issued by a
U.S. State or local govern-
ment. A foreign born person
needs the appropriate im-
migration or naturalization
records as well.

Some people find it dif-
ficult to find evidence of
identity for infants or young
children, Hammons said.
Examples of documents that
can be used include vaccina-
tion certificates; newspaper
birth announcement; day
care or nursery school
record; adoption record; or
doctor, clinic, or hospital
record.

Older children can use
school records, membership
in Boy Scouts or Girl Scouts
or other youth organizations,
report cards, ID card, or
welfare case record.

In fact, any document that
gives enough identifying
data to establish proper
identity can be used.

Parents who apply for a
Social Security number for a
child must also provide
evidence of their own identi-
ty in addition to the required
evidence for the child.

Only original documents
or copies certified by the is-
suing agency can be used.
Uncertified or notarized

photocopies are not accep-
table.

U.S. citizens applying for a
replacement Social Security
card to replace a lost card
need evidence of their identi-
ty, while foreign-born per-
sons need evidence of cur-
rent U.S. citizenship or
lawful alien status as well as
evidence of identity

People reporting name
changes need evidence of
identity under both the old
and new names before a new
card can be i1ssued.

Although people 18 or over
who are applying for a Social
Security number for the first
time must apply in person,
others may apply by mail
Social Security will prompt-
ly return all original proofs
to the applicant. Documents
issued by the Immigration
and Naturalization Service
should not be mailed

ceptable provided one bank
did not attempt to control or
direct the others. By 1980,
when the use of electronic
fund transfer machines was
approved by constitutional
amendment, 50 percent of all
Texas deposits were con-
trolled by 15 institutions.

Although seven other
states prohibit branch bank-
ing, Texas is the only state to
do so by both statute and
constitutional amendment.
If the proposed amendment
is approved, state law will
continue to enjoin branch
banking in this state unless
national banks are given un-
checked branching powers
by federal law.

ARGUMENTS
FOR:

1. The adoption of the pro-
posed amendment will en-
sure continued parity bet-
ween state-chartered and
nationally chartered banks.
It will remove the necessity
for frequent state legislation
merely to maintain
equivalence under future
modifications of federal
banking law.

2. If federal law is changed
to permit branch banking,
state chartered banks would
be prevented from com-
peting effectively with the
great convenience offered by
national bank branches until
a similar change in state
law. The proposed amend-
ment simply ensures equali-
ty of state and national
banks and the possible sur-
vival of state chartered
banks if national banks are
granted sovereign branching
powers.

3. Texas law currently per-
mits a variety of banking
practices formerly con-
sidered to be against public
policy. The acceptance of
drive-in teller windows, elec-
tronic fund transfer
machines, and bank holding
companies clearly indicates
both judicial and popular
support for the loosening of
certain long-standing bank-

toward greater consumer
convenience, and the logical
next step in the state’'s finan-
cial development.
AGAINST:

1. The possible introduc-
tion of branch banking to
Texas, as contained in this
amendment, will enable
large financial institutions to
open branches in unfair com-
petition with smaller, local
banks. Unable to compete
due to comparatively
meager resources, many
small banks will be forced to
merge with major banking
institutions, producing an
unhealthy degree of finan-
cial concentration and wip-
ing out a tradition of small
independent banks.

2. The passage of this
amendment and the possible
subsequent establishment of
branch banks in Texas will
serve to deprive rural com-
munities of financial self-
determination. As major
banking institutions over-
take small local banks,
many rural communities
will find themselves under
the financial control of dis-
tant corporate banks whose
policies are set without
regard for the problems and
concerns of the local com-
munity.

3. The broad wording of
the proposed amendment
leaves the scope of its
powers dangerously undefin-
ed. A vague blanket grant of
rights may easily produce
unforseen results, the conse-
quences of which may be
vastly undesirable.

Simple Guidelines For
Family Budgeting

COLLEGE STATION -
Family budgeting might be
easier if there was some sim-
ple guidelines for spending
money.

Actually, it's very difficult
to tell any family how much
they should spend on food,
clothing, shelter, transporta-
tion and other items,
because all families are dif-
ferent, says family finance
expert Nancy L. Granovsky.

But financial counselors at
some of the non-profit con-
sumer credit counseling ser-
vices have developed a sim-
ple, easy to understand
system called the 25 percent
budget, says Granovsky, a
home economist with the
Texas A&M University
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice.

While using this set of
budge guidelines may not be
helpful to every family, it
does provide a benchmark,
especially for those who are
not budgeting at all and may
be experienceing some
financial difficulty, she
notes.

To make this budget work,
you divide your monthly
take home pay into four
equal parts. Assign 25 per-
cent for housing, 25 percent
for food, 25 percent for mon-
thly loan payments and 25
percent for everything else,

explains Granovsky.

Allowing 25 percent for
housing, including taxes and
if possible, utilities, means
you won't exceed for food, in-
cluding groceries, children's
lunches, and other meals
away from home.

Allow 25 percent for mon-
thly payments on everything
you are buying on time, such
as a car, furniture, televi-
sion, appliances, home im-
provements or credit card
charges.

The final 25 percent should
cover everything else like
savings, insurance, educa-
tion, recreation, contribu-
tions, child care, personal
expenses and emergencies.

The percentages in each
budget category are flexible,
she points out. For example,
some families may spend
30-35 percent on housing.
This means that each of the
other parts on the budget
will have to be reduced.

But no matter how you
divide up your take-home in-
come, says the economist
your expenses will have to
add up to 100 percent. If they
don’t, you'll have a personal
case of deficit spending on
your hands.

Care For Children

COLLEGE STATION--
Choosing an in-home
caregiver for young children
IS a serious matter for
parents.

Of the children in
childcare, about 85-90 per-
cent are cared for in their
own homes or in small
groups in a caregiver's
home, says Texas A&M
University Agricultural Ex-
tension Service home
economist Diane T. Welch.
The caregivers are often
friends, relatives or
neighbors, she adds.

Parents often prefer in-
home care because it can be
less expensive for two or
more children, it saves the
time and cost of transporting
children to a day-care
center, and in rural areas, it
may be the only kind
available, she explains.

When the in-home
caregiver 18 a friend or
relative, parents often feel
awkward about asking for an
interview, notes Welch.
However, it's just as impor-
tant to spend time talking
with a friend or relative
about child care, she says,
since you may find your
views on child care are not
compatible.

“Make the time to sit down

and discuss your views of
child care with your friend

or relative,”” Welch sug-
gests. “'Don’t take anything
for granted and teli the per-
son what you expect of the
child and what you would
like a caregiver to do for and
with the child.”

Just because the caregiver
is a friend or relative, don't
avoid the issues of work
time, the fee and agreement
on how to end the services,
she cautions. Getting
business matters settled
may help preserve a positive
relationship between
parents and the caregiver

According to Welch, a
family life education
specialist with the Extension
Service, any potential
caregiver, whether a friend,
relative or stranger, should
be carefully interviewed
before hiring. She suggests
asking questions such as:

* What kind of TV pro-
grams do'yéu think children
should watch?

« What activities do you
think are good for children”

* What do you do when a
child disobeys?

* What do you do when you
become angry with a child?

e What are some things
you do with children to help
them learn?

* What do you know about
first aid?

* How do you feel about
what children eat and drink”

* What kind of facilities for
play, naps and eating do you

'have available?

Parents should inspect the
home for safety and
cleanliness as well.

Before hiring an in-home
caregiver, prepare a written
agreement about what you
expect and what the ar-
rangements will be, says the
specialist. Both you and the
caregiver can refer to the
statement later, thus
minimizing misunderstan-
dings.
