The Rev. Harry Gervin, 
pastor of the First Baptist 
Church, will be the speaker 
for the Oakwood cemetery 
service. "There will be song 
s e rv ice s . Brad Kim- 
brough,commander of the 
John William Butts Post 123 
of the American Legion will 
preside. The program will be 
concluded with “ Taps" be­
ing played by Stephanie 
Kimbrough on the trumpet.

There will be a tent and 
chairs available for those at­
tending the cem etery  
ceremonies. Miniature flags 
will be provided by the 
Legion Post for use in 
decorating the graves of 
deceased military veteran.

Residents were asked 

always lock doors and urin- 
dows. I>eaving a light on in 
the yard or house is a good 
idea, he said. Watch for 
strange cars cruising your 
neighborhood and report 
anything that might make 
you suspicious, the chief 
said.

‘ ‘ If you’re leaving town for 
a day or more, don’t make it 
obvious,”  Mr. Rains said. 
“ Arrange for somebody to 
pick up your newspapers. 
I^eave a light burning.”

’The chief suggested that 
money should never be left 
in a home or unlocked in a 
business. “ Money is what 
most thieves want and you 
can’t trace it,”  he said.

The Police Department 
has electria l engraving 
equipment for marking ap­
pliances and items in the 
home and it is available for 
use without charges, Mr. 
Rains said.

There has been quite a lot 
of cases of gasoline being 
siphoned out of auto tanks 
from cars parked in garages 
and carports or in front of 
homes, the chief said. Take 
steps to prevent this or make 
it hard for the thieves, he ad­
ded.

"Don’t give the thief any 
advantage. He will take it,”  
said Mr. Rains.

Making a list or inventory 
of items in the homes is good 
business, Mr. Rains said. "If 
you can identify items stolen 
from you, the investigator 
will have an advantage,”  he 
said. "Criminals don’t want 
marked’ items.”

The police department’s 
crime prevention unit works 
in cooperation with the 
Texas Crime Prevention In­
stitute. I.eaflets entitled "A

at the department. Many 
communities have formed 
Neighborhood Watch groups 
to protect themselves from 
burglars, Mr. Rains said.

Senior Citizens To Elect Workshop Cancelled,

Their Representatives Cisco Writers Club Contest Lack Of Interest Cited
On May SO, older Texans 

across the State will go to 
their local Senior Citixens 
Centers to e lect 116 
delegates to the first Texas 
Silver Haired Legislature. 
Those elected will meet at 
the State Capitol in Austin, 
September 29, 30 and Oc­
tober 1. 1906.

The S ilver Haired 
Legislature, which was 
autorized by the 69th Texas 
Legislature, is an elected, 
nonpartisan body of citizens 
60 plus years of age elected 
by persona 60 plus years of 
age. They will meet to 
discuss and debate issues 
concerning senior citizens 
and establish legislative 
priorities from these issues 
for the Texas l^egislature to 
consider when it convenes in 
January of 1967.

Delegates to the Silver 
Haired I.egislature will be 
elected through the 28 Area 
Agencies on Aging in the 
State. The West Central 
Texas Council of Govern­
ments Area Agency, which 
covers a nineteen county 
region, will be sending four 
delegates to the session. This 
region has been divided into 
3 districts. One represen­
tative will be chosen from 
each of the three districts 
along with one “ at large”  
delegate representing all 19 
counties. Each individual 
casting a vote will select two 
candidates; one from the 
district their county is in, 
and one candidate “ at 
large.”

To be eligible to vote, you 
mast be a registered voter of 
the State of Texas, 60 years 
of age or older as of January 
1, 1966, and a re.sident of the 
West Central Texas Council 
of Governments region.

Absentee balloting is 
scheduled for those who can­
not attend on the regular 
FJection Day, May 30, 1986. 
Contact your local Senior 
Citizens Center for dates and 
times of when the ab.sentee 
voting will be taking place in 
your community.

The Texas Legislature 
developed this project to pro­
vide older persons in Texas 
the opportunity to make our 
govern m en ts m ore
knowledgeable on the issues 
and concerns of senior 
citizens. It will al.so provide 
older Texans an avenue to 
become more aware of the 
legislative proce.ss through 
involvement, to develop a 
forum to discuss senior 
citizens' i.ssues. and allow

them to serve as a public 
resource to their com ­
munities.

