The 4th defendant, Joe 
Thomas Perry, was due to be

In a hearing last Thurs­
day, attorneys for Defen­
dants Richard Hinton, Bren­
da Andrews and Pat Starr, 
sought to have both Judge 
Wright and Prosecutor ijart 
removed from the pro­
ceedings. Visiting Judge 
Herman Fitts of Palo Pinto 
overruled the defense re­
quest.

Attorney Saul Pullman, 
representing Hinton by ap­
pointment of the court, re­
quested the county to pay 
him more than $30,000 for ex­

penses. Mr. Pullman said 
this amount has already 
been paid the prosecutor and 
that under the law an at­
torney appointed by the 
court should be compensated 
on the same basis.

Mrs. Garcia, a conve­
nience store employee, was 
abducted from her job on 
Nov. 29, 1981, and her body 
was found in a roadside ditch 
west of Cisco two days later. 
Two Cisco brothers, Thomas 
and Charles l^eFlore, are 
serving prison sentences in 
the case after pleading guil­
ty to murder charges.

The four other defendants 
were named in indictments 
returned after Mr. Hart was 
appointed special prosecutor 
in the case.
