Cisco Woman Pleads
Guilty During Trial

Lisa Maric Rose, 22, of
Cisco entered a guilty plea
Monday to the murder of
Richard “Country” William-
son of Ranger April 25.

A jury was scated on the
case, but dismissed upon
announcement that Rose
would enter a guilty plea.
Judge Jim Wright of the 91st
District Court gave her a
sentence of five years in
prison.

On Sept. 21 John David
Robinette, 34 of Cisco was
sentenced o 75 years in prison
by a 91st District Court jury
which found him guilty of
murder in the Williams case.

During testimony in
Robinette’s trial his brother,
Martin, said Rose and
Robinctte came to where he
worked and told him, they
had killed Williamson. They
returned to the murder scene

south of Cisco and were ar-
rested.

A pathologist testified in
Robinette’s trial that William-
son had been shot six times,
twice in the head and four
times in the back. His head
was wrapped in tape.

The murder weapon was
found in Rose'spurse, accord-
ing to testimony by Eastland
County Deputy Sheriff David
Franklin,

Before Rose pleaded guilty
Monday an Eastland Doctor
examined herand advised her
Auorney, Leslie Vance, that
she understood the proceed-
ings. During Robinctte’s trial
Rose had been described as
having the mentality of a
“twelve year old.”

Assistant District Attorney
Bill Dowell represented the
state in Monday’s proceed-
ings.

Don'tdo anything tocreate a
suction in your mouth, such as smok -
ing, rinsing, or drinking through a
straw. Also, cut down on your activ-
ity for about 24 hours, and avoid hot
liquids and alcoholic beverages.
STick with soft foods for the first day
or so.

HOMESTEAD TAX INSTALLMENT PAYMENTS
ARE PERMISSIBLE FOR SENIOR CITIZENS

An Eastland County citizen has
requested that we print the following
excerpt from State Law, in advising
persons that installment payments
are permissible for taxes on
homesteads, if certain guidelines
are followed.

(Text of Section 31.031 effective September 1, 1990.)

Sec. 31.031. Installment Payments of Certain Homestead
Taxes. (a) If before the delinquency date an individual who is at
least 65 years of age pavs at least one-fourth of a taxing unit’'s taxes
mposed on property that the person owns and occupies as a resi-
ience homestead, the person may pay the remaining taxes without
penalty or interest in three equal instaliments. The first install.
ment must be paid 1, the second installment before
June 1, and the third instaliment before Augunt 3

(b) If the individual fails to make a payment before the applicable
datevpmvided by Subsection (a), the unpaid amount is delinquent
and incurs a penalty of 12 percent and interest as provided by Sec-
tion 33.01(c).

(c) An individual may pay more than the amount due for ench
installment and the amount in excess of the amount due shall be
credited to the next installment. An individual may not pay less
than the total amount due for each installment unless the collector
provides for the acceptance of partial payments under this section.
If the collector accepts a partial payment, penalties and interest
are incurred only by the amount of each installment that remains
unpaid on the applicable date provided by Subsection (a). |

(d) If the delinquency date for taxes to which this section applies {
is postponed to May 1 or a later date, the collector shall extend each
installment deadline provided by Subsection (a) by the number of
months that the delinquency date was postponed.

Producers need 1o be tak-
ing precautions now because
frost is when the potential for
purssic acid poisoning is most
dangerous. Do not graze sus-
ceptible plants for two weeks
after a non-killing frost. Do
not graze susceptible plants
after a killing frost until the
plant material is dry, usually
in 10 to 14 days. Do not graze
at night when frost is likely.
Do not graze susceptible
plants whichare wilted or with
young tillers

After a frost susceptible
plants cut for hay should be
well cured. Wait at least two
months before feeding.

There usually are no vis-
ible symptoms of prussic acid
poisoning. Most of the time
only dead animals are found.
There is an antidote but 1t
must be administered quickly
to be effective.

Winter brings the threat of
prussic acid poisoning for
livestock but it can be man-
aged for when precautions are
taken.

ference with prison opera-
tions, and imposes tough
penalties on “casual™ illegal
drug users.

gin. streets or coddling them in air
conditioned, carpeted deten-
tion centers, Gramm offered
a comprchensive anti-crime
bill in July. It provides for
mandatory prison seniences
without release for using fire-
arms in the commission of
violent crimes and drug traf-
ficking felonics, prison terms
for selling drugs to a minor,
and the dcath penalty for
murder committed withafire-
arm during the commission
of one of the above, It has
been approved by the Senate.

On
the other hand, science is let-
ting us know that we must
stopcontaminating our world
with high levels of ozone,
carbon monoxide and other
pollutants that come from
automobile emissions

Propane might not be the
answer to our nation’s alter-

native fuel dreams, but it
clearly appears 10 be one of
theanswers: It's much cleancr
than gasoline, it's already
widely used, and we have
plentiful natural gas reserves
in North America. Texas
alone produces more than one-
third of the propane in the
U.S.,” Hightower said.

“Increasing the use ol pro-
pane as a transportation fuel
would also benefit the rural
economy. Propane 1s pro-
duced by gas wells in rural
arcas. Most of it is processed
in rural plants, sold by rural
dealers and used by rural
consumers

“The ume is npe 0 pro-
mote propane and other alter-
native fuels such as ethanol
and compressed natural gas
Public interest in clean, do
mestically produced alterna-
tive fucls has never been
higher

“Even government is get-
ting involved. Texas recently
passed legis!ation calling for
all government agencies 10
begin converting their vehicle
fleets to alternative, less-pol-

luting fuels. The Texas De-
partment of Agriculture has
already started the switch 10
alternative fuels. As I speak,
mechanics are converting
TDA vehiclesto propane gas.
By next week, theagency will
have 14 such vehicles, one
for each district,” Hightower
said.

Propane is in an excellent
position to compete for that
market. The infrastructure is
already there - we have 2,000
refueling locations on our
state alone, and over 30,000
Texas vehicles are presently
running propane.”

Hightower urged the indus-

ACADEMIC respect for Baptist
scholarship and a dedication to share the
message of the gospel are driving forces

“*Baptist scholarship has been

Our Baptist theological traditions
are credible in terms of historiczl schol
arship, and I want our traditions of Bible
and theology to be subjected to honest
scrutiny,’” he said

“The challenge is to produce acom
mentary that is faithful both to the
insights of biblical scholarship and to the
Bible as the word of God,'” he added

Sloan charged

SLOAN is a graduate of Baylor Uni
versity and received the master of divin
ity degree, magna cum laude, from
Princeton Seminary. He did post-bac
calaureate research in church history at
the University of Bristol in England and
received a doctor of theology degree
from the University of Basel.

A 20-minute drive away from Baylor
University takes Sloan to a large country
farmhouse where attention to schedul
ing becomes vital for all the Sloans,
including Charissa, Bryan, Eraina,
Michael, Alathea, Sophia and Paul,
who range from three to 16 years old.
