Cisco Band And Belles Catch
Attention of New York Times

The Cisco Junior College
Band and Belles reaped some
totally unexpected major
publicity during their visit to
New York last week for the
Macy’s Thanksgiving Day
Parade.

In addition to performing
for two million parade view-
ers on Broadway, and for
national television onall three
networks, the Cisco students
were the subject of a feature
article in The New York
Times, the nation’s largest
metropolitan daily newspa-
per. The Times article focused
specifically on Wangler Belle
Ginny Pope of Cisco, com-
paring her advance expecta-
tions of the Big Apple, which
were admittedly apprehen-
sive, to her later reactions o
the city of New York and its
people.

Shortly after arriving at the
Southgate Hotel in mid-
Manhattan on Tuesday, No-
vember 20, CJC Band Direc-
tor Bill Swinney received a
telephone call from the T'imes.
The NY Metropolitan Sec-
tioneditorrequestedtosenda
reporter and photographer
with the Cisco group on their
sight-seeing tours, as well as
to their meetings, rchearsals,
down the Broadway parade
route, and calminating at their
feature performance for the
NBC Television cameras at
Macy's.

The article, written by Craig
Wolff, with photograph by
Fred R. Conrad, appeared on

Page 1 of the Metropolitan
Section of the Times on Fri-
day, November 23, the day
following Thanksgiving and
the Band/Belles performance.
It read, in part:

“Watch New York from a
step back, Ginny Pope had
been telling herself for two
days. Better yet, two steps
back. Don’t get o0 close to
the people in rags and the
hustlers and all those crowds.
So she watched New York
from ferries and tour buses.
She thought she was keeping
her distance.

“Wishful thinking for
Ginny Pope. Because there
she was at 11 o’clock yester-
day morning, rightin the very
center of the city, taking one
small step, then one giant
high-kick, the tourist turned
tourist attraction, all the way
from Cisco, Tex., marching
and dancing in the 64th
Macy’s Thanksgiving Day
Parade.

“Miss Pope took it all in —
the soaring character bal-
loons, the splashy floats, the
hundreds of thousands of
smiles. At first she was a bit
scared, but then she scared
herself with how well she fit
in.

Hearing Voices

“Taking her place in the
front row of her drill team,
the Cisco Junior College
Belles, a few paces behind
the school’s marching band,
Miss Pope remembered her
coach’s direction to keep

smiling. But she also heard
her mother saying, “Look
straight ahead, mind your
business, and no onc will
bother you.”

“On Wednesday, Miss
Pope, 20 years old, was
dazzled by the Statue of Lib-
erty and ‘Gypsy.” She took in
Ellis Island in a record eight
minutes and was
dumbfounded when she saw
one man dragging a woman
down a street and another
‘using the restroom on the
street.’

“Her thought then, she said,
was ‘New York should be
ashamed of itself.’

“Yesterday, on Central
Park West, in her cowgirl hat,
denim skirt with sequin belt
and fringed boots, she passed
by the park and said, ‘I didn’t
know there was any green
here.” At Columbus Circle,
she seemed to look not just at
the crowds but into them, and
remarked, ‘People seem so
together here.” At Times
Square, she looked up a the
people waving from high
floors and at the children sit-
ting cross-legged in front of
the curb.

“‘Ididn’treally know New
York had kids,’ she said.

“When it was over, after
her group’s 90 seconds on
television, Miss Pope put her
hands on her hips. ‘Every-

These domestic tragedies
occur throughtout the year.

According toofficials at the
Texas Department of Health
(TDH), mishaps with firearms
of all types are the third lead-
ing cause of accidental death
among children ages 5-14
(after motor vehicle accidents
and drownings). Most ol
these shootings can be attrib-
uted o adult irresponsibility
inallowing children accessto
loaded guns.

