WASHINGTON (AP) — Senate supporters of the strategic arms limita
tion treaty with the Soviet Union are hoping, with no great optimism, that
President Carter can defuse the Cuba controversy and get the pact back on

the road toward ratification.

Despite repeated urgings that the fate of the treaty not be linked to the
presence of a Soviet combat brigade in Cuba, many of SALT II's sup-
porters say no action to ratify the pact is likely -until the Cuban issue is re-

solved.

President Carter is to report to the nation in a televised address at 9 p.m
EDT Monday on the reportedly deadlocked negotiations on Cuba between
Secretary of State Cyrus Vance and Soviet Foreign Minister Andrei Gro-

myko.

Senate Majority Leader Robert C. Byrd of West Virginia called on the
president to use the speech to “‘clearly disconnect Cuba from the SALT trea-

ty

“I don’t think it behooves a great nation to get a case of nervous deliri-
um about 2,000 or 3,000 Soviet troops on an island on which the United
States also has a military force numbering about the same,” the majority

leader said.

Byrd said he is inclined to vote for the treaty but is keeping his options

open until he studies the the Senate Intelligence Committee’s soon to be

issued report on whether the United States can verify Soviet compliance

with the treaty.

Meanwhile, Byrd said he is trying to prevent the treaty from becoming
embroiled in the 1980 political campaign and ‘‘to protect the treaty from
being destroyed’’ by such side issues as Cuba.

There has been no indication Gromyko softened the Soviet position that '

Russian military personnel have been in Cuba for many years, that their
mission is solely to train Cuban forces in the use of Russian weapons and

that their status has not been changed.

Cuban President Fidel Castro held to that line in a personal attack on
Carter, accusing the U.S. president of lying about the troop issue and of
being ‘‘dishonest, insincere and immoral.”

“He has been deceiving the world and U.S. public opinion by making
them believe the Cubans and the Soviets have taken some new, irrespon-
sible step and changed the status quo,” Castro said of Carter.

Castro said that what the Americans have been calling a brigade is
called a training center by the Cubans. He maintained it has been on

the island for 17 years.

nuke power

Hundreds of anti-nuclear demon-
strators, towing mock nuclear waste
containers, camped Saturday on the
doorstep of a federal nuclear complex
in South Carolina as thousands pro-
tested in Illinois and New York.

All-day anti-nuclear rallies were
held at a nuclear power plant in Zion,
111., north of Chicago, and at a nuclear
disposal site in West Valley, N.Y.,
south of Buffalo

Anti-nuclear groups in Missouri
said they would rally in Jefferson
City, the state capital, Sunday to
press for a limit on the growth of
nuclear power

And in New Mexico, rallies were
held in opposite ends of the state for
and against nuclear power

Protest leaders said anti-nuclear
groups around the country were hold-
ing weekend training sessions in prep-
aration for an occupation of the Sea-
brook, N.H., atomic power plant
planned for next Sunday

At a town meeting in Manchester,
N.H., on Saturday, anti-nuclear activ-
ist Tom Hayden criticized thel-
planned tactics, saying that non-vio
lence was one of the anti-nuclear
movement's greatest strengths

The three-day anti-nuclear rally in
Snelling, S.C., will end Monday when
hundreds of activists plan to trespass
on the boundaries of the federal Sa-
vannah River Project, a nuclear
waste burial site operated by Chem-
Nuclear Systems and a plant owned
by Allied-General Nuclear Services.

The Southeastern Natural Guard, a
regional coalition of anti-nuclear
groups, organized the weekend's acti-
vities, which include a seven-mile
march and a rally Sunday. Demon-
strations of solar energy technology
were held Saturday

A spokesman for Citizens Against
Nuclear Power said more than 1,000
attended the all-day rally in Zion to
protest ‘“‘the threat posed by Com-
monwealth Edison's nuclear plant”
there. The plant has two pressurized
water reactors that have been in oper-
ation since 1973 and 1974

In New York, a crowd estimated by
organizers at 2,000 turned out in
Springville to hear Rep. Elizabeth
Holtzman, D-N.Y., demand an end to
dumping of nuclear waste in her
state. ‘‘How can we permit New York
to become a nuclear cesspool for all of
the Northeast?" she asked.

She was the keynote speaker at the
hilltop rally, called to show opposition
to plans to transfer more wastes to a
nuclear fuel reprocessing plant in
West Valley

Dr. Marvin Resnikoff of the Sierra
Club, one of the rally's sponsors, pro-
posed a ‘‘deal” with the federal gov-
ernment that would permit transfer
of more wastes only in exchange for a
clean-up at the site

Others blame the breakdown on
television, the disintegration of the
central family, lack of parental su
pervision, working mothers, cars, vo
cational programs, the federal gov
ernment, desegregation, drugs, alco
hol, or weak-willed teachers
administrators or parents, depending
on who is discussing the problem

Most educators, however, empha
size Midland does not have the prob
lems many other school districts face
The majority of students here are
well-motivated, well-behaved young
sters who go to school to get an
education

MAJOR DISCIPLINE problems
are rare — district-wide last year
only two students were expelled for
major infractions of the school rules
— and most teachers have few
problems maintaining a learning at
mosphere in their classrooms

Uniformed off-duty officers patrol
the high schools, and some Midland
teachers admit to being at least occa
sionally intimidated by students, but
fear is not a pervasive element in
Midland’s schools — as it is in some
larger cities.

A recent National Education Asso
ciation survey estimated 110,000
teachers-in the U.S. were assaulted
during the 1978-79 school year and 11
percent of the teachers surveyed re
ported at least occasional concern
they may be physically attacked at
school by a student.

Carol Burnett's daughter
helped by PDAP program

Midland’s Palmer Drug Abuse Program, which began operations
several weeks ago, is now in full swing with between 13 and 15 young
people and parents being served each week, according to a spokesman

Meanwhile, total funds raised for PDAP now stands at $50,643.
As the operation becomes organized in Midland, its reputation as a
vital force in helping solve drug and alcohol abuse problems also has

In its October 1 edition, People magazine recounts the story of
television personality Carol Burnett and her daughter, Carrie, whose
drug problems began with marijuana at the age of 13 and had spread to
the use of a wide variety of pills, speed, cocaine and other drugs by age

In the article the actress-commedianne describes the two-year ordeal
that came close to tearing the family apart and the various avenues taken
in order to obtain help before finally b€ing persuaded that Carrie be sent
to the Houston headquarters of the PDAP which she entered last June.

Although initially angry and resistant to the program, the girl began to
respond by the second week to PDAP’s program of individual and group
therapy. Now a student at a Houston public high school, attended by 40
other PDAP members, she expects to return to Los Angeles later when

Burnett was quoted as saying that prior to learning of PDAP, the
problem has reached the point that ‘“We were helpless and totally
incapable of dealing with it. I could talk or think of nothing else and it was
driving a wedge in our marriage. We reasoned, cajoled and pleaded with
Carrie, but you can’t reason with a chemical. I felt sorry and guilty and
by then Carrie was a virtual prisoner in our house.” .

Due to the success of Carrie’s association with PDAP, two of the
entertainer’s husband’s children by a previous marriage have joined
PDAP and are working in Texas. Both have had drug problems.

The program, only eight years old, claims 70 percent recovery with the
22,000 persons who have undergone the program, based partly on
techniques used by Alcoholics Anonymous.

Public hearing to open

Monday
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on planned nuclear waste dump

Several representatives from San-
dia Laboratory in Albuquerque, N.M.,
will be present Monday in Odessa
at a public hearing on the draft
environmental impact statement for
a nuclear waste repository planned
for southeastern New Mexico.

Militarily-produced nuclear wastes
would be shipped through the Mid-
land-Odessa area to the site — tabbed
WIPP for Waste Isolation Pilot Plant
— if the facility becomes a reality.

Proposals contained in the draft
impact statement also indicate the
facility would be used to store highly
radioactive fuel rods from commer-
cial nuclear reactors around the Unit-
ed States.

The hearing will begin at 9 a.m.
Monday in the Founders Building au-
ditorium at Odessa’s University of
Texas of the Permian Basin.

The hearing is one of three sche-
duled for next week in Texas and New
Mexico on the project. Original hear-
ings on the draft environmental im-
pact statement were held in June in
Idaho and Albuquerque, N.M.

The hearings were expanded fol-
lowing numerous requests from pub-
lic interest groups and New Mexico
and Texas public officials — including
Mark White, attorney general of
Texas.

Several questions on the transpor-
tation of nuclear waste, the geologic
stability of the proposed site and pos-
sible contamination of ground water
in the area have been raised.

“Nobody talks more of free enterprise and competition and of the best
man winning than the man who inherited his father's store or farm.” —

For many Midlanders, owning a small business establshment embo
dies the great American dream come true.

Unfortunately, the dream can turn into a nightmare within a year or
two.

While statistics on the number of small business ventures that fail each
year in Midland are unavailable, if Midland conforms to the national av
erage, one in four new small businesses will fail during its first year of
existence.

At the end of two years, the success ratio drops to 50 percent. And at the
end of seven years, 90 percent of new small businesses no longer are in
operation — at least not under the original management

Reasons for the failures are varied, ranging from lack of experience to
poor management practices, from neglect to shortsightedness.

Poor or improper planning is a major contributor to the failure of
many small businesses, noted Jerry Lash of Lubbock, assistant director
for management assistance for the Small Business Administration.

“There’s no substitute for doing a lot of homework,” Lash added. Ideal-

LARRY COOK, ASSISTANT vice-president and commercial loan offi-
cer at Midland National Bank, agreed that making a new small business
successful is hard work.

“Opening a new business is about like writing a college research paper
in junior high school,” Cook commented.

National statistics on small business failures, he said, tend to indicate
that ‘‘the most critical period appears to be in the first two years of a
business’ life.”

But observations by Cook and Lash do not mean that all small business
ventures are destined to fail.

Where ‘freedom’ is only five floors away...

EDITOR'S NOTE: At the invitation of Midland
County Sheriff Dallas Smith, staff writer Mike Sla
ton recently spent a day in the County Jail. No
formal charges were filed, but the jail staff was not
aware of Slaton’s basis for being there. They
were told he had been arrested for disorderly con-
duct, a class C misdemeanor. Slaton’s report follows.

