COMMERCIAL FAILURES
DROP IN TEXAS IN  JULY

AUSTIN, Aug. 25.— A sharp drop 
^'■.curred in the number ctf commer- 
'^lal faUures in Texas during July 
in comparison with the correspond­
ing month last year, but there was a 
'ubstaptial increase in failures over 

preceding month, it was reported 
by the University of Texas Bureau 
of Business Research. L’abiUties 
were down sharply fr<wn both com­
parable periods.

Reports from Dun and Bradstreet, 
Inc., show a 54 per cent decline in 
the number of failures and 30 per­
cent in their liablities compared with 
July last year; and an increase of 33 
per cqnt in number but a decline o f 
32.5 per in liabilities compared with 
the preceding month, the bureau 
stated. Average liability per failure 
was 82 per cent below that of July 
last year and' 44 per cent under that 
o f Jupe.

Nine Briscoe County high school 
students will receive aid this fall th­
rough the National Youth Adhiin- 

'istratio,n, County Judge W. W. Mar­
tin announced this week.

The quota was raised from last 
year, when six Quitaque High Sch­
ool studlents received N. Y. A. aid.

Funds allotted' are to be distributed 
among schools of the county, though, 
'according to Judge Martin, the co­
unty allotment will probably be di­
vided between Silverton and Quita­
que schools.

Six dollars per mopth, to be used 
in the purchase of clothes and school 
supplies, is allowed each student ac­
cepted by the Administration. Qua­
lifications no longer limit the selec­
tion o f students to families on the re­
lief rolls, though the applicants must 
!be in need of aid and maintain good 
scholastic averages to qualify.

The entire allotment, providing for 
six students went to the Quitaque 
schools last year, since other schools 
in the county were unable to qualify. 
A more nearly equal division will 
be made under the new provisions, 
however, Martin stated.

755 owneid' non-farm homes in Texas. 
The Home Owners’ Loan Corporatloni 
refinapced mortgages on 11.8 per 
cent of this number.

AUSTIN, August 25.— Sponsors of 
the bill passed in the state legislature 
to appropriate $3,000,000 for the cel 
ebration of Texas’ 100th apniversary

Coffee Wins Judge's 

Race with 16 Votes 
Majority {

In one of the most hotly contested 
political races in County history, W. 
Coffee, Jr., defeated Judge W. W. 
Martin for the office of Coiupty 
Judge by the narrow margin of six- 
'teen votes in the second democratic 
primary election Saturday.

The margi,n of victory was two 
•more votes than that jmlled in the 
Second Primary in 1934, records re­
veal. At that time, Coffee, complet­
ing an appointment to office as suc­
cessor to Judge O. R. Tipps. and can­
didate for his first elective term, was 
defeated by Judge Martin in the run 
off by a margin of fourteen votes.

L. E. Graham, candidate for re- 
election to his sixth term as Coiunty 
Commissioper from Precinct No. 2, 
defeated W. Vaughn Chandler by a 
margin of 102 votes.

In the race for County Chairman, 
Homer Sanders led by a wide margin 
over his opponent, M. C. Potter, af­
ter failing by a few votes to receive 
a majointy over several opponents in 
the first primary July 25th.

Voting Saturday, with one of the 
shortest ballots in the County’s his­
tory before local voters, was much 
heavier than was anticipated, fallipg 
only 120 votes short of the heavy 
poll of 1,500 in the July primary. A 
total of thirteen hundred and seven­
ty eight votes were polled Saturday, 
as interest in local political races 
reached a high point.

ABOUT?

It was Jay Franklin, in his column 
in the New York Post the other day, 
vho hit the nail on the head when 
ne sa d tliat investoi's of the natiop 
“ are making more money than ever 
and yet they howl.”

Mr. Franklip pointed out that by 
the Republican gospel of material 
prosperity alone, the country is far 
advanced on the upgrade and the 
G. O. P. had' pothing to do w th it, 
except as members of Congress vot­
ed for New Deal measures which 
started recovei’y.

“ In this connection,” wrote Mr. 
Franklin, ‘ it is important to point 
out that the net farm income for 
1935 was higher than for 1930, that 
bank deposits are higher than at the 
fcegpning of 1930, that kilowatt- 
hour production and assets of life 
insurance companies are at all-time 
h'ghs, that 5,000000 of Hoover’s un­
employed have been absorbed into 
private industry, etc.

“ In fact, reserve requirements 
have had to be increased to prevent 
an ungovernable boom and even the 
Wall Street Jioumal decljares that 
‘Pessimism becomes difficu t .

“ What, then are the Tories holler 
ing about? Why do they rush, with 
every sign of panic, to Landop and 
the G. O. P. as the one hope of sur­
vival in what they announce is a 
terrible crisis? Where is the fire?

“ The profit system and their own 
profits seem to be unimpaired and 
the nation has beeni resv.ued xiom 
d’saster—  Why all this bitterness, 
this malice, this meanness, this fury? 
What, then, are they howling about 
now? Surely not that they, as well 
as their poorer neighbors, must help 
pay the price of recovery? Or did 
they really expect to pass on to the 
masses of the people the cost of the 
depression as completely as they un­
loaded their inflated securities on the 
public in the years before the crash?

We 
are seven miles west of Pinos Altos

We are camp'ng in the real old

We have all 
learned to pari free gold and will 
bring our owji samples home. The 
hct sun blistered Jim Curry’s shins 
while he was sitt ng in the creek with 
his pants legs rolled up pan,nirg na­
ture’s yellow gold. Jimmie holds 
the highest record by finding 22 col­
ors in one pan. Simply meaning 22 
pieces of gold.

Jim, Curry, Riley Holmes and all 
of us just trade jobs around and try 
to wash out the gold. It’s about 
time for the boys to shave.

Preacher’s Peak is in sight of this 
camp and from surrounding temi- 
tory. We get back to camp by wat- 

'chirg it. Preacher’s Peak was named 
for an old' cowboy that the boys call­
ed “ Preacher” because he didn’t go 
'n for too much of their rough stuff. 
He was killed by a mountain lion on 
this cei’tain peak.

I will give you many of the old 
stories that are be’ng told here.

D. C.. said here recently ir 
an address before the Graduate Schoo' 
of Banking conducted under the TMir* 
auspices of Rutgers University and tht 
American Bankers Association.

If the flexibility and expansibilit' 
provided by cumnr?rciHl hanking credit 
were eliminated, Dr. \T nilton declared 
“ it is scarcely too much to say that thi 
economic system itself would shortly bt 
destroyed.

“ Normally the amount of credit ex 
tended by commercial hanks to the pov 
ernment is small in amount and for th> 
purpose mainly of financing temporary 
requirements in anticipation of lax col 
lections or bond sales Rut in periods o' 
war and acute depression, when thf 
financial requirements ot gnvernmer; 
expand with great rapidity, the exi.an 
Sion of commercial bank credit is on j 
tremendous scale. Such is the casp a' 
the present time.

How Public Needs Are Financed
“The purchase of government se' Uri 

ties by individuals and by the commer 
cial banks provides the government 
with the means by wlii.'h its manitold 
activities are financed The Treasury 
obtains the funds, with which tht 
Reconstruction Finance Corporation 
and other government credit age'icies 
finance their operations through the 
sale of securities, largely to commercial 
banks.
