Bindweed Spreading, 
Matthiesen Reports

Bindweed is a  real m enace to 
the farm s in  th a t p a rt of Bailey 
county lying north  of the sand 
hills, according ito Bill M ht- 
thisen, who has visited v ir tu a l­
ly every farm  in  the area.

Mr. M atthiesen told The Jo u r­
n a l th a t one sees the w eed 
growing nearly  all over the 
area, in fields, on irrigation  
ditch banks, in roads and high­
ways. It is going to  take a  very 
determ ined effort on the p a rt 
of everyone to contro l th is pest, 
he thinks.

Bindweed is scattered w hen 
birds carry seeds about, o r when 
farm  im plem ents drag  the  roots 
to o ther section of a field, he 
says. E xtrem e care  ought to be 
observed by everyone so as not 
to be instrum ental in helping 
to spread bindweed, Mr. M at­
thiesen said.

the num ber of these insects.

Assessments will be m ade against 
each w ater m eter in the  city  to  
carry  on th is work. Mr. G upton 
said the assessm ent will not be 
more than 75 cents per meter.

He said city  officials believe the 
spraying will save each household­
er or business much m ore than  that 
in the  purchase of spraying equip­
m ent and chemicals on an ind i­
vidual basis.

H ealth authorities a re  convinced 
that polio, am ong other diseases, 
are spread  by insect’s, and that 
DDT. being deadly fo r insects, will 
.hereby tend to  control the inci­
dence of polio and other diseases.

Last sum m er there were few 
flies in Muleshoe. Only one sp ray ­

ing was used b u t it seemed to have 
a great effect in controlling this 
nuisance.

Stubble m ulching is one of the  m ost effective m easures for 

protecting drylands. Each y ea r less land  is laid bare by burning 

the stubble. Level te rrac in g  and  contouring are o ther effective 

m easures to conserve m oisture and th w art w ind erosion.

T erracing  and contouring  help m oisture penetrate . The seed 

germ inates readily  an d  th e re  is a good pro tective cover for the 

land during w in te r and  early  spring  w hen w ind erosion is a 

constan t th re a t. T here  is usually enough ra in  in  the G reat P lains 

to  produce a crop of w heat on deep soils if i t  is saved and stored  

in  the g round  by such m easures. Shifting  to  such crops as sorg­

hum  an d  broom com  during  years of exceptional drought has 

helped m any P lains fa rm ers p ro tec t th e ir  land and grow a crop 

virtually  every year.

The general m inim um  age he said, 
is 16 years, w ith  an 18-year m in i­
m um  fo r p articu la r occupations th a t 
are found hazardous for children.

New Strain of Com 
Withstands Drouth

Guatemala Crossbreed 
Also Rosists Root Rot

Possibility of producing corn that 
would w ithstand root ro t and other 
diseases ns well us prolonged dry 
spells appealed to F url K. May and 
Iowa Stute college officials.

Knowing tha t G uatem ala had been 
producing corn for m ore than 2,000 
years in an isolated region, which 
had resulted in a highly inbred strain  
which could w ithstand dry spells as 
well as certa in  diseases and pests, 
Iowa research  w orkers collected

1,200 varieties of corn from  Central 
America.

New Guatemala-U.S. crossbred 
com  has been tested a t Ames, Iowa. 
The new corn outyielded three com­
monly used U.S. hybrids as much as 
25 bushels to the acre. While the 
M idwest varie ties w ithered and died 
during hot w eather, the G uatem ala- 
U.S. crossbreed rem ain  in full ears. 
College officials believe tha t early 
results give prom ise of a new strain  
th a t will w ithstand long dry and hot 
spells in any p art of the United 
States. Jam es Moore, K.M.A. station, 
reports th a t work in G uatem ala has 
proven entirely  successful and he 
believes th a t the new corn soon will 
be grown on m any farm s in the 
United States.

Organic Matter Will Aid 
Work of Soil Bacteria

A single ounce of soil contains 50 
million living bacteria , according to 
R. C. Thomas of the Ohio agricul­
tu ra l experim ent station.

These bac te ria  can help or hapn  
the crops, depending on the k in d o f  
bacteria . The good kind ro t the or­
ganic m atter, release p lant nutrients 
and help build soil structure. The 
harm ful kind cause p lant diseases.

The good kind can be aided and 
the harm ful kind elim inated by add­
ing organic m a tte r «to the soil. To 
get this organic m atter, according 
to Middle West Soil Im provem ent 
com m ittee, return  all possible ani­
m al m anures to the soil; put back 
all crop residues and grow deep- 
rooted legumes regularly  in the ro­
tation and feed them  generously) 
with fertilizer carry ing phosphate 
and potash.

Early Growth Stressed 
In Raising Baby Pigs

While the average weight of eight- 
week-old pigs is probably less than 
30 pounds, a lot of pigs weigh 40 
pounds or m ore a t this age. On the 
contrary, m any weigh as low as 20 
pounds. These variations in wean­
ing weights have a m arked effect 
on the growth-rate of pigs up to the 
tim e they are  baconers. The bigger 
pigs a t eight weeks old are the first 
to reach 200 pounds liveweight.

Hog Self-Feeder

A portable hog feeder is a  piece 
of labor saving equipm ent which 
has a place on every farm  where 
hogs a re  being raised . The ca­
pacity of this feeder Is 55 bushels, 
but It m ay be m ade of any size 
desired. If It Is kept well painted 
It will rem ain  w ater tight.

Culling Pays Dividends 
To Poultry Producers

R egular culling pays dividends, 
but m any poultry farm ers a re  unable 
to carry  out the procedure because 
of pressure of other duties. How­
ever, as the moulting season ap­
proaches, 1t will be seen tha t a per­
centage .of the flock com mences to 
moult ea rlie r  than others, and It Is 
these early m oulters th a t should be 
segregated and sent off to m arket at 
l in t  opportunity.