Texas will become the 23rd 
state involved in such a pro­
ject with the ultimate goal 
being a National Silver 
Haired Congress. The suc­
cess in other states has been 
very encouraging to those 
helping to implement this 
project in Texas. Between 
70-90% of the issues 
presented in bill form to the 
State I.«gislators has been 
rece iv ed  fa v ora b ly ; 
therefore, the value of this 
project can be measured. 
The objective they will be 
striving to meet will be to 
serve the needs of present 
day older Texans and help 
them deal today with the 
problems that a larger, older 
population will face tomor­
row.

This 
region has been divided into 
3 districts. One represen­
tative will be chosen from 
each of the three districts 
along with one “ at large" 
delegate representing all 19 
counties. Each individual 
casting a vote will select two 
candidates; one from the 
district their county is in, 
and one candidate “ at 
large.”

To be eligible to vote, you 
mu.st be a registered voter of 
the State of Texas, 60 years 
of age or older as of January 
1, 1906, and a resident of the 
We.st Central Texas Council 
of Governments region.

Absentee balloting is 
scheduled for those who can­
not attend on the regular 
Election Day, May 30, 1986. 
Contact your local Senior 
Citizens Center for dates and 
times of when the ab.sentee 
voting will be taking place in 
your community.

The Texas Legislature 
developed this project to pro­
vide older persons in Texas 
the opportunity to make our 
governm ents m ore
knowledgeable on the i.ssues 
and concerns of senior 
citizens. It will aLso provide 
older Texans an avenue to 
become more aware of the 
legislative proce.ss through 
involvement, to develop a 
forum to discuss .senior 
citizens' issues, and allow

them to serve as a public 
resource to their com ­
munities.

Texas will become the 23rd 
state involved in such a pro­
ject with the ultimate goal 
being a National Silver 
Haired Congress. The suc­
cess in other states has been 
very encouraging to those 
helping to implement this 
project in Texas.

After drawing a black 
bean, Captain W illiam 
Eastland behaved with the 
most patriotic dignity; he 
desired tht his country 
should not particularly 
avenge his death, but for her 
own honor, he implored her 
never to lay down her arms 
until the most ample repara­
tion and her unconditional 
freedom should be secured. 
He said, “ I know that some 
have thought me timid, but, 
thank God, death has no ter­
rors for me.”

The 17 men who had drawn 
black beans were taken into 
a separate courtyard from 
the other Texan prisoners.

Just previous to the firing 
they were bound together 
with cords, and being blind­
folded, they were set upon a 
log near the wall, with their 
backs to their executioners.

It was at dusk on March 25, 
1843. They all begged the of­
ficer to shoot them in front, 
and at a short distance; that 
they were not afraid to look 
death in the face.

This he refused and the fir­
ing continued for ten to 
twelve minutes.

Our beat gueas la 
that the very warm January 
interrupted the normal rest 
pattern in many parts of the 
state and caused the peach 
and plum trees to drop much 
of their crop due to tlic lack 
of chilling.

Chilling (hours between 32 
and 45* F) for most of the 
state was less than average 
this year and it could be seen 
in the strange growth and 
behavior of many of the 
state’ s peach and plum 
trees. Low chill varieties 
that were planted too far 
north bloomed early and 
were mostly left to frost 
while high chill varieties 
often had a very late and

prolonged bloom that did not 
set weU. Unfortunately, both 
these problems resulted in 
two few fruit on many of our 
trees.

Fortunately, we have to go 
back to 1952 to find a year 
that was as bad as 1986 for 
lakk of chilling and we cer­
tainly hope that it will be 
that far in the future before 
this happens again This 
year does give us the oppor­
tunity to look at how 
varieties performed in the 
various areas of the state 
and tells us why high chilling 
varieities like Ranger should 
not be planted too far South 
and low chilling varieties 
such as TexStar shouldn't be 
earned too far north. With 
good varieties available in 
almost all chill hour re­
quirements, growers should 
try to stay within 100 hours of 
either side of average to in­
sure consistent croppmg. We 
average about 900 chilling 
hours in Eastland County. 
When we plant a peach 
variety such as Sam Houston 
which requires 500 chilling 
hours. It usually blooms too

early and the fruit is killed 
by a late freeze.