Inarecent reportin ““Texas
Medicine,” the journal of the
Texas Medical Associauon,
TDH’s Dr. Patti Patterson said
that firearm accidents com-
prise less than 5 percent of
shooting deaths among adults,
“but they are a major part of
(fircarm-related)morality in
children.” Dr. Patterson 1s
pediatric consultant to the
TDH Associate Commis-
sioner for Family Health
Services

a professor of epidemiology
in San Antonio’s UT School
of Public Health, found that
from 1984, some 337 Texas
children younger than 15 died
from firearm injuries. About
43% of those deaths were
accidental, while 41% were
intentional homicides, 15%
were suicides and the cause
of the remaining 1% was
unknown,

The authors said that their
own research and other stud-
ies confirm that most fatal
shooting accidents among
children occur in homes,
when unsupervised children
play with loaded, improperly
stored guns. “Many Lragic
incidents have occurred when
children have mistaken real
guns for toys,” Dr. Patterson
said.

Dr. Patterson recommends
that physicians counsel par-
ents about potentioal dangers
posed fircarms in the home.
In addition, she advises par-
ents who decide they need to
keep a gum at home to follow
basic firearm safety rules:

*Never keep a gun loaded,
either in the house or inacar,

Diabetes
Millitus

An estimated 830,000
Texans — about one in 20
have diabetes mellitus.
However, only about half
even know they have the dis-
case. All are atrisk of devel-
oping serious health compli-
cations such as eye problems,
nerve damage, heart discase
and kidney discase.

To help prevent death and
illness from diabetes, the
Texas Department of Health
has joined a national effort

° '\

during November, Diabetes
Month, 10 make the public
more aware of the importance
of proper health care for dia-
betics.

Diabetes is one of the top
ten leading causes of death in
Texas. It is also the leading
cause of new causes of blind-
ness and the leading cause of
lower extremity amputations
not related to injury.

People at risk for diabetes
include those who: have a
family history of diabetes, are
40 and older, and/or are over-
weight. Also, American In-
dians, Mexican-Americans
and blacks are more likely
than others in the U. S. 10
develop diabetes.

Demographics in this state
point o the probability of an
even higher incidence of dia-
betes in the future. The larg-
est age groups in the Texas
population of some 17 mil-
lion are the very young and
the middle-aged. Adult on-
set diabetes is most likely to
develop during middle age,
and as an already overweight
population ages, an increase
in the adult form of the dis-
case is expected.

In addition, members of
lexans’ growing black and
Hispanic populations are
more likely to get this dis-
ease. Diabetes is 33% more
common among blacks.
Black women have 50% more
diabetes than Anglo women
and face an even greater risk
if they are obese.

Hispanics have three o five
times the risk of developing
diabetes as Anglos. One study
in San Antonio showed that
women living in the barrios
were four time more likely to
have diabetes than Hispanic
women living in the suburbs.
For men living in the barrios,
the diabetes rate was twice as
high. The reasonare notclear,
but obesity, more common in
the barrios, and diet are
thoughtto increase the risk of
developing diabetes.

Diabetes is a group of dis-
orders characterized by un-
usually highlevelsof sugarin
the blood, caused by the
body’s inability to make or
use the hormone insulin. All

persons with Type I, or insu
lin dependent, diabetes re
quire regular insulin injec
tions to control their blood
sugar levels. Type I usually
occurs in young children.
There is no known way 10
prevent this type of diabetes.

Adults, however, are more
likely to contract non-insulin
dependent, or Type I1, diabe-
tes which often can be con-
trolled by a combination of
dietary therapy and regular
exercise. Typell patientsmay
also take oral medications that
help to control their blood
sugar. Approximately 90%
of all diabetes cases are Type
I1.

In either type of diabetes,
dietary management is cru-
cial tocontrolling blood sugas
level. Diabetes therapy 1s
intended to strike a /balunu-
between the effects (on blood
sugar levels) of food intake,
physical activity and medica
tion. Each person withdiabe
tes should have a prescribed
nutrition plan, designed 10
meet that individual’s specilic
needs.

In most cases, by follow-
ing the doctor’s treatment plan
the patient can lead an other
wise active, “normal” lifc.
Failure to do so can lead 10
kidney failure, strokes, blind-
ness, heart discase, amputa-
tions — even premature
death.

Risk for developing Type
I1 diabetes can be reduced by
keeping weight atamoderate
level, getting regularexercise,
abstaining from smoking,
using alcohol in moderation
reducing stress and geuing
regular medical checkups.

Symptoms of Type II dia
betes include fatigue, exces
sive thirst, excessive urina-
tion, blurred vision, frequen
skininfections and slow heal
ing of cuts and bruises.