Steel bars greeted the eye as elevator doors opened
on to the fifth floor of the Midland County Court
house

In the heart of the Tall City, the Midland County
Jail seemed far removed fram activity on the streets
below. Far removed even from courtrooms located
only one floor away

The elevator rose — slowly it seemed — from the
Midland County Sheriff’s Department on the ground
floor past county offices, courtrooms (and freedom)
to the finality of cold steel and fluorescent lights

Two sets of barred, electrically activated gates
were passed en route to jail...one on the ground floor
separating the elevator from the busy offices of the
sheriff’s department and one on the fifth floor se
parating the elevator from the rest of the jail

The ride between the .two gates was made under
the watchful “eye’ of a camera mounted in the
corner of the elevator

Prisoners, lined up in white coveralls and chains
stood just inside the second gate when the elevator
doors opened. In the parking lot five floors below, a
bus bound for the State Department of Corrections in
Huntsville awaited them

A SECTION OF steel bars rolled to one side as a
jailer, surrounded by televison monitors and inter
com switches in the jail's security control room
acknowledged my arrival

First ‘‘booked,”” my name, age, address, occupa
tion and other personal information were noted on a
jail record card

The atimosphere, while courteous
all business

Watch, ring, glasses, jewelry and other valuables
were removed and placed in an envelope. The enve
lope was filed until the day of my releass

A description of the valuables was entcred on the
record card and I signed it

The jail was busy that morning so I was placed in
the “‘holding tank'' until a jailer could find time to
finish the booking procedure

About 15 feet by nine feet, the steel walled room’s
only fixture was a wooden bench at one end and a
door at the other

On one of the cream colored steel walls

MY FINGERPRINTS and mug shots were
and I was escorted to a single cell in the east
the jail

Because of the alleged misdemeanor charge filed
against me, it was expected I would post the $200
pond within the day

For that reason, I was not issued the white jail
coveralls. I was allowed to keep my street clothes

The exception was shoes, which, according to a
jailer, were taken so I could not use them to hang
myself by,

Usually issued is a packet containing a toothbrush,
toothpaste, a comb, an envelope and some paper.
Due to the expected brevity of my stay, no such
packet was issued to me

Single cell No. 10 was a steel walled room measur
ing nine feet by six feet

[t was cream colored, like the holding tank, with a
grey cement floor tapering to the walls for easy
cleanup. A bunk was bolted to one wall, and a
blanket lay neatly folded on the plastic covered
mattress and pillow

Atone end of the bunk, a steel table jutted out from
the wall and over the foot of the bed — a combination
table, chair and foot stool

THE OTHER END OF the tiny cell contained an
enclosed shower stall, replete with a shower curtain,
a sink and a toilet

At either end of the cell, near the ceiling, was a
wire mesh window reinforced with heavy steel
bars

Behind the window over the toilet was a speaker
for the intercom and radio and the room’s only
artificial light

There were no controls in the cell for either the
light or the speaker volume

Clean and apparently freshly painted, the cell's
only noticeable smell was of cool concrete and
steel

The door swung shut as I stepped into the cell; its
closing clang resounded with a pronouncement of
guilt all its own

Morning sun poured from one of the few narrow
rectangular windows connecting the jail to the out
side world through the door's tiny window

I'he distant sound of other prisoners’ voices min
gled with the droning of the radio speaker

Every hour, a jailer's face appeared in the window
and every hour I looked up in response to the jailer's
scrutiny

AT NOON, THE FAR away jingle of keys and the
sound of slamming doors was heard

'he commotion came nearer until finally a small
hatch in the door opened and a stainless steel tray
loaded with food appeared

A steel cup quickly followed and the hatch (“‘bean
chute’ in jail parlance) slammed shut

Meatloaf, salad, cream potatoes, two slices of
white bread and a piece of spice cake were quickly
consumed using a large spoon — the only utensil
provided. Ice tea washed the meal down
It was not ““home cooking,"” but I thought both the
quantity and the quality of the food was good

he afternoon passed slowly as I listened to
the unfamiliar sounds drifting through the jail

Voices intermingled with noises of the radio as
prisoners talked to each other, never seeing each
other's face. Occasionally, a jailer's voice was
heard over the intercom — a prisoner was being
advised of an attorney’s arrival or being given an

A PAPERBACK BOOK was brought by a jailer at
my request. No magazines or newspapers were
available, I was told.

The reason, the jailer explained later, was that on
past occasions the bulky reading material had been
used by prisoners to stop up toilets and start fires

A magazine, the jailer added, could also be rolled
up and used as a weapon

Dinner arrived in the same manner as lunch. The
“bean chute' opened, the tray was slid through and
the hateh slammed shut

Meatloaf, same as lunch, was the main entree

A jailer said later a revision of the jail menu soon
was to be implemented. That revision, he said, would
offer prisoners something different for each meal

Following the evening meal, 1 advised a jailer of
the situation that had resulted in my incarceration

“You see, I'm not really supposed to be here,” |
said to the face peering through the little window

THE JAILER'S FACE registered the same disbe
lief 1 had felt while I was speaking

More talk — and the jailer turned away with a sigh
that could only have been one of resignation to
another long evening

“I'll check on it,”" he said as he walked away

I went back to the bunk feeling all the more a
prisoner

A long hour passed before the jailer called my
name over the intercom

“All 1 can find is a card that says your bond is
$200,"" said the jailer

With a deep breath, I began to explain the situation
in detail

Up and down the cell block the quiet grew as other
prisoners considered the merits of their fellow in
mate’s story

The quiet only emphasized the apparent foolish
ness of my story

“Really,” I said, *“just call the sheriff — he’ll tell
you."

Another hour passed — half of it probably spent by
the jailer as he weighed the consequences of disturb
ing the sheriff’s evening with such a story if it should
turn out to be false...the other half considering the
consequences of leaving me in jail all night if my
story turned out to be true

Freedom finally came, nine hours after the first
door closed, when my cell door opened and the jailer
said the magic words: ‘““The sheriff wants to talk to
you

of the jail population due to medical or emotional

Americans turning wheels
of bikes, alternate vehicles

WASHINGTON (AP) Emulating
the lifestyles of Europe and the
world's poorer nations, energy-con
scious Americans seem to be turning
increasingly away from the automo
bile and toward the bicycle and
moped, a research organization re
ported Saturday

“Perhaps for the first time since
Henry Ford began mass production of
the automobile over half a century
ago, there are faint signs that the love
affair with the automobile is wan
ing,"” the Worldwatch Institute said

With oil in short supply, priority
will be given to farm machinery
needed to produce food, to electric
power plants, and so forth, Lester R
Brown, institute president, said in the
study.

Brown also said the British Trans
port and Road Research Laboratory
reports that 20 years of decline in the
use of the bicycle was halted in 1974,
and that use of the bicycle increased
25 percent in the next three years. In
the Netherlands, he noted, some 5
million of the country’s men, women
and children use bicycles

Small leak found in containers
of tritium delivered to depot

FLAGSTAFF, Ariz. (AP) — An
Army National Guard convoy carted
20 tons of radioactive tritium across
central Arizona Saturday for burial at
an ammunition depot, then techni-
cians discovered a small leak in the
lead-lined steel box holding the gas.

“‘Right now I can’t answer what the
potential hazard is,”” Darrell Warren
of the Arizona Atomic Energy Com-
mission said at a news conference
after the convoy arrived at the Nava-
jo Army Ammunition Depot.

He said the radiation level was
‘‘above background,” the amount of
radiation normally in the environ
ment. Asked what the Army would do
about the leaking tritium, he said,
‘“‘Leave it."

Warren said the leak was discov-
ered when guardsmen unloaded the
steel box, which carried 38 drums that
together held 6.4 million tiny steel
tubes of tritium gas.

““Nothing was detected in transit,”
said Warren. ‘“‘We found we had a
slow leak in the container. It’s so
small we could barely detect it."”

The tritium was seized from the
American Atomics Corp. plant in
Tucson and shipped to the depot. The
commission closed the plant in June
after tests showed the plant was leak
ing radiation.

The material is to be moved from
the steel box Sunday and stored in a
concrete and steel bunker buried at
the depot, located about 12 miles west
of Flagstaff.

Warren said the material would not
remain in Arizona indefinitely but he
did not know where it would be sent

The half-mile-long caravan of three
large trucks, several smaller vehicles
and a dozen police motorcycles en-
tered the gates of the depot at about
2:15 p.m. after an 11-hour trip from
Tucson

The 30 protesters, Flagstaff resi-
dents who oppose the decision to bury
the 20 tons of tritium in northern
Arizona near their city, carried signs
saying “‘Prove It's Safe!”’ and “Send
Babbitt to the Army Depot!”

The latter referred to Gov. Bruce
Babbitt, who' ordered the National
Guard to seize the tritium from the
plant in Tucson and bury it in con
crete vaults at the depot, 12 miles
west of Flagstaff.

Tritium, used to make luminous
watch dials and exit signs, was su-
spected as the source of radioactivity
found in cake at a Tucson school
kitchen near the plant.

Earlier Saturday afternoon, about
20 demonstrators were removed
peacefully from the path of the tri-
tium convoy by Flagstaff and state
police. The demonstrators stood on an
overpass above Interstate 17, five
miles south of the city, waiting for the
convoy.

The convoy pulled to a halt about 40
miles north of Phoenix at a rest stop
on Interstate 17 where scientists
checked the $500,000 cargo.

The tritium is sealed inside 6.4 mil-
lion tiny glass tubes which in turn are
packed in 38 barrels that are locked
inside a steel box.

Tests showed no radiation had been
emitted, scientists said.

Army National Guard and state De
partment of Public Safety helicopters
swept ahead of the convoy to make
sure the path to Flagstaff was clear.

Shipment of the gas had been in
doubt after a Superior Court judge
issued a temporary restraining order
against the move Friday. But the
judge lifted the order five hours later
after telephone discussions with state
officials.

Dale Pontius, an aide to Gov. Bruce
Babbitt, said Superior Court Judge
Richard Mangum reversed himself
after a conference call Friday night.

October testing dates open

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IRA offers pope
peace possibility

BELFAST, Northern Ireland (AP) — A statement passed to the British
Army here early Sunday said the Irish Republican Army offered ‘‘the
possibility of ending hostilities” in Northern Ireland in response to Pope
John Paul IT's appeal for peace.