Gardeners are likely to 
have prob lem s with 
blossoms drop and poor fruit 
set of tomatoes any time dur­
ing the growing season. The 
,/roblem may be exhibited as 
a total or partial foilure of 
flowers to develop into fruit, 
or abnormal fruits which 
may be misshaped or catfac­
ed

The first category is the 
fnut set or blossom drop ex­
perienced most commonly in 
Texas. It is most common in 
tomatoes in plantuigs which 
bloom late. Generally, the 
unusual cause for poor fruit 
set IS high temperature -  
either night or daytime 
tem peratures. Optimum 
nighttune temperatures for 
fruit set in tomatoes is about 
60 to 70* F. in combination 
with daytime temperatures 
about 90* often results in 
heavy blossom drop in 
tomatoes.

These conditions usually 
occur durmg June, July and 
August in most areas of 
T exas. Under these 
tem perature conditions, 
fruit set may be very light 
but may change dramatical­
ly with the onset of more 
favorab le  nighttim e 
temperatures (below 72*). A 
somewhat sinrular condition

may occur during extended 
periods of cold weather. 
However, under the cold 
weather conditions the pro­
blem may show up as 
blossom drop, but it may 
also be combined with aB 
normalties in those fruit 
which do not abort 
(misshapen, catfaced, etc.).

There are many other 
causes for lack of fruit set or 
the developm en t of 
m alform ed  fru it in 
tomatoes These include;

1. Unbalanced nutrition.
2. Extended periods of 

wann, windy weather with 
low humidity.

3. Extended periods of 
showery, cool, overcase 
weather during early spring

4 Insects and disease.

Texas Crime Stoppers
Alert

HAWKINS, Texas -  They 
were young, vibrant and in­
telligent.

Today, they are dead and 
the residents of the East 
Texas com m unity of 
Hawkins are searching for 
answers.

In an effort to assist in fin­
ding the answers to who kill­
ed Suzanne Harrison, 18, 
Bryan Boone and Gena l>ee 
Turner, both 20, the Texas 
Crime Stoppers Advisory 
Council announced today it 
was joining forces with Wood 
County Crime Stoppers and 
the Upshur County Sheriff’s 
Department

A reward fund of up to 
$5,000 has been established 
by the Governor’s Office and 
Wood County Crime Stop­
pers for information leading 
to the arrest and indictment 
of the offender or offenders 
in the tragic case

In addition, the citizens of 
Hawkins have announced a 
$6,000 reward for informa­
tion leading to the conviction 
of the offenders 

Wood County law enforce­
ment authorities said the 
three young people had gone 
to nearby l.ake Hawkins to 
enjoy a warm Sunday. When 
they failed to return Sunday 
evening, Boone’ s brother 
grew concerned and went to

search for them. He found 
their abandoned pickup at 
the lake. The truck was 
unlocked, the windows were 
open and inside the vehicle 
were the women’s purses, 
undisturbed on the floor­
board.

Miss Harrison’s partially 
clad body was discovered at 
Barnwell Mountain Park, 
located about five miles 
north of Gilmer in neighbor­
ing Upshur County. The park 
IS located on a steep, heavily 
wooded hill on State Road 
155. The victim’s body was 
about five or six feet down 
the side of the hill.

Detectives say Miss Har­
rison had been sexually 
assaulted, beaten with a 
blunt object and strangled.

The bodies of Boone and 
Miss Turner were 
discovered Saturday in a 
ditch beside F'M 1649, north 
of Ore City and about a mile 
west of Barnwell Mountain 
Park They both had been 
shot.

In vestigator Jam es 
Turner of the Wood County 
Sheriff’s Office said it ap­
pears the three young people 
were abducted around 11:15 
a m. on Sunday, May 4.

Authorities are asking that 
anyone who might have seen 
the youngsters after that