Symptoms of Type I diabe
tes include frequenturination,
weakness, rapid weight loss,

irritability, nausea, vomiting
and extreme hunger.

Carelessness Taking
Unnecessary Toll On
Farm Youngsters

Every year in Texas, avoid-
able accidents on farms and
ranches usually claim the lives
of more than a dozen young-
sters and injure hundreds
more.

“The tragedy is that in
nearly every case, these acci-
dents could have been pre-
vented,” said Thomas D.
Valco, an agricultural engi-
neer with the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service. “In
most farm accidents involv-
ing young children ages 14
and under, carelessness and
distractions are the leading
causes. Usually, the child
involved has no business
being there in the first place.”

Valco, who has recently
completed an analysis of ru-
ral deaths in Texas, said farm
children are placed in need-
less jeopardy when they hitch
rides on tractors, wander
down to the stock tank by
themselves, or work or help
around farm equipment that
they don’t know how to con-
trol.

In a 1987 national study of
farm youth dcaths - the most
recent of the few studies done
on the subject - Texas led the
35 states suveyed with 16
dcaths of farm children ages
14 years or younger, Valco
said.

Nine children in the same
age group died in 1988 in
Texas, followed by 17 in
1989. Five had died through
July of 1990.

“The number of deaths,
compared to traffic fatalities

for this age group, are rela-
tively few,” Valco said, “but
deaths are just the tip of the
iceberg here.” Studies show
that for every farm fatality
there are 100 disabling inju-
ries - where children have lost
a finger or an eye or use of a
limb.

September marks farm
safety observancesnationally,
but Valco said it’s frustrating
1o see young people continue
10 be injured “despiie intensi-
fied farm safety educational
programs taught to youths and
adults across Texas.”

“The lcading cause of farm
youth deathsin 1990and 1989
has been drowning,” he said.
“Four of the five 1990 deaths
occurred when toddlers or
older children fell or stepped

Drownings accounted for
eight of the 17 farm youth
deathsin Texas in 1989, Valco
said. Six others died in farm
equipment mishaps: three fell
off tractors while riding with
relatives, two were operating
tractors that overturned, and
one was killed in a cotton
harvester.

“The 1988 casualties in-
cluded two children who fell
off tractors and were runover,
one who fell off a shredder,
one run over by a motor
grader, one killed by a large
round bale of hay, two who
drowned, one thrown from a
horse and stepped on, and one
gored by a family pet - a
buffalo,” Valco said.

In 1987, the 16 Texas youth
fatalities included seven farm
equipment accidents, three in
hunting accidents, two
drownings and two run over
by pickup trucks towing trail-
ers.

Valco said farm families
are exposed o work place
hazards around the clock,
“and safety has 1o be part of
that every day schedule.”

“On farms and ranches,
children often begin helping
with chorss at an carly age,
even gperating machinery and
vehicles, including tractors,

which are meant for adults,”
Valco said.

“Children must be trained
about the hazards of farm
machinery, and a good ex
ample set by adults is invalu-
able,” he said. “We do not
need an extra rider on a trac-
tor. Even if equipment manu
facturers added a small sec-
ond seat, this would not solve
the dangers for children.”

He recommended thatchil-
dren be assigned jobs suited
to their age and capability
with proper supervision from
an adult.

“Farms are usually a long
way from a doctor or hospi-
tal, especially if the accident
happens inaremote ficld,” he
said. “Many lives could be
saved if farm personnel were
trained in emergency re-
sponse techniques.”

After her young son died in
a farm equipment accident
three yecars ago, one mother
has launched a national cam-
paign to prevent other farm
youthdcaths. Marilyn Adams
of Earlham, Towa, organized

wrm Safety for Just Kids”
and has conducted safety
workshops for parents and
children in the Midwest and
Canada.

“We provice farm safety
materials to 4-H clubs and
others,” Adams said. She
hopes to organize local chap-
ters of “Farm Safety for Just
Kids™ during the coming year.

A retired agricultural safety
engineer, Amold Skromme
of Moline, Il1., works to get
manufacturers to include
more safety features in all
farm equipment.