The statement, attributed to the Belfast section of the IRA’s Provi-
sional Wing, said:

“We owe our religious allegiance to the pope, but the Irish struggle is a
political one. However, if the Holy Father can offer the possibility of
justice for Ireland without violence, we shall be glad to lay down our
arms.

“Following reaction from our active service units, we are offering the
possibility of ending hostilities, providing politicians offer a reasonable

solution to the Irish question,” it said.

No further details or comments on the message could be obtained im-
mediately. The mostly Catholic IRA has been fighting to oust the British
from Northern Ireland.

Protestant leaders were divided in their respunse to the pope’s visit. The
Rev. lan Paisley, firebrand Ulster Protestant leader and a harsh critic
of the Vatican, said the papal appeal for peace and an end to violence *‘will
only give comfort to the terrorists ... I repudiate everything he said.”

But Harold McCusker, an official Ulster Unionist legislator in the Brit-
ish Parliament, said: I don’t think it will be of any influence to the hard-
core men of violence but perhaps other people who might become in-
volved on the fringe of terrorism might now think again ... I sincerely
hope everyone will consider his words very carefully.”

Protestant extremist groups have warned they will retaliate if British
troops do not take steps to end the cycle of violence.

Despite message, visit
has political overtones

DROGHEDA, Ireland (AP) — Pope John Paul II came to Ireland’s tragic
and pious isle Saturday ‘‘in the footsteps of St. Patrick,” blessed a mil-
lion Irishmen in a Dublin park and pleaded ‘“‘on my knees” for an end to
violence in a land long steeped in it.

Thousands held aloft babies, their hats or yellow-and-white Vatican
flags, joined in singing Handel's ‘“Hallelujah’’ chorus, and waved and
cheered wildly as the smiling pontiff, arms extended wide, rode through the
crowd to a helicopter that then flew him to Drogheda, a historic city 30
miles to the north

Here, at a hillside altar topped by a Celtic cross, he made his strongest
statement as pope on Northern Ireland, where mostly Catholic guerril-
las are fighting to end Protestant domination and British rule in the
latest round of centuries of sectarian strife

“On my knees I beg you to turn away from the paths of violence,” he
said in a direct plea to the terrorists on both sides of the bitter conflict

“I appeal to young people ... do not listen to voices which speak the lan
guage of hatred, revenge, retaliation

“Further violence in Ireland will only drag down to ruin the land you
claim to love.... I beg you: return to Christ.”

From Drogheda, the pope traveled by helicopter back to Dublin and rode
in an evening motorcade through the heart of the Irish capital. The Irish
television network, dubbing his specially constructed vehicle the ‘‘pope-
mobile,”” estimated that 750,000 people lined the route.

It was an emotion-filled start to a 10-day pilgrimage to Ireland and the
United States, a tour the 59-year-old pope says he hopes will contribute to the
cause of peace on this divided island and in the world. He leaves Monday for
Boston to begin the week-long U.S. visit

In his arrival statement and the homily of the noon Mass, the pope did not
refer directly to the Catholic-Protestant hatreds that have riven Ireland. But at
the airport, quoting the Apostle Peter, he declared he was bringing ‘'peace to
all of you who are in Christ."”

Before the pope’s arrival about 40 persons were treated at the park for
broken legs, sprained ankles and fatigue, and one man died of a heart
attack

“It’s a tragedy, but he has the honor of being the first man to die for this pope
in Ireland’’ said a police sergeant

Despite the powerful spiritual meaning of the papal visit to many Irish, its
political overtones are unmistakable

On the flight from Rome the pope said he had no plans to excommunicate
Irish Republican Army guerrillas from the church, as demanded by Protestant
leaders in the North

“Oh, no. Oh, no,"” the pontiff said in response to a reporter’s question. *'Let
those poor people be.”

Ulster Protestant leaders were divided in their response to the pope’s appeal
for peace. “'I repudiate everything he said,”” declared the Rev. lan Paisley,
who is a harsh critic of the Vatican. Harold McCusker, an Ulster legislator in
the British Parliament, said: ‘‘I sincerely hope everyone will consider his
words very carefully.”

Drogheda, site of a massacre of Catholics in 1649 by a Protestant army led by
Oliver Cromwell, was the closest the pope will come to Northern Ireland,
where some 2,000 people have been Kkilled in the past decade’s sectarian
warfare

Beside him at the altar here was a bizarre reminder of the earlier bloodshed
— the preserved, bronze-colored head of St. Oliver Plunkett, the Armagh
archbishop hanged by the English in 1681 after being falsely implicated in an
anti-English “popish plot.”

The pope’s speech here seemed almost exclusively concerned with the
Northern Ireland conflict, and made no obvious mention of the wider issue —
Catholic hopes of eventual reunification of the island, partitioned in 1922.

lowa, on Thursday before a crowd
expected to total half a million and
will personally offer consecrated
bread and wine to 10 ordinary citizens
from throughout the country.

Rhodes will be one of them.

Since he is not Catholic, Rhodes will
not take the sacraments, but he will
step forward to kneel before the pope
as a symbol of rural America.

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Pope draws even more
than turned out for war

DUBLIN, Ireland (AP) — An army band belted out ‘“Hey, Look Me
Over,"” and Pope John Paul II moved happily among one third of Ireland’s
geotle‘ gathered since dawn on the green playing fields of Phoenix

ark.

From the moment on Saturday when he addressed them in Gaelic as
‘‘the loyal people of Ireland,” he was theirs, a pope to be cheered and whis-
tled at like a pop star or a football hero.

A million and a quarter people, half again as many as Dublin’s popula-
tion, and more than had turned out for any other event, even a war, in the
whole history of Ireland, went wild with enthusiasm when the 59-year
pontiff told them “like St. Patrick, I have heard the people of Ireland call-
ing to me and so I came to all of you in Ireland.”

Normally the pious Irish do not conduct themselves so exuberantly
during the sermon at Mass, but it was a story that every schoolboy knew:
how Patrick the exiled Roman slave had come back to Ireland to Chris-
tianize his people.

Never having seen a pope before on their native soil, the crowds that had
been gathering since dawn in Europe's largest park let their feelings
match the mood of the smiling red-faced man up on the altar platform.

The band music, like ‘‘Moon River” and ‘““He Got the Whole World in His
Hands,” seemed more in keeping with the state-fair atmosphere of the out-
door papal Mass than did the solemn hallelujah choruses that greeted his
orange helicopter as it arrived over the tall elms of the old park.

The weather was just what the nuns had ordered weeks ago with their
prayers. A few fleecy clouds, a warm, bright sun that backlighted the au-
.tumn reds and golds of the distant Wicklow mountains and a stiff breeze
to rattle the 60 enormous papal banners that flanked the altar.

The airport weather bureau pronounced it the finest Sept. 29 in 30
years. ““And so it should be,” said Sister Juliana of County Leix, cele-
brating her 62nd anniversary with the Mercy order, ‘‘We have been praying
for it two hours a night since the visit was announced.

A sliver of a moon still looked down from a star-flecked sky when Dub-
liners by the the tens of thousands, carrying aluminum chairs and picnic
knapsacks began crossing over the dark River Liffey bridges in the di-
rection of the great park. -

There was such a rush when the gates opened at 5 a.m. that two teen-
agers suffered broken legs and at least a dozen other people sprained
ankles scurrying for better places in the dim glow of the park's venerable
gas lamps.

One man died of a heart attack hours before the pope arrived. A
woman in birth pangs was rushed to a maternity hospital, but when it turned
out to be a false alarm, she returned to the park in time to catch the pope's
passage through the crowd.

“The number of people around here in an advanced state of pregnancy is
absolutely ridiculous,”’ complained a young Irish garda — policeman —
who had been on duty since 3 a.m. “'It would suit them right down to the
ground to give birth right in front of the Holy Father. Of course if it was a
boy, they'd name him John Paul and he'd have to become a priest.”

SOON TREE LEAVES will come tumbling down,
signaling the advent of the dormant season. These
leaves should be removed from the lawn and put to
good use. How? By composting them so they can

provide a ready source pf composted soil for gar

dens, flower beds, potted plants and for top-dressing
the vard. ‘
The simplest method of composting leaves or other

vegetable matter is to build up alternate 4- to 6-inch

layers of vegetable matter with 2 to 4 inches of good
garden soil. Sprinkle a commercial fertilizer on
each layer of vegetable matter 1o nasten decomposi-

tion. One-fourth pound or one-half cupful of ammoni
um sulfate (21-0-0) per 10 square feet of vegetable
matter layer is sufficient.

Manure, if dvailable, may also be added to good
advantage to the soil layer. Build the compost pile 4 No. 8145
to 6 feet wide and any desired length. The top layer
should consist of soil, and the surface of the pile
should slope toward the center, forming a basin to
hold water. Water the layers of leaves thoroughly as
they are spread out and again when the pile is Reg 197
completed. Also water periodically to keep the mate
rial moist but not soggy. Turn or mix the compost
with a garden fork or shovel every three or four
months. It should be ready for use within six months
to a year

LICHTAART, Belgium (AP) — “Ladies and gent-
lemen,” the baritone voice booms over the public ad-
dress system, ‘“‘you’ll see before you, in grand
review, the American cowboy ... The only true folk
hero of America.”

It’s the latest undertaking of Richard Duryea of
Los Angeles, who feels he may have come up with the
next best thing to hit American rodeos since fresh air
— a year-round professional rodeo circuit in Eu-
rope.

‘““Yeah,” says Duryea, 37, after a moment of
introspection as he watched the crowd of the after-
noon’s first show shuffle out the gate. “I'm an idea
man.”’

Duryea is mainly a rock group promoter. But for
two years “‘I’ve thinking of a new a form of enter
tainment for Europe.”

“We're trying to establish this as a permanent
form of entertainment here in Europe. I compare it
to Holiday on Ice,” says Duryea. ‘“They have put
together a circuit that tours a number of cities for a
number of shows and then moves on.”

“Larry Mahan’s Ramblin’ Rodeo Revue” opened
this summer near this town about 20 miles east of the
port city of Antwerp. It closed late in August after 102
shows, moved on to southern France for shows in
Arles and Bavonne.