Skromme, whocompileda
1987 farm accident study,
listed 101 deaths of farm
children 14 and under in 35
states that year. Texas led with
16 deaths in this national
report.

Skromme said statisticsare
sketchy because many child
deaths are not reported as
farm-related deathsand some
states don’t even keep such
information, He suggested
that as many as 300 young
people (19 or younger) may
die on farms each year.

“The biggest killer of chil-
dren on farms is extra riders
on tractors,” Skromme said.
“Of course, children should
not be on farm tractors atall.”

“But since this isn’t likely
to happen, each state should
pass a law requiring that all
sclf-propelled equipment,
including tractors, have two
scats with safety belts, and
rollover protective struc-
tures,” Skromme said.

He belicves some progress
is being made. One equip-
ment company (John Deere)
now is putting two seats on its
combines, but othersare slow
to follow.

“The companies must first
recognize that a child wants
to be on the tractor with Dad
- and will ride on the equip-
ment even if there is no pro-
tective equipment or safety
seat,” Skromme said.

Exotic Livestock industry

“Almost everyone agrees
Texas agriculture must diver
sify in order 0 meet the rap-
idly changing demands of the
marketplace. The Texas leg
islature can expand market
ing opportunities for thou
sands of Texas ranchers and
tarmers by removing the
remaining barriers to the
state’s exotic livestock indus
ry,” Deputy Swuate Agricul
ture Commissioner Mike
Moeller said.

"‘Although Texas ranchers
brought exotic animals such
as axis deer, nilgai antelope,
sika deer, and blackbuck an
telope to Texas nearly 60 years
ago, cxotic livestock have
become a viable agricultural
enterprisconly within the past
five years. Texas is home to
an estimated 164,000 exotc
animals on 1.3 million acres,
and the young exotic livestock
industry’s venison products
are attracung atlention from
health conscious consumers
throughout the nation. It's
time this industry was granted

“The Texas Department of
Agriculture and the leaders of
the exotic livestock industry
worked with state lawmakers
in 1987 and 1989 on propos-
als 1o amend the Texas Prop
erty Tax Code and on imple-
menting legislation for the
Texas Animal Health Com-
mission to define exotics as a
livestock, like cattle, sheep,
pigs and goats.

Medicare Claims

Information
If you have Medicare
medical insurance, you

should know about an impor-
tant change in the way your
claims are being handled.

Since September 1, 1990,
your medical insurance claim
must be prepared and submit
ted by the service provider
the doctor, laboratory, medi
cal supply company, or other
party providing the service

In the past, you had to
submit a Form 14908
(Patent’s Request for Med:
care) unless your doctor or
service provider accepted
“assignment.” (Assignment
means that the doctor orother
service provider accepts the
Medicare-approved charge as
the total charge.)

Butnow, the doctororother
service provider must send in
your claim even if they don’t

accept assignment

The service provider tan’t
charge you for prepanng and
submitting the Medicare
claim. If a service provider
refuses to prepare and submit
your Medicare claim or
charges you a fee for doing it,
you should contact your
Medicare carrier.

The carrier’s address and
phone number are lisicd in
your copy of the Medicare
Handbook.

Keep Christmas Trees
Cool And In Water

“Buying it fresh and keep-
ing it fresh are the most im-
portant things to remember
about selecting and caring for
your Christmas tree,” says
Lloyd Vander Streek, Presi-
dent of the National Christ-
mas Tree Association. He
suggests a few simple tests
for checking a tree’s fresh-
ness.

First gently grasp a branch
between your thumband fore-
finger and pull it gently to-
ward you. Few needles should
come off in your hand if the
tree is fresh. Second, take a
look at the ground around the
tree. You shouldn’t see an
excessive amount of green
needles on the ground. Some
loss of brown needles is nor-

mal,

Once you've chosen your
ree, keep it in a sheltered,
unheated area, such as aporch
or garage until you are ready
to decorate it.

Before you set up your tree,
make a fresh, straight cut
across the base of the trunk
(about a quarter of an inch up
from the original cut) and
place the tree in a water-bear-
ing stand. A tree will absorb
as much as a gallon of water
in the first 24 hours and one or
more quarts a day thereafter.
Water will prevent the needles