“Next year we want to do Holland, Germany,
Monaco and maybe some other countries. We’re also
interested in the Soviet Union,”’ says Duryea.

“If the format pays out we can be in every country
in five years, including Eastern Europe.”

But first, Duryea will have to iron out some snags
he ran into in Belgium, The show has met here with
mixed reactions.

‘““As far as we can tell, the audience likes it very
much ... They find it exciting,” says Duryea. But the
Blue World Chain, a Belgian animal protection
group, thinks differently.

“In America this may not be considered cruelty to
animals but we think it is,”” says Roland Missiaen,
the group’s chief inspector. In July, Missiaen visited
the rodeo twice and laid charges of cruelty with the
authorities.

“In my opinion, the straps they use on the bucking
horses and bulls hurt the animals purposely in their
most sensitive areas to make them jump,” Missiaen
says.

Although Duryea doesn’t think much will come of
the charges, steer wrestling has been deleted from
the rodeo for fear of ‘*bad press in case an
animal gets its neck broken.”

Similar problems may crop up in other European
countries, notably in West Germany, which has
stricter regulations regarding the care and transport
of animals than Belgium.

“England is out,” says Duryea, because of that
country’s exceptionally strict regulations on bring-
ing in animals. And finding good bucking horses and
bulls in European countries is difficult because the
animals tend to be more domesticated here than in
the U.S.

Four killed as copter
crashes, burns house

CINCINNATI (AP) — An Army Na
tional Guard helicopter lost a rotor
then crashed in flames into a house
Saturday, killing all four people

Spring increase in cost
of newsprint forecast

VANCOUVER, British Columbia
(AP) — Newspapers, already labor-
ing under a 20 percent increase in
paper prices this year, can expect
another jolt early next year, an indus-
try analyst says.

“There could be another $30-a-ton
increase next spring which would
come on top of the $30 increase that
will come into effect next month,”
Ross Hay-Roe of Pemberton Securi-
ties Ltd. said Friday.

““The demand for newsprint contin-
ues to be extremely strong. A peak in
U.S. consumption levels has been
reached at a time where there has
beep a rapid incregge in U.S. capac-

ity. I think before 1980 is over we will
see significant weakness in Canadian
operating rates, but the market at
present continues to be very
strong.”

Despite a recession in the United
States and anticipated lower demand
for newsprint next year, prices will
continue to rise, Hay-Roe said. He
noted that demand was dropping in
late 1973, mid-1974 and early 1975, but
prices surged ahead nonetheless.

Newsprint producers posted an in-
crease of $30 a ton last spring and
another of about $30 this fall, bringing
the average Canadian price to $408 a
ton. ?

» He decided on rodeos ““because cowboys are very
popular in Europe and we thought this might go over
well.”

“We're trying to establish this as a permanent
form of entertainment here in Europe. I compare it
to Holiday on Ice,” says Duryea. ‘‘They have put
together a circuit that tours a number of cities for a
number of shows and then moves on.”

“Larry Mahan's Ramblin’ Rodeo Revue” opened
this summer near this town about 20 miles east of the
port city of Antwerp. It closed late in August after 102
shows, moved on to southern France for shows in
Arles and Bavonne.

“Next year we want to do Holland, Germany,
Monaco and maybe some other countries. We’re also
interested in the Soviet Union,”” says Duryea.

“If the format pays out we can be in every country
in five years, including Eastern Europe.”

But first, Duryea will have to iron out some snags
he ran into in Belgium, The show has met here with
mixed reactions.

““As far as we can tell, the audience likes it very
much ... They find it exciting,”’ says Duryea. But the
Blue World Chain, a Belgian animal protection
group, thinks differently.

“In America this may not be considered cruelty to
animals but we think it is,”” says Roland Missiaen,
the group’s chief inspector. In July, Missiaen visited
the rodeo twice and laid charges of cruelty with the
authorities.

“In my opinion, the straps they use on the bucking
horses and bulls hurt the animals purposely in their
most sensitive areas to make them jump,’” Missiaen
says.

Although Duryea doesn’t think much will come of
the charges, steer wrestling has been deleted from
the rodeo for fear of ‘‘bad press in case an
animal gets its neck broken.”

Similar problems may crop up in other European
countries, notably in West Germany, which has
stricter regulations regarding the care and transport
of animals than Belgium.

“England is out,”’ says Duryea, because of that
country’s exceptionally strict regulations on bring-
ing in animals. And finding good bucking horses and
bulls in European countries is difficult because the
animals tend to be more domesticated here than in
the U.S.

Four killed as copter

CINCINNATI (AP) — An Army Na
tional Guard helicopter lost a rotor
then crashed in flames into a house
Saturday, killing all four people

The house in suburban Miamiville
caught fire when the helicopter hit
and was severely damaged

According to figures supplied by the Midland Chamber of Commerce, Mid-
land’s population is growing at a rate of 4 to 4.5 percent per year.

And almost all newcomers face deposits for utilities and rent.

Mayoral primary will put
scrappy Kucinich to test

CLEVELAND (AP) —
Dennis J. Kucinich, the
scrappy mayor whose
two years in office have
embroiled him in bitter
fights over the city’s tot-
tering finances and his
abrasive leadership
style, will be judged by
the voters Tuesday in a
non-partisan mayoral
primary.

Five candidates are
vying for the $50,000-a-
year job and voters will
narrow the field to two
for the Nov. 6 general
election.

Kucinich, whose 33rd
birthday is on Oc¢t. 8, sur-
vived a recall attempt by
only 236 votes a year ago.
Last fall, he was side-
lined for five weeks with
an ulcer — in part be-
cause of the hectic pace
of his former 18-hour
days. The city also has
failed twice to meet loan
payment deadlines, with
a third default looming
next Saturday.

Polls show him run-
ning a strong second to
Lt. Gov. George V. Voin-
ovich.

Voinovich, 48, is a Re-
publican. Kucinich is a
Democrat who unseated
veteran Mayor Ralph J.
Perk in 1977 without
party support. Others in
the race are Democrats
Basil M. Russo, 32, ma-
jority leader of the City
Council; and state Sen.
Charles L. Butts, 37; and
machine press operator
Thabo Ntweng, 31, a can-
didate of the Socialist
Workers Party.

“It's a referendum on
Dennis,” said Cuyahoga
County Democratic
Chairman Timothy F.
Hagan. “What you are
going to have is Dennis
being judged by the
voters in the primary.”

Hagan said the race is
too close to call because
of the uncertainty about
the turnout. Of the 290,
000 registered voters,
polls show at least one-
third have yet to make
up their minds.

VANCOUVER, British Columbia
(AP) — Newspapers, already labor-
ing under a 20 percent increase in
paper prices this year, can expect
another jolt early next year, an indus-
try analyst says.

“There cquld be another $30-a-ton
increase néxt spring which would
come on top of the $30 increase that
will come into effect next month,”
Ross Hay-Roe of Pemberton Securi-
ties Ltd. said Friday.

“The demand for newsprint contin-
ues to be extremely strong. A peak in
U.S. consumption levels has been
reached at a time where there has
beep a rapid incregge in U.S. capac-

)

ity. I think before 1980 is over we will
see significant weakness in Canadian
operating rates, but the market at
present continues to be very
strong.”

Despite a recession in the United
States and anticipated lower demand
for newsprint next year, prices will
continue to rise, Hay-Roe said. He
noted that demand was dropping in
late 1973, mid-1974 and early 1975, but
prices surged ahead nonetheless.

Newsprint producers posted an in-
crease of $30 a ton last spring and
another of about $30 this fall, bringing
the average Canadian price to $408 a
ton.

U.S., West Germany renew
commitment to strong dollar

HAMBURG, West Germany (AP)
— U.S. and West German economic
strategists renewed their commit-
ment to a strong dollar Saturday but
gave no indication of new support
measures for the ailing currency.

Following a four-hour meeting, the
two delegations — including West
German Chancellor Helmut Schmidt,
U.S. Treasury Secretary G. William
Miller and Federal Reserve Chair-
man Paul A. Volcker — issued a joint
statement agreeing on ‘‘the need for a
strong and stable dollar” and pledg-

the dollar’s slide could “‘dangerously
overvalue' the mark. A falling dollar
threatens to price German goods out
of world markets, the Bonn govern-
ment says.

Schmidt said in an interview with
the British magazine Economist he
would like to see a two-mark dollar,
but this was unrealistic in the near
future.

After 13 years, Nigeria
Creola McNeely  gets civilian government

LAGOS, Nigeria (AP) — This lar-
gest of African nations, a major sup-
plier of oil to the United States, re-
turns to civilian government on Mon-
day for the first time in more than 13
years.

The switchover from military rule
— 19 years to the day Nigeria gained
independence from Britain — is re-
garded as an ambitious gamble that
could mark a turning point in post-co-
lonial African history.

If President-elect Shehu Shagari
succeeds in launching a popularly
elected government after Nigeria's
bloody progression of coups, civil
wars, assassinations and military
governments that began in January
1966, he could set an example for
other African leaders that democracy
is workable on this continent.

Andrew Young, former U.S. am-
bassador to the United Nations, said
after his recent visit to Nigeria: ‘“The
Nigerian constitution and the Nigeri-
an process has the same kind of im-
pact on Africa and the Third World
that the French and American revolu-
tions had on (Western) history.”

With its oil wealth, its military
might and the sheer weight of its 100
million people, Nigeria is black Afri-
ca’s most influential state. It prod-
uces 2.45 million barrels of oil a day
and exports about half that to the
United States — the second largest
supplier of oil for Americans after
Saudi Arabia and _accounting for 6
percent of U.S. daily consumption.
Nigeria is expected to earn $15 billion
this year from oil.

Failure of the civilian experiment
in such a potentially rich country
could dissuade other authoritarian
African leaders from surrendering
power and raising doubts among Ni-
gerians themselves about ever hand-

ing power to politicians again.

In the years since it won indepen-
dence from Britain on Oct. 1, 1960,
Nigeria has suffered four military
coups, the killing of two government
heads, tribal conflicts and a civil war
— the unsuccessful secession struggle
of the Biafrans in 1967-70.

It is a country that holds more than
a quarter of all black Africa’s people,
its 250 tribes are sharply divided
along ethnic and religious lines, and
its military has well over 200,000 per-
sonnel.

Despite the heavy oil revenues, at
least three quarters of Nigeria’s peo-
ple live in poverty. Agriculture, once
a mainstay of the economy, has de-
teriorated and the flight from farms
has made Lagos and other cities al-
most unmanageable.

None of this, however, stopped the
military government of Lt. Gen. Olu-
segun Obasanjo from pressing ahead
with a new constitution, national elec-
tions and transition to civilian rule.

The critical element in the process
is a constitutional system that seeks
to balance regional interests and ri-
valries against a broad-based central
government consisting of an execu-
tive branch, a Senate and an Assem-
bly.

Part of the scheme included divid-
ing the three monolithic regions in-
herited from British colonial rulers
into 19 states, and insisting that any
presidential aspirant prove substan-
tial support from a majority of
these.

The system has already survived
its first major challenge. Shortly
after an electoral commission de-
clared Shagari the presidential win-
ner in August, one of the losing candi-
dates, Chief Obafemi Awolowo, went
to court in a bid to have the result
nullified.

Supreme Court facing busy

By RICHARD CARELLI

WASHINGTON (AP) — The power
of government to regulate, the right
of citizens to sue public officials, po-
licing the polu e and open courts are
among the issues awaiting Monday’s
start of a new Supreme Court tegym.

No single .controversy l(mnn as
large as the Weber and Bakke
verse discrimination” cases did th('
past two Octobers, but the 1979-80
term’s sheer volume suggests the jus-
tices will be busier than ever

Before it adjourns next Jum- or
July, the court could be asked to
consider nearly 5,000 cases. About 150
of those will lead to full-fledged Su
preme Court decisions, many of them
affecting the legal rlghls and lives of
all Americans

From the list of cases already ac
cepted for review, it appears the jus
tices will have amph opportunity to
explore anew the scope of govern
ment regulation and accountability

The case most closely watched by
the Carter administration will be ar
gued early in the term. It tests wheth
er the Labor Department's Occupa
tional Safety and Health Administra
tion may impose new standards for
worker exposure to benzene, a can
cer-causing chemical

The standards, which would affect
more than 600,000 workers and initial

ly cost induslries up to $500 million,
were drawn up in 1977 and struck
down last year by a federal appeals
court.

The lower court said OSHA had not
calculated the precise relationship
between exposure to benzene — a
highly volatile liquid used in the mak-

ing of detergents, plastics, solvents
and paint remover — and .risk of
leukemia

A standard could not be ‘“‘reason-

ably necessary’ as defined by federal
health law unless it produces known
henefits or savings commensurate
with its known financial costs, the
court said.

Government lawyers told the jus-
tices the ruling ““‘may well preclude
the secretary (of labor) from regulat-
ing many of the other carcinogens
present in the workplace,” thus af-
fecting millions of workers.

Industry representatives praised
the lower court's ruling, adding that
American workers are being ‘‘ade-
quately protected’’ by current health
and safety standards.

In a case over regulation of a differ-
ent kind, the justices have agreed to
decide in a case from Schaumburg,
1., whether communities may bar
door-to-door solicitation by charities
who do not put at least 75 percent of
their proceeds directly to charitable
purposes

At least a half-dozen cases to be
decided by the court deal with what
satisfaction citizens can demand
when government, federal or state,
wrongs them. Questions raised by
those cases include these:

—Can the ‘‘Gainesville 8"’ anti-war
activists, who were cleared of riot
incitement charges in 1973, sue two of
their federal prosecutors and an FBI
agent? A lower court said they may
even though the three defendants live
in Florida and the suit was filed in
Washington, D.C.

—Can federal prisoners who suffer
unconstitutionally cruel and unusual
punishment sue the government for
damages? A lower court said yes, but
the Supreme Court would have to once
again dent the so-called doctrine of
sovereign immunity to agree.

Currently, the right to hold federal
officials liable for constitutional vio-
lations is very limited. In 1971, the
Supreme Court said such a right to
sue exists when a person’s 4th
Amendment protection against un-
reasonable police searches is violat-
ed. Just last term, the court extended
the right to certain instances involv-
ing due-process rights under the 5th
Amendment.

—Can government-appointed law-
yers who defend penniless c¢riminal
defendants be sued by their clients for
negligence? The Pennsylvania Su-

preme Court said they could not.

WASHINGTON: could not.

—an state parole officials be sued
if a parolee commits a serious crime?
California courts said parole officials
have absolute immunity. in such in-
stances, but the justices agreed to
hear the appeal of George Martinez of
San Diego. He tried to sue state offi-
cials after his young daughter was
murdered by a convicted sex offender
released on parole months earlier.

OPEN COURTS: Last July, the
court broadened the power that trial
judges had to exclude the public and
press from traditionally open court-
room proceedings. Since then, four
justices have taken the extraordinary
step of speaking out about the July
ruling — fueling a genuine controver
sy in lower courts and among legal
scholars over just how sweeping was
that ruling.

One of the major questions is
whether the ruling referred to crimi-
nal case pre-trial hearings only or to
trials as well.

Now, appeals from Virginia and
New York offer the potential for
clarification.

POLICE PROCEDUER: Can a po-
lice conversation held within earshot
of a criminal suspect be portrayed as
interrogation and be ruled in violation

of the suspect's Miranda rights? The
Rhode Island Supreme Court said
“yves" in a murder case already ac-
cepted for review by the justices.

—Can police officers who obtain a
warrant to search a public place
search all persons who happen to be
there. Illinois courts said ‘‘yes.”

—It is established constitutional
law that evidence obtained in a police
search conducted without a court
warrant cannot be used at trial. But
can an arrest be invalidated because
the arresting officer failed to get a
warrant? New York courts said
“no."”

FREE SPEECH: Can states pro-
hibit public utilities from using -bill
inserts to discuss ‘‘controversial mat-
ters of public policy’’ or is such regu-
lation a violation of a corporation’s
recently confirmed free-speech
rights?

New York courts said Consolidated
Edison Co., a huge electric firm,
could be barred from sending certain
literature to customers along with
their bills. The justices have not yet
considered Con Ed’'s appeal.

—Can the federal government re-
quire members of the U.S. armed
forces to always obtain approval be-
fore circulating petitions? Two lower
courts said *‘no ™’

RACIAL EQUALITY: Did Con-

gress act constitutionally when in 1977
it reserved 10 percent of $4 billion in
federal public work grants for minori-
ty-owned businesses? Lower courts
are splll on this afflrmatlve action”
“reverse discrimination” issue.

—Must the California brewery in-
dustry continue to defend itself
against a lawsuit charging it with
discrimination against blacks? A
lower court said ‘‘yes."”

SCHOOLS: Should the Dallas,
Texas, school district, the nation’s
eighth-largest, be divided into six
subdistricts and bus some 20,000 stu-
dents to achieve racial balance?

KISSINGER PAPERS: Can Henry
A. Kissinger bar the public from tran-
scripts of telephone conversations he
had while secretary of state and
White House national security ad-
viser? Lower courts said at least
some of the transcripts must be made
public.

CAMPUS UNIONS: Can a college
or university that contends all its
faculty members possess ‘‘supervi-
sory and managerial” responsibili-
ties prohibit them from forming a
union? A lower court said ‘“yes’ in a
case involving Yeshiva University in
New York

“Black Americans are the ninth richest nation in
the world. We have the buying power to influence
any decision the government makes, if we use our
money properly.

Brookins said

BROOKINS CONTINUED: ““The church is no
longer concerned only with getting people ready to
die and with opening the pearly gates. We want them
to live now. We are interested in opening the gates to
the factories of Chrysler, owning shares in automo
bile factories and obtaining dealerships. We want to
import and export diamonds from South Afri
ca

Bishop Brookins described an economic develop
ment program which he started several years ago in
his deistict designed to make the black church
financially strong enough to make loans to congre
gations to build new buildings instead of having to
borrow from downtown banks at exorbitant rates
A.M.E. members are encouraged to pay $36 a vear
into the fund which today stands at more than
$200,000. Our goal is at least a half-million dollars, he
said. Bishop Brookins said he could not support
President Carter in 1980 unless he restores lhq
economy and can “‘provide jobs for black people.’
The black church is the strongest institution which
black Americans have, the bishop concluded

PITTSBURGH, Kan. (AP) — Eva
Jess_'ye. a relic of American music, is
adding another chorus to her life’s
song.

The black composer, who's 84, is
careful to remind the Lord daily:
“Ptl(‘e‘ase be patient. I'm not finished
yet.

She’s writing four books, producing
her oratorios, founding another choir.
‘““And I've just got to see the trees leaf
out next spring.”

“When people come by my office
door and stare, I feel like the pyra-
mids,” says the daughter of slaves
who was choral director of George
Gershwin’s “‘Porgy and Bess” in 1935
on Broadway.

She talks as she rummages through
a tin turkey pan that holds her volu-
minous correspondence.

“I'm looking for a letter to Jimmy
Carter,” she says, iron gray wig
askew. “‘I've got something uplifting I
want to tell him. He could use it these
days.”

Miss Jessye, the Coffeyville, Kan.,
girl who went off to New York 60
years ago to make good and did, has
come home again. Pittsburg State
University has created a museum for
her 8.500 pounds of memorabilia.

Kansas proclaimed Oct. 1 Eva Jessye
Day.

And she’s thriving on 12-hour work
days and adoring students who
weren't even born when she drew her
first-Social Security check.

The artist-in-residence reigns se-
rene in Room 102 of McRay Hall. It is
a nest of comfortable clutter. Paint-
ings and autographed photographs
crowd the walls. There’s an old up-
right piano perfect to pound on. The
old woman and her plants bloom in
day-long sunshine.

“Sometimes I sit here by myself
and wonder what this room will be
like when I'm gone, when people know
I won't be coming back,” she says

Miss Jessye came back to the
heartland ‘‘because it's the best place
to be. Everybody’s got to have one
place to call home. I feel needed and
appreciated here.”

It has been a long journey from the
beginning of her circle.

Her parents were freed after the
Civil War and as a child *‘I sang for
the joy of it. I'd make up songs. You
want to hear about trees? I'd write a
song about trees. Birds? Flowers? I'd
write them all. It was in my blood.”

She says her mother suffered deg-
radation so she could go to college at
Western University in Kansas City,

tion. That leaves me with a two-cent
stamp.” And my Aunt May wrote,
‘Eva, I'm sending you your class
dues. Your uncle will do without shoes
s0 you can get them paid.’

Dear Dr. Solomon: The son of a

friend of mine has been very ill, and
she tells me he has nephrosis. The
term is new to me and I was wonder
ing what it means and if he will be all
right again. — Mrs. ES.M

Dear Mrs. M.: Nephrosis refers to a

kidney condition that occurs most
often in young children, although it
occasionally develops in older people
as well. It affects boys about twice as
often as girls, and is not a very com
mon disease. The cause is unknown

The function of the kidneys is to
filter water, salts and waste products
out of the blood, forming urine; blood
cells and proteins are then returned to
the blood. However, if the kidney is
not functioning the way it should, too
much protein may spill into the urine
This condition is called nephrosis
(The word has a Greek root and
means “‘a condition of the kidney."”)

There is usually a gradual onset of
the symptoms of nephrosis. The child
may have a slight cold, appear lethar
gic, and lose his appetite. Some puffi-
ness or swelling is apt to be noticed
under the eyes, particularly early in
the morning. This may disappear
later in the day, only to recur on
succeeding mornings. After a time
there is further swelling — of the
abdomen, feet, and ankles. Without
treatment, the swelling can grow and
cause extreme discomfort. It is the
swelling that usually prompts parents
to seek medical help.

The simplest test for nephrosis is an
examination of the urine to determine
the amount of protein it contains.
Blood tests can measure the amount
of protein and cholesterol in the blood,
and determine whether the kidneys

are ridding the body of waste prod
ucts. A kidney biopsy may be per
formed if there is difficulty in diag
nosing or treating the illness. This
progedure involves removing a small
piée€ of tissue from the kidney, and
examining it under a microscope

Steroid drugs are very effective in
the treatment of certain types of
nephrosis. Before these drugs were
available, the condition would last for
years. Eventually about half the pa
tients recovered; the remainder suf
fered progressive damage to the kid
neys and eventual death. The use of
steroids suppresses the symptoms of
nephrosis so that there is no swelling
and the urine is normal. About 80
percent of patients with the condition
respond to the steroids and they gen
erally improve within one to four
weeks; therapy may continue for
from six months to one year

While the drugs suppress the symp
toms of nephrosis, they do not cure
the disease, and the child is always
subject to a relaspe. It is necessary to
continue checking the urine for the
presence of protein for many years,
since early detection permits prompt
treatment

Children with nephrosis are highly
susceptible to infection. Fever or any
other sign of infection warrants
prompt consultation with a physician
There may also be disturbances of the
digestive system, which would re
quire a special diet.

Once the symptoms are under con-
trol, however, the child should be
leading a normal and active life, tak-
ing care to get adequate rest and to
avoid unnecessary exposure to infec-
tious illnesses.

She graduated in 1914, then taught
in segregated schools in Oklahoma.

‘“‘Back then, audiences expected
black performers to sing nothing but
‘Swanee River,” " she says

To support herself she ironed shirts
for $13 a week and saved 25 cents a
day to eat on. During slave scenes in
silent movies she sang in the wings.

“Don’t attach too much importance
to a refusal,”” she says softly in her
deep baritone. “‘Sometimes it is only
the wind that closes a door.”

Her friends were Bill ‘“‘Bojangles™
Robinson, Paul Robeson, Ethel
Waters, Louis Armstrong, Sophie
Tucker and countless more ‘‘who’re
gone now."”

Her first break came singing in
Broadway theaters as a warmup to
films. She formed a choir — The
Original Dixie Jubilee Singers — and
its rich soul sound led the spiritual
singers through the doors of theatri-
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cal producers all along the Great
White Way.

They played the Major Bowes Fam-
ily Radio Hour for a year and then in
1927 Miss Jessye founded the choral
group that bore her name for nearly
half a century.

In 1929 she helped score and was
choir director for the King Vidor film
‘*Hallelujah’ and two years later
NBC aired her epic folk oratorio
‘“‘Paradise Lost and Regained.” Its
inspiration came from a dog-eared
copy of John Milton’s ‘‘Paradise
Lost” she'd fished out of a Manhattan
trash can.

She was singing and swinging in
Harlem at its heyday as America’s
black stars began to twinkle across
the international sky. She went to
Paris and visited Josephine Baker,
then came back and rode with her
choir-on a bus through the segregated
South. Duke Ellington asked her ad-
vise and she paid her rent on time.

In 1934 George Gershwin sought her
out to be choir director for his opera
“Porgy and Bess.” By then she’d
made the big time, but she was still
humble.

““There was a scene where the
washer woman walks out on the
stage. No one would do it so I volun-
teered. I told the other blacks they
were there doing opera because their
mothers washed clothes, chopped cot-

ton, bowed low, suffered and labored
to get them there. Then they began to
see, I believe in keeping the dignity of
your background.”

She walked right behind the Rev.
Martin Luther King Jr. in the 1963
civil rights march on Washington,
D.C., and her choir was the official
chorus of the demonstration. Recent-
ly she was seated beside Lillian
Carter at an Atlanta social gathering.
“I am no longer the only raisin in the
rice pudding,” she grins.

She has outlived two husbands and
is childless. She’s never changed her
name ‘‘because I always felt like an
individual. I've never belonged to
anybody."

She has played for refugees in a

U.S. farm

WASHINGTON (AP)
— Exports of U.S. farm
commodities have shown
a phenomenal general
growth, and shipments to
oil-rich countries of the
Middle East and other
regions perhaps have
been even more astound-
ing.

Figures compiled by
the Agriculture Depart-
ment show that one of the
most important group of
buyers — the 13 nations
of the Organization of
Petroleum Exporting
Countries — has been on
a shopping binge for al-
most all products, not
just grain and food
items.

The report, in a cur-
rent issue of Foreign
Agricultural Trade of the
United States published
by the department’s Eco-
nomics, Statistics and
Cooperatives Service,
shows that U.S. farm ex-
ports to OPEC jumped
373 percent from $475.1
million in 1972 to almost
$2.25 billion in 1978.

Much of the growth in
the value of farm exports
has been due to higher
prices for grain and

exports increasing,

to oil-rich

many other commodi
ties, but the actual ton
nages sold to OPEC and
other overseas buyers
also have risen sharply
from 1972 levels

The report was written
by Robert L. Tontz and
Susan A. Libben, econo-
mists in the USDA agen
cy. It analyzes the trade
patterns of 28 petroleum
exporting countries in
general, including
OPEC, to show how U.S
farm exports to them
have increased

No attempt was made
to examine the issue of
using U.S. wheat and
other food as a level
against OPEC oil price
increases as some have
advocated, the so-called
“food for crude’ propos-
al.

The Carter adminis-
tration has rejected the
idea of using food as a
“weapon’’ against for-
eign oil producers.

Agriculture Secretary
Bob Bergland, for exam-
ple, told a group of re-

WASHINGTON (AP) — Grants to-
taling $419,000 to agencies in three
states have been approved by the
Agriculture Department as part of its
national campaign to improve the
eating habits of children.

“Your average hen gets about 90
days off each year,” says Biellier.
“That’s a lot more than I get. If  have
my way, the super laying chicken of
the future will never have a day
off.”

The key to the selection process is
shortening the bird’s day to as little as
22 hours during part of the laying
cycle, using lights hooked up to auto-
matic timers in the indoor coops.

“Once we've identified them and
bred a strain of egg-a-day producers,
poultrymen would be able to get pro-
duction that good under normal 24-
hour-day conditions.”

Chickens generally start laying at
five months and produce for 12 to 14
months with periodic breaks in. thé
cycle. Occasionally, the birds are
rested after the first 12 to 14 months,
allowed to molt and brought back for
another year of production.

Biellier says he's not sure his
super-bird will be challenged to go
through another year of producing an
egg a day. “'She deserves a long vaca-
tion.”

New type U.S. Savings
Bonds to debut Jan. 2

A different kind of U.S. Savings
Bond is about to make its debut

Starting Jan. 2, 1980, Series EE
bonds will replace the familiar Series
E bond and there will be some
changes for bond buyers

The arrival of the new bonds does
not mean you have to — or should —
get rid of your old ones. All outstand-
ing Series E bonds will continue earn
ing interest.

The earliest outstanding bonds -
the ones issued in May 1941 — will not
reach their final maturity until May
1981 and most bonds will keep earning
interest much longer than that.

Here is a comparison of some key

features of the old and new bonds
DENOMINATION

Series E bonds come in denomina
tions ranging from $25 to $10,000
They cost 75 percent of their, face
value, meaning the cheapest bond
sells for $18.75. Series EE bonds will
be available in denominations rang
ing from $50 to $10,000. They will sell
for 50 percent of their face value; you
will have to pay $25 for the cheapest
bond.

MATURITY

Series E bonds mature in five
years; after that time you can, if you
want, cash them in for their full face
value. Series EE bonds will mature in
11 years. There probably will be ex
tensions, just as there have been ex-
tensions for Series E bonds

INTEREST
Series E bonds, if held for five years

or longer, earn 6'% percent annual
interest. Series EE bonds also will
earn 6% percent if they are held for at
least five years.
REDEMPTION

Series E bonds can be redeemed
any time two months after their date
of issue; Series EE bonds will have to
be held for at least six months

TAXES

Series E and Series EE bonds are
exempt from state and local income
tax. They are subject to federal in-
come tax, but you do not have to pay
the tax until you cash in the bonds
The deferral can be important, par-
ticularly if you hold the bonds for
many years and cash them in when
you are in a lower tax bracket

SERIES H BONDS also will be re
placed after Jan. 2, 1980. Their place
will be taken by Series HH bonds
Like the H bonds, the Series HH bonds
will be sold at face value and will be
available in denominations of from
$500 to $10,000. They will have the
same 10-year maturity and interest
will be paid semi-annually

The biggest change between the H
and the HH bonds will be in the way
the interest is paid. Interest on Series
H bonds is on a graduated scale; you
have to hold the bonds to maturity to
earn the full interest rate. You can,
however, redeem the bonds for their
face value any time after six months
from the date of issue. Series HH
bonds will pay interest on a level
basis; you will get the full 6'4 percent
immediately. If you cash them in
within five years, however, you will
have to pay a penalty

Prison inmates get training
as solar energy technicians

Soaring price spawns new gold

All that glitters is not gold, but if it
is, you'd better put a guard on it.

With the price of the yellow metal
topping $400 an ounce last week for
the first time in history, a toothache
could become a financial headache, if
you're choosy about your fillings.

A simple band of gold for your
betrothed could be more expensive
than the honeymoon.

Regardless of the cost, Americans
buy 174.4 metric tons of gold a year
for jewelry, dental work and indus-
trial uses, according to a survey con-
ducted by Consolidated Gold Fields
Ltd., a South African gold producer.

That’s about 382,800 pounds, includ-
ing 99.2 tons for jewelry, 51.1 tons for
industrial use and 24 tons for dental
work.

On Friday’s international market,
the price of gold had almost doubled
since last September when it was
selling for $217 an ounce.

But the rising price has only
spurred the demand for gold trinkets,
according to jewelry store operators
around the country. They report fac-
tories are having a hard time keeping
up.
New York's prestigious Cartier
firm says it is selling more gold jewel-
ry now than ever in the past.

“The general public is becoming
more and more aware that gold is a
good form of investment,” said Fer-
nanda Gilligan, spokeswoman for the
store.

Cartier said the price.for one of its
most' popular gold wedding bands,
“Rolling Ring”’ — three sections of
18-carat gold linked to form a ring —
has gone up steadily, from $90 in 1969
to $175 in 1974, $285 last year and $340
today.

‘“Everybody wants a little piece of
gold,” said Don Lawrence, who runs
the Goldsmith Limited handmade
jewelry store in the posh Water Tower
Place shopping center in Chicago.
“It's a psychological thing. It's an
ancient currency. It’s something
that’s langiblo It doesn’t burn up or
fly away.”

“People say it was good enough for
King Tut, so it’s good enough for
me.”

It would take a King Tut to pay for
the gold used in telephone systems,
computers and spaceships.

Colorado taxpayers could get a re-
fund if they hocked the capitol dome
in Denver. It's gilded with gold.

If the prostitute really had a heart
of gold, she would probably sell it.

“The higher the price increases, the
greater the clamor for gold chains,
gold charms and gold of all types,”
said Larry Robinson of Cleveland,

Ohio, president of the J.B. Robinson
Co., which operates a chain of 50
jewelry stores.

“Gold is difficult to get now. Fac-
tories can’t make gold chain fast
enough to keep up with the de-
mand.”

Art Sheinbaum, president of Melart
Jewelers, which operates seven
stores in the Washington, D.C., area,
agreed. “When gold was $35 an ounce
no one wanted it.”

Nowadays, he said, “It’s doesn’t
seem to matter about the cost, people
want gold.

“They are very conscious that gold
is valuable now, although I am not
sure whether they are buying for
investment. Having a piece of gold on
your hand or around your neck is a
very exciting thing today.”

But dentists are feeling the pinch.
There is little glamor in a gold fill-
ing.

Richard Resk, a vice president of
Magna Labs Inc., a dental supply
company, said the $70 worth of gold it
took to crown a tooth a year ago now
costs about $125.

“The rising price of gold is really
affecting our national health,” he
said. ““It’s going beyond the ability of
a lot of people to pay.”

Dentist Joseph Cantafio, who has
an office in Chicago’s Loop, said the
cost of an average gold filling is up

rush

from about $75 to between §100 aqd
$175. By comparison, an average sil-
ver filling now costs about $25 to $30,
up $5 to $10 over a year ago. o

But Cantafio says that sometimes
there is no suitable substitute for
gold. : !

“With some large fillings, silver
won'’t hold it,¥ he said. ‘It will crack
and break out.” E

One jewelry industry source esti-
mates that the cost of a simple 14-
carat gold wedding band rises about
60 cents for each $1-an-ounce increase
in the price of gold.

Nelson Adams, manager of Frank
H. Adams, Inc., which has been in the
jewelry business in Albany, N.Y., for
more than 50 years, said the price of
wedding bands is up ‘‘at least 60
percent over a year ago.”

Adams says the average ‘‘good
quality’’ ladies 18-carat band is now
selling for about $150 while the men’s
version is about $223.

And, like the other jewelers, he
reports the demand for gold items is
growing with the cost.

“The soaring price of gold has
made people stand up and take no-
tice,”” Adams said. ‘‘People are say-
ing, ‘Let’s not wait until next
month.””

But several jewelry store operators
said the consider gold a poor invest-
ment. They prefer jewels.

‘Sanitation problems plague Alaska

BETHEL, Alaska (AP) — Laying a
water line in Alaska's soggy tundra is
like trying to float a crowbar in a bowl
of oatmeal.

That’s why the U.S. Public Health
Service has faced tough technological
problems since it became responsible
for providing water and sewer sys-
tems in Alaska’'s Eskimo and Indian
villages.

Although some PHS systems have
been successful, skyrocketing fuel
prices, maintenance costs and fre-
quent breakdowns in other areas have
brought some spectacular failures.

“Right now, sewer lines are broken
in so many places .., that sewage
backs up into people’s yards,” said
Mayor Royal Harris of the Arctic
Ocean town of Kotzebue. He said the
city council wanted to ask PHS to take
back the system it had built 17 years
ago.

Bob Juettner, city administrator of
the Kuskokwim River town of
McGrath, said its 350 residents had
been furious when they discovered a
proposed PHS project would have
cost a family up to $300 a month in
water and sewer bills. The project
was delayed, leaving 120 public-hous-
ing residents without sanitation.

The Alaska Village Electrical Coop-
erative shut off electric power to a
PHS-built water and sewer system in

the central Alaskan village of Minto
due to an unpaid $30,000 bill. More
shutdowns involving PHS systems
are in the works, AVEC officials
said.

“I think it's a pretty safe assump-
tion that most native villages are
having trouble supporting PHS
projects,” said Sherry Valentine, of
the Rural-Alaskan Community Action
Program.

Critics say PHS, which has built 200
projects of varying complexity in
Alaska since 1960, has applied tech-
nology designed for Arizona deserts
to the arctic without regard to the
effects of the climate on machinery,
or to the low income of villagers who
have to foot the bill for repairs.

But PHS sanitation chief Dan Rog-
ness said the systems had been de-

signed in Anchorage. He said water
and sewer systems ‘‘simply aren’t
going to operate trouble-free in an
arctic environment."” ,

Traditionally, village plumbing has
consisted of a water bucket and dip-
per, and a ‘‘honey bucket,” or out-
house. In larger areas, water is trans-
mitted by pipes laid above the
ground.

“In defense of PHS, they have pro-
grams up here that are much more
full-blown and more expensive than
the Lower 48 United States,” said
Jordan Suhr, a civil engineer from
Bethel who studied 30 PHS water and
sewer systems in western Alaska.

Suhr said PHS problems had begun
in 1959 when Congress had approved
legislation requiring the agency to
provide sanitation on Indian reserva

BATON ROUGE, La. (AP) Paul
McDonald tossed an S-vard touch
down pass to Kevin Williams with
seconds left Saturday night to end a
79-vard march that lifted No. 1
ranked Southern California to a pul
sating 17-12 football victory over Loui
siana \! ate

The Trojans trailed 12-3 after three
quarters, but All-America tailback
Charles White, who carried 31 times
for 185 vards, started the comeback
with a 4-yard touchdown plunge with
9. 54 remaining

It was a bitter defeat for LSU,
which had won its first two games
and 78.322 fans, second largest crowd
in Tiger Stadium history, who
screamed themselves into a frenzy as
their team gave Southern Cal all it
could handle until the fateful final
period

The Tigers, heroic in defeat, built a
12-3 lead on a 13-yard scoring pass
from Steve Ensminger to Leroid
Jones and field goals of 32 and 28
yards by Don Barthel after Southern
Cal went ahead 3-0 on Eric Hipp's
32-yard field goal at 10: 02 of the open
ing period

LSU, ranked 20th in the nation, saw
its momentum start to fade when
Southern Cal got the ball at its own 43
with 12: 23 remaining. McDonald fired
an 18-yard pass to Williams to start
the Trojans' first touchdown drive,
and five plays later, White rammed
across from 4 yards out. Hipp's con
version made it 12-10

The Trojans fumbled the ball away
with 5:52 to go but got it back at their
21 with 4:16 left

McDonald passed 14 yards to Vic
Rakhshani, 15 yards to Dan Garcia
and 17 yards to Hoby Brenner as
Southern Cal, aided by a face mask
penalty, drove to the LSU 10

White gained 2 yards and McDonald
hit Williams in the left flat one play
later for the winning TD

It was USC’s fourth victory of the
season and enabled the Trojans to
keep a share of the nation’s longest
winning streak with Alabama at 12

games

White. whose 185-yvard effort moved
him into eighth place on the all-time
NCAA rushing chart with 4,172 yards,
gave LSU a taste of things to come
after Ravmond Butler returned the
second-half kickoff 20 vards to the

White carried five consecutive

Randy Bortree, who
lives south of Midland,
always wanted to fly.

So he bought himself
an airplane that
couldn’t.

The broken craft just
sits there looking like a
broken classic. The plane
cannot taxi, lift-off, yaw,
pitch, roll or crash. The
engines are gone, and the
tail, though intact, is de-
tached from the aircraft
just behind the cockpit.

“I've always wanted
an airplane,” said Bor-
tree, who still has inten-
tions of piloting a flying
machine.

HIS INTEREST in fly-
ing has peaked since he
gave up ‘“flying low”’ on
those two-wheel ¢onvert-
ibles called motorcyles.

He was almost ‘‘wiped
out’ last May 17, surviv-
ing his first crack-up in
17 years of riding motor-
cycles.

“l never even got a
scratch (until then),”
said Bortree, who has
‘‘logged’’ thousand of
hours on the 50 or so mo-
torcycles he has owned
through the years

“I have put aside the
motorcycle and definite
ly am going to fly where
it's safe.”

The motorcycle he
crashed was a 1966 BMW
600cc

“I've always wanted
one (BMW) all my
life...,”" he said, “‘and 1
got one and had it for a
month and got ‘wiped
out.””’

HE FOUND a moral
there

“I learned a good les
son (not to ride motorcy
cles), and walked away
from it.”” Afterwards, he
sold his classic 1941 Har
ley-Davidson motorcy
cle, which was equipped
wih a side car

Since his crash, Bor
tree, 33, pretty well has
firmed up an opinion on
the survival odds of cy
cling and flying

“On a motorcyle, you
can do everything right
— never ‘mess up' — and
it (or something) will
turn on you

“In an airplane, if you
‘mess up,’ it’s because
you did something
wrong."”

BORTREE,
boat mechanic, was in
jured in May when a
pickup truck, without
warning, turned into his
lane of traffic on a ser-
vice road, he recalled
He was hospitalized and
had to drop out of work,
but said he soon expects
to return to the job

Slightly more than two
months after the crash,
Bortree and a pal, Ri-
chard Knight, bought
their first airplane: a
1956 CamAir Model 480

Bortree and Knight
found the aircraft in a
fellow’s back yard in
Odessa. They hauled the
plane’s tail section in a
pickup truck and carried
the rest of the craft over
on a flatbed trailer.

Their intent was to
make the plane flyable
once again.

“We bought it with the
idea we were going to fix
it,”” said Bortree. But
after they got to consid-
ering the complexities of

aerodymanics and res-
toration, they decided a
wrecked airplane was
nothing to tinker with.

“We didn’t even try to
fix it. It was too involved
for us,” Bortree said. “I
don’t want to build an
airplane. I just want to
fly one.”

TO DATE, Bortree has
logged two hours of fly-
ing time; he has just
begun. That was up in
Pennsylvania before he
and his family moved to
Midland two years ago.

Bortree's idea is to
trade the restorable but
“broken lady”’ of an air-
plane for an old but air-
worthy taildragger with
rag wings and the whole
bit.

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Lives of refugees much like puzzles with missing pieces

For two Cambodian families who

have been transplanted in Midland,
. with»

life is like a jigsaw puzzle
missing pieces that may never be
found.

Those missing ‘‘pieces’ are chil-
dren who were left behind in South-
east Asia. Whereabouts of the two —a
boy in one family and a girl from the
other — are unknown.

Tang Chung Eng, who celebrated
her 32nd birthday last week, and
three of her children survived the
long trek from central Cambodia
through the jungle into Thailand.

But they were trucked back to the
Cambodian border and it was there
she lost her 10-year-old son, Ear Kim
Ho.

Ta Thoun and his family lived in
Cambodia near the Thailand border
They too escaped into the neighboring
country to flee communist soldiers.

For a while they lived in a refugee
camp. But when the Thailand govern-
ment kicked all the Cambodian refu-
gees out of the country on June 12,
Ta Thoun and his family stayed in the
jungle near the Laos-Cambodia-Thai
land border.

TWO DAUGHTERS were turned
over to farmers for safekeeping
When the family was taken to a refu
gee camp in Bangkok one daughter
was returned. There has been no word
about the 17-year-old daughter, La
Tan.

Mrs. Douglas Peterson, who heads
the Midland Resettlement Program,
is working to locate the two young
sters. But there are snags — neither
family knows precisely where the
children might be

When Cambodia fell in 1975 to the
communists, Tang lived in Phnom
Penh with her husband and six chil
dren. She was a seamstress; her hus
band had a meat stand

The soldiers came and took the
family — along with others into
central Cambodia. Her youngest

“She’ll never survive,”
said of the infant.

“Yes, she will,”" Tang replied. ‘‘She
has nine lives.” The name Miayv is the
equivalent of the English word
“meow.”

THE TRANSPORTED families had
to work the land and were rationed
one tablespoon of rice for lunch, an
other for supper.

In 1978, the father died.

“He was so hungry,” said Tang,
speaking through an interpreter. “‘He
went to communists and asked for
potato. He steal and keep asking
They get mad at him. One day when
son and husband in jungle looking for
potatoes (which grow wild in the jun
gles), soldiers catch them. They tie
him up and beat him to death.”

The son, Kim Ho, went back and
told Tang what had happened. *“When
I hear, I want to see body, but afraid
So I leave it there (in the jungle)

Later, three of her daughters died
of starvation and sickness while in
that village

When it came to punishment from
the soldiers, no one was spared

Short in height, her hair cropped,
Tang acts out one episode in which
she was caught with some extra
rice

DROPPING TO HER knees and
speaking rapidly to the translator,
Tang picks up a square of cloth and
ties it around her head like a blind
fold

The soldiers, she says, tied her to
the back of a horse which dragged her
over the ground to a pit grave

Waving her arms about her head,
Tang describes how the soldiers were
going to hit her

“She shaking all over; she knows
she's going to die,” relates the trans
lator as he watches Tang act out the
scene. “‘She just fall into pit. Soldiers
see her last piece of gold in a pocket
They take it and pretend they killed
her

She Huong
behind in Thailand

with her husbana and six children. Today,
her family is reduced to
Miav Huong and 11-year-old Ear Kuy
Ear Kim Ho,

On April 8, Tang escaped into the
jungle with her three children. They
arrived in a Thailand refugee camp
on May 10. But the soldiers packed all
the refugees into trucks on June 12 for
the trip back to the Cambodian bor-
der

When Tang and her children were
told to get out (of the truck), Kim Ho
refused

‘“‘He say he die if he go back
to Cambodia. He die if he stay (in
Thailand). He prefer to stay in one
place,” Tang says in a solemn tone

One of the Thailand soldiers said he
would take Kim Ho back to Thailand
A few days later, Tang said, the sol-
dier told her his commander was
upset about the child. To settle the
matter, the soldier gave Kim Ho to his
commander

TANG VOICES TWO ideas as to
what may have happened to Kim Ho
“Maybe the commander like my son
and want to adopt him. Maybe they
shot him to death.”

“Adopt.” by the refugees’ defini-
tion, means to care for — not a legal
process as. in the U.S

Tang and the two girls — Miav and
11-year-old Ear Kuy Huong — lived in
the jungle near the Thailand border
until the Red Cross found them and
took them back to a refugee camp

By this time Miav was 4 and
weighed only 18 pounds

The family was processed and
shipped to Midland

The Ta Thoun family also lived in
the jungle several days before being
picked up by the Red Cross and sent
to Midland in early August

That family consists of Ta Thoun,
the father; Ying Ong, his wife; Cheng
Pan Thoun, his 19-year-old son; Kin
On Thoun, 16-year-old daughter;, Yu
Phin Thoun, 6-year-old daughter; Che
Mouy, his mother-in-law; Tan Mong,
his wife's brother, and Khit Ong, a
niece

Living near the Thailand border,

they escaped the next day into the
neighboring country,
20. Then, on June 9, they were taken

ariving on May

by truck back to the Cambodian bor
der.

Ta Thoun and his family, along with
other refugees, camped near a Bud-
dhist temple at a spot called Preve
here, in the Cambodian jungle

Every day the men would go out
looking for food — wild potatoes, roots
and cicadas

ALTHOUGH WARNED not to help
the Cambodians, Thailand farmers
would sometimes give them food
when they came across refugees, Ta
Thoun said

It was in this manner that Ta Thoun
met a farmer one day who said he
would take La Tan for safekeeping.
Kin On was given to another farmer
Both promised to send the girls to a
refugee camp once the family got
there

“Everyone who went back (to the
border) thought they were going to
die. We left girls with farmer and
thought they would have a chance to
live,”” Ta Thoun explained

“Farmer not try to do anything
bad. He has a family. They live in the
country and want to help the people
(refugees) by giving food,” Ta Thoun
reported through the interpreter

Kin On was taken to Bangkok short-
ly after the Red Cross picked up the
refugees in Prevehere

But word of La Tan has never come
The stumbling block is that Ta Thoun
never asked the farmer his name

Since the Thailand government for
bids its people from helping the refu-
gees, Ta Thoun reasoned the farmer
may be afraid to let_ anyone know he
has the girl

Mrs. Peterson theorized the govern-
ment may not let them out easily.

The husband, she explained, is from
Thailand and was in a Bangkok hospi-
tal when Cambodia fell to the Com-
munists

THE OLDER MAN and his son,
then, aren’t considered refugees.

Both families are adjusting to the
American way of life. The adults have
jobs and the children go to public
school.

But there still is something miss-
ing.

Ying Ong, speaking softly, said she
thinks about La Tan every day. ‘‘Day
after day I pray for her and that
someday my daughter come to live
with me.”’

Tang Chung Eng said she is happy
with her home and job in Midland.

But there are many times when she
thinks about her son, Kim Ho.

“When I am eating or sleeping I
think about him. When I eat some-
thing good, like ice cream, I wish he
could taste it. He always in my
prayers,”’ she said quietly.

Balloon continues to drift
far south of projected course

SCOTT CITY, Kan. (AP) — A helium balloon with
four adventurers bound for the Atlantic Ocean float-
ed on the vagaries of the wind over the rolling
prairies of western Kansas Saturday, far south of its
projected course.

The nonstop flight drifted in an east-southeasterly
direction after crossing the Colorado state line short
ly after daybreak.

““The balloon was reported about 12 miles south of
Scott City, in western Kansas, shortly after 9 a.m.,”
said Bob Rice of the Weather Service Corp. of
Bedford, Mass

“We don’'t expect too much movement in any
direction Saturday,” Rice explained. He said the
balloon's drift was about 12 to 13 knots an hour

Rice said the balloon was brought down to the
lower altitude to await weather developments and a
change in the wind direction. He said the balloon

Weather Service Corp. has been providing weather
information and ground support for the 100-foot-tall
DaVinci Trans-America crew, which hopes to be the

The balloonists are using only a radio-telephone to
keep in contact, Rice said, and at lower altitudes the
information received is only in patches because at
times the balloon is out of range

A private plane pilot reported sighting the balloon
about 10 miles northeast of Leoti, Kan., at 6,000 feet
earlier Saturday.

Winds continued to carry the big bag through
southeastern Colorado on the unwanted southeaster-
ly course Friday

The crew gradually ascended to about 13,000 feet
and intended to settle in for the night, but winds
persisted in pushing them to the south-southeast
